«“The Fiend Used Carbolic,” Says
the Druucﬁ in a Letter to The
World—No Clue Yet Found by the
Police. :

A startling development in the Esther-
street, outrage, as. reported in Saturday’s
World, is contained in the following letter
from Mr. A. M. Dow, druggist, on the cot-
ner of St. Patrick and Bsther-streets, from
whom the ruffian was asserted to have pur-
chased his dastardly weapon. The story of
the case may first be briefly repeated.

On Friday merning about 9 o'clock Mrs.
Wilkiam Newman of 134 Esther-street heard
some ope enter Bier house from the street
by the front deor. .She was upstairs at the
t'me, but lmniediftely descended to see
who it was, wheh she was seized by &
stranger dressed in dark clothes and wear-
ing a stiff black hat, dragged into .a' side
room, where she.was thrown violently into
a chalr and gagged with a dirty handker-
chief. She managed to displace the hand-
kerchief enough to scream, when her assail-
ant, drawing a bottie from his pocket, bran-
dished it befove her face and threatened to
make her swallow some if she didn’t keep
quiet. He then dashed the contents into
her face, and, leaving her in a fainting con-
dition, hastily ransacked the house, escaping
by the back door, with $35, which he took
from a garment of Mr. Newman’s. There
was only a 3-year-old little girl in the house
at the ume{gnd a baby sleeping in Its
cradle, Mrs. Newman managed to drag her-
self into the nelghboring grocery store of
Mr. I. O. Patterson and Mr. Dow and Dr.
Moorhouse were sent for to dress her face.
In the Saturday papers it was reported that
chioroform was what the wretch bad used
and that the burns on his victim’s face were
caused by Ms evaporation from the hand-
kerchief. Now it turns out a much more
serious matter.

In the first place, it was not chioro-
form which the “fiend” used; but carbolic
acid, and his only object in using such a
weapon was to prevent his future identifi-
cation by destroying the sight of his vietim.
{ts metion: as a corrosive being equally as
rapid as sulphuric acld, re Mr. Selvert’s
case some years ago, the perpetrator of
which is doing a life sentence.

Chloroform, under no conditions whatever,
could cause similar results in the same space
of time. The well-known odor of carboiic
acld was quite perceptible from wounds
when being dressed. If chloroform had been
‘used in ever so small a quantity its *‘ether-
cal” odor would have been quite discernible
on the premises, under the existing condl-
tions. Again, under the most favorable
circumstances, chloroform, when applied to
the skin, and “rapid evaporation’” ptfevent-
ed, will cause a slight rash only.

On the other hand carbolic acld destroys
the tissue almost immediately, turning the
skin a greyish white color (caused by coagu-
lation of albumen), afterwards changing to
red. Above conditions may vary according
to strength and quantity of actd used, and
length of contact. ‘‘Pure” carbolic acld,
which is a solid, 1s seldomi used, and never
sold to the laity.

Jacob F. Gaetz, aged 30 years, dressed
in & Prince Albert coat and plug hat, was
a prisoner at Police Headquarters last night
charged with obtaining $60 from Dr. Clark
M. George of Pittsburg, Pa. The police
were very reticent about the case, and
Crown Attorney Curry went so far as to
say that there was really nothing of im-
portance in the arrest.
Gaggz was taken into custody. yesterday
afternoon by Detective Slemin, just after
he had left the G, N. W. Telegraph Com-
pany’s office, on a warrant sworn out by
the Doctor. The specific charge is only
one of four that are hanging over him. On
three of these the prisoner is now on ball.
It is said that Gaetz met Dr, George,

MORNING PAPER.

 THE PLEBISCITE,

| A characteristic featare of the plebis-

¢ite is the general apathy of the elector-
ate. Twenty years ago, when the so-
called National Policy was before the
electorate the country was ablaze with
excitement, greatly in contrast with the
manifestation of the public pulse to-day.
And yet the question that is now before
the people is of much greater national
import than the question of protection
and free trade, or than any other issue
that has ever been submitted to the
people of this country. However, the
cause of the general apathy that prevails
on the present oceasion is not difficult to
explain. In brief, the plebiscite has no
legal or constitutional significance. The
people secem to accept it in this light.
Hence the lack of enthusiasm that

