London, March 25.—The War Office has received the following de­
spatch" from Lord Kitchener :

“ Pretoria, March 25.—Babington’e force, including Shekelton’s 
column, attacked Delarey, 1500 strong, southwest of Ventersdorp, and, hav­
ing defeated him, followed him up rapidly, with the result that the Boer 
rear guard were driven in and their convoy, including the guns, captured at 
Vaalbank.

“ Our troops displayed great gallantry and dash. They captured two 
fifteen-pounder guns, one pompom, sir maxims, 320 rounds of big ammuni 
tion, 15,000 rounds of small ammunition, 160 rifle^ 53 wagons and 24 carts, 
besides, taking 140 prisoners.

“ Our losses were slight, Many Boers were killed or wounded.”

A GREAT PRINCIPLE AT STAKE.
Whether or not the Metropolitan Railway 

has running righto over the Toronto com­
pany’» system la a matter of indifference 
to most of the members of the Legislature. 
If la equally a matter of indifference to 
a majority of the inhabitants of this pro­
vince. But the sanctity of municipal right* 
appeals to every resident of the province, 
and It should appeal In a very Strong way 
to every member of the Legislature. What 
the Metropolitan Railway Is really seeking 
Is that the Legislature shall abrogate to 
Itself a function that la legally vested In 
the City of Toronto and the adjoining muni­
cipalities. Every session we find Interest­
ed parties Invoking the Legislature to over­
ride the author!tly of different municipali­
ties In the conduct of their own business. 
Two such parties are before the Legisla­
ture at the present time. One of them asks 
the Legislature to usurp the authority of 
the City of Toronto over one of Its prin­
cipal highways. The other Invites the 
Legislature to use a club on the Township 
and County of York, and compel them to 
become responsible for a bridge constructed 
as a private enterprise by a real estate com­
pany. The real question before the Legis­
lature to-day la not. the Metropolitan Rail­
way or Glen-road Bridge,but the sanctity of 
municipal rights. We trust the members 
of the Legislature will not allow them­
selves to be hoodwinked by the specious 
arguments of «pedal pleaders. When the 
Metropolitan people renew their application 
for running rights over the Toronto Rail­
way, let them be made to show cause why 
their application should not be referred to 
the City of Toronto, In Whom the Jurisdic­
tion lie#. The rights of the munldpalltleo 
should be held as Inviolate ns provincial 
rights. At any rate, no Interference by 
the Legislature should be tolerated1 unless 
under extraordinary circumstances. In the 
two cases now before the Legislature there 
Is no excuse whatever for the applications. 
It will be thne enough for the Metropoli­
tan Railway to Invoke the Legislature to 
usurp the Jurisdiction of the City of To­
ronto when it establishes the fact that the 
City of Toronto has failed to do some duty 
cast upon It or has exceeded Its powers In 
some particular. No such charge can be 
made against Toronto by the Metropolitan 
Ra'lway. The city has never refused to 
make an agreement with the Metropolitan 
for running rights over Us streets. As a 
matter of fact, the city Is prepared to 
make an agreement. What ex cnee, then, 
can the Legislature have for depriving this 
munldpallty of Its authority oyer Its 
streets? The very concession the Metro­
politan wants the City of Toronto Is pre­
pared to give, Is perhaps anxious to give. 
This appeal to the Legislature Is, there­
fore, without Justifiable excuse. The Rail­
way Committee should not listen to the 
Metropolitan’s special pleadera until they 
have established (1) that they have endea­
vored to come to an agreement with the 
City of Toronto and failed, and (2) that 
some special reasons exist Why the Legis­
lature should usurp the authority of the 
municipality.

