Most Modeérn Type of Building

Ninety years ago,; while what is new
Toronto was still *Muddy Little_York.’?
Thomas Carfrae, the younger, and
other inhabitants obtained a charter
fotr the first non-sectarian cemetery.
Their entire resourceés consisted, of
seventy-five pounds currency—-three
hundred-dollars—raised by public sub-
seription, no dividual subscription
exceeding one dollar. With this they
purchased six acres north
street, west/of Yonge, which they call-
ed the Potters’ Field. From this small
beginning has gradually developed a
most important and wvaluable public
service now embracing three cameter- |
i{es—Necropolis, Mount Pleusant and!
Prospect. » |

In that early day the community was
relatively small, and the Potters’ Feld
served its needs for almost thirty
years.. When ultimately it became ne-
ceggary to.close it. the trustees pur-
chased in 1855 the Necropolis, and to
this they tramisferred the remains from
Qe Potters’ IPield. The purchase price
t

these fifteeni acres was $16,000, and |

e trustees available funds amounted
te one thousand <dollars only, Three
memb of the board accordingly as-
sumed personal liability for the bal-
ance of the purchase moéney, since un-
der the law no interments could take
place unless the property .were free
from encumbrance.

During the next fifteen years the
neads of the city grew more rapidly.
The ground at the Necropolis was
found Inadequate; and in 1873 Mount
Pleasant, two hundred acres in extént,
was acquired at a cost'of $20,000. This |
was followed in 1889 by the purchase
of Prospect Cemetery—one hundred |
and: five acres—to serve thie western
portion of the city.

The small beginning of 1826 is now
represented by thess three splendid
propertieg with their valuable improve- |
ments. including exténsive landscape |
and tree planting work, elaborate |
drainage and roadway systems,;miles
of permanent pavernents. chapela; mor-
tuaries, office buildings, bridges, dams,
etc. To the board’s expenditure for
improvements have been added hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars by lot
owners in the erection of suitable
tombs and monuments.

Large Trust Fund.

Originaily lots were sold subject to
an annual charge for. upkeep, but this
village system was lon‘;' A€o Outgrown.
Now: a certain proportion of the price
of ‘all lots 18 set apart in a perpetuai
ecard fund, which at the present time
exceeds $250,000. These  moneys are
kept entirely separate from the board's!
other funds and are invested in trust|
sectrities—principally Canadian muni- !
cipal debentuvgs.

It is worth While noting that this
gradual development from an invest- |
ment of thres hundred dollars raised |
by public subscription to property

the main to the fact that the funds
received were expended on the pro- |
perty itself instead of being paid ou,t'
as profits, The trustees have leen
true to the public character of the
enterprise. There have been no share-
holders, no capital stock, no dividends.
The result has besn that the prices;
charged have always beeén, kept con-‘
giderably below those charged in pri-
vately owned cemeteries serving simi-
lar populations, - At the same time |
the original three hundred dollars has
grown into property of enormous
value.

the city entering the trade if it would
relieve the situation at all. Members
1 of the firms interviewed suggested that
competition was the life of trade, and
while none of the local companies were
at present in a position to better the
situation, they thought that the two
million dollars, which is the amounit the
city is prepared to spend, would do a
lot towards opening up the market.

Blias Rogers of the Elias Rogers
Co., Ltd., stated, “If the city will give
an honest audit of the money spent, we
will welcome them.
into the market and buy coal at a price
that the people can afford then they.
¢an do better than the people who have
been in the business aill their lives. The
coal situaition will take care of itself
if the people will not become panicky,
but take their coal as they need it and
not be greedy. Our chief difficulty is
delivery, and if the people would pro-
vide the conveyances and come to our
yards we could give them ell the coal
they wish. The reason why some of the
small dealers have no coal, or feel the
shortage at this time, is really because
Lof their lack of equipment. The Ameri-
can mines are loth to et tlheir cars
cross the border, because they do not
know then when they will get them
back. It is easier and far betiter for
them to unload their cars in the States,
where they know that there will be al-
most immediate return of the cars, If
they send them into Canada in nearly
every case the trains have to be
broken up, which means a long delay
in collecting them again before they are
returned. Some of the larger com-
panies with their several yards are able
to hamdle a train of cans daily. We can
take a train in the morning and in the
evening can return the empties. This
gives the larger dealers a decided ad-
vantage.”

Would Welcome Competition.

The P. Burns Co., Litd., assured The
World that, they would welcome the
City of Toronto as a competitor. “We
would not be surprised if a number of
coal dealers would be glad to sell out
their prosperous businessés to the city
if it desired to purchase,” it was de-
clared. ‘“The scarcity of coal is smash-
ing the routine of the business, and if
a rush came all the coal in 'Toronto
would be cleaned out in three weeks.”
An official of the Standard Fuel Com-
pany stated that he was not-in a posi-
tion to make any comment on the sity-
ation. “We cannot even get coke now
unless the Grand Trunk supplies the
cars, and we have not been taking
orders for over a week,” he con-
cluded.

WOULD DEVELOP TRADE
WITH MOTHER COUNTRY

Trade Commissioner Says Present
Condition Caused Thru Lack
of Enterprise.

After four years’ service in Canada
and Newfoundland British trade
commissioner, C. Hamilton Wickes is
lcaving shortly for an official tour of
the United Kingdom  in order to dis-
cuss with British manufacturers the
opportunity for the development of
trade in 1Canada, which he feels is a
valuable market for' the consumption
of British manmufactures, as well as
for the prccuring of products required
in Britain znd other parts of the em-
pire,

Development in regard to British
trede has been held up, Mr. Wickes
believes, owing to conservatiem, want
of enterprise and lukewarmnesg on
the part of the Britisher, with a lack
of imagination in respect to the de-
velopments that have occurred in the
Canadian martket.

In his opinion the Britisher is not
as well situated for developing trade
in Canada as the Canadian in Eng-
land. The disadvantages are not a
matter of duties or of the proximiity
of- the United States, but have to do
with conditions of which the Cana-
diams  themselves have frequently
complained and of which four are mat-
ters for legislation. They are laws re-
garding insolvency and bankruptey,
companies and their incorporation,
trade marks, designs and copyrights,
tariff anomalies relating to valuation,
packages, dumping and clearance
from bond. Another disadvantage to
the Britisher is the favoring of the
States in the matfer of advice, in
particular the' advice of architects,
engineers, accotntgnts and contrac-
tors.
