Other despatches from Mr, Gerard
were said to contain strong intima-
tions that the Berlin Government
would make some concessions to. the
U.8 . in reply to the note demanding
the immediate abandonment of present
methods of submarine warfare., It
still is uncertain, however, whether
the concessions will be . sufficiently
broad in their scope to meet the Am-

| evican demands.

His despatches are said to empha-
size the difficulties by which the Ger-
man government is confronted in en-
deavoring to find & way to mieet the
demands of the U. 8. without arous-
ing ‘the element which insists upon a
relentless submarine warfare against
the shipping of the. entente allies.

ation the Italians took the Austrians
by surprise and bagged a dozen pris-
oners, a machine gun and some arms
and ammunition.

A heavy aftack of the Austrians on
the trenches of the Itallans in the
south valley on the Carso plateau was
repulsed. This offensive was preveded
by the pouring of gists of firé into the
positions which the Italians had re-
cently captured ecast of Selz.

Berlin View is That Limitation
of Sub, Warfare is Un-
likely.

MORE HUN QUIBBLING

Germans Profess to Be in
Doubt as to Meaning of
Note.

BERLIN, April 24, via London,
10.28 p:m.—~The outcome of the present
crisis depends on. what President
Wilson and the American Government
want, The general view of the pres-
ent situation. as gleaned from conver-
sations with a number of persons close
to official circles is about as follows:

If President Wilson and the Amer-

ican Government are arguing that earl-
fer concessions by Germany have not
been adhered to and insist that the
submarine campalign be conducted
without deviation within the limits of
(Jerman assurances and pledges in for-
mer notes, then a settlement can prob-
ably be arranged, ,dwlte what is con-
sidered the sharp ' and = upfriendly
tone of the American note. “ The
pledges can probably he restated, if
need be, and definitely -formulated,
so that there can bg no possibility of
error or question of responsibility, If,
however, the U. 8. insists upon a fur-
ther limitation of the submarine war
against commerce, then there appears
to be little chance of agreement for a
satisfactory settlement and it s
considered that a breach of diplomatic
relations, if it should come, would in
all probability be only a temporary
status, and would scon develop into
an actual state of war.
Consensus of Opinion.

This view is not officlal or authori-

tative, but represents the opinion of
persons who are in a position to be
well informed.. These persons care-
fully refrained from making definite
or authoritative predictions and speci-
fied that they were voicing only their
own opinions, but these may possibly
bhe straws showing which way the wind
is blowing.

LONDON, April 24—Another im-
portant success has been won by the
Russian armies operating in Armenia,
in the stopping of a big offensive of the
Turks on the road to Kharput, on
which a Russian column is converg-
ing. It is now expected that good head-
way will be reported from this sec-
tion of the front.

The Turks, who were being pursued
elong the coastal road west of Trebi-
zond, turned about and attempted to
start an offensive to regain the town,
but thy were checked and driven back
by the Russian advanced guards. :

The fighting in the Aschkala region
is belng continued without further
changes. :

On the western Russian front bombs
were thrown on Dvinsk by a German
aeroplane and 30 bombs were thrown
on the station south of Friedrichstadt
by Russian aeroplanes. On the rest of

Bir Roger Casement, before the out-
break of the European war, was in the
British consular service, having held
posts 'in - Portuguese West Africa, the
Congo Free State, Haiti, S8an Domingo
and Brazil

In November, 1914, it was reported
that Sir Roger, who was the leader of
the separatist faction in Ireland, had
gone to Berlin and conferred with the
German imperial authorities, his in-
tention, it was said, being to open ne-
gotiations between the German Gov-
ernment and the anti-British party in
Ireland. Assurances were said to"have
been given to Sir Roger that should
the German troops land in Ireland all
native institutions would be respecte.
by them. Sir Roger's followers in Ire-
land were, according to the report, to
give every aid to the Germans; re-
port of his activities in Germany cre-
ated a sensation in England, and in
February, 1916, Sir Edward Grey an-
rounced in the house of commons that
Sir Roger’'s pension as a former mem-
ber of the consular corps had been
suspended pending an investigation of
charges of digloyalty against him.

Knighted Five Years Ago.

Sir Roger was creatéd a knight in 1911
He is 62 years old.

It was Sir Roger who, in 1912, while
consul-general at Rio Janeiro, made a
report on the torturing and killing of
natives of Brazil by employes of the
British Company- operating the Putu-
mayo rubber flelds.

