Cork, Dec. 7.—~The members of the
labor commission, who have arrived {n
Cork for what: they intend to be a
week’s investigation of the situation,
have already witnessed numerous dis-
orders.

An Irishman who stepped up
to the commissioners at the entrance
to their hotel and requested them to
inspect a jewelry store nearby, which
had been partially wrecked, was ar-
rested by a black and tan after rough
treatment.

GETS NEW RECRUIT

Italian Destroyer Enters Har-
bor of Fiume and Crew
Joins Insurgents.

Fiume, Dec. 7.—The fleet of Gabriele
D’Annunzio has been increased by
another torpedo boat destroyer. Yes-
terday evening the destroyer Bron-
zettl, which had been stationed off
Cherso as part of the blockading fleet,
{ steamed into Fiume and placed under
the poet’s command.

The arrival of the war craft sur-
prised the poet’'s harbor patrol, who
thought it was the advance guard of
another naval demonstration. The de-

FILING WAR CLAIMS
AGAINGT GERMANS

Claims Total Nearly Two Mil-
lion, Dollars—German
Accounts All Ready.

LATTER NOT EXCESSIVE

Ottawa, Dee. T—(Special).—War
claimg of Canadians against Germans
and Germans against Canadians are
Feing rapidly dealt with. So far Ger-
mans  have registered 2,465 claims
against Canadians, and of these 134

have been found correct, 59 contested,l

19 returned as defective in informa-
tion, and three others admitted, but
held owing to extra claims. The claims
admitted amount to $55,954.81 . with in-
terest at five per cent. Also all claims
are dealt with at pre-war rate of ex-
change.
Canadians’ Claims,

Canadians have flled and forwarted
to London 243 claims amounting to
$1,705,348.25. There have beéen in all
registered 450 Canadian claims. So far
none of the German claimg against
Canadians have proven excessive. The
Germans had all their claims ready for
presentation, but Canadians have been
very dilatory, either in presenting their
own claims or in filing admission of
German claimg or contesting them.
There is a central clearing office in
Tondon for all British Empire accounts
with Germany, and a local clearing

house in each of the British domin-!

jons. A creditor of either nationality
who enters claim beyond what he is
entitled to, is mulcted flve per cent.
of his correct account.

Large Staff Needed.

The staff engaged in the local clearing
house is a very large organization, in-
cluding 19 lawyers and accountants.. In
the central clearing house, in London,
there are 850 employed. Egypt and South
Africa, alone in the British empire, are
negotiating direct with Germany. With
Austria and Bulgaria a different course
will be pursued.
Austrian and Bulgarian firms will nego-
tiate direct. and if they fall to:secure
payment, the Canadian: custodian of pro-

The Sandwich, Windsor and Am-
herstburg Railway, now part of the
Hydro-Electric railways system, has
had a remarkatle period of prosper-
ity under Sir Adam Beck, according.

Says He May Go to England
to Agitate for Canadian
Cattle’s Entry. 3

‘Guelph, Ont, Dec. 7.—(Special).—
What is being done by the Ontario
government as its share towards have
ing the embargo on Canadian cattle
to the Brit.sh markets removed, and
the efforts that are being made to
improve the live stock industry &nd
agriculture generally in the province,
was told by Hon. E. C. Drury, pre-
mier of Ontario, in an address at noon

today in the Kandy Kitchen, at which

Compliments Doherty.

After being given a cordial welcome
to Guelph by Alderman Frank How-
ard, cha’'rman of the civic reception
committee, who presided, Premier
Drury" stated he had fond recollections
of this city and he had felt very much
at home today while spending a short
time among the exhibitors, He paid
a distinct compliment to Hon. Man-
ning Doherty, whd had been in charge
of agriculture in Ontario for the past
year., “I chqse him for that “position
because I ha® faith in his ability and
and energy,’” said the premier.

_. Attack Along New Line.

An ‘important move that had been
made this fall, he said, was the new
method Introduced to free Canadian
cattle from the unjust embargo that
has been on for so many years as
far as the British market is con-
cerned. The premier said it had been
found useless to proceed along old
lines and an attempt to deal with the
bureaucracy of the British department
of agriculture, and, having this idea
in view, Mr. Doherty visited England
and attacked the problem in a new
angle, which was to institute a strong
ag.tatien among the people of Eng-
land and thru the press for the re-
mova] of the embargo.

Premier May Visit England.

