The Cannon Ball Tree.

Among the plants of Guinea one of the most
curious is the cannon-ball tree. It grows to
the height of sixty feet, and its flowers are re-
markable for heauty and fragranee, and con-
tradictory qualities.

This tree is found on the islands of the Pa-
cific Ocean. The trunk rises to the height of
thirty or forty feet, and attains the size of a
man’s body.
