; Lowber weighed anchor at Sandy Hook at half- 
I i»ast nine on Wednesday evening, and soon ètood 
to the eastward in the face of a strong gale ami 
heavy sea, keeping this course for eighty miles, 
when the u ind shifted to ti>e uorth-west. The 
Ericsson then stood in shore, the wind still blowing 
a gale. During the gale, the ship stood the test 
nobly, her engines making
lions a minute with the utmost regularity. Not 
the slightest motion was perceptible in the frame 
work and bracing of the engines. After the ship 
and the engines were thus1- fully tested. Captain 
Lowber shaped his course for the Chesapeake, and 
in going up the bay against a gaic frsrolhc N. N.
E., encountered a heavy snow storm. On ap­
proaching tlte mouth of the Potomac, the weather 
became so thick that the pilot declined to take the 
ship further, and she came to an anchor at ten 
o’clock on Saturday morning. The engines had 
then been in operation seventy-three hours,without 
being stopped tor a moment, or requiring the slight­
est adjustment Only one fireman was on dotv 
at a time during the whole trip.

It seems to us therefore,that analyses,although 
only approximating the truth, are better than 
an indiscriminate use of manured. But the 
farmer must learn to make the analyses him­
self.
