Labor Minister Speaks of Situation.

London, Sept. 24—As a result of a further conference with Premier Lloyd
George concerning the threatened coal strike, the miners’ executive body decided
today to recommend to the delegates of the miners, who are meeting this after-
noon, that-the strike notices, which are effective on Saturday, be suspended one
week to enable the miners to meet the owners as suggested by the premier.

The premier’s proposal was that a basic fine be fixed for coal output at a
sufficiently low level to insure a wage increase if any reasonable rate of pro-
duction is maintained. : R

The recommendation of the executive body was taken up by the miners’
delegates at their meeting later in the afternoon, angd it was decided to suspend
the strike notices one week as requested by the premier.

ANOTHER VIEW OF
CLOTHING PRICES

Strouse Speaks of High Cost
of Materials (and Labor.

Chicago, Sept. 24—Prices for men’s
clothing will not come down more quick-
ly than the high cost of materials and
labor, and therefore no violent changes
may be expected, declared Eli Strouse,
president of the National Association of
Clothing Manufacturers, before the
National Association of Retail Clothers’
Convention here last night.

Mr. Strouse promised that the 20 to
25 per cent price cut announced by the
textile manufacturers would be reflec'cd
in spring prices, but sald that the cost
of cloth was only one factor in the pro-
ducing of clothes. There had beén no
sign of reduction in accessory materials,
he declared, and the workers in the in-
dustry never would return to the low
wage levels of the old days.

LADIES’ GUILD NOT
SATISFIED WITH
THE NAVY LEAGUE

Toronto, Sept. 24—Owing to dissatis-
faction with the Navy League of Canada,
the Ladies’ Guild, a tributary body to
the British and Sailors’ Foreign Missions,
decided yesterday to go its own way in-
dependently.

Germany is
facing claims for indemnities to subjects
growing out of the war and the peace
treaty totalling 181,000,000,000 marks.

EMPRE CONGRESS
COMES T0 AN END

Doing a Great Work, Says
Lord Desborough

Recommendations re Decimal
Currency and Metric Sys-
tem — Resolution re Public
Utilities. ’

Toronto, Sept. 24—A striking instance
of the far-flung line of commerce of the
British Empire was given at the closing
session of the ninth Congress of Cham-
bers of Congress of the British Empire
here yesterday, when the thanks of that
body were being presented to Lord Des-
borough, K. C., V. O., president of the
congress. The resolution of thanks was
moved by Hugh Blain of Toronto, and
was spoken to by Sir Thomas MacKenzie
of New Zealand, Sir Alexander Roberts
of Bengan, India; I. Wallbach of Pre-
toria, South ‘Africa; T. Geddes Frant of
Trinidad, British Wes tlndies, and Stan-
ley Machin of T.ondon, Eng.

In reply, Lord Desborough said that
the congress was doing a very great work
in assisting to bind the empire more
closely together than it had been, and he
promised that the Imperial Council of
Commerce would forward the various
resolutions adopted to the governments
concerned.

It was recommended that the Imperial
Council of Commerce be asked to con-
sider, with a view to reform, contract and
bill of lading forms, and also uniform
laws for trade mark and copyright.

The misuse of hall marks, etc., was
discussed and it was arranged that if an
assay office were established in Canada,
both the Goldsmiths Company and the
Silversmiths’ Company will be asked to
extend to Canada permission to stamp,
the British hall mark on Canadian made
goods, incorporated with a maple leaf for
distinction.

Conflicting systems of weights and
measures and currency were discussed.
A uniform decimal system of currency
throughout the empire was recommended
by A.J. Hobson of Sheffield. A resolu-
tion to Introduce the metric system of
weights and measures in the empire was
opposed by J. E. Dalton of Derby and
E. E. Pollitt of Hglifax, England, both
engineers, on the ground that the metric
system would entail the greatest blow
that could be given to the engineering
trades.

nation as the leader of the provincial op-]
position and Hon. J. B. M. Baxter was
selected as his suecessor ‘at the conven-
tion of the provincial opposition party
which was held yesterday afternoon in
the Seamen’s Institute.

