FIGHT YEARS OF FATH AND
 HARD WORK REWARDED

Mi.e;.thnComesUponGre-tBody
of Gray Copper

Spokane, Wash., April 22—Eight years
of tireless work, in which dogged deter-
mination and unfailing optimism had to
combat a long series of disappointments
and temporary defeats, have‘revealed for
Conrad Wolfe, a Spokane mining engin-
eer, the largest known body of gray cop-
per ore in the world in his ‘mine near
Chewelah, Wash,, fifty miles north of
Spokane. In July, 1906, Mr. Wolfe ac-
quired a group of claims near Ch¥welah,
which he started to develop under the
name of the United Copper Company.
His first financial venture was to mort-
gage his home to work the mine. Soon
he inspired some of his friends with his
confidence, 'and $5,000 more was sunk
underground. The property was work-
ed with indifferent success until 1909,
when Mr. Wolfe succeeded in interested
Wallace G. Collins of Seattle, a pioneer
northwestern railroad man, who furn-
ished $28,000 for further operations. .

This marked the turning point in the
history of the venture. New ore bodies
were opened, and machinery for treat-
ing the ore was installed. Recently the
great ore body was encountered, and
mining men declare that Mr. Wolfe'’s
faith and efforts have revealed the larg-
est deposit of gray copper ore known in
the world.
