Bill to Deal With Exclusion of

Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 16—A government
bill to amend the Fisheries Protection Act,

%0 as to make it clear that foreign fishing
vessels could be excluded from and priv-,
.jleges accorded Newfoundland and Ameri-
can fishermen under the treaty of 1818
in Canadian waters, took up the greater
part of yesterday’s sitting of the com-
mens. The ulterior object of the bill in
paving the way for the control, through
joint international agreement, of the oper-
ations of French or other foreign steam
trawlers, was the main subject of discus-
son,

Mr. Sinclair emphasized the importance
of having British trawlers included in any
prohibitive regulations. There was urgent
need, he said, of acting against the grow-
ing. menace of steam trawling. The de-
pletion of the fisheries was threatened, and
“/ine ‘and net fisheremen had been put out
of business where the trawlers operated.

Mr. Chisholm (Antigonish) protested
against the lax enforcement of the regula-
tions ageinst fishing by steam trawlers
within the three mile limit. He believed
the fisheries protection service should be
augmented. :

Hon. Mr. Hazen said that instructions
had already been given for a more vigor-
ous ‘enforcement of the protective regula-
tions in the maritime provinces. If the
present fisheries protection fleet was nov
strong enough more vessels would be add-
od to it. :

D. D. McKenzie (Cape Breton). thought
there was no complaint against the French
trawlers. They did not compete with the
local fishermen. On the other hand they
spent much money at maritime ports for
supplies.

Montreal, Feb. 1§—E. P. Ramsay, en-
gineer in charge oft the U. P. R’s new
Montreal and Toronto line, said yesterday
that the road would be ready for a fast
passenger service by December next.

Darkness in Mexico

City--Diaz States His Terms--Madero’s
Home is Looted and Put to Torch

/

(Canadian Presa)

Mesico City, Feb. 15—For the first time
since the remarkable battle began there
was a heavy sustained cannonade lasting
half an hour in the total darkmess about
three o’clock this morning.

The exodus of the populace from the dis-
tricte under fire was even greater than

yesterday. There was a constant proces-]

sion of people hurrying through the streets
to the suburbg long before dawn, and this
lasted until after daylight. The offices of
the Imparcial were commandeered by the
feders: troops this morning for ‘use in
their operations.

The hostile forces this morning faced
each other in virtually the same positions
in the centre of the Mexican capital, as
they have held all through the week of
fierce street fighting. :

A detachment of the twentieth infantry
stationed between the palace and the ar-
senal revolted, shot its own officers and
made a break to join Diaz. The mutineers
were overpowered, and fifty men were tak-
en as prisoners to the national palace.

Madero’s House Looted and Burned

Mexico City, Feb. 15—The rebels ob-
tained their first pereonal revenge yester-
day, when they burned the private house
of President-Madero, at the corner of Ber-
lin a«' Liverpool streects. It was a hand-
some st-ucture, and had become one of
the show places of the capital.

The rebels had driven a detachment of
federals in retreat along Barcelona street.
They emerged in Liverpool street, the reb-
els at their heels. Shouting and firing at
the fleeing soldiers, the rebels crowded in-
to the aristocratic quarter, and the sight
of Madero’s house inepired the idea of ite
destruction.  Only servants. had - occupied
the house since the ‘members of the presi-
dent’s family took refuge in the Japanese
legation.» )

The rebels entered the building and car-
ried off whatever caught their- faney.
moment later the bpilding was in flames,
As the fire mounted, the cracking of cart-
ridges revealed the fact that the structure
had been practically an arsenal. The ex-
plosion_of ammunitien .continued for such
a time as to indicate that the family must

have setored there many thousands of
rounds.

The third secretary of the American em-
bassy, Henry F. Tennant, accompanied by
a messenger, in an automobile last night,

was stopped in the streets and robbed.

Puebla Captured

Mexico City, Feb. 15—Rebels under Gen-
eral Dellave and Aguiler, it is reported,
have captured the city of Puebla. Puel-
ba is the capital of the State of Puebla
and is one of the most attractive cities
of the republic. Its pepulation numbers
nearly 100,000.

