‘’HOLE AND CORNER MANAGEMENT.”

It is, unfortunate that there should
have been any suggestion that a Conser-
vative ticket was being prepared in a
“hole” or a “corner” for the purpose of
being rammed down the throats of the
electors, ro that they might have no
choice but tu vote for candidates whom
they did not like or abstain from voting
altogether, When charges of this kind
are preferred it is certain to weaken any
ticket that may be suggested and it is
best that such charges should not be
pressed unless supported by very strong
evidence. We beg leave to call the at-
tention of our readers to the fact that a
year ago the Gazerte demanded that
there should be a general meeting or
convention of the Conservative party for
the purpose of organizing it properly and
selecting candidates. This advice was
not heeded, but it was good advice
nevertheless and it was given from
no selfish motive. The GazsrTe has no
wther interest to serve but the good of the
party.

CANADA AND THE UNITED STATES-

It is seldom in the course of a debate
in either house of congress on any impor-
tant subject, that the name of Canada
fails to be mentioned. Our neighbors in
the United States write and speak a great
deal about Canada, and although they
are not always complimentary in their
references to us, sometimes they give us
credit for more power than we possess
or desire. On Tuesday last while debat~
ing the fortifications appropriations bill
in the senate the name of Canada
came up as usual. The Senators were
discussing a possible invasion of the
United States and Senator Blair of New
Hamgshire at once brought Canada into
the debate. He declared that if the
United States were ever invaded it
would be by a land line. Canads, he
believed, would be the great basis of
warlike operations against the United
States, and therefore it was that Canada
ought to be secured and made part of
the American Union. The northern line
of the United States ought to be pushed
back to the North pole, and then it
would be fortified by seas and icebergs.
Mr. Blair was good enough to explain
how Canada was to be the base of an
mnvasion of the United States. He drew
a picture of Great Britain in alliance with
China with her 400,000,000 inhabitants
and using Canada as a landing place for
armies from China to invade
the United States. Senator Plumb
did not believe that any
man now living would hear a hostile
shot fired in the American Republic, and
no doubt he is right. The only nation
that could attack the United States suc-
cessfully is Great Britain, and if there is
ever a war between the United Stites
and Great Britain it will be entirely due
to the recklessness and the encroach-
ments of the former upon the rights of
Cunada. We desire to live on terms of
friendship with the people of the United
States, and the idea of our desiring to at-
tack or injure them is too absurd even
for contradiction.

A RACE WELL WON.

Life has many contests the competi-
tors in which are all eager to outstrip
theirfellows. To get “ahead” in the pur-
suit of wealth or honor; to shine resplen-
dent in society, to lead among scientists
or explorers is the goal of many a man’s
ambition, while there are others the
longings of whose souls are satisfied by
distancing their competitors in a skat-
ing rink, in a game of base ball
or in the manipulation of a billiard cue.
The objects for which men live are mul-
ritudinous and to reach the goal of their
ambition at the earliest moment possible
they rarely hesitate to sacrifice their
friends, and in their headlong rush ot
unfrequently sacrifice themselves. There
is one goal, however, towards which all
men are moving, in reaching which very
few are anxious to outstrip their fellows.
It is the laggard who wins, according to
man’s estimate, in the race which ends
by the side of an open grave.
Hence while pursuing wealth, position
or those various trivialities which some
are weak enough to look upon as honors,
all like to see the one goal to which they
are inevitably bound, recede as they ap-
proach, and grasp at any means that
may be offered which promises an ex-
tension of their lease of life. So Ponce
de Leon and the visionaries of his time,
spent their lives in a fruitless search for
the Fonntain of Youth and the Elixir of
Life; so Jenner has come to be ac-
counted a benefactor of the race
through the discovery of a
preventive of small pox; Pasteur by his
cure for hydrophobia, and Prof. Koch
by his cure for consumption. They help
men to come in at the tail of this great
race just as by other means they are
belped to come in at the head in the
other contests in which they engage.
However, much credit is due to these
men for their discoveries, and to the
medical profession generally for what
they have dome to avert and remedy
the physical ills to which the
members of the human family are
subject, it is thought by many that
when one succeeds in outliving his
three score years and ten, the credit is
iargely due to the discretion of the in-
dividual and his progenitors. We give
no credit to the saying that *‘the good
die young.” The world’s most famous
statesmen and scholars in very many
instances have enjoyed their honors for
many years. This statement is corrobor-
ated by a glance at the parliamentary
records of England or a list of the men
and women who in that country, or in
any other, for that matter, have in
the present century made themselves
famous in politics, science or literature.
Hew is the boon of long life secured ?
By an appreciation of the frailty of its
tenure ; by wasting no strength in vain
buffetings with adversity ; by finding a
field suited to one’s temperament and
occupying it persistently ; by wasting no
years or days in dissipation; by living
slowly ; by avoiding mental depression
and all physical excesses, and in all
things so regulating the conduct of life
that one may approach its end, be it soon
or late,

