yesterday, says:

“The woman suffrage agitators car-
ried out their threat to attack their
ministerial aversion, Herbert Asquith,
chancellor of the exehequer, on his de-
livering a political speech at North-
ampton. The demonstration, however,
ended the discomfiture of the agi-
tators after a furious tussle, but the
police eventually had to protect Mr.
Asquith from the violence of a street
mob.

‘“The chancellor had hardly begun
his speech when three well known wo-
men suffragists, Misses Kenney and
Billington and Mrs. Rawood, arose
among the crowded seats aliotted to
women, screaming denunciations at
the speaker as the ministerial oppon-
ent of their claims, and making _the
usua.l demand for:yotes.

“The hall was instantly in an uproar.
The bulk of the audience shouted
‘Turn them out.,’ Stewards rushed to
remove the women, but they shrieked
above the din and waved flags in-
scribed ‘Vote for woman.” These were

Vienna, June 16.—In well informed
quarters here it is considered probable
that King Otto of Bavaria will soon be
deposed.

When Prince Luitpold was in Vienna
recently he took part im a discussion
in court circles as to the absurdity of
Bavaria being ruled in the name of an
insane sovereign and of the Viennese
court communicating this view to the
Bavarian government. 3§

Prince Luitpold, it ﬁ understood,
was assured that both tlke German and
the Austrian court cireles approved
the plan for some time actively dis-
cussed in Bavaria of making him king.
A change in the Bavarian constitution,
however, would be necessary before
this could be done, and it
if the diet would assent to the project.

King Otto, who was insane when he
ascended the throne twenty years ago,
has grown worse and is now living
like a wild animal. He permits nobody
to approach him. His only nourish-
ment is bread crumbs and dried fruit.
He is in a frightful condition from
neglect, which his physicians and cus-
todians are unable to remedy because,
according to monarchical tradition,
they are not permitted.

THE BIG MILL ON

Sutton Lumber Company Will Start Machip-
“ery in Six Weeks--Another Mill on
Alberni Canal.

(Special Staff Correspondence.)

The general advance in commerce
and industry that is so beneficially af-
fecting British Columbia at the pre-
sent time is being experienced to some
extent at least on the West Coast of
Vancouver Island, and indications are
not wanting ‘that during the next few
years there will be felt that general
improvement in the development of
that section of the Island that its im-
mense natural wealth has always
justified a confident expectation of. At
present the movement is almost en-
tirely in the direction of exploiting the
great timber wealth, and two large
saw mills are just on the eve of start-
ing to saw and ship lumber, both of
which promise to be most successful
and profitable.

The principal mills at Mosquito har-
bor on Clayoquot Sound is owned by
the Sutton Lumber Company, of Seat-
tle, and has been constructed under
the direction of Mr. J. H. Pake, a vet-
eran lumberman of Michigan and Min-
nesota, whe is thoroughly familiar not
only with the requirements of the
lumber trade, but also with the latest
and most economical methods of pro-
duction, he Yaving been intimately as-
sociated with the development of the
lumber sawing business in the East
for the past forty years, and has to his
credit the invention of quite a number
of labor saving devices that are now
considered to be indespensable intany
modern saw mill plant. Under

She was built in 1902, and
had a register of 567 tons. She was
owned by the Pacific Ship Company of
San Francisco. ]

Another point mentioned by Captain
Bridgett, which seems to indicate that
the crew perished in an explosion, is
that the lashings on the boat were not
touched.

ALARMING FIRE.
Nakusp Mill and Stoek of Lumber De-
stroyed—Damage $25,000.
!

Nakusp, June 14.—A most disastrous
fire raged here last night, starting at
5 o'clock from a spark from the saw-
mill of the Yale-Columbia Lumber
Company, totally destroying their
plant and the entire stock of lumber
in the yards.. For several hours the
entire water front was in danger of be-
ing gutted, many families moving all
their household goods to places of
safety, expecting the flames to extend
to their dwellings. The C. P. R. ship-
yvard, which adjoins the mill, was also
almost in the grasp of the dread
flames. Fortunately at about 7 o’clock
the wind changed its course and with
the help of the pumps of the C. P. R.
steamer Minto, which was got under
steam as quickly as possible, the fire
was confined within a small area. The
tug Columbia later arrived and is
throwing a stream of water on the
fiercely raging piles.- The steamer
Rossland has also been hurriedly sent
for to protect the company’s property.
The C. P. R. has lost three box cars
and one flat car, but saved several
others. The entire population is work-
ing hard to confine the flames to the
mill, and has made many fruitless ef
forts to save some of the lumber piles,
The mill had a capacity of about 50,000
feet per day and- the loss is about $25,-
000. The yards contained nearly 2,000,~
000 feet. The whole is covered by in-
surance, but the amount is unkn_own.

Unless the wind changes its course
during the night all outside property
is saved. The company’s offices, stores
and cookhouse are intact. Between 50

MEAT INSPECTION.