-would otherwise accompany so moment-

ous an issue. The laws of this country
are not made by the peoplq. directly,
through plebiscites, but by representa-
tives chosen by electoral districts. The
plebiscite has no place in the constitu-
tion. At most, it is merely a method
of ascertaining the sentiment of the
people in regard to any particular issue.
‘Whatever may be theresult of the vote
on Sept. 29 the question will have to be
submitted to the people in the regular,

‘constitutional way. When it is so sub-

mitted the fight will come on in earnest,
and there will then be war to the knife.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has never stated
that his Government would introduce a®
prohibitory act in the event of the pro-
hibitionists securing a majority. We do
not think the prohibitiomists can reason-
ably tie him down to such a position.
But what they can do is to insist
that his Government will espouse their
cause and go to the people on a prohi-
Lition policy. The question is eertain to
2o back to the people, that s, providad
there is a majority. Hven though there
was a Jarge majority in favor of prohibi-
tion, so large as to justify the Gqvern-
ment in introducing a prohibitory act,
the Senate would undoubtedly veto the
bill and compel the Government to fol-
low the constitutional method of obtain-
ing the popular will. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
has nothing to gain, but everything to
1cse, by tying himself up to the temper-
ance party. If they poll a respectable
vete and secure a majority, the leader
of the Government is pledged to espouse
their cause. That means that he will
have to go to the country on prohibition.
Now, @ general election is something en-
tirely different from a plebiscite. The
former has a specific constitutional sig-
nificance, and the submission of the
1 quor question to the people in this wuy
will bring to the front forces that are
now more or less dormant. If the Gov-
ernment appeals to the country on pro-
hibition, it must necessarily explain how
the revenue lost by the prohibition of

the liquor trade will be made good, how |

the law for the suppressicn of the traffic
will be carried into effect, and give

| other détails that are now euphemisti-

cally glossed over. When ‘the issue bc-
comes one of constitutional significancy
the electorate will demand facts
and figures in a way that may astonish
Sir Wilfrid Laurier or any other leader
who espouses the cause of prchibition
In the meantime the plebiscite is a
matter of little importance. What the
prohibiticnists ere really working for, al-

though many of them may not be aware

of the fact, is to compel Sir Wilfrid
Laurier to make prohibition a paty
question and submit it to the people in
the usual way. If they secure a ma-
jority they will insist on the leader of
the Government making every effort in
lis power to pass prohibitory legislation,
Therein lies the pitfall that stands
athwart the path the Government has
chosen to follow. It may be forced to
go to the country on prohibition when
the defeat of that issue is mot only pos-
sible, but very probable. The country
can afford to view the plebiscite quite

philosophically. The onus of forcing Sir

Wilfrid Laurier to advance prohibition
to the dignity of a party issue rests
with the temperance people. The real

struggle over prohibition is not yet in
sight. The anti-prohibitionists and the
people generally are apparently acting on

the idea that it is time to bid the devil
good morning when you meet him,

THE COMMISSIONER’S DISCOVERY.

The Assessment Commissioner seems
to have made a discovery. He says ne
will hereafter tax all interest received
from mortgages. We take it the Com-
missioner has no alternative in the mat-

ter. If he has not assessed interest de-

rived from mortgages in the past he has
not followed his plain duty. As a mat-
ter of fact, he is supposed to assess in-
comes of all kinds, over a certain sum,
with a few exceptions. What the Com-
missioner ought to do is to devise some
plan for assessing all personal property
with some show of equity. If such a
plan cannot be devised, the assessment
of this kind of property should be abol-
ished entirely. A statement from the
Commissioner showing the difficulties
that exist in the assessment of personal
property, including incomes, might lead
to the exemption of this species of pro-
Terty or to some amendment in the law
whereby the essessment could be made
with some show of equity. As it is, the
method of assessing personal property
is flagrantly unjust.

To deny him the right to drink
bis glass of ale at dinner would be equi-
valent to prohibiting ten in Canada or
wine in France, The Scotchmam won't
do without his toddy, and the Irishman
has an occasional desire for mountain
dew. Prohibition would act as a verit-
able blight upon the country as far as
immigration is concerned. We will have
few settlers from Great Britain or
Europe if ‘we let the country get in the
hands of the hysterical and visionary
prohibitiondsts. .