The same line of argument applies to the 
Glen-road Bridge. Why should the Legis­
lature Interfere In a matter which la en­
tirely within the Jurisdiction of the muni­
cipality? This bridge Is purely a local 
question. The Oity of Toronto and the 
Township of York are surely competent to 

I look after their own streets and highways 
and bridgea Whether one of the Roeedalc 
ravines Is or is not spanned by a bridge may 
be a matter of some Importance to those 
living In the Immediate vicinity, but how 
can the matter affect the province at large? 
The farmers of York County know their 
own wants better than the members of 
the Legislature, and as long as they are 
satisfied with their roads and bridges there 
is no call for interference by the Legis­
lature In regard to them. The Glen-road 
Bridge, hike the Metropolitan question, 
comes within the scope of municipal rights, 
and every member of the Assembly ought 
to feel It his duty to ward off to the best 
of his ability all assaults on those rights. 
A great principle is at stake. A declara­
tion by the Legislature of the sanctity of 
the principle of municipal rights Is a thous­
and fold more Important to the people of 
Ontario than petty matters which concern 
but a few private Individuals.

we have no necessity for any freight cars 
bring run Into our town.

. many that we must sacrifice ourselves 
y allowing small freight cars to be run 

thru for the benefit of the farmers to tne 
north of us, and the people of Toronto to 
the south of us, In order that they may be 
enabled to exchange their products with 
due facility. When, however, we make this 
admission, we claim that we have a rlgat 
to the strongest kind of protection In the 
matter of restriction». Yonge-street is oar 
only thorofare to the north and Booth, and 
is traversed and crossed dally and hourly 
bv all of our people, from the youngest 
school children up. With the expected In­
crease of population, it will become a 
beautiful residential street, built up with 
the mansions of the rich, with their care­
fully-kept grounds and lawns. The street 
Itself will be asphalted and will become 
the fatdiionable stamping ground for the 
finest equipages and automobiles from the 
city. With such a prospect before us. Is 
It to be wondered that the people of this 
town are, without one single exception, 
arrayed in opposition to the proposed plan 
of running trains of C.P.R. freight cars— 
large, heavy, cumbersome and hideous—uy- 
on our main street? Let the C.P.R* ask 
the city for the privilege of running their 
freight ears down St. George-street and 
University-avenue, and If their request be 
seriously considered we may, perhaps, con­
clude that we are behind the times in our 
notion of street traffic. But, apart from 
this point, which some people dub as sen­
timent, a most sellons Injury would be 
done to Yonge-street by the running of 
railway freight cars upon it, inasmuch as 
these cars, being actually 4 feet w^der than 
the ordinary trolley cars, It would be nec­
essary to widen the dev^l-stri-p by 4 feet, 
in order that they might pass one another, 
and, by widening the devil-strip, naturally 
the roadbed on either side for vehicular 
traffic would be narrowed to a ttimilar ex­
tent. Nor is this a matter to be under­
estimated, for there patis up and down 
Yo-nge-gtreet daily a great number of ve­
hicles gofng to and from the city, and 
such a large narrowing down of the road 
would make it impossible for two wile 
carts or wagons to pass one another. It 
simply, therefore, amounts to this : that 
common railway rolling stock must never 
be permitted on our street. But this is 
not oui* whole contention, by any means. 
We claim that before the Metropolitan and 
Toronto Railway Company are pçrmitted 
to run even their suudler anti lighter 
freight cars we should be consulted as to 
the necessary restrictions to be placed up­
on them. We have some exceedingly high 
hills in our town, and on that account 
precautions are necessary which would not 
occur to those looking after the interests 
of the city, where the grades are not near­
ly so severe. To avoid accidents upon these 
hills, not only must the best possible 
brakes be provided, but no freight train 
should be permitted to be run without 
sufficient brakemen, in addition to the 
motor man. The hours of travel of these 
freight cam, except In the case of peri ah- 
uble produce, should be restrictel to after 
11 p.m. and before 6 a.im The question 
of fenders, too, has to be grappled with. 
The Lieu/tenant-Governor-ln-Council lias seen fit to allow the Metropolitan cars to 
be run without fenders, on account of the 
prevalence of cows running loose on the 
roadway, instead of insisting upon the en­
forcement, of the Impounding laws by the 
different municipalities This is a present 
source of danger which has got to be re­
moved. Then comes the regulation of the 
speed at which either passenger or freight 
cars are to bo run in the farming districts 
and thru the towns or more congested cen­
tres, a point upon which a precedent 
should be made for trolley lines generally 
thruout the Province. It should likewise 
be provided that such freight cah« as may 
be permitted to be run in daytime should 
not be allowed to interfere with the effi­
cient running of the pà-senger cars, by 
compelling them to wait upon switches, 
etc. The municipalities should have the