There is a whole world' of wicked-
ness behind the German profession of
friendship for the United States, and
it Is absurb to suppose that the de-
clsion will turn altogether upon the
submarine question. For many months
Germany has been cojidycting a wide-
spread conspiracy in the United States
itself. ‘Hvidence of this has been ac-
cumulating, and the highest German
officiale have been shown to be en-
tangled in these plottings, The arrest
of the notorious Von Igel, with bun-
dles of documents incriminating the
ambassador himself, will have its ef-
fect upon the submarine decision,

There s also the question of the
disposition of German property in the
United States. Interned vessels worth
incalculable millionss, and bank de-
posits and commercial credits, bonds
and scrip of all kinds, liable to con-
fiscation in case of war, have to be
considered by Germany, and will have
8 bearing on the answer to the note.
But the United States must consider
these matters also, and no further
plausible excuses are likely to palliate
the palpable crimes of the German
Government

It may suit the kaiser to reply to
the United States message by torpedo~
ing another United States vessel, and
80 end the suspense, This could only
be intended as a precursor of submis-
sion, for with the whole world against
him the kaiser might appeal to his
people for clemency which they would
not accord to him as a monarch beat-
en by the foes he had first evoked. He
is embarked on a ‘way of deceit. and
the end of all such is proverbial. He
has digged a pit, and he will fall
therein.

What happened to Von der Goltz in
Turkey no one on this side of the
water can say. But, undoubtedly,
there 1s tha gravest reason to suppose
that he did not come to @ natural end.
Inconvenient persons rarely last iong
in Turkey, and Von der Goltz was a
highly inconvenient person ‘- to the
Turks who belleve in Turkey rather
than in Gérmany, ;

There {8 no way of getting rid of in-

Bir Robert Borden, Sir Thomas

past few weeks, It is expected that .
some solution, either temporary or
permanent, will be ready to present
to the Conservative party and to par-
llament shortly,

Assistance Imperative,

Not even the war has given the
cabinet as much anxious thought as
has the railway problem, a legacy of
the Liberals, Both the Grand Trunk
Pacific and the Canadian Northern
are in such a position that they must
recelve assistance of some kind or
else go into the hands of a receiver
or be taken over by the government,
The problem is one which is forced
on the government, Rallway legisla-
tion of any kind in regard to these
two roads is the last thing the' eab-
inet would like to seé brought down,
but there is no shirking the issue.
Something must be done or these two
roads will go into receiverships, and
from all that Ottawa can learn there
is a strong feeling thruout the coun-
try- against such a procedure, It s
felt -that it would be a hard blow to
Canadian credit at- this time when it
is of so great importance that our
credit be maintained. The feeling
algo apparently is that disaster for
these railways might seriously affect
the rapidly improving Canadian in-
dustrial and business situation,

Bilingual Issue.

As for the bilingualism, it is hard to
say just what . will happen. The
French Idiherals have most vigorous-
ly urged on Sir Wilfrid Laurier that
& strong resolution be introduced
calling for federal disallowance of the
Ontarfo Separate Schools Commis-
slon Act, A caucus was held on the
subject, and from all accounts it was
a stormy affair. The Liberals finally
decided to defer action of any kind
until after April 28th, when federal
disallowance of the act would be im.
possible, A disallowance  resolution
then could not be moved, so that the
French Liberals then could not pro-
test. It is possible that a resolution
will be introduced urging compromise
and conciliation. If it does not come
from the Liberal side, it will be mov-
ed by Paul Lamarche ,the personal
friend of Bourassa and Mayor Me-
deric Martin, and who has been in
frequent conforence with the Liberals
on this question. ¥

ONE ATTACK BEATEN OFF

Quatia Village Evacuated When
Three Thousand Natives At-
tack Outpost.

LONDON, April 24—Fighting has
been resumed in Egypt, where sev-
ral British successes have been re-
orted recently.

The statement follows:

, “The general officer commanding
in chief in Egypt reports that on
April 23 there was fighting in the
Quatia district. An aerial reconnais-
sance indicated that hostile parties
of a strength of 200 to 600 were
assembling in the desert and were
in the neighborhood” of Dueidar, A
strong attack by about 500 of the
enemy was made at 5 am., on the
post held by us at that place.

“The attack was beaten off after
reinforcements had been brought
up, and the enemy withdrew, leaving
30 prisoners. Their known casual-
tles amounted to 40 killed. The
enemy was harassed during his re-
treat by a column of Australian troops,
actlag in consort with aeroplanes, and
sufféered heavy casualties both from
the fire of the troops and from bombs
and machine gunfire from aeroplanes.