“As a result of Mr. Doherty's
visit,” said the premier, “we have
-high hopes of accomplishing our pur-
pose, The matter -is being taken up
in England in no uncertain manner,
and it may become necessary for both
Mr. Doherty and myself tp visit the
old country in connectiol with the
. matter, because we must have free
access to the British market.” ~

The premier also pointed out that
the American market may become im-
perilled in the near future, and this
makes it imperative that the embargo
to the British market be removed.
“This embargo is unjust,” « he said,
“and is being maintained under false
pretenses, and the people of England
do not appreciate what is being done.”

Pave Way for Fruit, 4

Mr, Drury alsa stated that Mr. Doherty.
in his visit to England, had started a
movement to get Canadian fruit to the
linglish market on better” terms. The
sovernment, he said,” was Prepared to
assist the growers, not only in prepar—
ing their frult for market, but also to
iollow it up when the fruit arrived in
England, i

Regurding the fuutre of Ontario the
vremier said that we lad a great pro-
vince, a great winter fair, and great
live stock, In the past the farmers had
cone fairly well and would do better in
the future,if given a chance. “But,”
he said, ‘‘we must have more help.. We
must do something to teach the young
larmers, and we must do something to
better rural life, The agricultural On-
tario will be greater than ever. We
have the live stock and the men; all we
fiave to do is to handle the matter in-
telligently,

Duncan Marshall Aroused.

Hon. Duncan Marshall, minister of
agriculture of Alberta, followed Premier
Drury, and made a fighting ‘speech for
the removal of what he termed the
word ‘‘Blackguard’ from Canadian cat-
tle on the British* market. “At the
present time,” he said, “ihie embargo Is
a prohibition and not a method to pre-
vent diseased cattle from" entering the
British niarket.” What was. needed, he
claimed, was a strong resolution from
the Dominion guvernment to the British
sovernment, not requesting but demand-
ing that the embargo be removed,

He also quoted extracts from a Scot-
tish paper which ‘stated that Canadian
dattle were cleaner than the British cat-
tle, and British inspectors had looked
over 8,000,000 slaughtered Canadian cat-
tle and not in one instance had a trace
of disease been found.

Mr, Marshall said there was not one
thing h}‘\ the next ten years that was so
importahit to the Canadian farmer as the
entry of his cattle to the British rket,

CRY IS GENERAL
FOR MORE ECONOMY

British Government Will
Have to Cut Estimates and
‘Block Néw Schemes.

London, Dec. 7.—Government sup-
porters in the house of commons to-
day were brought into line for the sec-
ond reading of the_ dyestuffs bill,
against which the irreconcilable free
traders are making a dead set.

Thursday will witness the debate on
national expend‘.ture,_which, in view
of the outcry for economy, must be
important. It is expected that the
estimates will have to be cut all
around, and the government is being
pressed to prevent any fresh schemg
involving further expenditure.

Austen Chamberlain, chancellor of
the exchequer, replying to a question
on the subject today, said that there
was as yet no reason to anticipate any
material varjation from his estimates
of 234 million pounds sterling stated to
be the balance on the year’s revenue
and expenditure.

The house of lords today resumed
the second reading of the agriculture
bill, which is rousing much hostility.
‘It is certain to. be materiglly amended,
tho it'is regarded as unlikely that the
bil] will be thrown out.

Lord Lee, president of the board of
agriculture and fisheries, has threat-
ened to reslgn if the policy of the gov-
ernment, as foreshadowed in the bill,
is not adopted, at least in substance.

SOME CONFESSIONS
 OF GERMANEX.SPY

Ottawa, Dec. 7.—~In a communica-
tion handed to the press Ponight, Sir
Robert Borden, former prime minis-
ter, and the head of the Canadian
delegation to the peace conference, ex-
plained the chief objections of Can-
ada’s delegates to article X. of the
peace treaty, which were®set forth
in a memorandum prepared by Bir
Robert, in consultation with his col-
leagues.

Sir Robert, in hig statement, Sum-
marized the chief objections in point
of principle raised by the memoran-
dum, which pointed out that article X.
“involves = an undertaking by the
high contracting parties to preserve
the territorial integrity and existing
political indepndence of all states
members of the league.” It js further
observed that the undertaking seems
to involve initially a careful survey,
consideration and determination of all
territorial questiong betweéen the va-
rious states, and declares that even
if such a survey were practical, it
would be impossible to forecast the
future.