As a result of the patriotic
potato transactions his leadership was
questioned and he was continued in the
leadership at the specia] convention held
Jast fall only after a stormy session at
which strong opposition to his retention
geveloped. He wished to retire at that
ime. .
The convention met at 2 o'clock with

T. Lewis serving as secretary. Hon. J.
A Murray, J: D. Palmer, Dr. J. H. Bar-
ton, W. S. Sutton and'E. R. Richard
were appointed a ‘committee to decide
the order of business and C. D. Richards
and G. E. lLogan were appointed to as-
sist the secretary in registering the dele-
gates, with the understanding that all
friends of the party present should be
considered as delegates. s '

When the matter of leadership was
taken up Hon. J. A. Murray was in-
vited to the platform and, in a brief
speech, he presented his resignation from
the leadership- In doing so he said that
he must ask them to accept, as he could
not afford to continue in office.

On the motion of R. B. Hanson, the
resignation was accepted with expres-
sions of regret. i \

Lieut.-Colonel Merseréau, of Northum-
berland, nominated Dr. J. B. M. Baxter
for the leadership and Rupert Rive
nominated Colonel Frank Black, of Sack-
ville. While the convention was wditing
to hear from Colonel Black whether he
would accept, J. L. Stewart addressed
the meeting.

Not until after nomination day will it
be clear how\ln’rgely the various gfoups
will be represented in‘;he provincial élec-

tion campaign. Besides the regular gov-:

The government party is in the lead
in getting its candidates in the field, and
an excellent selection has beén made in
six Of ‘the constituencies. Other nomin-
ations “Will follow quickly, and the com-
plete government line-up will show a
strong field of representative men, sup-
porting constructive fblicies inaugurated

i by a government with a clean political

record,

_ The opposition has found it necessary
to choose a new leader and is weaken-
ed by the defection of Hon. B. Frank
Smith, who will run as an independent,
and by the withdrawal of Dr. Crocket in

“TYork. The party also has to face its

own record, which is the greatest hu\\di-
cap of all. : ;

It is not yet clear how many United
Farmers’ tickets will be in the running,
but there will be several. Their purpose
is perfectly plain. hey desire a larger
reprefentation, as a class, in the house,
and believe it would be in the interest of
the province if they controlled the ad-
ministration of its affairs. They have
already decided to haye men in the field
in several of the counfies, and if both
government and opposition have tickets
in the same constituencies the contests
will be extremely interesting.

There is still no indication of the
number of labor candidates to be.in the
field, but that there will be some appears
to be generally anticipated.

So far as the conduct of the campaign
is concerned, it will probably be devoid’
of bitterness, for it will soon be over.
The government, because of its excellent
record and the progressive policies it
13 carrying out, has a very distinct ad-
vantage, and it would be strange indeed
if the majority of ‘the people did not
rally to its support. .

SAME OLD PARTY.,

So far as_St. John is concerned, it is
the same old oppoTltlon party that ap-
peals for the support of the people. Hon.
J. B. M. Baxter is leader, and Messrs.
Campbell, Tilley and Potts, who with
him were ardent supporters of the old
regime, are again nominated, with Mr.
James Lewis to complgte the ticket. It is
true that Mr. Baxter declares that the
party under his leadership is resolved to
re-cearte itself, but past performances
are there to discount présent promises.

It is
perfectly clear that the opposition party
is out after the farmer voté, the temper-
ance vote, the labor vote, the independ-

help to restore its-old leaders to power.

" great desire to get back into office, it is
ready to promise anything.