Francisco De La Barra, former provis-
jonal president, pro‘essed ignorance this
morning as to President Madero’s inten-
tions. He admitted, however,that the ques-
tion of his resignation had been submitted
tc President Madero and that the matter
at present had gone no further.

De La Barra accompanied by General
Felipe Angeles, a federal commander,. con-
ferred with President Madero this morn-
ing with the result that they were author-
ized by him to confer with Felix Diaz and
General Manuel Mondragoz on 'the ques-
tion of arranging an armistice and the
naming of a commission by each party to
study a plan for a solution of the situa-
tion. ; \

A visit to the rebel position was made
by De La Barra, who pointed out to Diaz
the difficulties of the situation and urged
upon him the acceptance of the plan of
an armistice in view of the imminence of
foreign intervention.

Diaz’s Terms

Diaz repiied to De La Barra that he
could not make an armistice and that he
would enter into no négotiations for peace
except on a basis of the resignation of
Président. Madero, the vice-prseident and
the entire cabinet. This result of the con-
ference -with the rebels was then submit-
ted to President Madero.

THE LORDS AND BISHOPS
AND THE WELSH BIL

Action Shows Need of Parliament
Act to Ensure Liberal Measures
Being Carried

(Montreal Witness’ Cable.)

London, Feb 14—No better object lesson
of the absolute necessity of the Parliament
Act to ensure liberal measures being pass-
ed could be given than the action of the
House of Lords last night when it rejected
the Welsh disestablishment bill upon which
the commons had labored long and serious-
ly,-and which the people who are prim-
arily affected have demanded for many
years.

There is much bitterness of feeling
among the Liberal leaders today. Their
expressed  opinion is that the Lords are
never happy unless they are thwarting the
will of the people, and that the action of
the bishops in this case will not only. do
harm to the church in Wales, but will
weaken the church in England as well,
through the identification of it with the

| political interests which are constantly
| flatly opposing the expressed will of the

people.

But, even though the lords rejected the
bill by a vote of 252 to 51, they can do no
more than to delay its coming into force,
any more than they can frustrate home
rule for Ireland. The bill now has to

Paris, Feb. 15—A young lady in the pos-
tal service, at the age of twenty, found
her cheeks and chin covered with a downy
beard. She went to Doctor Delherme snd
asked him to remove all traces of the hair.
This was in 1905. :

She underwent twelve applications of
the X-rays, which left her with. a ring
of burns instead of a beard. Accusing the
doctor of gross careleseness in the usé he
had made of the X-rays, she sued him in
the Paris courts for $4,000. She lost the
day. Now, at an interval of nearly eight

years, the case came up on appeal before
the Fifth Chamber—the same tribunal
which decided that a lady’s dress bill
ought not to exceed the rent of the house
she and her husband occupied—and they

have awarded Ther $1,000 damages for the|

substitution of the ecars for the beard.

The judgment makes it quite clear that
Dr. Delherme did his work properly, but
that, as it was not a “curative” operation
that he had undertaken, but only an “aes-
thetic”” one, he ought to have warned
Mile. C. of the possible dangers of attempt-
ing to remove the beard from her face,
and have obtained her signed consent to
the operation. He had not done that, so
the court held him responsible for the un-
fortunate burns that disfigure the young
woman, even though he had -been guilty
of no profesgional fault. :

It chiefly recommends that with a reor
ganization of the labor department there
be created am Industrial board and that
this board be' vested with power under
broad statutes to make regulations
which shall have the force of law, and
make rules to fit each and every industry.

After a time Hoff’'s superior
officers became suspicious, and one night
they sent a lieutenant:to follow Sergeant
Hoff. He was seen to march boldly into

GUARANTEE BONDS
FOR BIG WORKS BY
CANADIAN NORTHERN

Victoria, B. C., Feb. 15—Very import-

ant legislation has been introduced in a
special message from the lieutenant-gov-
ernor.

The first bill named in this message

guarantees the bonds of the Canadian
Northern Railway for an addltlonul $10,-
000,000 for terminals,

The government in the orlgmal bill guar-
anteed the bonds of the Canadian North-
ern main line up to $35,000 a mile from
the Yellow Head Pass to the Gulf of
Georgia.