t thirty years. Despite all the
jingo talk which has been indulged in,
despite all the abuse which has been
heaped upon men of moderation, despite
all the efforts which have been made to
create feeling against the Ameri 'ans, the
government of Canada is now compelled
to turn a very sharp corner.

Yet the policy announced by the gov-
ernment in its despatch is precisely the
same that Sir John has adhered to for
the past twenty five years or ever since|
the abrogation of . the old reciprocity
treaty by the United States.

——————————
The following interesting statement of
the manner in which the new reciprocity
negotiations were brought about between
Canada and the United States, by Sir
John A. Macdonald, is from the Halifax
Herald and appears to be based on pri-
vate information communicated to the
editor of that paper. We quote :—

‘When the negotiations between New-
foundland and the United States were
in progress, in November last, the gov-
ernment of Sir John Macdonald insisted
that Canada should have the option of
being included in any ar t that
might be made with that Colony in re-
gard to fisheries and trade.

Mr. Blaine, y of state, i
that these negotistions should be kept
separate, but at thesame time he pro-
fessed a willingness to entertain nego-
tiations with special reference to Canada.
He preferred, however, that they should
be private and unofficial. But the Can-
adian government requested the
British government to remind Mr. Blaine
that Canada had always been ready
for a fair reciprocity arrangement and
had made repeated offers to that effect,
which had always been repulsed by the
United States. He stated also that the
Canadian government were willing

such negotiations should partake of an
official character under the usual com-

Mr. Blaine asked Canada to propose a
i asis of settlement which would be ac-
ceptable to this country; and the Cana-
dian fovernment replied susgesting a re-
newal of the treaty of reciprocity of 1854,
with such modifications and exten-
sions as the altered circumstance
of the two countries might call for,
together with a  re-consideration
of the fishery treaty of 1888, and a con-
sideration of the matters of coasting
trade and wrecking.

Mr. Blaine thereupon insisted on a
preliminary and informal discussion be-
ing held and said he could not be ready
to receive the representatives of this
country until after March 4th.

VERY EXPENSIVE DRUGS.

Two of Phy

Cost You $1,810,020.
‘We would, perhaps, wonder less at the
fancy charges made by physicians and

cases in charge if we only knew the
cost of drugs they use in special dis-
eases. Forthe benmefit of tae army of
“the curious” we have prepared the
following list of scarce and expensive
drugs: :

Three-pound bottle of alkaloid of
aconitine, $485.50 ; quarter ounce vial of
chelidonine alkaloid, a new drug used
in skin diseases, scrofula, and dropsy,
$88, cocaine, about $120 per pound. A
five-ounce bottle of “true cotoin” will
cost about $350, or about $70 an ounce.
Crystals of elaterin, a poison used in
cases of hydrophobia and lockjaw, pre-
pared from a plant called South Ameri-
can Indian arrow, is worth about $145
per ounce.

Among other costly drugs we might
mention the following, and the differ-
ent s1zed bottles and vials in which they
aresold: Agaricin, 4} ounces, $43.75;
colocynthin, 5} ounces, $114,75; conlien
hydrochlorate, 43 ounces, $98.45: cycla-
min, 3% ounces, $54.04; digitoxin, 1}
ounces, $87.40 ;gentisin,1} ounces, $91°15;
heliotropin, 6 ounces, $61.25; dydras-
tine, hydrocholorate, 6} ounces, $194.80;
papayotin, used as a solvent for the
diphtheric membrane, 13-ounce bottle;
per bottle, $189.50.

Besides the above there are various
preparations made from the Calabar
bean, the cost of which is amazing.
They are chiefly used in diseases of the
eye. One is called physostigmine alkal-
oid, and costs $137.50 per ounce vial
Physostigmine crystals are still more
expensive, being sold in 2} ounce bottles
at a cost of $503.12. Btill another pre-
paration of the Calabar is physostigmine
calicylate crystals, an aristocratic drug
that surely farnishes a fitting capsheaf
for this pyramid of costly stuffs,