President Roosevelt Disapproves Agri- |
cultural Committee’s Substitute
For Beveridge Amendment,

Washington, D. C.; June 15.—Secre-
tary Loeb to-day gave out the foliow-
ing summary of the letter President
Roosevelt wrote Chairman Wadsworth
of the house committee on agriculture,
disapproving of that committee’'s sub-
stitute for the Beveridge amendment
to the agricultural bill regarding the I
inspection of meat products:

“In the letter to Mr. Wadsworth the
president state:i that almost every
change in the proposed house amend- |
ment was a change for the worse, as
compared with the Senate amendment,
and no matter how unintentionally, it
was in the president’s judgment so
framed as to minimize the chance of
rooting out the evils in the packing
business that the president felt it
would doubtless suit those packers who
objected to thorough going inspection,
and that he also felt it would in the
long run be a heavy blow to the honest
stock raiser and the honest packers, |
that the proposed amendment would
gravely hamper the secretary of agri- |
culture in doing the work appointed
him to do, and would simply defer the
day when we could restore the foreign
and inter-state trade in meat to a
satisfactory position. The president
has explained verbally that he is far
less coneerned with the question as to
whether the packers or the government |
should pay for the inspection than with
certain other features in the bill.”

NOW IK FLAWES

MOBS CONTINUE TO
PLUNDER AND KILL

Authorities -of City Are Unable to Pre=-
vent Slaughter of Jews==Revolu=
tionists Slain.

Bialystok; Russia, June 14.—A Jew-
ish anarchist threw a bomb among the
Corpus Christi procession which was in
progress here and killed or wounded
many persons. In consequence the
Christians attacked and massacred the
Jews and demolished tHeir shops.
Hundreds of persons were killed or
wounded.

The bomb was thrown from the bal-
cony of a house in Alexandrovi street.
A clergyman named Remonoff was
among the killed in the explosion.
After the explosion, the Jews began to
fire with revolvers from the windows
of the house into the crowd. Soldiers
surrounded the house and fired two
volleys into the windows.

Meanwhile the exasperated Chris-
tians attacked the Jews' stores in
Alexandrovi street, demolishing the
fixtures and windows and throwing the
goods into the gutter and beating and
murdering the Jews. A crown of Jews
fled to the railway station pursued by
the mob, which killed many of them.
Three Jews were thrown from the sec-
| ond story windows of the railroad sta-
| tion building. The Jews are fleeing
from Bialystok to the neighboring for-
ésts and mobs are pursuing them.
Dragoons have been sent out to pro-
tect the Jews. The Jews arriving here
on the railrcad trains have been drag-
ged from the cars and many of them
have been murdered. Troops have
cleared the railway station. At 4
o’clock this afternoon the disturbances
still continued.

Fighting in Progress.

St. Petersburg, June 14.—The latest
dispatches from Bialystok which were
received at midnight report a situation
of the utmost gravity. The anti-Jew-
ish outbreak there was still raging,
| ighting was in progress in the streets
and firing was continuous. The best
stores in the city had been sacked and
many “Jews were dead and wounded.
Figures, however, were not given out
and probably the casualties are un-
known in Bialystok, owing to the con-
tinuance of the disorders.

The signal for the outbreak which
was apparently deliberately planned
pernaps, as a result of an attack on
the Chief of Polic Derkatchoff, on June
10th, which was attributed to Jewish
sympathizers is given as the explan-
ation of the bomb firing. This was fol-
lowed by revolver fusilades in several
quarters of the city. The police are
said to have not interfered with the
rioters, who number three-fourths of
the population " of the city. The Jews
offered the best resistance possible,
many of them being armed, but were
unable to prevent the pillaging of their
homes and places of business. Finally
the “military interfered, but according
to advices received here, without being
able to restore order. Reinforcements
have been sent to Bialystok.

Several members of parliament to-
night received messages from Jewish
correspondents at Bialystok, declaring
that the police apparently had given
over the Hebrew population to be
slaughtered. These correspondents
urged that the only hope was in an ap-
peal to the ministry of the interior to
interfere in their behalf. A delegation
of deputies immediately called at the
headquarters of the police department
where they wene informed that all
measures possible had been taken to
stop excesses and restore order.

Many Jews, Poles and Russians, civ-
ilians and soldiers were killed and
wounded. .

The suburb of Bokary was totally
burned, and eight streets at Bialystok
were completely sacked.

The rioting is said to have extended
to Lapy station on the St, Petersburg
railroad, and to Starosielce station on
the Southwestern railroad. At both
places the Jewish shops were looted,
and Jews were murdered or beaten.

A mob devastated the Jewish shops
in the town of Ghernediawiez, the first
station outside of Bialystok on the line
to Crodno.

Policemen Killed.

Warsaw, June 16.—Two police ser-
geants . were shot and killed here yes-
terday, and another policeman was
wounded by terrorists. A policeman
who pursued the assassins was shot
and killed by a passing woman.

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CROP-SITUATION.

Unseasonai)le Weather in North-
western Europe—OQOutlook in Rus-
sian Grain Provinces.