AN EAST END NUISANCE.
Frequent complaint is made by resi-
dents of the Dast End of disagreeable
smells that emanate from the pork pack-
ing factory at the mouth of the Don.
The smell is often most offensive, especi-
ally in hot weather. No one desires to
ijure the industry in questions but there
is a limit to every kind of nuisance, and
the limit in this case appears to have
been reached- It does mot seem fair
that a whole square mile or more of
residential and business property should
be subjected to a nuisance caused by a
single concern. * If proper appliances
-were used the industry could be carried
on without creating a nuisdnce of any
kind, or, at least, the nuisance could be
greatly mitigated if an effort were made
in that direction. The Aldermen of
Wards 1 and 2 owe it to their constitu-
cnts to have this nuisance investigated
with a view to secure its abatement.

The destruction at Barbados was fully
equal to that of St. Vincent, while St. Lucia
 aiso suffered considerably. The Island of
Barbados presenting practically a blank
surface, was completely swept by the vor-
tex of the cyclone, the result being that the
entire area of cultivation was obliterated,
while a majority of the residences and
other buildings were destroyed and two-
thirds of the population of 160 to 'the
square mile were rendered homeless, The
population wag seeking shelter at Bridge-
town and other centres, only to find the:n
little more than masses of ruins. The con-
sequent distress is unparalleled in the
history of the West Indies, and the Gov-
ernor has cabled that instant and continu-
ous outside relief is absolutely necessary
in order to avert wldeo:)tl;:nd famine and
ossibly a resultant pestilence,

p’l‘he"av:t\ml extent of the fatalities has
not yet been ascertained, owing to the ex-
tent of the ruin wrought throughout the
Island. Apparently the damage in St. Lucla
was comparatively less enormous, although
very serious. Many plantations and houses
were destroyed temporarily, ‘paralyzing in-
dustry, The loss of life in St. Lucia was
comparatively small No estimate of the
shipping casualties is yet posplhle.

CARTAGE OF SMALL SHIPMENTS.

An Explanation Which Has Interest
for Business People.

Editor World: Some few weeks ago you
published In your paper particulars of an
arrangement made by the Canadian rall-
ways for carbage of mall shipments, in the
urderstanding of which a large number of
ghippers and consignecs seem to be very
much at sea. If the enclosed circular, to-
gether with rule 26 of the Canadian joint
freight classification referred to, were pub-

clear up all misapprehension on the sub-
ject. Rule 26 of the classification reads as
fcllows:

“Small comsignments of one class, or In-
cluding articles of several classes, will be
charged at actual weight, according to the
classification of each article, but no single
shipment will be taken for less than 100
Ibs. first-class, plus two cents, if carted
by the companies’ cartage agents at one
point, and three cnts If carted at both ship-
ping and receiving stations. Minimum
charge 35 cents, exclusive of cartage, 40
cents if carted once, and 50 cents if carted
by the companies’ cartage agents at biih
shipping and receiving stations.”

What the Cireunlar Says.

To agents and shippers, referring to cir-
cular No. 97, dated July 26, 1808:

Agents will understand that the Instruc-
tions comtained in the circulap in question,
to the effect that the additional charge for
the cartage of any consignment of freight
at stations at whieh this company’s cartage
agents perform cartage should mot be less
than 10 cents, must not be construed as
superseding classification rule No. 26, pro-
viding a minimum charge which shall be
exacted for the transportation of a ‘“‘small,”
‘fncluding cartage.

The instructions in question simply ap-
ply in connection with the applecation of
the cartage charge of 114 cents per 100-ibs.
When the total cartage charge on this basis
would figure less than 10 cents, the latter
would then be collected as a minimum
charge for cartage. i

The bullding, which 1s almost a total loss,
is valued by Mr. Harris at $7000, and has
only been erected a littie over a year. Mr.
Herris estimates his total loss at $8000. The
only. insumance carried. was $3000 on the
building in the London and Lancashire
Ccmpany. The material in the building
corsisted of rags, bones, metals, ete,, valu-
ed at $5000. »

The cause of the fire {s sald to have
originated from an electric light wire,
which is strung along the south wall of the
main building.

Ald. Sheppard, chairman of the Fire and
Light Comntittee, was early on the scene
and carefully watched ¢thee men at work.

Controllers Hubbard and burns also looked
on from a good point of vantage.