design end plan on the pert of somebody 
to awaken a certain feeling of antagonism 
to the railway project. It la worthy of 
note that certain members of the Domin­
ion Parliament were enlisted In the same 
cause, and were prepared to lend the 
weight of their Influence and the power 
of their position to the obatructlon of the 
proposed railway. Even If some reason­
able grounds could be adduced for refus­
ing the charter, the facility with which 
this campaign was organized, and the In­
terests It waa enabled to enlist, would be 
anything but reassuring from a public 
standpoint. But when it Is seen that with­
out any grounds for the attitude assumed, 
without even a-plausible excuse, a cam­
paign can be organized that threatens to 
away the decision of Parliament against a 
great project for industrial development, It 
shows that parliamentary representatives 
are prone to take advantage of the apathy 
of their constituents.

There is beyond doubt a danger of 
Parliament passing under the sway of a 
great railway corporation. This danger la 
clearly revealed to the strength that has 
been developed to favor of an utterly to de­
fensible cause. It rests with the elec­
tors themselves to provide safeguards. 
They must show themselves’ fully alive 
to the dangers of the situation^ 
must keep perpetual watch upon the 
members whom they send to Parliament, 
and they must make the members continu­
ally sensible of their vigilance, 
must watch every vote cast In Parliament 
by their representatives, and must Investi­
gate thoroly the Influences that have dic­
tated their courte. They must be prepar­
ed to weed out every member who shows 
himself subject to corporation influence, 
however popular or plausible he may be. 
They must be prepared to condemn every 
Parliamentary vote which shows the dom­
inance of corporation influence over the 
public welfare. That "eternal vigilance la 
the price of liberty” Is as true when 
usurpation la threatened by corporate 
power as by military or monarchical forces. 
Here is a case that will put every member 
of Parliament to the test. There Is abso­
lutely no excuse for refusing the charter 
applied for; no reasonable grounds have 
been advanced, nor can be advanced in 
behalf of a policy of obstruction. How­
ever charitably an elector may be disposed 
to regard his representative In Parliament, 
he must conclude that a vote against this 
railway charter Is a vote against the public 
interest, at the Instance of a greet railway 
corporation. If there were argumenta to 
be advanced on both sides, it would be 
possible, and Indeed probable, for certain 
members to be misled, and to vote against 
the charter to good faith, but under the 
existing circumstances no such excuse can 
be made for an adverse vote. The test 
which this issue will apply to every mem­
ber of Parliament Is perfectly clear. There 
is a public Interest on one side, and 
the obvions duty of every member, whose 
position Imposes a solemn obligation. On 
the other side, there Is absolutely no pub­
lic Interest at stake, and no Influence at 
work, except the desire of a great corpora­
tion to maintain a profitable monopoly. The 
attitude of the C.P.R. Is not unnaturab 
The first duty of the management la to 
the stockholders, and aa a private enter­
prise It is justified to furthering Its own 
Interests to every legitimate way. But 
with a member of Parliament, sworn to 
guard the Interests of the country, the 
case is entirely different. The private in­
terests of corporations should be to him 
a secondary consideration. Care for the 
public welfare should determine his atti­
tude on every question that comes before 
him for Judgment. Let the electors show 
themselves thoroly alive to their duties; 
let them watch every vote cast, and stand 
prepared to punish with dismissal every 
case of unfaithfulness clearly proven, and 
there will be no danger of Parliament go­
ing astray on this or any other Import­
ant public question.

"All Right, Boys, Let Her Go!" 
Were the Last Words HeIÎ GaUttered.

Referring to the fatal accident to James 
Hammond, The Fort William Dally Tlmes-