“Quatia Village, which was held by
a small force of yeomanry, was at-
tacked simultaneously with Dueidar
by a hostile column 83000 strong, with
three fleld guns, After a severe en-
gagement our troops withdrew from

East Pittsburg occurred tonight, Sev-
eral shots were fired and an . un-
identified striker and a detective were
injured, The trouble was the climax
of a day of disorder, during which

deputy sheriffs and railroad detec-
tives frequently used their clubs,

Fifteen hundred strikers were re-
turning to East Pittsburg after break-
ing up & meeting of shellmakers in
Wilmerding, an adjoining borough,
when the clash tonight occurred.
When the marchers reached the Cable
avenue bridge at the Westinghouse
plant, the strikers, it is claimed,
charged past deputy sheriffs and mill
guards stationed at that point, and
started across the bridge towards the
plant. Unable to check the rush, the
guards grabbed riot guns from a shed
on the bridge, but this falled to in-
timidate the strikers. In the fight
that followed one of the guards dis-
charged a revolver., A detective
knocked an unidentified striker
senseless and he was carried away by
companions.

; Stream of Hot Water.

As the strikers neared the plant
guards turned a stream of hot water
frons & fire hose on them. The strik-
ors retrcated, throwing stones ‘as they
ran, Charles Oakes, a detective, was
struck by a rock and a deep gash was
cut in his’ cheek. Tbhe strikers were
finally compelled to scatter and or-
der was restored,

The demands of the strikers were
today presented to R. L. Wilson, as-
sistant general superintendent of the
Westinghouse Electric and Manufac-
turing Company plant. They ask for
an cight-hour day, restitution of the
men discharged within the past two
weeks, no discrimination of those re-
turning to work, the continuation of
the bonus system and the same pay
for 48 hours a week as now received
for b2.

DOMINION ASTRONOMER
- IS DEAD AT OTTAWA

Dr. William King’s Career in
Civil -Service Was Not-
able One.

OTTAWA, April 23.—Dr. Wm. Fred-
erick King, chief Dominion astronomer,
died herc today after a lengthy illness,
in his 63rd year. He was His Majesty's
commissioner for the international
boundary between Canada and the
United States under the treaties of
1892, 1908, 1906 and 1908,

Dr. King was born at Stowmarket,
Suffolk, Eng., and came to Canada with
his parents when eight years old, He
graduated from- Toronto University
with high honors at the age of 21, He
entered the government service in 1881
as inspector of surveys, and became
chief astronomer in 1890, He had
been ' director of the Dominion Ob-
servatory at Otttawa since its estab-
lishment in 1905,

To Meet Champion Jess Willard

Jess Willara 1s a verialuckf' fellow,
even tho he did have a rd time win-
ning recognition. The giant Kansan is
fortunate to relfn at a time when oppo-
sition is but slight and purses bigger
than ever before in the history of the
ring. None of the other champions had
such an easy time of it as Willard has
at_present, except John L. Sullivan. :
asy marks were plentiful in Sullivan’s
day. Most of the men he fought were
uneducated dubs, but there were a few
tough ones on the list and purses were
very small. However, Charley Mitchell,
the man. who caused the most trouble
for the Boston terror, was little bigger
than a welterweight. Corbett found him-
self in hot water from the start. He was
continually hounded by Bob Fitzsimmons,
who allowed him no peace until Gentle-
man Jim was forced into the match that
cost him the title. His match With
Mitchell, who was then on his last legs,
was the only easy money Corbett picked
up during the time_he held the honors.

HREE years ago 1 decided to give
. truck growing & trial, I live near
a manufacturing city of 30,000
po?k. and so I anticipated no trouble
in finding a ready market for my crop.
However, I soon found that the sell-
ing end of the business was the main
thing to reckon with, and one to which
I had not given proper consideration,
Competition in the selling line was
keen; old-established “truckers” had
secured the best markets—groceries,
hotels, restaurants and boarding

it was practically impossible to get
aven, a small share of this business,
There were peddlers who sold various
kinds of vegotables on a commission
basis, but most of them proved to be

Three or
four healthy seeds are put in a flve or
six-inch pot two-thirds full of earth.
The seeds are simply pressed into the
foil, which has been sifted and pressed
lightly over the proper drainage. When
they have grown about a half-inch above
the surface, cover to the tips with soll,
8nd repeat until within half an inch of
the rim. As the plants grow support
them with. small stakes of bamboo or
anything - light, and when the weather

- permits, they will be ready to set into

the ground without disturbing thelr roots
or checking their growth,

The types of sweet peas have been so
Ereatly - improved within the  last few
f’elrl, that we should not demur over u
ittle extra labor, particularly if {t
rings the flowers earlier. The orchid-
flowering Spencer type is the last word
In sweet peas. Beedsmen list’ the dif-
ferent colors under varying names. A
few have become recognized as standard:
Florence - Nightingale, lavender, Count-
€88 Spencer, pink and others,

Asters are not night-blooming, as thelr
Name might imply; on the contrary, they
thoroly enjoy the. sunny spots of' the
garden, and they also like a fairly heavy,
rich loam, The soil should be previously
Sweetened by applications of lime, as a
Precaution against a fungous disease that
Bometimes attacks their stems,

If you wish asters in the garden from
July ‘until the close of the summer, it is
not wise to depend -upon one variety, but
choose one from cach of the three—
early, mid-season and late. The lovely
ggod'mikado types are about mid-

Any of the varieties may be
had at all seasons by observing the cus-
tom of successive planting, starting the
first in sced pans indaors, The little

Oils and Their

To the inexperionced, the number-
less uses of oils are unknown, so today
1 want to discuss the many things that
can - be accomplished by the upplica-
tion of this fluid.