Sir Robert's statement follows :

“"Reference has recently been made tc
4 memorandum prepared by me, in con-
sultation with my colleagues, and in
which observations and criticisms -were
made with respect to the first draft of
the covenant of the Leugue of Nations.
Ir the first instance, the covenant was
rather hastily drafted, and many of the
observations wede designed for the pur-
pose of removing defects in draughts-
manship, ~These defects were corrected
in the subsequent draft, which was final-
ly approved. The memorandum was cir-
culated on the 14th March, 1918, to the
members of the British Empire delega-
tion, and afterwards it was circulated
té the members of the committee which
was charged with the duty of preparing
the covenant. .

Ball Emphasize the Need o

“His worship the mayor has some
unaccountable spite against the little
children and he wants to see them
housed in gheds,” declared Dr. Noble,
chairman of the board of education, at
a crowded meeting of the Mount
Pleasant Ratepayers’ Association in
the Hodgson school ' last evening,
during a ‘tirade {against the city
council and the mayor. The an-
nouncement wasg greeted with loud
cries of “No, no! Don't run Tommy
Church down wup here!” and “Be
Hfair.”

The doctor did not get exactly the
reception he evidently looked for, and
the interruptions came a bit of a
surprise, apparently, to him.

It had been said that the board of
education was spending too much. If
they were doing so, it was the busi-
ness of the taxpayer, and not the
mayor. He thought the city council
had better mind its own affairs.

Not Sufficient Funds.

*‘His worship the mayor has' said that
we haye got all the money we have ask-
ed for, but that is untrue. We askad for
$4,908,000, and . what did the city council
do but cut.it down to $1,000,000,

“All 1 ask of you,” he said, in conclu-
sion, *is to talk to your candidates when
they come before you, and tell them we
want our children educated.”

One member of the audience told Dr.
Noble that they had a first-class school
in that section, but terrible roads, ana
he asked the doctor if he did not think
it would be better for the children's
health if they did not have to walk thru
mud, ‘“We want good roads first before
we build schools,”” he finished, amidst
cheers.

“*Oh, I did not come here to talk about
that,” answered Dr. Noble, amidst loud
laughter,

Miss Burger, principal of Hodgson
School, warmly denied the ‘‘fads and
friils’”” charge. She said she would lika
the mayor, any member of the city coun-
cil, the editor of The Evening Telagram
or any reporter to come to her school,
and they could tell them how to spell,

“l am asking you in conclusion,’” she
said, ‘“to give our girls, our boys, our
teachers and our school a square deal
when you cast your votes.”

Unfortunate Clash,

“H. H. Ball said he was sorry to say
there was an unfortunate conflict at the
present time. No one wanted to with-
hold anything from the children, but
there was a condition in every home
when a man had to withhold even from
his own children, and he was inclined to

think that they had reached this time
in the City of Toronto when they had
to mgfuse some things which were de-
alz?ble, but which could be done with-
out,

He pointed out that durirg the past
year in Canada, the bank loans had in-
creased by $300,000,000, while the sav-
ings had increased by only $100,000,000.
He was afraid Dr. Noble's enthusiasm
had carried him beyond the bounds of
wisdom. He seen in looking over some
of his old tax papers he found in 1918
the school rate was 7 2-10, and the gen-
eral rates 20 3-10. o In 1919 the school
rate had risen to 7 9:10. while the general
rate was 20 6-10, while this year, in 1920,
the s8chool rate was 10, and the genera.l‘
rate 20%.

Raps Secessionists.

Mr, Banton, the president, declared
that the secession movement was the
most mischievous ever attempted to be
put over on the people, aAd one which
had done North Toronto great. harm.

Controller Maguire said he wanted the
people to bear in mind there were lots of
things they would. like, but they had to
cut the cloth according to the purse.

"We have been responsible, and the
mayor worked hard in giving
Bood salaries to those who edu-
cate your  children.” He said it
must be borne in mind that the war had
made It impossible to go to the home
markets to borrow money, and he was
sure_ they would not want them to go
the States with the present exchange.
He declared they wanted Mr. Pearse to
meet the board of control and have a
conference with them. ‘But Dr. Noble
says, don't you dare go to the city hall.”

Power Clean-Up.

Speaking on the power clean-up he
stated that the residents now owned the
biggest power plant in the world. They
owned one million horse-power and they
had not paid a dollar, and would not be
asked to pay one dollar. He said he
was sure the ratepayers would endorse
the deal on Jan. 1, and declared that
he had the assumance of two members of
the transportation commission that the
wants of North Toronto would be at-
tended to. He felt certain that the
Mount Pleasant car line would be built.