of ground limestone for the farmers. A
soil expert was first employed to deter-
mine the need for lime in the soils of
the province. A very thorough investiga-
tion was made in every county, which
revealed the fact that there was a very
great deficiency of lime in our soils and
that the best results could never be ob-
tained in crop production nor from the
use of fertilizers until this was remedied.
This investigation being completed, steps
were at once taken to provide the farm-
ers with lime at a minimum cost. The
government have now purchased a large
limestone quarry at Brookville, St. John
sounty, containing an inexhaustible sup-
ply of high grade lime-rock. A most
modern and up-to-date plant has ‘been
srected and machinehy installed to con-
vert the raw rock into finely ground
limestone, for agricultural purposes. This
plant is now in operation and has a
capacity of eighty tons per day. The
ground limestone will be delivered,
freight prepaid, to farmers in \the pro-
vince for $5 per ton, the cheapest lime
being supplied anywhere in the Dominion
and the best. Its general use will be an
enormous saving to the farmers in their
fertilizer hills. as it will put the soil

prepared to accept the advice of the
agriculturists, . through collective .action,
as to the best means of furthering their
interests, of bettering our policy, and of
increasing their markets. It is our func-
tion to fully represent the views of the
people and through legislative action to
make these views operative.

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TO MAKE BRICKS
' QUT OF RUBBISH

New Process Discovered in
Paris to Utilize Waste Prod-
uct.

Paris, Sept. 24—A notable example of
conservation is to be found in the seheme
just announced -by the Paris Municipal
Coupcil for the use of the city’s rub-
bish which is gathered daily in trucks
from apartments and buildings, Hence-
forth this will be heated to a tempera-
ture of 200 degrées Fahrenheit and then
chemically treated until it forms a pulp,s
to be mixed with chalk found in abund-
ance near the city.

Special mills have been constructed to
transform the garbage pulp into bricks
for the reconstruction of homes and
streets in the devastated tpegions. Ex-
periments have proved that such bricks

have greater wearing qualities than those
of ordinary red clay and can be manu-
factured at one-tenth the cost. The
heating |process also releases electricity
used in the operating of the garbage de-
strovers, with a balance left for light-
ing the streets of one of the city’s largest
suburbs.

'The people of Fairville were shocked
this morning when they learned that
William Estey, an aged and respected
resident of Harding street, had committed
suicide. Mr. Estey was eighty-one years
of age. No motive for his action could

This morning about seven o’clock his
sister-in-law heard him walking about
the house and soon afterwards go out
into the yard. She had not been feeling
well and did not arise until some time
later when summoned by neighbors, who
informed her and her brother of the re-
grettable incident.

W. A. McColgan, a grocer, who lives
directly opposite, was working about his
store this morning between seven and
eight o’clock when he happened to glance
across the street and noticed Mr. Estey
dtanding, as he thought, sunning himself
in the yard. Later when a customer,
Alexander Sherwood, camé in he re-
marked that Mr. Estey had been stand-
ing in one position for some time. While
both were looking at him a ray of sun
showed a thin piece of rope about his
head and attached to a scantling. Joined
by Daniel Campbell, jr., they ran over
to the yard and to their horror saw that
he was hanging: They heard a low
moan and cut him down.

Them Up But Cotton Mill
Makes Reduction of Third
— Some Opinions.

(Canadian Press)

New York( Sept. 24—New York news-
papers announce price reduction from
large firms in various parts of the
United States. Some of the papers, no-
tably the Times and Tribune, have
secured expressions of opinion from bus-
iness men in many cities supporting the
view that the readjustment of prices is
under way on a definite and permanent
programme.

It is reported that several New Eng-
land mills intend to follow the example
of the Amoskeag Manufacturing Comn-
pany in reducing prices of cotton goods.
‘The Times says:—

“Dispatches from the larger cities
showed that substantial retail price re-
ductions had taken place or would take
place, the tendency towards lower prices
having been in effect in some cities for
several months because of an increasing
tendency on the part of the public not to
buy anything but necessities.

“@The result has been that large unsold
stocks of goods remain with the manu-
facturers necessitating either the stop-
page of the factories or sale at a lower
price.” ;

In the dispatches to the TFribune, Cali-
fornia reports a general price decline
since May 1 last, food prices being af-
fected as well as manufactured goods.
In St. Louis sweeping cuts in practical-
ly all lines are reported. It appears to
be only in New England cities that the
top level of prices is firmly maintained,
Boston reporting increases in food, cloth-
ing, and other necessaries.

The Times prints a statement by Sec-
retary of Treasury Houston expressing
the latter’s belief that there would be a
gradual recession in prices, but that a
stable condition would not be reached for
several years,

«“There are apt to be considerable
fluctuations up and down,” the secretary
is quoted as saying. “I would not ven-
ture to say that the pre-war level will
ever be reached.”