The bill now brought down provides an-
additional guarantee of $10,000,000 at the
rate of four and one-half per cent. for
terminals to be constructed on a vast scale
at Vancouver, Port Maun, and Victoria,
and for a branch line from Port Manu to
a point near Stevenson o the Fraser River,

The previous guaratee was at 4 per
cent., but as financing at that rate is now
difficult in London the schedeule of the
new bill provides a rate of interest guar-
anteed of four and a half.

Society, he
points out, has been too induigent in its
attitude toward the violation of the moral
law, and too little attention has been paid
to the fact that in this life of ours the
physical underlies the mental, and that
the mental must not be developed at the
expense of the physical. Breaches of the
law of health are physical sins, and the
y;)ung must receive practical training to
the end that from the physical standpoint
they may make the best of their lives.
Dr. Struthers contends that every civil-
ized gtate should demand more than com-
pulsory’ education for its children. 1t
shouild so house, feed and clothe them
that they will become heafthy, vigorous
and well trained men and women, capable
of efliciently filling their position in life.
He follows this statement with the fol-

lowing description of what in his view

the school buildings should be as an educa- |

tional and social centre, open every day
and open every evening:—

“Uf T tell you my idea of a modern
school, you may think me visionary and
1  will confess I have the vision of the
realization of such a school. A ‘Modern
School’ should have in the basement, be-
sides the means of heating, a swimming
tank, shower baths, gymnasium, with such
appliances for physical exercise and recrea-
tion as are adaptable. The ground floor
should have class room accommodation for
kindergarten and firet book classes only,
a large auditorium for moving picture
shows, concerts and entertainments, al-
coves, rest rooms, refreshment rogms, sit-
ting rooms, and an equipment for supply-
ing light refreshments. All other class
rooms would be on the floors above. That
i to say, the school would not only be the
school, but the social centre for the dis-
trict. Both building and premises should
be open every might in the week under
proper supervision, and so well lighted in
every nook and corner that it would be im-
possible for a wrong or indecent thing to
bappen. Boys and girls who went to
schoal together would meet there as young

en and women, and would get that social

Long Time Used as’'a Dmmp—

- Boy Bieaks Into Star Theatre

and Tampers With: Film— Per-
sonal and Other Notes

Much interest centfed this week in the
announcement made by the board of
school: trustees that permission was to be!
granted to the Playgrounds Association
for the use of the )ax‘dé sutrounding the
buildings of the board in Douglas avenue
and Indiantown, Bentley street and Alex-
andrg schools.” ‘'The action is expected to
give much satisfaction to children and par-
ents alike, as it will afford for the first
time }he youngsters of North End an op-
portuliity to enjoy the privileges of an
organized playground .with all that this
means to the little ones.

Both locations are in desirable localities,
though neither is exactly what might be
called central; but each has a wide area
from - which x\s" youthful’ w.trons will be
drawn, and ‘when once started they are
expected to be liberally patromized. The
grounds in each case are well adapted for
the purpose. They are particularly roomy
and can be easily transformed- into play-
grounds similar to others which have been
in use here in the last few years.

But there is one thing which ehould be
attended to in. comnection - with the pro-
posed playgrounds to be. located on the
Alexandra yard, the removal of the public
dump from in front of it. .It has long
been a source of wonder, nat 6nly to resi-
dents of North End living 'in the neighbor-
hood, whose children attend the school,
but to visitors from outside centres, why
this unsigiitly place was allowed to remain
in the midst of a growing residential cen-
tre. - It has been an eyesore, and often
times fears were expressed that it might
prove a menace to health, for frequently
it has been used as a dumping ground for
decayed fruits and vegetables, and here
the little children attending the school
and the others living nearby. were playing.

True, from time to time a man was em-
iployed by the city to.level off the ugly
Jooking heape of rubbish which were piled
upon this dump, but other than removing
for a few days the spectacle of refuse more
openlyidisplayed, this did little good. What

The so-
ciety *which ds to earry out the undertak-
ing pledges itself to build a theatre to
seat 2,000, to produce only appreved plays,
and in the course of every year to give at
least ten afternoon performances for school
children at a price not to exceed 7d. a
ticket.