(Associated Press.)

Washington, D. C., June 18.—The
European crop situation is told in the
following June summary of conditions
abroad, issued by the department of
agriculture. Unseasonable, cold,
gloomy weather prevailed in
Northwestern Europe, especially in
Great Britain and France, throughout
the greater part of May. There have
also bcen brief spells of remarkably
low temperature in parts of Italy and
Spain. In eastern Europe, on the con-
trary,snotably in the great grain pro-
ducing provinces of Russia, the month
has been exceptionally genial and
spring like. In northwestern Europe
the growing crops, already backward
from the adverse weather conditions
of March and April, have not made
the progress desired. Their develop-
ment, however, though it has been re-
tarded by the lack of sunshine and
warmth, has had the benefit of abund-
ant and general rainfall. A month of
seasonable weather, it 1is believed,
would render conditions at whole sat-
isfactory. In southern and central
Europe there 1is little in the agricul-
tural situation that differs from aver-
age year of good promise. In eastern
Europe, excepting local complaints of
draught, crop’ prospects ‘are unusually
fine.

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A TERRIBLE DISAPPOINTMENT.

On the whole, the iavestigation into
the affairs of Canadiap insurance com-
panies has been satisfactory to the
people of Canada. No irregularities
such as created a panic amongst policy-
hoiders in American companies were
laid bare. But there is an element in
Canada which is not satisfied with the
result. This element hoped and pray-
ed for a very different outcome in the
belief that in some manner the gov+
ernment might be held responsible or
that the people might be persuaded
that the governmenti ought to be held
responsible. Especially was it hoped
and prayed that revelations involving
the good name and fame of the Canada
Life and of Senator Cox might be the
outcome of the insurance inquiry. Re-
gretfully it is pow admitted -that in
connection with the business of the
Canada Life “no wrongdoing was dis-
covered and no improper relations re-
vealed. In fact he (Senator Cox) came
out of the ordeal scathless.” And yet
there are features'in connection with
the investigation not entirely satisfac-
tory to that virtuous and high-mind-
ed journal, the Toronto News. We are
not surprised at this confession, nor
will any person be astonished at it
who knows that there is considerable
rivalry between the millionaire who is
the proprietor of the News and the
man of millions who is the business
head of the Canada Life. The million-
aire who owns the News is a Conser-
vative, and he bought the News for the
purpose of rendering all the assis-
tance in his power as a millionaire to
the Conservative party. He believed
he could furnish more valuable assis-
tance to the Conservative party by
acquiring the News and conducting it
as an “independent” newspaper under
the editorialship of a gentleman who
had gained a great deal of deserved
fame as the editor of that strong Lib-
eral newspaper, the Toronto Globe,
than he could by contributing with a
free hand to the Tory ‘‘purity fund,”
which of course it would be entirely
wrong to describe as a campaign or
“impurity fund.” Naturally the News
hoped for much from the insurance in-
vestigations, and naturally as nothing
was revealed that could shake the
credit of insurance companies and
undermine the faith of the people in
them or in the present Dominion gov-
ernment, the News is greatly disap-
pointed.

And the ill-humor of our contempor-
ary is intensified by the obvious grow-
ing weakness of the Laurier govern-
ment! All the strong men have. gone
out, we are told, and none but weak-
lings have succeeded them. There is
Tarte the one-time “master of the ad-
ministration,” Blair the man of great
business talents, Sifton the energetic
and forceful, and Fitzpatrick the in-
tellectuai head. They were and are
great men, these gentlemen, but their
abilities were neither recognized nor
conceded while they were in and of the
government. It was not until they
were retired by force of circumstances
that the eyes -of one-time critics
and present-time eulogists were open-
ed to their great merits and talents.
Possibly there are still a few men left
in the administration with = sufficient
capacity to carry on the business of
the country. Let us hope $o, ‘at all
events. We are convinced that there
are half a dozen or even a dozen who
will rank in point of ability and char-
acter with the leader of the opposition
and his eminent lieutenants, Hon.

The political pot in the United States
is beginning to simmer in anticipation
of the presidential election of 1908. It
is admitted that the prospects of the
Democratic party are brighter Lhani
they have been for a long time, the
revelations respecting the \gmfting
?perations of trusts and combines and
nuge corporations having done almost
irreparable damage to the Republi-
cans, whose high tariff policy is held
to be directly responsible for much of
the corruption exposed to the view of |
the public. Republican leaders are !
cognizant of these things and are|
taking steps to counteract the em-ctsl
of the revelations. But they will be |
sadly handicapped for lack of a can- |
didate of strong personality and estab- !
lished reputation such as President |
Roosevelt. The president has express- |
ed his firm determination to retire. It |
is quite within the realms of possi- |
bility that Mr. Bryan will be the choice ‘
of the Democrats for the third time. |
He has travelled much in foreign coun-
tries and seen a great deal to modify \
his extreme views in the six years that 1
have eiapsed since the last election in |
which he carried’ the banner of his |
party to defeat. The man from Ne-
braska is as prolific a writer as he is |
a voluble speaker, and his numerous
contributions to the press of late have |
revealed none of the crudnesses of |
form which so severely handicapped |
him previously and which compelled |
the opposition of the conservative ele-
ments constituting the political stabil- |
ity and bulwarks of the republic. If
Mr. Bryan is selected, it is conceded
by some of the leading journals of the
United States that there will be little |
of the opposition which was so fatal
to him in his previous battles.