The oil extracted from the palatable
olive will help to transform a rough,
dry skin into one that is g6ft and vel-
vety. of texture, Soap should be used
very sparingly on a skin that is In-
clined to be dry, and after using sonp
the skin should be thoroly rinsod.
Then olive oil, slightly heated, should
bé rubbed well into the skin., When
the pores refusc to absorb any more,
wipe off the ' superfluous oil with a
piece of ‘soft linen.

If it is necessary to cleanse the skin:
frequently during the day substituta
the following cleansing cream, contain-
ing almond oil, for soap end water:

| The Amateur Gardener

BY RACHEL TODD.

Croouses.

For ths last two or three days the
crocuses have been glorifying many
gardens with their gorgeous and deli-
cate colorings. Long lines of deep
purples and dainty favenders, gleam-
ing masses of vivid yellow and gold,
and snowy borders of pure white are
beautifying many of the larger gar-
dens, where these bulbous plants can
be grown en masse. The loveliness
of these early-blooming plants will
last for a couple of weeks longer, glv-
ing way later to the advent of the
larger bloomers, tulips, hyaeinths and
the like. :

The crocus is not a native plant
with us. It comes from across the
seas, its original home being among
the highlands of Asia Minor, and the
nearby regions, The ancient Greeks
cultivated this lovely thing for the
joy of its glowing saffron and purple
flowers, and immortalized its ethereal
daintiness, in 'story and In song.
Many are the mysterious legends at-
tached to its history, and several
touching and pathetic myths owe
their .origin to some -storied incident
that dates back to the times of gods
and goddesses. And in one or two of
the writings of famous Greek his-
torians is recorded the bellief that
only “these golden blossoms shall
gleam on' the. trees, glow on the
bushes and float glorious adown: the
peaceful waters of the streams of

Paradise.”

The crocus is not, properly speak-
ing, a bulb plant. On the contrary
its root, while somewhat llke a bulb,
is really the thickened and swollen

stem, called a corm, These corms
are very tiny, at first, a fraction of
an inch in diameter, but soon grow to
quite a good size, often an. inch or an
fnch and a half in dlameter. Out of
this corm come the thin, narrow
leaves of a delicate clean green,)
gsometimes striped with white, and
since these grow closely together for
the first inch above the corm, they
form an adequate support for the frail
blossom whose petals fall away and
vanish so soon. Later, the leaves
grow longer, and the thin sword-like
leaves remain drooping to the earth
all the long summer thru.

After the petals have died away, the
blossom bears seed, but these do not
perfect themselves until well on into
late midsummer. To earnest scckers
after hidden treasure, I would advise
our gardeners to hunt for the lustrous
pearls of pink and cream and white,
that lie concealed away from greedy
eyes, in the safety of the seed-pod.

These seeds will grow into corms if
planted, but this is not the usual way
that the crocus is propagated., There
is a quicker and easier way of increas-
ing the stock. After blossom time is
cver, tiny cormlets appear at the base
of each mother corm, six and eight and

ten, each of which during the summer
- Y1

sends up a small fairy cluster of leaves,
11 these little corms are left undisturb-
ed, they will be huge corms next spring,
und ere one single crocus appeared
ml;tumu. & healthy clump will bloom

But the clumps should be soparated
about every third year, since over=
crowding will take place, and this un-
fortunate aceident is quite as sorious
among the crocuses as uncalled-for in«
terference every year, ; 3

The corms should bs planted in early
fall, and to obtain rich effects should
be ng'hntod with a free and generous
ha Where space . permits, they
should be laid down in hundreds, if bore
der effects are desired,

Where they may remain. undisturbed
for two or three yenrs; is aroundthe
roots of trees and high-growing
Some gardeners like to !
freely a the grass, and there is
no denying t the picture, when the
many-hued blossoms appear amid the
green, is unique as well as lovely,
. Plant the corms a .good three inches
below the surface of the ground. While
some gardeners give a certain amount
of winter protection to these plants,
yet it does not seem absolutely neces-
sary, since those that lived safely thru
a severe winter, unprotocted, seem as
hardy and as floriferous as those which
were carefully mulched.

Cutting Back a Hydrangea

as you please. Pruning should bhe done °
as soon as the plants are thru flower-
ing. They may be cut back entjrely to
the ground, if desired, and put away
in a cool cellar for the resting period.