Touching on the question of secession,
he declared the movement had. been
started with a purpose. “But we kept
to the straight path of duty,” he said.
“Even those who started the secession
are now sorry they did so and got it
placed on the statutes, They have play-"
ed with fire and now they have been
burned.”

The chair was taken by T. Banton,
and an entertainment was rendered by
Marjorie Myhill and songs by the chil-
dren of Hodgson School.

Speaker Points to Evil of
. Many Children Attending
« Half-Time.

EARLSCOURT

In conmection with the publicity cam-

WINNIPEG TO HONOR
GEORGES CARTIER

Accepts Offer of Bronze Bust
of Statesman—Erecting
Suitable Monument.

Montreal, Dec. 7.—The project to
fittingly honor the memory of the
eminent <Canadian statesman, Sir
Georges Etienne Cartier, thruout the
Dominion of Canada, has been ad-
vanced still another step thru ar-
rangements . which have been made
for the erection of a monument to
his honor at Winnipeg. Thig has
been brought about thru an offer of
a bust of Cartier to the government
of Manitoba by his daughter, Miss
Hortense Cartier, and a few members
of the Cartier ‘centenary committee.
Manitoba Accepts,

The government of Manitoba has
accepted this offer, and have under-
taken the erection of a suitable
pedestal. The bust, which is in
bronze, four feet' high, is now being
prepared for shipment by the sculp-
tor, G. W. Hill, and is a replica of
that erected at Cartier's birthplace,
St. Antoine-on-the-Richelieu. This
bust was cast in Brussels, to replace
the original- bust -ordered for St.
Antoine, which: had been lost in tran-

BRITISH ARMY’S LOYALTY
ATTACKED BY EXTREMISTS

London, Dec. 7.—Careful walich  is
being kept upon activities by extrem-
ists to affect the army's loyalty, it
was decalerd by Sir Archibald Wil-
liamson in the house of commons to-
day.

Sir. Archibald replied to a question
asking whether he was aware of “the
insidious attempts that are being
made by members of republican and
revolutionary organizations in this
country’ to. undermine the. loyalty of \
the army.”

“I am aware of these attempts,” he

SAY MISSIONARIES

WERE WITHIN RIGHTS

Presbyterian Statement on
Reported Japanese Atroc-
ities in Korea.

Rev. A. E. Armstrong, aesociate
secretary of the Presbyterian Foreign
Mission Beard, stated to the press
vesterday the belief of the mission
6mce that Canadian Presbyterian
missionaries located in Chientao,
Manchuria, were amply justified in
protesting against the reported atro-
cities by Japanese troops, appearing
in the papers last Saturday.

The mission executive also disbe-

lieves that the misslonaries interfered
in political matters and aided the
Koreans ' in their hostility to the
Japanese, as reported to have been
stated in the letter from the com-
mander of the Japanese military com-
mission in Siberia to Rev. Dr. W. R.
Foote and other Canadian Presby-
terian missionaries at Yongjung,
Manchuria.

The Presbyterians point out that
Dr. Foote has been a missionary to
the Koreans since 1898, and other
men there have been missionaries
for many years. They are wise
enough not to engage in matters
which might justify the Japanese
authorities in charging them with in-
citing disloyalty among the Koreans.

No Neutrality on Brutality,

Their policy has been neutrality, so
far as political questions are con-
cerned, but their policy hag also
been ‘no neutrality on brutality,”
when inhuman methods of torture
and ruthless application of fire and
sword have been resorted to by troops
and police among the inhabitants,
especially among the old men and
women and children and othérs who
have not participated in the seditious
movement.

Report on Atrocity.

The following incident is given
from communicatione received by
Mr. Armstrong from missionaries
among the Koreans:

“At daybreak a complete cordon of
Japanese infantry of the line, armed
to the teeth, surrounded  the main
Christian village, and, starting from
the top of.the valley, set fire to the
immense stacks of straw and un-
threshed millet and barley, then or-
dered every one of the occupants of
the houses outside. In each case, as
the son or father stepped forth, he
was shot on sight, and as he fell on
his face, perhaps only half dead,
great plles of burning straw were
piled on bodies, which were soon
charred beyond recognition. The
mothers, wives and children during
this time. were forced spectators of
this treatment of all the adult males
in the village. All the houses were
fired and soon the whole country was
full of smoke, which was plainly vis-
ible from this town. The Japanese
soldiers then spread out amrrd burnt
the houses of Christian believers in
other villages all the way down the
valley to the main road, after which
they returned home to celebrate the
emperor’s birthday.”