The Hotels,

Managers of five prominent hotels and
of two restaurants have been summoned
to appear today before the city couneil’s
committee on living costs. An an-
nouncement by Chairman Max Adam-
owsky, said tHat they would be asked to
explain “why their prices have not been
reduced in proportion to- the drop in
wholesale food prices.” »

At a conference last night, Alderman
Adamowsky added. E. J. Stevens, man-
ager of another big hotel had promised
“an’ jmmediate downward revision in
prices.”

“We have the facts and figares to
prove to these gentlemen,” the alderman
added, “that they have been profiteering. .
Food prices are due for a drop and food
purveyors will accept the situation grace-

fully if they are wise.”

A “carry-your-lunch” campaign td
force a cut in the prices for food charged
by restaurants was started  yesterday
when alderman Adamowsky and Rus-
sell J. Poole, his secretary, appeared at
their offices, with lunches from home.
An investigator was sent to a restaurant
to purchase a lunch similar to the one
which Mr. Poole’s wife had packed for
him. g

“Qur lunch demonstrates that at a
cost of 28 cents we received more whole-
some food than can be purchased at
hotels and restaurant for from sixty to
$1,” Mr. Poole said.

Montreal, Sept. 24—That traffic condi-
tions in continental Europe are becoming
more stabilized is indicated by the fact
that the Montreal offices of the White
Star line yesterday received autlority to
accept through bookings to inland points
in Czecho-Slovakia. The company has
been accepting bookings to points in Po-
land for some weeks, and it hopes in the
near future to resume service to most of
the points booked before the war.

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RECORD FASTS

Ann Moor Is Said to Have
Abstained for Three Years
— Sixty-One Days to Cure
Paralysis.

How long can the human body hold
together without food? It is difficult
to say what is the record of absention,
but the most celebrated case is that of
Ann Moor, of Tutbury, Staffordshire,
England, who ate nothing for nearly
three years. The authority who vouches
for the case of Ann Moor is Dr. Rob-
ert Taylor, a member of the Royal Col-
lege of Surgeons and Physicians, who
presents in an interesting pamphlet the
testimony of other medical men and
witnesses of this remarkable fast. Miss
Moor began to fast on November 4,
1806, and ate nothing from that time
until July, 1809. Some time in the win-
ter of 1807 she partook of a raison or
two, and for a time took a few drops
of water daily,-but this distressed her
and for many months no food or drink
in any form was given to her. Occo-

sionally her lips would be sponged with |

a damp cloth., She did, however, in-
dulge freely in snuff, and insisted al-
ways on being in a currept of fresh
air,

The “Hunger Habit.”

Death ended the fast, but whether
Ann Moor died because .she ate nothing
or because of the illness which first in-
duced her to starve herself one cannot
say,

Other Long Fasts.

A fast not to be compared with that
of Miss Moor’s but still of much great-
er duration than the famous Tanner
test, was that of George E. Davis, a
patient of the noted Dr. Dewey, who
advocated absention from food for al-
most every disorder. He went without
food for sixty-one days and says that
he had no desire for food from the
third to the fortieth day of his fast.
His weight decredsed from 228 to 174
pounds. He testified: “I am cured of
paralysis. My strength is normal, my
digestion perfect, my vision strong, I
have no dread of a second stroke. I
have been working in St. Paul, Minn,
ten miles from my home and make the
trip to and from daily. 1 am more ro-
bust than since my boyhood.” Another
patient of Dr. Dewey’s was George Ww.
Tuthill, of Minneapolis, and he went
without eatilg for forty-one days,
emerging in the flyweight class,

Ten years ago Upton Sinclair, author
of “The Jungle,” published a series of
articles upon the question of fasting,
and cited the case of Richard Fausel,

' of North Dakota, who fasted for seven-

ty-eight days, reducing his bulk from
885 pounds to normal. Mr. Sinclair,
himself, often fasts, It is, in hig opin-
jon, the only rational and certain way
to recover from the assaults of disease.
The idea is that to ge without food is
to “starve the disease.” Other people
claim to have been cured of appendic-
itis, rheumatisc and various ailments by
stopping. their food allowance, and there
is a general belief that even when com-
plete absention is not resorted to, to
cut down on meals is often a valuable
corrective of many disorders, especially
those of the stomach.