1t is expected that thie new semi-muni-
cipal house will exercise a wholesome in-
fluence on existing theatres, both as to the
price of tickets and. the character of the
plays given.

Tt is ten o’clock in the morning in Buck-
ingham Palace; breakfast in the great
Bow Room has been finished since nine,
and the king has departed to his welting-
room, known as the “King’s Room,” in
the personal apartments. \

Down the thickly-carpeted corridor lead-
ing from these apartments comes a ser-
vant, walking quickly. The man is clad
in black evening dress, which indi-
cates that he is on “close wait” duty,
that is to say, in personal attendance on
the eovereign. The other servants about
the pelace are attired in the royal livery
of scarlet and white. =g

Orders For The Day

The servant on close wait, who bears
a paper in his hand, ebops at the lft at
the end of the corridor.

“The Equerries’ room,” he says to the
lift attendant. and he is set down at the
next landing. The servant walks along

the corridor, past a half dozen rooms, and

enters a large, comfortably furnished

apartment, where there are four gentle-

men of the household. They are non-resi-

dent members, and arrived at ten o'clock.
One is seated at a writing-table reading

“The Times,” two are standing on the

hearthrug engaged in conversation, and an-

other is writing a letter.
The servant walks up to a green-covered

board, on which several order’ papers are
fastened, and pins in to it the paper he
has with him, and the occupants of the
room gather round the board. The paper
contains the orders of the day for the

four equerries in attendance and rvns as
follows: i )
Lord M. to attend His Majesty at noon
to go to the Brompton Hospital.
Sir W. to attend Her Majesty at 3 p. m.
to go to a sale of work at Grosvenor

House.

in the personal apartments.

p .m. to go to Kensington Palace.

Lord F. to attend the king at 11 a. m.

Having read the orders, the two equer-

ries whose attendance will not be requir-
ed until the afternoon depart from the
palace,

wait back to the king’s apartments. Be-
yond the ante-room, where the servants
wait, 18 a waiting-room which opens into
the King’s Room. This is a spacious apart-
ment. On the walls hang some fine paint-
ings, including a large one of the late king
and Queen Alexandra,- and- some lands
capes done by the Princess Victoria and
the Duchess of Fife. In the centre of the
room is a large rolled-top mahogany writ-
ing-desk, at which the king is eitting clad
in a dark grey suit.

French Army Officers to South America

The latest triumph of the French army
is contained in the announcement that ne-
gotiations have been begun by the Uru-
guayan government for obtaining a mili-
tary mission composed of officers of all
arms to act as professors and inspectors in
the schools of Monte Video, Bolivia and
(Guatemala have also engaged two similar
missions, and two other republican states
of Latin America have applied for French
belp in reorganizing their military sys-
tems. The contracte of French ins#fuctors
already employed at Lima, in Peru, and
San Paulo, in Brazil, have been renewed
for long periods, and a nmew post of
French military attache has been created
at Buenos Ayres, while one of naval at-
tache is contemplated in the near future.

Central and South America are not the
only countries that have lately been ap-
pealing to France and not many months
ago, when China decided to reorganize her
army, the government chose French offi-
cers for the task. This marked preference
for French methods of war is a source of
great gratification, and can only serve to
encourage a revival of the military spirit
and patriotic zeal in France which has
been so mnoticeable during the last few
years.

His Aristocratic Father

The story of Lulu Harcourt is a peculiar
one, He has been in the very heart.of

political life from his childhood. Though

he bears no title, his family is aristocratic
Once Sir William Har-
court, his father, made an incautious boast
of his descent and the papers began to de-
scribe him as a Plantagenet, suggesting 2
claim on his part to royal blood.