The Republicans realize the strength |
of the agitation which they must face, |
and already they are preparing what
they believe will prove a counteracting
programme. A dispatch to the New
York Post from Washington intimates
what the policy of the Republican
party will be, and at the same time
suggests that the relations of Great
Britain with Canada will constitute
an important element in the
battle. This latter is of course of spe-
cial interest to Canadians and illus-

trates how far-reaching are the effects |

of the preferential trade policy of the
present Canadian government. The

of Massachusetts, the advocate of re-

ciprocity, who has just returned from |

an extended trip to Europe, gave the
president an .account of his in-
vestigations abroad. Mr. Foss came
back from Europe a firm believer in
the effacacy of the maximum and
minimum tariff plan. A revision of the

“If no other reason ex
revision of the United States. . tariff
than the influence  of the English
speaking people, that reason alone, in
my opinion, would be sufficient. Great
Britain takes 37 per cent. of our ex-
ports, and Great Britain and her
colonies more than 50 per cent. of the
whole.. The whole: Chamberlain” idea
is developing with irresistible force in
Great Britain. A revision of our tariff
in a way which would bring about bet-
ter condition so far as the British are
concerneéd - is the principal, practically
the only-thing,; in my judgment, which
can stop the final triumph of the cam-
paign which Mr. Chamberlain has set
on foot.

“So far as Germany is concerned,”
said Mr. Foss, “it is perfectly plain to
me as a result of my investigation
there that the new tariff relations into
which the German Empire has enter-
ed with practically ‘all the Durbpéidn
states will in the end bring about a
tariff war such as the world has never
known, unless the United ‘States con-
sents to0 the. making .of .reciprocity
treaties with the Germén Empire. Ger-
many’s industrial organization is the
best of which I have any knowledge.
There is apparently no reason to be-
lieve that any further delay in the put-
ting into effect of the prefcrentiai trea-
ties will be brought about. Those trea-
ties will become operative on the first
of next March, and then if the United
States has not done something toward
a revision of the tariff, or the making
of reciprocity treaties in the meantime,
the fight will begin. That the United
States will lose in consequence is a
foregone cornclusion. The war may
hurt Germany and some of the other
countfies also, but that is not the point
to be considered now. They are all ir-
revocably bound by the favored nation
arrangement, and that is all there is to
-z .

Mr. Foss thinks that the tariff sen-
timent generally is such as to greatly
weaken the Republican party. “The
Democrats will certainly cuf down the
Republican majority in the next
House,” he said, ‘““and if they were in
effective fighting trim they would al-
most certainly capture the next
House.”

To a reporter of the Daily News the
manager said: ‘“The plant
started up on May 26th, but as you can
understand there was a good. deal of
preliminary burning and heating to be
done. For some 10 days two roasters
and one furnace have been in active
operation, and the results attained have
been highly satisfactory. The build-
ings, foundations, etc.,, are all' in
readiness to double the present capa-
city of the plant_if ‘'we decide to do so,
and if we receive the encouragement
we expect, the capacity will be doubled
before very long. We are in a position
now to handle 60 tons daily of zinc
concentrates, and in two or three
months can double this and treat 120
tons daily if we so desire.

“We want to do as much business in
this country as it is possible for us to
do, and would much rather dispose of
our output in Canada if it can be
done. We are always in the market to
purchase zinc ore at a fair price, and
we want to assist in the development
of the production of zinc ore and con-
centrates in every way possible. We
have ore. on hand now in one shape or
the other to run for some months.

ATTAINED BY FIFTH
REGIMENT THIS YEAR

Officers Gratified With Week’s Train-
ing—Church Parade To-morrow==
Apnual Sports.

To-morrow will mark the expiration
of the first week of the annual Fifth
Regiment camp at Macaulay Plains.
So far the outing has been exception-
ally gratifying to all concerned from
every standpoint except, perhaps, one,
and that the extreme coolness of :the
atmosphere at night. But blankets of
reasonable thickness were distributed
liberally this year, and both officers

and men are ‘airly comfortable. The
attendances at drills has been better
than ever before, and the smartness of
the regiment as a whole shows an im-
provement over previous summers.

Judgments Were Given in Two Appeals
2 " . This Morning.
(From Friday’s Daily.)

The appeql-in Greéen et al vs. B. C.
Electric Railway Company is now be-
fore the Full court.. R. L. Green, who
was employed on the line of the com-
pany, was killed by an exposed wire. The
action was brought on behalf of the
widow and children to recover damages
within twelve months after the death of
Mr. Green, but not within six months. It
was contended at the trial before Mr.
Justice Morrison that the company was
excused from liability because of the six
months within which action was allow=d
to be taken, according to act of .incor-
poration, having expired.