The Manchester Gentleman.

Thackeray’s ideas regarding the quali-
fications necessary for a gentleman were,
of course, general in their application,
but every district has its own particular
views in the matter. In the opinion of
Canon Cecil Daniel Wray (1778-1866)
there were three attributes indispensable
to the real Manchester gentleman: (1)
he must be a member of the “Pitt’ Club;
(2) he must have a pew in the gallery
of the “Old Church,” and (8) he must
take in the Times newspaper. The canon
looked on a “gentleman” from the point
of view merely of social distinction, re-
specting which he was uniformly punc-
tilious. In the Chapter House, Canon
Wray bowed to the dean, shook hands
with the canons, extended two fingers
to non-capitular members and a solitary
digit to a curate. When an Irish member
of the last named order responded in like
manner ,inspired with the idea that he
was acting according to English eti-
quette, the canon .was the only person
present who was not amused.—Manches-
ter Guardian.

RATS OF PARIS

Campaign Promises to Be
Interesting for There Are

Millions of Them.

Paris, Sept. 6—(Ass'd Press Corres-
pondence)—War to a finish has been de-
iclared against the rat by the Hygiene
Commission of Paris. The commission
[was aghast to learn from a report read

{to it by professor Bordas that there were !
8,000.00 rats in the city.

The extermination of the rats is to be
accomplished by all th wapons known in '
| rat warfare and the campaign will be both
affensive and defensive. The offensive |
weapong are the following: :

Use of bacterical products or deadly |
microbes likely to cause epidemics among
the rats, poisons, asphyxiating gases in
the sewers for several hours at a time re-
peated at intervals, and traps.

In this connection Professor Bordas
warns rat trappers not to smoke before
setting their traps as the rat holds tobac-
co in abhorrence. A premium of two sous
18 to be paid for each rat killed by hunt-
ers.

The defensive campaign will be con-
{ducted by rat proofing houses and by
setting the garbage cans on the sidewalks
lonly a few minutes previous to the ar-
rival of the garbage automdbiles, so that
rats cannot feed on their contents over
night.

‘the Hygiene Commission as to the chances
'of success in ridding Paris of the rat,
nuisance, especially after Professor Bor-
{das had explalne(f that the Paris could

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St. John’s Oldest Dwelling
Stands Firm and Unshaken
After More Than Century

A 1

Old buildings for their picturesque-
ness and for their associations can fan
the spark of civic pride periiaps more
than anything else. At least for those
who like to think back to the early days
of the city there is a fascination in the
study of old houses that nothing else
can give. As far as can be discovered
the oldest standing house in the city of
Gt. John today .is also the most pic-
tuesque. It is the house originally built
py David Merritt about 112 years ago.
Every stranger coming to the city on
first sight of the house, which is at the |
corner of Union and Germain streets and
is numbered as 120 Union street, declares .
at sonce that that charming - old resi-

Cmust be both an interesting onc
an' a very old one.

When David Merritt left his home in

the State of New York and with the
other United Empire Loyalists came to
settle on the rocky peninsula which is
now St. John he brought with him the
materials for the home he was to build.
Whether the materials came from New
York or from the southern states is not
known but the workmen that hewed the
timbers and made the ‘ornamental wood-
work were planning for no jerry-build-
ers. After more than a century of time
the house stands more firmly than many
built seventy-five years ago. The sills
of pine are of the thickness of trees, not
common today. Eighteen-inch wood,
colidly Square, went to the making of
the frame work and there is no sign of
settling in, the floors or of cracking in
the ceilings, nor has-jt been necessary
to put any new timbet in the building.