To understand the allusion, I must add}

that Sir William was the hauteur of the
KEnglish aristrocat embodied in the most
conspicuous form. He was very tall, some
gix feet three or four, and he had a very
aquiline Norman face, with a huge aquiline
nose and his look was proud and self-con-
scious, and his whole carriage and manner
at_'rogant. He used to be very unpopular in
his robust and defiant youth. There was a
story that six men made an agreement to
invite each the most unpopular man to
dinner, and when the dinner party came,
there were only seven guests; they had
all invited Sir William Harcourt. As a mat-
ter of fact, this did injustice to Sir Wil-
liam who was one of the softest-hearted of
men, and when he grew old and mellowed
he was universally loved in the House of
Commons, although he had a peppery tem-
per and a hot tongue. It was this temper
and this tongue that brought him into
conflict with Lord Rosebery, and the his-
toric enmity between the two led to the
defeat of the Rosebery ministry in 1895
and brought the Tories into power for six-
teen years.

Sir William Harcourt made a love match
when he was a young man and Lulu Har-
court is the only child of the marriage.
This lady died at an early age, of con-
sumption, and her husband mourned her
logs for years. Thus he and his son were
brought together more than even most fa-
thers and sons. Sir William was literally
mother as well as father to his boy, and
all the cynical world of London stood sym-
pathetically by ag they saw the attachment
between these two, open, constant and
visible to everybody who looked at the
})_;oad public stage of social and political
ife.

But though he was thus brought early in
contact with big men and big events, Lulu
Harcourt never, entered public life. He
acted as his father’s secretary, helped him
in preparing his big budget when he was
chancellor of the exchequer, could be seen
in one of the galleries of the House of
Commons almost every night it sat, and
even accompanied his father every time
he went to make one of his big platform
speeches in the country.

Once I saw the two at a Manchester
meeting and it was a pathetic sight. The
father was on the big raised platform and
was making one of the most brilliant and
biting speeches of his life; the son was sit-
ting quietly and obscurely at a table below
his father, and you could see that he was
watching the father and listening to him
with the keen nervous anxiety with which
one watches a relative in a difficult situa-
tion. I wrote a description of the scene in
some newspaper and sent it to Sir Wil-

liam Harcourt, and he wfote me back a

letter of warm thanks, not for what I had
written of him but of what I had written
of his boy.

But somehow or other, the boy seemed
to be so overshadowed by the father that
he made no attempt to enter the House
of Commons, he could have had a seat a
ecore of times, but he always refused.
Time went on and the boy became a man,
and then he began to approach something
like the beginning of middle age, but still
he x.‘emained the obgeure figure who work-
ed in the quiet darkness of a private sec-
retary for his father. He was incessant-
ly active; everybody knew that, and when
his father wanted an ambassador to make
peace between him anrd somebody*whom
his hot temper and tongue had wounded,
he sent Lulu, whoge temper’ was angelic
in its sweetness and gelf-control; or when
some man had done his father what he
regarded as a bad turn, Lulu went on the
w'arpath, quietly and silently, but he got
his work in, and one of the many reasons
why Lord Rosebery is a forlorn wreck on
the political shore today is the incessant
and‘ deadly vendetta which was waged
against him by Lulu:in return for some
quarrel between Lord Rosebery and Lulu’s
father. A -silent, obscure, potent, unseen
force, so people thought of Lulu, but still
he remained in the background.

The Change

Then change in his intentions came when
he met Miss Burms, daughter of a great
American banker, resident in London, and
neice of Pierpont Morgan. It was a most
excellent match, for. Mrs. Harcourt is ami-
able, intelligent, profoundly interested in
politics, and gives to her husband the wor-
ship of a profound love. Her fortune, too,
is large, and at once Lulu Harcourt got
an ideal wife and a great fortune which
made him independent of the eternal want
of peace that vexes public men. Then
came the death of his father, and once
more fortune ‘came@:to’ him -with ‘bountiful
hands. Sir William was a younger son
of his great family, and so had to work
for hig: living a8, barrister up to his for-
tietn year. When he was old and already
well off, for be Tad in his eecond miarriage
become the husbahd 'of Mrs. Ives, the
daughter of Motley, a-great American his-
torian; who-iiad aflarge fortune—the fam-
ily property came to"him by a series of
dramatic accidents.