It was on the other side argued that
the Families Compensation Act 1illowed
twelve months in which ‘to begin action,
and a technical argument followed.

Mr. Justice Morrison allowed that the
action wag begun within statutory time.

The appeal was argued by J. Martin,
K. C., and-L. G. McPhillips, K. C., re-
presenting the defendants, appeliants, and
Mr. Macdonell and W. H. McHarg for
the plaintiffs, respondents.

Mr. Martir contended that the action
should. have been begun within the time
in which the deceased could have taken
aetion.

The court dismissed the appeal, uphold-
ing the trial judge. Written reasons will
be given later.

The court also distnissed the appeal in
re E. A. Carew-Gibson which was argued
the day before and involved the question
of a judge’'s jurisdiction.

TINBER DEAL

C. S. BATTLE IS NOW
CHARGED WITH ASSAULT

Evidence in Police Court This Merning—
Case Adjourned Until Next
Friday.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

One of Vancouver’s prominent busi-
ness men, C. S. Battle, appeared be-
fore Magistrate Hall this morning ac-
cused of assault, occasioning bodly
harm. The victim and prosecutor,
Ernest Leverson, =2!'though now also a
resident of the Terminal City, is well
known in Victoria, having lived here
until a month or so ago. The disagree-
ment which resulted so unfortunately
for Mr. Leverson occurred on the 10th
inst. in the offices of C. H. Laugrin.
Judging from the evidence it arose out
of a timber limit deal, there being a
dispute between the two parties men-
tioned in regard to the management
of a proposed transfer. Fred Peters,
K. C., appeared for the defendant and
Harold Robertson for the prosecution.

When Mr. Leverson took the stand
he seemed in a battered condition, a
severe scalp wound being marked by a
plaster several inches in length. His
weakness necessitated a chair before
he could proceed with his testimoeny.
The latter consisted of the recitation
of the terms of an extensive timber
deal. He had secured an option on a
20,000-acre limit from a local syndicate.
among the directors: of which were W.
B. McGregor, C..S. Battle and C. H.
Lugrin. On the date mentioned an in-
terview had been held at the offices
of Mr. Lugrin in order to enter into a
discussion of the terms of the con-
templated transfer of the property to
some Tacoma capitalists for whom he
was acting.

TENDERS FOR THE NEW
- HYDROGRAPHIC STEAMER

Re’preuntaﬂou- Being : Made Regardicg
Construction by Local Firm—
Memorial to Premier.

Among the tenderers for the new
hydographic steamer for use on this
coast was the B. C. Marine Railway
Co., Litd., of this eity. When the tend-
ers were opened it was found that the
local tender was much higher than
those sent in by shipbuilding firms in
Great Britain. When this. became
known several local bodies, among
them the Development and Tourist As-
sociation, endeavored to secure favor-
able consideration for the Esquimalt
concern on various grounds. The mat-
ter was brought to the attention of the
association named by its industrial
committee, and on June 3rd a telegram
was sent to the minister of inland
revenue strongly requesting that the
tender be awarded to the B. C. Marine
railway. On June 4th, Hon. Wm.
Templeman sent the following reply:

. Ottawa, June 4th, 1906.
Mr. Herbert Cuthbert, Victoria, B. C.:

Dear Sir:—I received your telegram of
June 3rd and replied to-day as follows:

“Bullen’s is lowest Canadian tender on
hydrographic steamer, but there are
several British tenders lower than Bul-
len’s.”

I believe Bullen’s tender is some $35,000
higher than Armstrong’s, whose is the
lowest. The difficulty is that the British
shipbuilders were invited by circular to
send in ternders, and having tendered con-
siderably lower than the‘Canadian build-
ers, I do not quite see on what grounds
we can now pass them by, but I shall be
glad to have further communication from
you on the subject.

The telegram mentioned was follow-
ed by a memorial to Sir Wailfrid
Laurier setting out fully the conten-
tions of the association in these terms:

ACCIDENTALS SHOO’I‘ING.

Verdict of Coroner’s Jury Which In-
quired Into Death of James

' Redford.

James Redford, whose death was
announced in Thursday’s Times as oc-
curring at Alberni as a result of
bullet wounds inflicted by accident by
James Rollins, of the same town, was
well known in Victoria. He was a
brother-in-law of Andrew Wood,  of
the Victoria city police force.

The deceased was about 42 years of
age. He was born at Lilliesleaf, Rox-
burgshire, Scotland. It is about 20
vears since he came to British Colum-
bia, taking up his residence at Al-
berni. He engaged in the butchery
business there, and has ever since re-
sided in the West Coast mining town.
He also owned a large ranch. He
leaves a wife and seven children.