In the pioneer days, when the house
was built, there were no ways of manu-
facturing lumber or of shaping it to be.
found in the wilderness of St. John, yet
the Merritt house has carved stair-sills
that are the admiration of every wood
carver. Its mahogany balustrade is
curved and fitted to the house in per-
fect form. Some of the panelling of
quartered oak is~about fourteen inches
wide. One of the most beautiful pieces
of woodwork in the house is the grooved
archway and the grooved railing in the
entrance hall, all the length of which is
finely carved. A doorway to the back of
the house from the hall is so contrived
that at a first glance it seenis to be no
doorway but merely a continuation of
the panelling, as it is curved and shaped
to form an alcove.

The old brieck oven, in which all the
cooking was done in the pioneer days,
remains intact in the house and while
some modern conveniences have been
added no structural alterations of any
kind have been made.

From the outside the shuttered win-
dows with their hand-made hinges—-
everything of woodwork or metal work
about the house is hand-made—its mas-
sive brick chimneys and its close eaves
catches -and holds the appreciative atten-
tion. From Germain street can be seen
the high cliff of rock on which the house
was built. At the time of the erection
of the house the street was not exca-
vated and although on high land the
house was not placed as it appears to be
now on a cliff of rock. The original
property was about the size of a quar-
ter of the city, block in which it stands,
and to this day it retains sufficient land
behind it for a large garden. The door-
way, with its: curved fan-light and the
ornamentally 'set glass, glazedion the in-
side is 'particularly pleasing. The old
brass knocker still hangs on the door
and it is a custom with summer tourists
from across the border to ask if it can
be purchased. Its very picturesqueness
has brought to the house more attention
than it has desired and visitors have
only with difficulty been made to under-
stkand'thnt it is not on view as one of
the historical objects of the city. ;

About half a dozen similar houses, or
houses built on much the same lines,
were erected in ‘St. John by the Loyal-
ists and the Merritt house is the only
one remaining at all in the original form.
Most of these houses were ‘destroyed by
the great fire of 1877 and the fact that
the Merritt house escaped is a marvel
hard to understand. Large flying em-
bers fell upon the roof and, with des-
perate energy, wet carpets and mats and
bedding were spread and respread upon
it, and the fire was fought off with suc-
cess.

Not only is the house an old one but
all the furniture with which David Mer-
vitt filled it in pioneer times is still in

It has seen many changes in St. John
and bids fair to outlive some modern
structures of recent date. Stone church,
nearby, was not built when the Merritt
house was put up and the pasturage of
that site fed the cows“when the Loyal-
ists first made their home in St. John.
There is no more conclusive proof of the
durability of a wooden house than the
sturdy strength of this home, the ma-
terials of which were brought from a
far country but have withstood so
strongly the storms and climate of this
city. Stone buildings have shown greater
decay in the period and have required
more attention and repairs.

DREAM REVELLER
TO TELL HIS STORY

M. Delage Studied Phenom-
ena for More Than Thirty

Years.

Paris, Sept. 24—For thirty years M.
Yves Delage, an eminent French biolog-
ist and professor at the Sorbonne, has
lived in a world of dreams. He has just
finished the record ‘of his incursions in
dreamland, and, according to the learned
friends who have scanned the 700 or
more pages, the world is soon to have a
textbook which will present the vary-
ing phases of dream life in a new, in-
tercsting and convincing manner, al-
though overthrowing some of the estab-
lished theories of mental science,

Prof. Delage has tried to trace the ef-
fect of dreams on the daily life of an
individual; he has questioned hundreds,
perhaps thousands, of dreamers—includ-
ing politicians—and has developed an in-
controvertible belief in the utility of
dreams, their philosophical value and
their influence on human beliefs and the
progress of civilization.

One of the most engrossing portions
of his work has been the analysis of
contemporary English and French liter-
ature, in which dreams, visions and hal-
lucinations have provided theories which
have caused the whole world to consider
seriously theiproblems of the future. In

The shark fishing industry is becom-
ing increasingly important in the Ensen-
ada Cohsular district, writes United
States Counsul William C. Burdett,
stationed in Lower California. The Low-
er California shark known locally as the
dogfish shark,is from four feet long and
weighs from 90 to 125 pounds. The fish-
ing is usually done by individual fisher-
men working out from camps on land.
The fish are canght on long set lines, on
which are fifty to one hundred hooks
baited with small fish or lumps of shark
meat. .