His nephew, Aubrey Harcourt, had the
estates, but his life was wrecked. He was
engaged to be married to Miss Liddell, a
very beautifiil yong lady and daughter of
Dean Liddell, a great figure at Oxford Uni-
versity, and on&f the authors of a Greek
lexicon which < has aided and tortured
many: generationg of young students of
Greek, A few days before the wedding
Miss Liddell died, she was buried in her
bridal dress, and from that time forward
Aubrey Harcourt, was one of those un-
happy men that. fly through the . world
saeking oblivion of sorrow in wild adven-
tures. He ended buddenly and tragically
at. Monte Carlo; he was unmarried and
childless, and his unole, Sir William, came
inta the:estates.

Sir William, by a curious irony, had

himeelf to pay the big and enormous
death duties, which were the most promin-
ent feature of his great budget. These
estates are now in possession of Luly, and

they include one of the dream spots of the|

River Thames. I saw Nuneham House—
that is the name of the historic Harcourt
home—one evening as I approached Ox-
ford with the eunset streaming upon it,
with a lovely typical English lawn and
historic and century-old trees around it,
and never did I“see a more beautiful pic-
ture of an ancient and historic English
country home.

Minister Before First Sprech

Shortly after his marriage and shortly
before his father's death, Lulu entered the
House of Commons for the first time, but
he did not open his lips, and for the first
time in English parliamentary history his
maiden speech was delivered when he had
already become a minister. He took the
small office of commissioner of works, but
he rendered even that office conspicuous,
for he took wup the task of beautifying
London, added new features to the great
parks and, being responmsible for the in-
terior arrangements of the House of Com-
mons, he got pictures and engravings from
all quarters, put them up on the bare walls
of the house, finally got a great new din-
ing-room byilt up, where nightly during
every eession of parliament members in-
vite gay parties of ladies, and the room is
known as the Harcourt room.

Then came changes in the ministry and
he got the high office of secretary for the
colonies. It i& the most hard-worked de-
partment of the government, and even
when he is passing through a division, Lulu
is seen to be trying to read some of his
despatches as he walks through. He has
added new power and dignity to this of-
fice, whose ramifications extend all over

the world. He made the only speech on
his department which has ever attracted
any attention. But he has still some of
the love of obecurity which marked his
early years; he is rarely in the House of
Commons, he sticks in his private room and
rgaqs his despatches, even when stormy
sittings are going on. But when he does
speak, it is with brilliancy, and above all,
with that biting wit which sends the hotse
into fits of delightful laughter. ¥

Historic Cobble Presented to

How She Won World-wide Fame
and Royal Gifts—Her Lover is
Still Living and Tells of His
Courtship

(Times Special Correspondence.)

Newcastle, Feb. 1—Comparatively few
travelers find their way to Newo_a.stle,
compared with the thousands that visit
other parts of England, but those who
do so, hereafter, should spare time for a
visit to Armstrong College, to which has
just been presented a relic of internation-
al interest. 'This is Grace Darling’s boat,
the craft in which the light-house keeper
of Longstone and his fearless daughter
rowed out to the wrecked steamer “For-
farshire,” seventy-four years ago, and
rescued such of the crew as survived; a
deed which made this girl of Northum-
berland world-famous and her name 3a
household word. ;

Grace Darling’s boat, which has been
presented to Armstrong College by Lady
John Joicey Cecil, is of the type known
on the Northumbrian coast as a “coble.”
It was on September of 1838 that the
deed in which it figured was performed.
Grace Darling was twenty-three at the
time, having been born in Bamborough in
1815. Longstone, of whose lighthouse
William Darling was keeper, is one of the
Farne Islands, and when the “Forfar-
ghire,” which was bound from Hull to
Dundee, with sixty-three persons on
board, struck the adjacent Harker’s Rock,
disaster wase swift, forty-three of her pas-
sengers being drowned within = fifteen
minutes.