The details of the accident are given
by Hugh Aitken, of Nanaimo, who
was in Alberni at the time of the
shooting. It appears that Mr. Rollins
and Mr. Redford had both becn in the
woods with rifles, having gone out to-
gether. The story as told by Mr. Rol-
ling is that he saw a deer jumping by
in the distance and took a hasty shot,
but knew that he had missed. He
follewed up the direction in which the
deer had gone and in a few minutes,
just as he had climbed on a log he
saw a brown object moving over the
tops of the very tall ferns and taking
a quick bead fired. This time he knew
he had hit the object and rushed for-
ward through -the busk and ferns,
only to find that he had shot his friend.
The situation was so awful that he was
for a moment or two paralyzed, but
recovering to some extent he made his
way to his horse and galoped into Al-
berni, a distance of two miles, from
where a rig was at once taken to the
scene of the shocking occurence. By
the time they arrived the unfortunate
'man had suffered severely from loss of
blood, and while apparently uncon-
scious was still in most terrible agony,
his groans been heartrending to hear.
He was at once taken to his home,
and after some consultation his friends
decided to send for Dr. Hogie at Na-
naimo, who attended the case. The
bullet struck Mr. Redford just above
the bridge of the nose, and close into
the face, passing so clogse to the left
eye as to shave the eyelash. The bul-
{et passed completely through the nose
in a slanting direction and through
the right eye, tearing it out and find-
ing egress through the right temple.
The bullet being a soft nosed one had
become flattened by striking the nose
bone, and in passing out tore almost
the whole side of his face off, leaving
it in an awful tangle of blood and flesh
and splintered bone. The skull was
also cracked in several places, leaving
the brain exposed.

A Times special from Alberni Friday
says the coroner’s jury brought in a
verdict that James Redford was Kkilled
by a bullet from a rifle in the hands
of James Rolling, and that it was an
accident.

The C. P. R. will spend between $50,-
000 and $60,000 this summer improving
the road-bed of the E. & N. railway.

The sum mentioned, which has been
included in the company’s appropria-
tions just received by local officials,
will be spent filling in bridges between
two miles this side of the summit and
Shawnigan lake.

“There is no truth in the report that
the round house and machine shops
will be moved from Wellington to Viec-
toria this year,” said a prominent rail-
way official on Saturday. “While such
a. step will probably be taken in the
future it is evidently not to be taken
at present. In the absence of terminal
facilities such a change would be im-
possible. These facilities will certainly
be provided at the earliest possible
moment as the traffic certainly war-
rants it. The necessary track space
will not only have to be laid out, but
rails,

SPLENDID STRETCHES OF
SAND PERMIT VELOCITY

Long Beachand Wreck Bay May Riva
Ormond-Daytona in

Popularity.

.Autoigts on the Sound are looking
with envious eyes at the beautiful
roads of Vancouver Island. Built in
many instances by the Royal Engin-
eers during crown colony days they
have easily been maintained in a high
yate of efficiency since, and to-day
offer inducements second to none for
those who wish to speed their swiftly
whirling machines with *the minimum
of risk.

As stated in the Times shortly before
Victoria Day an effort.is being made
by members of the Victoria Automo-
bile Club to induce a large number of
fellow enthusiasts in the sport to come
to this city. Conditions are perfect.
The roads are first class; the climate
unsurpassable; the scenery unexcelled.
Though, up to the present, the C. P.
R. has not yet decided on a special
rate for auto excursions from Seattle
the work of local men in setting forth
the advantages of Vancouver Island
has met with a measure of success.
‘While rates remain as at present there
will not be the rush there should be,
but if the matter is taken up Victoria
will reap a large amount of tourist
travel of this kind that is now being
diverted. to Nanaimo.

Cook & Co., who operate the Waial-
cole, a steamer running between Seat-
tle and the last mentioned place, have
made a flat rate of $5 per automobile,
and are now inaugurating a system of
parties to visit there to engage in the
sport.

THE MOTHER LODE.

James Liloyd Is Working. With Object
of Discovering Origin of Northern
Gold.

, A dispatch from Dawson, dated May
28th, says: Firm ‘in the belief that the
great mother. lode of the Kilondike
stretches across, the great dome and
the high ridge from, which radiate the
gold-laden stréams of the Klondike
camp, James Lloyd is toiling with the
hopes of soon demonstrating to the
world that he is correct in his theory.

Lloyd has been working on the quartz
on the ridge for many months, He
says that the quartz is there in place,
carrying silver and gold, and that he
has traced it for over six miles, tap-
ping it at places on the lead.

“I worked,” says Lloyd, “at the
junction of Green and Cariboo gluches
all winter, sinking 56 feet, and follow-
Ing the lead 45. One wal is quartzite,
and one ruby rock. The vein is fiVe
to six feet wide. The first assay I ob-
tained, from near the surface, was $68,
and the second $500. The lead changes
character somewhat, but is free mill-
ing.

“The lead crosses a tributary of Cari-
boo at a depth of 2,000 feet. It con-
tinues across Dominion, Big Dominion
and the head of Hunker, and runs
three miles southeasterly.”

Many claims were staked on
lead a year or two ago.