The fish are sold for consumption by
Chinese shark fin soup. The liver is boil-

ed down and the shark oil rendered out. |

Each liver gives an average of one gal-
lon of oil. The oil is used in paints as a
leather preservative. The skins are not
utilized, except for fertilizer, Frequently
shark steaks are sold by Chinese in the
district under the name of grayfish.

The large canneries operating plants in
San Diego, Cal,, are eager ta buy shark,
and the newely finished plant at Sauzal,
Lower California, expects to specialize
on converting shark into fish meal fer-
tilizer. Whereas, formerly sharks caught
in nets were separated out from the more
valuable fish and returned to the water,
they are now brought ashore, although
the demand is not yet sufficient to war-
rant using nets for shark exclusively.

AND MACHINER‘{

In its summary of the iron, steel, metal
and machinery markets for the week end-
ed Sept. 28, Canadian Machinery and
Manufacturing News, Toronto, makes
the following comment:

There is not a large volume of busi-
ness moving in any of the machine tool

'markets. one .of the Canadian cenlres

report any great buying, and the New
York market says that it is quieter there
now than for months past, with very lit-
tle hope of recovery. Some of the Can-
adian dealers are inclined to blame tight

money for keeping some prospective buy-

%rs out of the money, and they claim
they could dispose of a number of ma-
chines were their prospects able to fin-
ance. There i4 a fair number of orders

‘as it is, but they are very much scatter-

ed. Dealers in this country do not com-
plain of the stagnation that seems to
have hit the New York market.

Death of KEmpress Revives
Tale of Paris Model and
Paintings of Her.

A thousand rare old titbits of court
gossip, harking back to the brilliant
days of the Second Empire have been
revived coincidentally with the passing
of Empress Eugenie, easily the most ro-
mantic figure in modern Europea his-
tory. . Every seasoned “boulevardier” of
the French capital is swapping the tales
of a bygone generation anent the beau-
tiful and unfortunate Queen, whose
death has placed half the royal fami-
lies of the Old World in mourning.

Favorite among the stories centring
about the late Empress is the tale of
the humble Latin- quarter model, whose
fatal -resemblance to Eugenie forced
upon her the strange alternative of a
handsome pension coupled with e«xile
from her .beloved , Paris or the ignoble

.|life of a prisoner in a gloomy cell at St.

Lazare.

One day during the height of the Em-
press’s brilliant reign, when tne praise
of her beauty, sagacity and goodness
was on every tongue, the court gossins
made. a tremendous and disconcerting
discovery. At a public exhibition of
the works of an obscure painter ,a num-
ber of portraits of the sovereign, de-
picted in exceedingly attenuated attire
were found on display. Tha story
spread through France like wildfire. 'Che
Empress’s friends were struck dumb
with dismay. Her political enemies
were suffused with irreverential glee,

When the tale reached the ears of
Eugenie, she lost no time in vain ex-
planations. With characteristic energy
she called in the police.

A hurried inquiry followed and the
mystery was cleared up. The offending
portraits were likenesses of a humble
artist’s model whose resemblance to the
Empress was so rked that her friends
had dubbed her “Leonie the Empress.”

The police took no half measures.
They sent for Mlle. Leonie.

“What would you say to 3,000 francs
income yearly?” they asked her.

“More than I ever dreamed of” re-
plied Leonie. “What must I do to get
it?” {
“Pack up bag and baggage and clear
out of -Paris—and don’t come back!”.

“But I love Paris!”

“Very well, take your choice. Three
thousand franc and clear out, or the
prison of St. Lazare. You look too
much like the Empress. That is trea-
son!” .

Faced with the imperial ultimatum,
the litle model crying bitterly, was
forced to accept the lesser of the two
evils. She left Paris forever, and sef-
tled in a country village.

As for the irreverent portraits, the
Empress bought them up at a price
that made the artist a gentleman of iei-
sure for the rest of his life and had them
destroyed. But the ghost of the tale
they started haunted the imperial fami-
ly closet for years.