Deed Thrilled The World

The vessel was seen by Grace Darling
at a quarter to five in the morning, lying
broken on the rocks. The girl was a
superb oarswoman, and at once proposed
to her father that they go to the rescue,
but the lighthouse keeper declared that it
would be madness, the sea running moun-
tains high. The girl, jhowever, rgued
that if they could get to the * orfar-
shire,” some of the crew ‘would be able
to help them to ‘gét "back,
Darling consented to make the attempt.
With wonderful strength and. skill they
brought their “coble” to where the sur-
vivors, mine in mumber, crouched. The
solitary ‘woman and four men were safely
taken to the Longstone, and two of the

grants are pouring away, and it is not the

“Many years: ago,” said Mr. Hickman,

Her Lover Siill Living

But the man who was Grace Darling’s
lover is still alive, so” it proved recently.
This is “Jim” Giles, a veteran sea-dog,
who for nearly sixty years was a dock-
gateman and assistant engineer at Ips-
wich, and who retired only a few weeks
ago. The etory of his courtship of the
Northumbrian heroine, as told by him-
self, is as follows:

“When a young man I.took a cargo of
salt from Ipswich to Sunderland. While
there I left my brig and was made cox-
swain of a coble that supplied Longstone
Lighthouse with provisions. This was in
1839, and as Grace’s great deed took place
the previous year I was anxious to meet
the famous girl. On my first trip in the
coble I saw her standing at the lighthouse
door, but, although I tried to draw her
attention, ehe got behind the door. The
next time I visited the lighthouse I took
a gilk handkerchief full of grapes and
gave the lot to Grace when I saw her.
She thanked me, and we got on well. We
walked and sat about on the rocks, and
one day we paid a visit to Bamborough
to see the castle. As she had to return
early to see to the lighthouse I rowed her
back.

Grace was not handsome, but she was
passable, with dark eyes and hair, and a
face bronzed hy the sea air, and convey-
ing a sense of purity and innocence that
I have never beheld in any other. She
wore very short skirts and a dark blue
Scotch cap, which suited her well. She
was as good as any sailor, and could set
a sail or pull an oar with the best of them.

“Her father, an old man, nigh seventy,
was a very old-fashioned man, and always
wore drab knee-breechés and buckled
shoes, with a sparrow-tail coat, big waist-
coat, and a round skull-cap trimmed with
fur. He didn’t think much of my carry-
ings-on with her. Grace often referred to
the loss of the ‘Forfarshire,” but made lit-
tle of her own exploit.

In one coitage a
four-post bedstead has apparently become
the mainstay of the roof, and in another,
where the thatched roof has eagged, a
large portion of the bedroom door has had
to be cut away to allow it to open.

Other defects mentioned are lack of pan:
tries and cupboards, no coppers or ovep
broken fireplaces, rickety stairs, dark db.
unsafe, and bedrooms without windows, or
with small lights placed on the floor line.
In many sections of England there are
absolutely no dwellings for the working
classes.

The proopeal of the government to use
the credit of the country in developing the
Soudan cotton-growing enterprise is justi-
fied by free trade apologists on the ground
that the ecircumstances are exceptional,
and that the interests of Britain’s most
important manufacturing industry are in-
volved. Tt is pointed out that the cotton
industry cannot prosper unless raw mater-
ial ie plentiful.

An aeronautical correspondent of a
morning paper calls attention to the in-
sufficiency of the British aerial fleet as
compared with other nations. He makes
the hssertion that the British aviation in-
dustry is dying, and that several aeroplane
constructors are closing their works for the
lack of orders. The writer contends that
it ie time that the policy of the war office
and the admiralty should be clearly stat-
ed.

American Baptists will be surpriced to
learn that members of their faith in Rus-
sia are mow being subjected to similar
persecution as is meted out to the Jews.
Their places of worship, according to the
story of a well-known diplomat, are be-
ing stamped out by the political secret
police under orders of the Holy Orthodox
Synod.

Premier Roblin Declines to
Abolish the Bar or Reform
Existing Liquor Laws.

Winnipeg, Feb. 14—Between 300 and 400
members of the Moral and Reform Society
of Manitoba waited on the government
today and urged amendments to the pres-
ent local option law. Their spokesman
contended that favorable votes under the
act were often defeated, under a techni-
cality, and they also asked that non-resi-
dent voters be barred, as this system tend-
ed to corruption and personation.

The deputation further pressed for leg-
islation abolishing the bar, or if this were
not practicable, a referendum on the is-
sue.

Premier Roblin, in replying, said that
the present local option law appeared
very satisfactory and its machinery could
be used to attain in time a total aboli-
tion of the bar. In view of the probable
prorogation of the legislature, he indicated
that the améndments requested must wait
another ‘session.