He acted as
dispenser with the Longman hespital Gur-
ing the South African war, and has re-
commendations from Dr. A. Conan Doyle
and Dr. Herbert J. Scharlieb, another
physician in the Langman hospital.

In spite of these qualifications, how-
ever, tecknicalities existed by which Mr.
Grant was not registered.

THE BRIDGING OF
SEYHOUR NARROWS

MEMORIAL PROPOSED 4
IN SUPPORT OF IT

Board of Trade Agree-to Ask Sir
Wilirld Laarier to Investigate
Possibilities.

The board of trade met Thursday
aftrenoon with a very fair attendance.
President T. W. Paterson, M. P. P., oc-
cupied the chair.

The first business transacted was
the receiving of a verbal report.from
the committee on  trade and com-
merce, which was given by J. J. Shall-
cross. He reported that the commit-
tee had had under consideration the
resolutions. to be submitted to - the
meeting of the congress of the Cham-
bers of Commerce of the Empire.

The majority: of the resolutions to
come before the congress were approv-
ed -of by the committee, and it was
felt that the delegates should@ be = in-
structed to vote in favor of these.
There was one exception. This was 2
proposal made by the Birmingham
Chamber of Commerce that no taxes
on commercial travellers from the Em-
pire should be imposed in any part of
the British dominions. It was thought
in view of the fact that the board of
trade had taksn a stand in favor of
imposing taxes on travellers from out-
side it would not be in keeping to sup-
port this resolution.

Mr. Shallcross outlined ‘the wvarious
resolutions which it had' been felt
could be supported.

There were a number upon which
the committee did not make any recom-
mendations.

Chairman Paterson, introducing the
subject of the report of the transpor-
tation commission, said that it was
very satisfactory to know that nearly
all the recommendations made by the
board of trade before the commission
had been endorsed by that body. He
called upon C. H. Lugrin to more fully
explain the situation with respect to
the project of bridging the Seymour
Narrows.

C. H. Lugrin, in introducing the sub-
Ject, said he wished to compliment the
men who had done so much in the di-
rection of securing this great advan-
tage to Vancouver Island and Victoria
before he (Mr. Lugrin) . came to the
city. Occupying a very important
place among these men was R. P.
Rithet, who on account of being inter-
ested in-a railway project was very
prominently identified with the scheme.
Thos. Earle, who was with them to-
day, had also assisted in that work.

Mr. Lugrin said that this was a
matter of the very greatest import-
ance. He had communicated with
Hon. W. Templeman on the subject,
and the latter in replying . -informed
him that because this was a short
financial year it.was not deemed wise
to make a vote for the survey asked
for in connection with the weork. It
had been thought advisable to have
the department of railways take the
matter up and prepare data upon
which an appropriation could be in-

The government at Ottawa, it was
plainly evident, was very much im-
pressed with the project, and would
give it careful consideration.

As to what steps should be taken to
further this scheme, he proposed that
if Sir Wilfrid should come west in
September, as was reported to be his
intention, the Premier should be wait-
ed upon personally and the matter
urged upon him. If he did not come he
| considered it wise to forward a strong
resolution to Sir Wilfrid. He had pre-
pared a resolution and a memorial for
this purpose.

Mr. Lugrin then read his memorial
and the accompanying resolution. It
was urged that a bridge across Sey-
mour Narrows was an undertaking
which might well occupy the atten-
tion of the Dominion government. The
proposal was put forward that this
pridge and the approaches to it when
built should be placed at the disposal
of all lines of railway which might
seek to use it, affording them the op-
portunity to reach any desirable ports
on the west coast of Vancouver Isl-
and.

He urged that as strong a represen-
tation as possible should be made to
Sir Wilfrid. In England a few days
ago a deputation waited wupon the
government composed of 30 carloads
of persons. These effectively backed
the representation. There was force
in numbers.

He suggested that this memorial
and resolution be put in the hands of
a committee to revise it as it might
see fit and put it in the best shape
possible. When tghat was done he
would suggest that wvaricus public
bodies in Victoria, including the city
council, the Development and Tourist
Association, as well as the board of
trade, should be asked to subscribe to
the memorial. Other places on Van-
couver Island also might be approach-
ed to assist in the work by endorsing
the seheme.

The memorial should be urged as
strongly as at all possible. If Sir Wil-
frid came here personally it would af-

Capt. J.-G. Cox, acting for'the com-
mittee having in hand the question of a
bordus to ship building, asked for fur-
ther time before making a report. He
said that a great deal of informatian
had beén collected, but there was some
further data which was now being
sought by H. Bullen, of the commit-
tee. It was asked that this should
obtainéd before the report was made.

The request was granted.

The meeting then adjourned.
THE 'FRISCO LOCKOUT.