She Says It Pays to Hire Poor Mothers to Take Care
' of Their Own Children

Princeton, N. J., Feb, 13—Mother’s pen-
sion has a new champion in Miss Jessie
Wilson, daughter of the president-elect,
and her:‘father himself .shares her en-
thusiasm for the reform,

A three-cornered mothers’ pension con-
ference was held the other day at the
Wilson home in Princeton. Those present
were Miss Jessie Wilson, Woodrow Wil-
gon and’ Henry Neil “father of mothers’
pensions,” who had been invited by Miss
Wilson and her: father to discuss means
for epreading the mothers’ pensian gospel.

The idea of paying poor mothers .out of
the public treasury, enough to enable them
to take care of their children at home,lin-
stead of sending them to charitable insti-
tutions, is not a new one to Miss Wilson.
Her own experience,’ she explained, had
driven her to accept the same remedy for
broken and’ ruined families that Mr. Neil
has been preaching: throughout the length |
and breadth of the land.

For three years Miss Jessie has been a
gocial worker in a eettlement house in the
Kensington mill district of Philadelphia,
and she has made a thorough study of
the homes of the weavers and other
workers.

1t is a common thing in this district for
mothers to leave their children ‘to be cared
for at free day nurseries, while they them-
selves are working to earn a living for
the children. .

Miss Wilson, after investigating the cost
of these day nurseries, discovered the as-

tonishing fact that if the money given by
charitable people .to.support the :nurseries
had been given to the mothers, they would
not have had to go out to. work and leave
their. children aldpe all day—they could
bave stayed at heme and taken care of
their children! |

In other words, Miss, Wilson found that |
it costs less to hire mothers to stay at
home and take care of their children than
it does to hire other women to care for
those children while fhe mothers are out
at work. ?

Miss Wilson is not. only, interesting her-
helf actively in the effort to obtain moth-
ers’ pension laws in the various states,
but expects to continue her efforts after
ghe enters the whit¢ house. Along with
this activity, she is -studying juvenile
court conditions,  particularly in New
York, where 23,000 -children are brought
every year. :She is eatisfied that 8 general .
adoption of mothers’, pension would great-
ly lessen the number of “delinquency”
cases and make the work of the juvenile
courts much. easier.

“The emall man, who earns nine or ten
dollare. & week, ought to be able to have
his own little home in any eity. of Canada
or the United States,” said Bernard J.
Newman, secretary of' the Philadelphia
Housing Commission, in his address on
“Housing Conditions,” at the Montreal
Canadian Club luncheon, which was hon-
ored by the presence of H. R. H. the gov-
ernor general. “The workingman ought to
be able to have his home containing its
kitchen, living room, two bedrooms and
sanitary conveniences. If this can be done
in some of the cities on this continent, it
ought to be possible in every city. This
matter of housing evils is comparatively
new to us, else why should we have so
many slums in our towns? On this side
of the water there ought not to exist such
conditions, for we have the land, the
open country, and the men with force,
courage,  ambition and hope—qualities
which have ‘enabled them in many cases
to throw off the ties that bound them to
the old land and to eeek the mef. These
factors should make for the very best con-
ditions, and yet on this continent we
have slums more vile than can be found
in any city on the other continent.”

The speaker went on to condemn the
tenement system, by which in many cases
forty families were housed in the “same
building, using the common stairway and
| common conveniences. In the case of a
new building this was not eo bad, but in
the old, converted building those condi-
tions were absolutely fatal from the point
of view of citizenship and of morals. “I do
not wish to seem discourteous,” continued
the apeaker, “by critizing your city, but
these are conditions that I have noticed in
vigiting some of the houses bearing the
mark of the slums. There were families
living in cellars, with eight beds in omne
room, many of the rooms without win-
dows, and with the sanitary conveniences
opening out of the rooms where the odor
was simply vile. I found a man, his wife
and family of nine occupying three rooms.”

Tt was calculat-
ed that for every death there were on an
average twenty days’ illness, and every
day of sickness meant a loss of one work-
ing day. This showed that each prevent-
able ‘death’ was a very heavy loss to the
employers of labor.