Every effort is being made by the
Pacifie Coast Steamship Company to
have the Umatilla sail for San Fran-
cisco this evening. So far as known
there has been no change in the strike
situation, which has been responsible
for the tying up of the company’s
steamers, and the temporary suspen-
sion of the -service between San Fran-
ciseo and Viectoria. Having failed to
reach any agreement with the Sea-
mens’ Union the company are now
making an effort to engage non-union
men. A dispatch from San Francisco
of yesterday’s date says: “Strike
breakers were to-day employed by the
Pacific Coast Steamship Company to
scour the .city for a crew to man the
steamer Umatilla, tied up here by
reason of the strike. Their efforts
proved successful to the extent that
one-half of the steward's deparfment

"was secured, Two men went to work

in' the engineer’s department. It is
rumcred that the company may seek
aid of other lines with which to lock
out the entire force of union men from
vessels operated out of this city. Local
representatives of other lines say they
will -carefully consider the matter
should a proposition be placed before
them. No violence was attempted by
the strikers. The presence of a force
of policemen tended to quiet all loud
voiced men in sympathy with the
union.”

RETURNED VICTORIAN
REFORTS PROSPERITY

Roland Machin on Conditions Through=-
out Kootenay and Boundary Country
—The Mining Industry.

After spending several weeks tpur-
ing the. Kootenay and Boundary
country Roland Machin, agent for the
Bennett Fuse Co., has returned. He
reports prosperity in all lines through-
out both.districts. The mining indus-
try is flourishing as has never before
been the case and everywhere an op-
timistic feeling in regard to the future
prevails, ;

“Do you know what the mine man-
agers, the prominent merchants, and
all business-men in the districts neigh-
boring Nelson are going in for now?”
he said Thursday. When the scribe
shook his head negatively and expres-
sed a desire to know Mr Machin ejac-
ulated “horticulture!” The cultivating
of cherries, apples and other fruits, he
said, was bccupying their attention to
a considerable degree and their enter-
prise was meeting with splendid suc-
ces. “How about strawberries?” asked
the reporter thinking of the fine berries
being grown on Vancouver Island. “I
don’t think we should say ‘anything
about that,” was the doubtful reply,
“but the crop was a dismal failure
throughout the interior. The late frost
caught the berries in bloom and cut off
the growth as clean as a whistle. But
they expect to deo better next year.” Mr.
Machin went on in a serious tone of
voice to speak of the remarkable agri-
cultural possibilities of certain portions
of the Kootenay and Boundary and of
how the residents were just beginning
to realize their opportunities and take
advantage of them.

Leaving the'subject of -horticulture
and agriculture to one with which he
is perhaps even more familiar Mr.
Machin spoke of the mining conditions.
The Ymir Gold Mining Company’s mill
had started again and would be in con-
stant operation from now on. At the,
Hall mine’s smelter, at Nelson, the
Hiberlein process had been installed.
It was expected to do the york at a
minimun cost and to make the property,
a good paying concern. It was found te
act in that way at Marysville, such a
smelter having been used there in con-
nection with the Sullivan mine for
some time past. It was acknowledged,
Mr. Machin said, that the ore taken
out upon the Sullivan property could
not yield sufficently high returns to
pay a dividend if handled in the ordin-
ary manner. The Hiberlein method
however, had rendered that possible.

The North Star mine, also located at
the Cranbrook camp, was proving a
most valuable deposit, Mr. Machin af-
firmed. ’

In the Boundary the Providence and
Eikhorn mines were extremely busy,
large bodies of high grade ore having
been struck very recently. Most of the
former brought in returns amounting
to $5,000 a car or thereabouts. In fact
the Providence mine was meeting with
pronounced success under the  able
management of P. Derenody. Many
improvements were being inaugurated,
Mr. Machin went on, at the Boundary
Fall and Mother Lode smelting con-
cerns. The Dominion Copper Co. also
was taking hold energetically and now
employed many more men than ever
before.

FEARS PLAGUE IN LONDON.

Water Is Not Pure and Action By
Authorities Is Urged.

Replying to the toast of “his health
at a house dinner of the Municipal and
County Club, London, Sir Alexander
Binnie made some very significant re-
marks about I.ondon’s water supply.

Sir Alexander said he still‘adhered to
his scheme of London ' obtaining a
water supply from Wales, at a cost of
£20,000,000.

The future ‘destinies of - the water
supply of London had been .placed-in
the hands of a body which had recent-
ly proposed a bill in parliament on the
ground that the supply derived from
the old East London Company was a
polluted source. They were seconded
in that opinion by no less a body than
the Conservators of the River Lee
themselves, who said that it was
dangeérous for the people of East Lon-
don to continue to drink.the water.

It might not be in  his lifetime, but
as sure as they were gathered round
that board there would comae a time
when, as in fimes.past, there would
arise among the teeming millions of
London an epidemic that would startle
the world.

Chemists might tell them that the
water was pure, but, das Sir George
Buchanan informed the commission, it
was a well known fact that  popula-
tions might go on drinking a polluted
source of water for a long time.

Ultimately, however, from
which could not be detected,
upon itself certain qualities,
people died by the thousand.

He was confident that London would
have to look for its increased supply to
an area where there was ample rain-
fall of something like 48 or 50 inches.
