Pessimistic Article By Count Tolstoi—
Only Means of Benefiting
Humanity.

New York Aug. 3.—Count Tolstoi is

; eontributing to a review an article which

contains a pessimistic survey of the in-
evitable progressive decline of liberty
under all forms of government, says a
Times dispatch from Paris by way of
London. He says the recognition of the
right to enforcing obedience to law is a
feature of autocratic system as well as
of rewolutionary and socialist ideas. Mere
technical improvements have so strength-
ened' modern government that revolu-
tions by force have become impossible,
hence the only effective means of secur-
ing true liberty is the adoption of a re-
ligious conception of life.

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STRATHCONA ON
HEW FISCAL POLICY

———

NO CAUSE FOR ANY
RESENTMENT BY STATES

Says Canmada Trusts the Judgment of
Mr. Chamberlain— The Pacific
Cable.

Montreal, Aug. 5.—The Star’s London
cable says:

“Lord Strathcona in the Daily Graphic
admits that Canada will not be willing
to lightly surrender her fiscal independ-
ence, but denies the necessity and says:
‘The new fiscal arrangements will be set-
tled after careful consideration. States-
men on either side of the ,Atlantic can-
not see why business men anxious te
come to a good agreement to begin with,
an arrangement should not be made ot
mutual benefit to Canada and Britain
alika?

“Lord Strathcona admitted that an
early result of any preference would be
to attract large numbers of TUnited
States farmers to Canada, but Cana-
dians do not view such immigration with
anything but satisfaction, confident from
past experience that these new settlers
would make the best of citizens. He also
denied that there was any cause of re-
sentment by the United States and Am-
erican businessmen in the proposal of
Mr. Chamberlain. Between their states,
he said, there exists an arrangement for
the most complete mutual benefit, while
they interpose a tariff against the out-
side world.. Why should they resent the
establishment of a mutually benefitting
arrangement bdtween the States and
Great Britain. We do not resent any
part of the domestic policy of the United
States. Why should her citizens resent
any change in Britain's policy? Lord
Strathcona added that he believed that
throughout Canada to-day there exists
the greatest confidenee in Mr. Chamber-
lain. ‘Canada believes in him, and trusts
his judgment and ability,” he said.”

The Pacific Cable.

Official advices from the Imperial
treasury, published in Australia, show
that the Pacific cable is expected to have
to face a loss of $1,060,000 on March
31st next. The expenditure for the first
year while the line was under construc-
tion was $600,000, of which Canada pays
$166,666. The estimated loss on the cur-
rent year of $460,000 makes a total de
fieit of $1,000,000.

THE ESCAPED CONVICTS

Are Believed to Have Robbed Miners—
Will Use ' Bloodhounds,

Placerville, Aug. 4.—To-day has been
one of rumors in the chase of the es-
caped Folsom convicts: Reports telling
of actions of men supposed to be the
fugitives are being received at the sher-
iff's office from many quarters, but as a
rule investigation disclose their un-
worthiness. This evening,. however,
Sheriff Bosquit received a telegram
that Deputy Sheriff Jackson had  dis-
covered the trail of the men who last
night robbed the cabin of Geprgc Beas-
ley, a miner, whose elaim 'is located
about two miles from what is known as
the Copper Lead, omn Consumnes river,
and who killed the two militiamen near
the Grand Victory mine on - Satur-
day night.

The convicts compelled Beasley to
cook them a dinner and robbed him of
all his clothing and provisions. Leav-
ing the cabin, the party headed towards
the Consumnes and crossed it to the
south side of the north fork of the Con-
sumnes river. It was in this vicinity
that Deputy Sheriff Jackson and his
panty struck the trail, and after thor-
oughly satisfying themselves that they
were on the- right track, returned to
Plymouth, Amador county, to secure
reinforcements and supplies.

A report which is given some cred-
ence by Sheriff Bosquit was brought
te town to-day by Charles Bumbartner,
a mining engineer, who reported that
five of the conviets visited the ranch of
a man named Pine, about seven miles
southwest of Placerville, this morning,
and compelled the ranchmen to cook
breakfast for them. After leaving
Pine’'s ranch the conviets headed in the
general direction of Grizzly flat. Sheriff
Bosquit is of the opinion that the men
who visited Pine's ranch compose what
has been known as the Webber creek
party of convicts, and he believes that
they will endeavor to go up Consumnes
river, thus following the direction of
those who fought the militia near the
Grand Victory mine on Saturday night.

RECEIVED BY POPE.

Visit of United States Pilgrims to the
Vatican—The Pontiff’'s Message.

tome, Aug. 5.—The American pilgrims
was to-day received by Pope Pius
X. They were met at the bronze door
of the Vatican by Monsignor Kennedy,
rector of the American college. They
were taken to the unique hall of inserip-
tions. Cardinal Gibbons, Monsignor
Kennedy and Monsignor Bisletti disap-
peared. Suddenly there was a murmur,
“Hush, hush,” and they saw two Swiss
guards enter from a corridor. Before they
could quite realize it the Pope stood
among them; his whole person emanated
great benignity and cordiality. He walk-
ed slowly out with the firmness of quite
a young man, down the long kneeling
line, accompanied by Cardinal Gibbons
and Mousignor Kennedy, and giving
blessings to the pilgrims as he passed,
he spoke a few words to almost every
one.

Occasionally, as the Pope
along, he laid his hand on the head pil-
grims. When he reached the last person
in the line he turned; while all the pil-
grims knelt, he gave the apostolic bless-
ing, ending with the words, “I recom-
mend myself to your pious prayers.”

Premier Vemardelh has sent out a
circular ordering all government officials
to obstain from participating in the
festivities over the election of the new
Pope, as Pius X. has not notified the
government of his election.

The Associated Press representative
was received in audience to-day by Pope
Pius X., being the first journalist of any
nationality to have this honor. The Pon-
tiff graciously granted the prayer of the
correspondent to send a message to the
American people, saying word for word:
“I love the Americans, who are the
blooming youth of Catholicism. Convey
to all of them how gladly I impart my
apostolic blessing to the whole country.”

IMPROVING TELEGRAPHS.

New Copper Wire Will Be Stryng in
IManitoba and Northwest,

Winnipeg, Aug. 5.—James Kent, gen-
eral manager of the Canadian Pacific
telegraphs, accompanied by B. S. Jen-
kins, the Western superintendent of the
company, arrived in Winnipeg this morn-
ing after having completed an inspec-
tion of the lines of the company from
bere to the Coast, Everything was
found to be in the best of order. Mr.
Kent announced the work on several
new lines for the Manitoba section of
the C. P. R. telegraphs. New copper
wires are being strung from Winnipeg
to Brandon, Napinka and Minnedosa,
and from Calgary to Edmonton and
MacLeod. Last season copper
were strung from Winnipeg to
William and Swift Current. These are
chiefly needed in increased business
created by the growth of the grain trade,
but are also used for other purposes.

A BRUTAL NON-COM.

Sentence on German Found Guilty of
Maltreating Private Soldiers.

Berlin, -Aug. 4.—The details ~ repub-
lished to-day of a court-martial held at
Metz on \a . non-commissioned officer
named Dunkel for maltreating private
soldiers at Moerchingen, Lorraine, 360
instances of brutality, occurring since
last December, were cited. The evidence
showed Dunkel’s fertile inventiveness in
novel methods of punishment, such as
compelung a soldier to run at full tilt
across a room and ram his head against
a wardrobe.

The court decided that 360 counts of
the indictment had been proven,
sentenced Dunkel to two years and a
half imprisonment and degradation to
the ranks. The scandal became known
to the military authorities through the
suicide of one of the maltreated men,
which an anonymous letter ascribes to
Dunkel’s brutality.

CUMBERLAND MINERS,
Men Object to Two Years’ Contract—
Will Sign It If Provisions Are
Modified.

Cumberland, Aug. 5.—At a meeting of
miners held yesterday the company’s of-
fer was not accepted, but a counter pro-
position was made. The men object to
signing the two-year contract, but if the
provisions are modified somewhat they
will sign it. Committees have been dis-
cussing the matter with Supt. Little for
several days past. The men are anxious
to get to work. Many of them say they
will go elsewhere rather than sign the
contract as it stands,

THE. SULTAN MAY
EMPLOY ALGANIANS

TO SUPPRESS THE
REVOLT IN MACEDONIA

Such Action Wil! Probably Lead to Mas-
sacres—Severe: Measures to
Be Adopted.

Constantinople, Aug. 6.—Consular ad-
vices received here yesterday from Mon-
astir, indicate that the situation in Mace-
donia will constantly grow worse,

At a meeting of the ministers, it has
been decided to adopt measures of ex-
treme severity to suppress the revolution,
It is reported that Albanian troops will
be employed, in which event massacres
are almost inevitable,

The Bulgarian Patriarch was sum-
moned to the Yildiz Palace on Wednes-
day, and urged to make a final appeal
to his flock to deliver up their arms and
thereby avoid bloodshed.

The menacing attitude of the Kurds in
Armenia is causing increasing alarm at
Erzeroum, Bitlis and Xharput. It is
asserted in some quarters that the
authorities are secretly arming the
Kurds, while endeavoring to eonvict the
Armenians of revolutionary intentions.

Bomb Thraowers Active.

Salonica, European Turkey, Aug, 4.—
A bridge at Eckison, which is 87 miles
northwest of Salonica, and a railway
storeheuse at Bonitza have been dyna-
mited. The telegraph line between Sa-
lonica and Monastir has been cut. The
greatest uneasiness exists in the highest
and best informed circles, and a renewal
of the bomb throwing outrages are fear-
ed. The authorities are taking extraor-
dinary precautions.

A dispateh last night from Constan-
tinople announced that the Porte had
abandoned all ideas of withdrawing the
Turkish troops from Macedonia, and i8
making vigorous preparations to draft
troops for the disturbed districts. A eir-
cular note had, it is stated, been sent out
to warn the European -powers of the
Turkishh government's intention, The
note stated that the situation is very
serious, and although it did not mention
Bulgaria, the document is regarded as
a menace to the Bulgarian'government.

A TRUCE,

Agreement Reached Between Can-
adian and United States Salmon
Packers.

Seattle, Aug. 6.—As a direct result of
the treasury department’s recent ruling
permitting American salmon packers to
recover a drawback of duties paid on
foreign fish canght for export, the Can-

l.adian packers have sought a truce in the

warfare going 6n near the border waters.
A conference has just been held here be-
twen J. A. Russel, of Vancouver, B. C.,
and T. B. McGovern, of the Pacific
Packing & Navigation Co., at which it
was agreed that the Canadians would
cease fishing in American waters and
buying American fish, and the Ameri-
cans, so far as the salmon combine is
concerned, will keep out of Canadian
waters.

The Canadians for years have encour-
aged fishing in American wéaters for the
canneries, but the duty on salmon pre-
vented retaliation by the Americans.
With the drawback allowed by the
treasury the Americans were put in a
position to retaliate.

ANOTHER DEATH.

Chinaman Injured in Recent Cumber-
land Explosion Passes Away.
Nanaimo, Aug. 6.—Another Chinese
miner injuréd in the recent colliery ex-
plosion at Cumberiand succumbed to in-
juries last night, making a total of six-
teen now dead.

3. ‘A, friendly settlement of the out-
standing differences which for 20 years
have vainly exhausted the resources of
diplomatists,

Baron IYEstournelles urges Minister
Delcasse not to let this favorable mo-
ment slip by. He finally announces his
intention of putting a question to the
minister on the subject in the Chamber
of Deputies when parliament reassem-
bles.

Speaking to .the correspondent of the
Assoéiated Press, Baron D’Estournel-
les said: “We have endeavored to free
the subject of all utopianism. We ex-
pect that the beginning now. will be
extended until there exists a similar
basis of agreement throughout the coun-
tries of Europe and America. I next
wish to see a similar exchange between,
American and French parliamentarians.

If our offer had
been acgepted, it would have saved the
country . $200,000,000.”

'NARROW ESCAPES.

Captains -of Lipton’s Yachts Thrown
Into 'Water By Collapse of Wharf,

New York, Aug. 5.—Capt. Wringe, of
Shamrock IIL., and Capt. Bevis, of
Shamropk I, had a narrow escape to-
night through the collapse of a pier on
the Shrewsbury river at the Highlands.
With twenty other persons, including
several of the crew of the challenger, the
two sailing masters were precipitated in-
to the water, but were not hurt,

Capt, Wringe and Capt. Bevis, with
three s;ailors, left the Irish yacht in
Sandy Hook bay, in the steam launch
Buttercup, and started up the Shrews-
bury river. Ou-the jway the Buttercup
struck a sandbar amd began to sink.
Capt. Wringe took the wheel and head-
ed -her for the beach, which was teach-
ed after the water had risen nearly to
the furngce door. A great crowd
had  been attracted to a nearby
wharf, where Capts. Wringe and
Bevis landed after procuring tackle for
the purpose of hauling the stern of the
launch out of water. One end of the
tuckle was fastened to the stern of the
Buttercup and the other was secured to
the wharf. The wharf collapsed and all
on it were thrown into the water. For
a time it was feared that many had
been crushed under the timbers, but all
escaped.

BLOWN TO ATOMS.

The entire plant was destroyed and
three employees were blown to pieces, 1t
is also believed that a visitor whe en-
tered the plant just before the explosion
was killed.

The explosion was heard for 50 miles,
and .so great was its force that a hele
100 by 150 feet and 20 feet deep marks
the spot 'where ithe magazine stood.
Pieces of flesh, mrachinery and building
material were picked up in all directions,
There seems to be no foundation for the
report that a stranger entered the plant
just before the explosion and lost hig
life. The property loss was $20,000.

CARNEGIE'S GIFT.
He Explains His Object to Trustees Who
Will Carry Out Scheme at
Dunfermline.

London, Aug. 6.—In handing over to fif-
teen representative citizens of his native
town, Dunfermline, who were his guests at
Skibo Castle early this week, a trust deed
transferring to them $2,500;000 in five per
¢ent. bonds of the United States Steel
Corporation, and Pittencrieff park, Andrew
Carnegie explained the ubjects re shad in
view in these words: rlt %o

“It is an experiment, the objects of
which is to attempt to introduce into the
monotonous lives of the toiling masses of
Dunfermline more of sweetness and light,
to give them, especially the young, some
charm, some elevating conditions of life
which their residence elsewhere would have
denled, so that a child in his native town
will feel, ‘however he may have roamed,
that simply by virtue of being, such, his
life has been made happier and. better.”

Mr. Carnegie sald. he hagd, pzgvided for
this experiment in.<: his will . ,more than
‘twenty years ago,.bnt his retirement from
business enabled him to put the scheme
into, operation during his lifetime.

The problem set o the trustees was:
“What can be done in towns to benefit the
masses by money in the hands of the most
public spirited citizens?’ It was provided
that good could be done. Mr. Carnegie ex-
horted the trustees not to be afrald of
making mistakes, to try many things free-
ly, but to discard just as freely, keeping in
touch with the masses ang constantly aim-
ing to improve their ta ks, tastes, and
give Dunfermline something beyond what
was possessed by other cities. i

'EMPEROR OPPOSED

CARDINAL RAMPOLLA

RIGHT OF VETO WAS
ENFORCED BY AUSTRIA

The New Pope’s Reception of the Diplo-
matic Body Accredited to
Holy See.

New York, Aug. 6.—A special cable
dispatch from Rome to the Tribune says
that it is learned from an authoritative
source that the much talked of right of
veto in the conclavs, by many considered
no longer a right becaumse it had fallen
into disuse, was actually enforced by
Austria last Sunday. Cardinal Ram-
polla stood far ahead of all others on the
ballots, and would Lave been elected,
when suddenly the conclave was thunder-
struck by receiving a telegram direct
from Emperor Francis Joseph saying
that he exercised his veto absolutely
against Cardinal Rampolla. The greater
part of the Sacred College was much ir-
ritated, especially the French cardinals,
who declared that they would not recog-
nize the veto, but a night’s rest brought
better counsels, and the conclave decided
that in the present position of the church
in France, the Holy See could not fail
to give heed to the protest. It was
thought that the Awustrian Emperor’s
dispatch might have been the result of
the joint wishes of the triple alliance.
This did not, however, allay the irrita-
tion of Franee, which found itself power-
less.

Another Reception,

Rome, Aug. 6.—During. one full hour
this morning the bells of about five hun-
dred churches were rung in honor of ‘the
election of Pius X. a welcome unique
of its kind ‘and ordered by Cardinal
Respighi, Vicar of Rome, who. issued
special instructions therefor. All the
churches contemporaneously celebrated
mass for the event.

The bell ringing served a purpose, that
of heralding the great ceremony of the
reception of the diplomatic body accred-
ited to the Holy See. Rome has lately
been surfeited with Vatican functions,
but that of this morning was so striking
that it held its own with others. The
members of the Sacred College held a
kind of informal reception. A proces-
sion was then formed. First came the
Swiss guards, which gives a peculiar
medieva! splendor to all Papal gather-
ings; then the Palatin guard, followed in
irregular ranks by the whole Pontifical
court, the cardinals in all the gorgeous-
ness of their searlet rabes and the bishops
scarcely less striking in their purple. The
Pope, in spotless white, his grey hair in
harmony with his whole qttire, and sur-
rounded by the noble guardgwho always
remain near his person; & n-foot just
as the others.

The procession -having gained the Hall
of Throne, where the members of the
diplomatic body were gathered, Signor
D’Antas, the Portuguese ambassador and
dean of the corps, read in a clear voice
the collective greetings of his colleagues,
presenting their homage to the new
Pope, and assuring him of their fidelity.

Pius X. answered with great cordial-
ity, thanking them heartily for their good
wishes. All then Wjssed his hand, and
the Pontiff took this opportunity of
speaking personally to each, showing a
knowledge of the politics of the variohs
countries, which surprised the diplomatic
corps,’the new Pontiff being credited
with taking small interest in affairs out-
side ‘Italy. It was another surprise to
them to hear him speak French, if not
fluently, at least with a certain readi-
ness. Altogether the whole audience
gave promise of a new era of interna-
tional cordiality at the Vatican,

Coronation Ceremony.

Rome, Aug. 6.—The coronation cere-
mony will beperformed at St. Peter’s on
Sunday, according to a rite dating from
the latter part of the fourteenth cen-
tury. As the Plope enters the church a
clerk of the Papal chapel holds up before
him a reed surmounted by a handful of
flax. This is lighted, it flashes up for
a moment and then dies out at once, as
the chaplain chants “Holy Father, thus
passeth away the world’s glory.” This
is done three times. The mass is then
begun as usual, but before the incensa-
tion pf the altar “The blessing of the
Pontiff elect” is pronounced by three
cardinal bishops, each of whom recites
a prayer over him.

The coronation itself takes place after
mass in the balcony over the portico of
St. Peter’s, overlooking the great prazza,
The second cardinal deacon takes off the
mitre, which until now the Pope has
worn, and then ‘the senior cardinal dea-
con (Macchi) places the tiara on his
head.

Memorial to Pope.

Colorado Springs, Aug. 6.—At a ses-
sion of the convention of the Western
Negro Editors’ Association here, a
memorial to Pius X. was adopted. It
says:

“Since there are so many Catholics
among the negroes of the United States,
who in common with others of their race
are subjected to unparalleled outrages
upon ‘the slightest provocation, involving
the innocent as well as the guilty, we
urge His Holiness to use his good offices
among the Catholics of this country to
preserve friendly relations between the
races, and to break down the spirit of
unfairness so prevalent among the labor
unions, composed in a great measure of
Catholics, which in' many instances de-
prive the negro of an opportunity te earn
an honest living.”

A GENERAL STRIKE

Is Now in Progress in Spain—A Demand
For Release of Imprisoned
‘Workmen.

Madrid, Aug. 3.—The general strike
has commenced in several centres, in-
cluding Barcelona, Mucia, Cadiz, Ronda
and Alco. The general unrest is large-
ly osttributed to bad harvests, but the
immediate motive for the strike is to re-
inforce the demand for the release of
numerous workmen who have been
thrown into prison fof offences™in’ con-
nection with recent strikes.

EMPRESS LINER

SHE BROUGHT USUAL
QUOTA OF TRAVELLERS

They, Report That There is Little Change
in Situation in the East—
Marine Notes.

The Empress of Japan amwived shortly
before noon Tuwesday from the Orient. She
left Yokolhama on July 24th, and had an
uneventful. trip across. . The list of pas-
sengers included about seventy first class
and ten intermediate.

The Empress had the usual amount of
Oriental freight cousigned to this port.

Passengers on the Empress had little
news concerning the diplomatic condi-
tions in the East or the prospeects of hos-
tilities breaking out.  Apart from vague
rumors, which are afterwards found to be
unfounded there is quite as little evi-
dence of preparation for war to the
caswal observer as there is om this side
of the Pacific,

Among the arrivals te-day was a con-
siderable number of visitors from the
United States. These left the Empress
at Victoria, aud include J. S. Baker and
J. T. Bibb, of Tacoma; J. A. Carson, of
Salem, Oregon, R. Hawker ‘and wife,
and W. H. Samson, of San Francisco;
and Paul Thomas and 8. Weiss, of New
York.

The passengers also included several
returning ‘naval. men, among them belng
Lieut. .Hunt, Lieut. Lewis, -Lieut
Plunkett -and Sub-Lieut. Paton.

in making its way into British Columbia.
Mount Hector in the Rockies copimem-
orates the visit of this geologist and ex-
plorer to Western Canada,

Interviewed on Thursday on board the
Aorangi, Sir James became reminiscent
of ‘his explorations throughout Canada.
It was in 1857 that he discovered the
Kicking Horse Pass, and an akbcident
which led to the name still affects him.
He was kicked by a horse belonging to
the exploration party and believed by the
remaining members to have been Kkilled.
His grave was dug in the pass and pre-
parations were being made for the inter-
ment of the body when signs of life were
shown. Thus was Sir James spatch~d
from the grave. He was sent:-out to
Canada by the Colonial office to report
upon the character of the country, which
was then being left to the Hudson’s Bay
Company as fit for nothing but the fur
trade. For:four years he was engagoed
in exploring from ILake Superior west-
ward. Sir-James discovered the riches
of the western prairies and of the moun-
tains, and. by his report did mueh to
awaken an interest in the comntry. As
he himself says, he was the inventor of
the phrase “fertile belt,” which has ever
since been used in describirg theNorth-
west grain lands. He visited the Peace
River valley and reported uponm jits rich-
ness. He -also explored throygh the
northern portions of British Columbia, as
well as the more southern part,;through
which the C. P. R. now passesi; Van-
couver Island was also traversed.by him
and he plied his interviewer this after-
noon with all kinds of questions regard-
ing the development of its resources.
“Have they ever found the coal:on the
west side of the Island yet?” he asked.
“Well, it is there; I have samples of it
I gathered myself,” he continued,

Since 1861 Sir James has been, director
of we geological survey of Né,w Zea-
land. He is on his way now, jaccom-
panied by his son, to spend a feyw weeks
at Banff,

TUESDAY’S FATALITY |

Definitely Established That H:ary Cald-
well Was the Only Maa Kil'ed—
Evidence at Inquest,

fatality
on the islet off Macaulay Point on Tues-
day completely established the fact that
nhenry Caldwell was the man
killed. No other person was reported
missing and there was no evidence ad-
duced to strengthen the theory which at
first arose, that the unfortunate man’s
fate had been shared by another. TUatil
vesterday afternoon, when Sergeant Mur-
ray and Provincial Constable Johnson
returned from the scene after examining
the pockets on the lower part - of  the
body which had been blown into the wa-
ter, the identity of the dcad man could
not be positively asserted. But wheu
they reported that tney had found in the
pocket a bill to Caldwell from Dr. Er-
nest Hall and other articles known to
be his, all uneertainty on the score of

rurther investigation of the

only

identifieationr was allayed.

The question of identity having becn
solved it remained for the coroner’s jury
to investigate the circumstances of the
affair. The inguiry was held yesterday
afternoon, and the result of the jurv’s
deliberations was-a verdict of accidental
death. Five witnesses were examined
after the jury had.visited the scene of
the tragedy.

D. T. Jjomes, the boatman, was ile
first. He said that Mr. Caldwell came
to his place -about 7:15 a.m. and engaged
a boat. He said he was going to a camp
at Esquimalt and would do a little fish-
ing. He wore a cap when first seen by
witness, but this had been changed for
a straw hat when he left the boat house.
He had no fishing gear, but carried a
miner’s bag. He was alone but had ask-
ed for a small pair of oars “fer the boy,
who could row,” evidently meaning ouoe
of his boys whom, it seemed, he intended
to take from the camp.

Mrs. Berkeley, aunt of the deceasvd,
sa.d. Mr. . Caldwell- had lived. with her
since last September. She was camping
at Kanaka ranch, but he had not been
with them. She last saw him on Gov-
ernment street on Monday at 6 p.m., and
he was in good spirits, more cheerful
than he had been for some time. He did
not speak of coming down to the camp.
She identified the purse found on de-
ceased as one she had given him, and
also a bill from Dr. Ernest Hall, while
she believed the cap and pipe belonged
to him. She also identified the photo-
i graph . as that of uer nephew. s

Provincial Police Constable Geo. John-
son gave evidence as to the recovery of
portions of the remains and where they
were found. There was a sack full of
stones attached to a rope nearby. In the
pocket, after taking the body from the
water, he found a pocketbook, and in
another pocket a bill addressed to hin
There was some money in the pocket-
book.

Sergeant Murray gave an account of
‘his search by lamplight on the night of
the occurrence, = By this light he had
been unable to find the lower part of the
body, which was recovered next day.

Morris Berkeley, a counsin of the de-
ceased, identified the handkerchief
found. His cousin, he said, had been in
the hospital for some time,

In summing, up, Coroner Hart ex-
plained that in this case the jury had
two verdicts open to them. One was ac-
cident and the other suicide.

SCHUOL REOPENING.

New Regulations to Be Put.in Force at
Commencement of Fall Term.

The public schools of the province will
reopen on Monday, August 10th. v

In connection with the opening of the
schools the followinz regulations made
by the council of public instruction will
be put in force in addition to those al-
recady established:

Article XVIIL

Clause 1.—All children of school age re-
siding in the vicinity of and outside a city
school distriet, but within a rural district
having a graded school, or within reach of
the same, shall be required to attend such
school.

Clause 2.—Senior grade pupils of rural
districts with one teacher and adjacent to
a city district, may, with the consent of
the board of trustees of that city, be al-
Fowed to attend ‘the senior classes of the
city schools. s

Clause 3.—With the exception noted in
Clause 2 of this article, all pupils must at-
tend the school or schools in the district
in which their parents respectfully reside.

Note.—Nothing .in this article is intended
to conflict with the right of parents resid-
ing in a distriet which is without a High
school to send their children elsewhere
throughout the province for High school
training.

British Columbia has for years been
holding out all sorts of inducements to
transcontinental railways to come into
the province. Perhaps we should qualify
that statement, It would probably be
more correct to say the governments
with which British Columbia has been
blessed were eager to give away millions
of doHars and millions of acres of land
to any companies, or alleged companies,
that would accept such moneys and lands
as the price of the bestowal of railway
communication upon this province, while
at the same time the same governments
evinced the most pronounced hostility to
one company which was willing, without
any inducements whatever, to carry its
lines into our midst. It is sometimes
hard to fathom the motives and to com-
prehend the secret springs which move
statesmen, especiaily statesmen of the
caiibre who ruled, and all but ruined,
British Columbia.

We do not know what the attitude of
the McBride government will be towards
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway. As a
loyal Conservative institution, admitted-
ly more interested in the welfare of the
Conservative party than in the progress
of the province, we presume it will fol-
low the Colonist in opposition to that
scheme. But we do not know. The Van-
couver News-Advertiser has taken a
more sane—a British Columbia—view.
The government may decide to follow the
Vancouver paper as the more reliable
guide. However, it does not make much
difference what the British Columbia
government does. The line will be built
whether the government opposes its con-
struction or remains neutral. The effect
of the prosecution of such a great work
upon the fortunes of the provinece will be
tremendous. As showing the absurdity
of the positions into which excess of
party zeal will land unreasoning advo-
cates, take the contention that the people
of British Columbia will be forced to
bear an undue proportion of the cost of
the new road, and that in addition they
will be mulcted in excessive transporta-
tion charges. We coul understand a
complaint arising in the East about tbe
saddling of the cost of five or six hun-
dred miles of road, involving more than
double the ordinary expenditure, upon
the more populous part of the Dominion
for the sake of the couple of hundred
thousand people resident in British Co-
lumbia, but to read a protest from this
provinee, which has long maintained
that it contributes more than its share
to the federal treasury, against the ex-
travagance of such a proposal, is abso-
lutely dumbfounding. It indicates unmis-
takably that no reasonably ground for
opposition can be found.

All we ask is that the people of British
Columbia shall consider the effect of the
construction of the mew road upon the
general business of the province, and ‘ap-
on its revenue. With another trunk line
built through what is admittedly terri-
tory rich in all the resources peculiar to
British Columbia, with feeders following
as these resources are developed, the fu-
ture is full of promise, while there will
at once arise a lively hope that with
reasonably economical government and
common sense administration of our pub-
lic aoffairs the equilibrium between
revenue and expenditure should soon be
restored. Only through such a compre-
hensive scheme of development is there
a possibility of such a consummation.

' WHY THESE CHA;N(.}ES?

We are glad to see that our contem-
porary is cultivating a cheerful spirit de-
spite the fact that the political situation
is not entirely to its liking. It avers
that from all parts of the province come
reports that the Liberals cannot win in
the coming provincial fight. This indi-
cates that the precincts of the Colonist
are becoming impregnated with the true
McBride spirit of brag. It is omly a
few weeks since it would have none of
Richard as its leader, predicted that
nothing but disaster to the party could
follow such a selection, and pointed out
that the right thing for the Premier to
do was to declare that he was but a
makeshift, and that the real leader of
the Conservative party would be select-
ed after the period of probation had
passed and the general elections had been
held. The situation in British Columbia
to-day is precisely what it was on the
3rd of June last, except that Liberal
candidates have been mnominated in a
large number of constituencies, and the
selection in each instance has been so
wisely made that some of the strongest
Conservative newspapers in the province
admit that if they are elected the pee-
ple will have gocd reason to congratu-
Iate themselves on the fact that the
more pernicipus of the elements which
brought reproach upon British Columbia
and her wealth amongst
themselves and their friends with a
lavish band have been eliminated. But
the old party with which the old gang
had always been identified has yet to
its choice of candidates. If the
freebooters are to make their appearance
in the Legislature again they will march
ic under the banner of the Conserva-
tive party, carried by the Hon. Richard
McBride. Just to indicate how much
ihe fpinion_s of the Colonist are worth,
we shall quote from an article publish-
ed in it on the 3rd of June last, im-
mediately after the formation of the
government which is so sure of defeat-
ing the Grits in the pending elections:

“It is quite evident that the condition
of the @onservative party calls for very
careful handiing, and for loyalty to the
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party. The man from whom loyalty to
the party is most required is the Honor-
able Richard McBride. If he is under
the impression that what is required is
for the Conservative party to show
loyalty to him, he is putting the cart be-
fore ‘the horse. So far, he has made
claims upon the party. They have been
met out of considerations of party
loyalty, not out of consideration for him.
The party has some, it has many, claims
upon him. Are these going to be met?
Does he propose to put himself in the
hands of the Conservative party, or
does he propose that the Conservative
party shall put itself in his hands? Be-
tween those two propositions there is a
great gulf fixed, and the question is just
this, whether Mr. MeBride is going to
precipitate the Conservative party into
that gulf, or himself to bridge it over?
We regret exceedingly that it is in his
power to choose between those two al-
ternatives. 'Because he lacks the essen-
tial qualities of determinateness and
decisiveness which a leader in critical
times requires. We have only to hope
that what we could not owe to his astute-
ness and political sagacity, we may re-
ceive from the deep sense of party
loyalty which pervades his person. Now
having said that we expect party loyalty
from Mr, McBride, it is certainly a fair
question to ask in what manner we
think he should exhibit it. In the first
place, there is po possible combinatien
of circumstances which could have caus-
ed more deep-seated bitterness in loyal
and influential Conservative circles than
the coup d’etat which involves his hold-
ing powar tbrouzh the votes of his late
opponents. It is a fact that every ac-
tion of Mr, MeBride may be explained
by the motive that he desired to put
himself in otfice, and rot the Conserva-
tive party. Such a motive would ex-
plain, and to many does explain, his
whole action from beginning to end.

It is certainly the duty of Mr. Charles
Wilson to realize, with great searchings
of heart, the extent to which that por-
tion of the Conservative party represent-
ed at the Revelstoke convention is
recognized and embraced in the govern-
ment which proposes to appeal to the
country. If he is prepared without a
due understanding to throw his lot in
with the present government, he should
remember that Mr. John Houston, of
Nelson, and Colonel E. G. Prior, of Vie-
toria, were at least as zealous at Revel-
stoke in the cause of party lines to
which he owes his political importance,
as Mr. R. F. Green, of Kaslo, Mr. Mec-
Bride, of Dewdney, or Mr.*A, E. Mc-
Philips, of Victoria, It must further be
remembered that .the position of Mr.
MecBride in reference to a very large sec-
tion of the Conservative party is com-
plicated by the series of political events
leading up to Bill No. 16. There are
a number of Conservatives who “"1] ask
what difference in reality exists between
Mr, D. M. Eberts and Mr. R. McBride,
that the one should be brought
low, and the other elevated, as the result
of matters to which it is needless to re-
fer. Some of these queries will be put
from a point of view sympathetic to Mr.
Eberts, and some from a hostile point of
view. But from whichever point of view
they are asked, the different positions
now Bccupied by the two gentlemen will
cause comment in the Conservative
party, and if it causes one portion of the
party to distrust Mr. McBride, it will
certainly cause another portion to resent
him. Here is another direction in which
party loyalty calls loudly to Mr. Mec-
Bride. Mr. John Oiliver, of Delta, is
furbishing up his weapons on this ques-
tion, and is about to stalk his old lead-
er. So far as it is a personal matter,
we believe Mr. McBride is amply able
to care for himself, as is Mr. Eberts.
But we have a strong objection, an ob-
jection we know to be shared by a very
large and influential section of the Con-
servative party, to have Mr. Oliver,
or anyone else, going gunning after the
leader of the party upon any such issue.
There is another consideration affect-
ing the constitution of the government
which is to appeal to the country, and
onc which we regret to say is causing
unholy merriment and joy in the Lib-
eral ranks, and that is the general an-
ticipation that there will be four law-
yers in a cabinet of six members. We
have not one word to say against the
partiotism and pubue spirit of the legal
profession in general, and those mem-
bers of it who are politicians in par-
ticular, but a cabinet dominated by
lawyers is something that this country
will not for one moment stand. Such a
government would be judged by the pro-
fession of its members, and not by the
principles of the party it represented,
and it would be condemned. That may
be a foolish and illogical attitude for the
people to take, but it is an attitude which
the Conservative party cannot afford to
neglect. That party is entering upon a
severe rough and tumble fight in a coun-
try where its reputation as a provincial
organization has yet to be made. That
two-thirds of its leaders were lawyers
would be a handle to the enemy, which
the enemy would grasp with joy. Some
of our politicians may be unacquainted
with the extent of the feeling in the
country about lawyers in public life, If
it is made one of the main issues in the
forthcoming campaign, they will realize
how strong the feeling is. We do not
wish the Conservative party to find it
out too late. This has been a tolerably
frank and free discussion of the situa-
tion. If it has not minimized, it cer-
tainly has not exaggerated the difficul-
ties in the way of the Conservative
party. " Yet these we have not presented
with the idea that they are insuperable.
If Mr. McBride desires to show his
loyalty he can do so by making clear
to us all that he does not pose as a
leader, but merely as an expedient to
facilitate an election upon party lines,
and that he will leave it to the Con-
servative members elected to the next
legislature to choose the leader of the
party. That means in other words, that
candidates of the Conservative party
would be pledged not to follow him, but
to follow the choice of the elected mem-
bers of the party, and meantime ~to
stand upon the platform of the party.
The present government would then ap-
pear in its real light as a temporary
and makeshift government, to be reor-
ganized as soon as the (-nuf]h'_v has de-
clared its verdict. If that course is
followed, the success of the party at
the polls is practically certain. If it is
not followed, the success of the party is
doubtful in the extreme.”

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satility. Our contemporary has of late
fallen into the habit of reversing itself,
if not literally turning itself inside out,
and we are certain not one of its readers
feels sure the attitude of to-day is a
true indication of what the position will
be to-morrow. We find that a short time
ago our contemporary commented as fol-
lows upon the position of the Liberal
party in provincial polities: “Joseph Mar-
tin has resigned the leadership of the
provincial Liberal party, thus leaving the
party free to bend all its energies to elect-
ing Liberals in the various constituencies
of the country. Of the Liberal candi-
dates those who are elected will choose
their parlismentary leader for them-
selves. If there is a division, no doubt
the minority will 1loyally accept the
leader the majority agrees to follow. If
the party has portfolios to distribute, we
doubt not initial unity at least will be
easily attained. Differences might rise
afterwards upon questions of practical
policy, and might become acute, but on
the whole the prospect is good for the
Liberal party of forming a stable gov-
ernment provided it is able to elect a
majority in the country. If there are no
portfolios to distribute unanimity will be
still easier, because the unanimous de-
sire will be to have the best fighting man
in the lead. There is no question at all
that Mr. Joseph Martin has taken the
course which gives the Liberal party the
maximum of opportunity in the country.”
tLo-day the Liberal party is described
by our contemporary as a mob without
the slightest chance or hope of success
in the coming fight. We shall, leave our
readers to judge as to which of these
judgments is founded upon the facts as
they present themselves to-day. There
is ounly one conclusion to be drawn from
the articles we have quoted. Either the
Colonist takes its readers for a pack of
fools or it feels in its heart that they
have as little regard for stability of prin-
ciple, depth of conviction, or sincerity of
purpose, as it has.

WILL THE SONGHEES GO?

Let no one suppose that because the
Songhees Indians are still upon their
reserve and are acting as if they intend-
ed to remain there in perpetuity, the
wheels that were expected to convey
them to a more suitable spot upon this
Island have ceased to revolve. Not at
all. It has taken a good while to ar-
range the preliminaries, but we under-
stand the negotiations as far as the gov-
ernments are concerned have been cory
pleted and that it only remains for the
Indians or their representatives to ac-
cept one of several new locations that
have been selected for them to put the
finishing touch upon the scheme. In case
a question may -arise as to who is
responsible for the delay, it may be as
well to point out that there has been
practically no alteration made in the
terms of settlement proposed from the
beginning of the negotiations. The Min-
ister of the ‘Interior was advised by the
guardians of the Indians in this province
as to the conditions upon which they
would consent to a translation. And f&
must be conceded that they were weill
advised. Mr. Vowell and his assistants
take more than a merely official interest
in the welfare of their wards. It might
have saved Mr. Vowell a good deal of
trouble, and probable few would have
alleged that any hardship had been in-
flicted upon the Indians, if he had agreed
on the spot to the terms proposed by flte
provincial government, that “if the re-
serve in the city sells for more money
than the reserve which we give in its
place costs, then we want that money.”

ALARMING LAWLESSNESS.

The lynching habit is spreading in the
United States, notwithstanding the pro-
tests of judges, publie men and the pub-
lic press. It is becoming fashionable, and
the fashion is extending rapidly to all
parts of the republic. Our neighbors in
Washington are now indulging them-
selves in this delightful recreation. The
law condemns the crime, but it makes
no effort to punish the criminals, Hence
the growing popularity of lynching. It
is sometimes contended that the laxity
of the law in the first instance was the
cause of the manifestations of contempt
for judicial procedure. It is held there
is no_guarantee that criminals will be
ndeq/uutely punished for their wrong-
doing. The law’s delays are alleged to
have brought the administration of jus-
tice into reproach and contempt. Such
is the excuse that is made for these de-
plorable excesses. And yet an end
must be put to them some time, and
that time cannot be very far distant,
unless it is proposed to let the lawless
element take charge of affairs entirely.
There is a troublesome job, probably
bloody work, ahead, and the longer tlhe
matter is postponed the more difficult it
will be. Some American writers contend
that their countrymen are losing contrel
of themselves; that they are incapable
of exercising or applying that self-re-
straint necessary to the welfare of a
demoeracy. They cite the behawior of
great crowds wherever gathered to-
gether as proof of their statememts. If
that be the case, the work set before
these responsible for the maintenanee of
law and order, for the preservation of
the life and liberty of the individual un-
til he has been proven guilty of the
offences with which he is charged, will
be still more difficult. If the state au-
thorities will not or canmot do their
duty, we suppose it wilk devolve upon
the federal government to interfere.
There are practically me limits to its
power, and the greater the celerity with
which it proceeds to exercise that power
in some of the states the more tolerable
the condition of society will become and
the easier the task will be. After all,
the Americans have great respect for the
paramount autherity, but they know how
reluctant that authority is te exercise
its powers, and in their patural impul-
siveness they proceed to great lengths in
their defiance of the law,

CONDITIONS IN NORTH,

President of Wancouver Board of Trade
Gives His' Views on the Yukon.

H. T. Leckyer, manager of the Hud-
son’s Bay -Company’s store in Vancou-
ver, and president of the board of trade
of that city, has returned from a visit
to.the Yuken. The News-Advertiser
says:

Mr. Leockyer spent five days visiting
the creeks and centres of the mining in-
dustry, He was particularly struck with
the improved methods of mining now
in use all through the region. The day
of mining with a hand-windlass, one man
shovelling dirt in the bottom of the
shaft and a second hauling it to the sur-
face, 1is past, and such primitive
metheds are now seldom to be seen, Min-
ing in the Yukon, Mr. Lockyer remark-
ed, has now got down to a scientific
basis; the very latest machinery is in
use, and some {magnificent plants are
to be seen in operation, such as that of
the Paeifie Coast Mining Company, of
which E. Andrews is manager, This
ccmpany, which has a wvery fine equip-
ment, is operating on Chechaco Hill,
Bonmanza creek. To meet the difficulty
oceasioned by the small water supply
it Iras constructed a reservoir, and the
water used ,is pumped back into this
again with the aid of two monster
pumps, one of which has a eapacity of
3,000 £allons per minute. By this means
the same water is utilized over and over
again. The plant installed by this
eompany is so large that when it was
being taken in it was found that it was
necessary to widen and straighten some
of the bridges in order to insure its
safety.

“Speaking of bridges diverted Mr.
Loekyer’s thoughts from the mines to
the roads. He speaks highly of the ex-
eellent thoroughfares constructed by
the government in the country. ‘Many
of the roads to the creeks are hetter
than any I have seen in the interior of
this province,” was his remark. ‘One
thing in favor of the road construction
there is that the soil is natural road-
bed material. Nevertheless the work
has been so effectively done that it has
resulted in the reduction of transporta-
tion charges from Dawson to the
creeks, as much as 47 cents in some
cases. Where 50 cents was charged in
the early days, 2 cents per pound is the
charge to-day. This reduction has made
a great change in the cost of operating
and properties that before would not
pay to work, owing to the cost, are now
being developed with profit.

“Speaking generally of conditions on
the creeks, Mr, Lockyer stated that
there was a ‘scarcity of water when he
left, and miners were hoping for wet
weather to fill up the ereeks and their
sluice boxes. Coming eout he heard 2
good deal about the new strike to the
northwest of White Horse. Some of
the first stampeders and locaters had
returned for supplies and were starting
in again, and he had not heard one word
of disappointment or dissasisfaction

Dear Sir:—I have the honor to forward to
you herewith a draft of contents of the
calendar of the Vietoria College, which 1
was requested by tne board to draw up.
Should this be approved by the board of
governors, the work of filling in the details
of the calendar can be proceeded wiLh.
Under the head of “Course of Study (b)
Intermediate Course,” matriculation in
arts, medieine and applied science will be
arranged for, by allowing the necessary
options in each case. The commereial
course will, of course, depend on the ap-
pointment of a commercial teacher, The
general statement will give the general de-
sign of the courses of study of the college,
indicating the different classes of students
for whom special training will be provided,
ete., ete.

It would be well if the position of (d)
commercial course, in the course of study,
should be determined by the board of gov-
ernors. To place it as a parallel course
with the junior departmental, it would, I
think, be necessary to first secure the ap-
proval of the superintendent of education.

On receipt of definite instructions, espe-
clally with reference to the commercial
course, I shall proceed at once with the
work of completing the college calendar.

After
some discussipn a further grant of $100
was voted to enable the committee to
complete the work,

Trustee Hall, seconded by Trustee
Huggett, moved that the section of
clause 6, which limits teachers’ salar-
ies, should be struck out. The mover
pointed out that the motion was framed
with the intention of allowing any in-
crease in salaries which the board might
deem advisable. The motion was de-
feated.

The question of appointing of a teach-
er of domestic science was next con-
sidered. There were four applicants,
Miss Winnifred Mackeand, of Montreal;
Miss McNachton, of Coburg, Ont.; Miss
Archibald, of Quebec, and Miss Annie
Monteith, of Victoria. Miss Mackeand
was appointed at a salary of $700.

Mr. Sedgewick, of Nova Scotia, was
appointed to the vacaney on the High
school staff at a salary of $900. Bruce
M. Smith was given a position as teach-
er in one of the public schools at a
salary of $720. It is the intention of
the board to advertise for another male
teacher,

Before the adjournment Trustee Boggs
gave notice of a motion approving of the
efforts of Ian St, Clair to teach swim-
ming, and suggesting giving certificates to
those of higher grades who could swim.

The board then adjourneu.

SENATOR MACDONALD
AND THE RAILROAD

His Attitude Discussed at the Board of
Trade Council Meeting Monday—
Harbor Improvements.

The attitude of Senator Macdonald on
the Grand Trunk Pacific vl was dis-
cussed at the meeting of the Board of
Trade council Monday afternpon. The
character of the discussion eannot -be
made public because these council meet-
ings are private, but it is understood no
action was taken. It is said that it was
proposed to recommend a resolution on
the subject to the board, but this sug-
gestion was not carried out. President
Chas. F. Todd presided, and there were
present Messrs. ». J. Pitts, C. H. Lu-
grin, (Capt. Cox, 8. Leiser, D. W. Hig-
gins, Capt. Troup, J. Kingham, R. Hall,
A. J. C. Galletley, D. R. Ker, A, B.
Kraser, sr,, and Secretary Elworthy.
There were also present by invitation
His Worship the Mayor, Messrs. G. A.
Keefer, C.E., Chas. Topp, city engineer,
and R. Seabrook, the latter on behalf of
the P, C. S. S. Co.

Mr. Keerer, the wominion government
engineer, addressed the council on the
matter of harbor improvements, and said
that soundings had been rhade in accord-
ance with the recommendations of
the board in March. These he explain-
ed with the assistance of a chart of the
harbor. He also said that within a cou-
ple off days he would be able to give an
estimate of the cost of the proposed im-
provements. The Mudlark would com-
mence operations off Brackman & Ker’s
wharf to-morrow, and the appropriation
available was sufficient to carry on the
deepening of the harbor for the next ten
months. It was also pointed out that
an appropriation had been included in
the last estimates for the construction
of a harbor dredge which woula confine
its work principally to Victoria and Van-
couver harbors. Mr. Keefer, before
withdrawing, was tendered the thanks
of the council for his attendance. Gen-
eral satisfaction was expressed with the
manner in which the Dominion govern-
ment had met the wishes of the board
in a very important matter.

Mayor McCandless outlined what had
been accomplished in the hotel negotia-
tions. _C. H. Lugrin was appointed the
board’s representative at the congress
of Chambers of Commerce of the Em-
pire in Montreal, sr. Lugrin is about
to take a business trip East, and the
question of a delegate to represent tiie
board was therefore easily solved. The
council also adopted the report of the
committee on resolutions, which has al-
ready been published in these columus,

ESQUIMALT TRUSTEES.

At a meeting of school trustees of Esqui-
malt district held on Monday, P. R. Brown
proposed that a secretary and treasurer be
appointed for the board. This was opposed
by J. Finmore, on the grounds that he was
already secretary by an agreement made
after the election of trustees last June,
and also that the position of secretary
does not necessarily expire at each annual
meeting. But Mr. Brown nominated him-
self gecretary and treasurer, which was
carried.

The business of appointing a principal
was next taken up, bute objected to by Mr.
Finmore on the grounds that he considered
Mr. McNeill was still principal of the
school, because he was not properly dis-
missed. However, Mr. Gordon was given
the position.

Mr. Brown then said h® would like the
trustees to meet at some place nearer his
home, and thought the residences of the
trustees would be most suitable. This was
objected to by Mr. Finmore, because he
considered all trustee meetings should be
open to the publie, and if they were held
at the residence of one of the. trustees the
public would not feel at liberty to attend.

Mr. Brown then moved that the next
meeting of the trustees be held at his house
and at the call of Himself as secretary.

'HORRIBLE TRAGEDY

OFF MACAULAY

BLOWN 10 ATOMS BY
STICK OF DYNAMITE

H. Caldwell Met Death in an Awful
Manner—Peculiar Circumstances
of the Affair.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

A rocky islet not far to the west of
Macaulay Point, and off the foot of
Lampson street, was yesterday the scene
of a horrible tragedy, in which one
person at least met with an awful fate.
He was literally blown to pieces by the
explosion of a stick of dynamite, the
exact eircumstances of which will al-
ways remain a matter of conjecture, in
view of the alsence of eye-witnesses,
At the time of writing it is impossible
to state definitely whether the unfortu-
nate, whose remains lie scattered in all
directions, was a lone victim or whether
another was hurled with him into eterni-
ty by that terrific force. Neither has
his identity been positively established,
although there are;cogent reasons for the
benief that he is Harry Caldwell, a sur-
veyor, and a resident of Victoria since
Lis childhood.

Altheugh there were no eye-witnesses
of the actual explosion, and its tragic
effects were unknown until. 7 o'clock
last evening, several campers nearby
saw a man standing on the island, ap-
parently fixing something with his hands.
Their jattention was next attracted to
the spot by a tremendous roar, and when
the smoke had lifted no sign of the man
was to be seen. - At that time, although
the strangeness of the incident was
commented upon, nobody seriously ex-
pected that anything untoward had hap-
peneu, and it was hours afterwards be-
fore investigation disclosed the fact that
cne body had been blown to atoms.

The islet dnf which the disaster occur-
reu is about 75 yards from a point which
stretches out from a beach, the neighbor-
hecod of which is a favorite Jocality for
campers. There are two small is'ands,
céevoid of vegetation, the larger being
abtout 50 yards long by 22 or 23 wide.
The other is censiderably smaller, and
both are separated by a gulf five or six
feet across.

Yesterday morning, about 7 o’clock, a
man called at Jones’s boathouse and
asked for a boat. He said he was
“going down to the camp to have a little
fiching.” Besides the pair of oars he
was to use, he wanted some smaller
ones “for the boy,” whose name, how-
ever, he did not mention. TUnder hls
arm he carried a sack, which he took
with him. He left about 8 o’clock, and
that was the last Mr. Jones saw of him.
The boat is tied to %he island off Lamp-
son street—the man (s dead.

Mr. Jones told a Times representative
this morning that the man who hired the
bcat was Harry Caldwell, svhom he had
known for a long time. He aiso identi-
fied a photograph shown his as that of
Mr, ,Caldwell.

Nobody, as far as known, saw the boat
land at the island. The little daughter
of H. Maloney, whose family pre camp-
ing along the shore, said she saw a man
standing on the smaller island. Hubert
McIntyre, j,a young man name R, C.
Price, and a lad named Sedgers, saw
probably the same man on the west
shore of the smaller island looking jinto
the water as if to see 'the effects of a
shot he had just set off.” He then dis-
appeared, and a few minutes afterwards
a tremendous explosion was heard from
the Macaulay Point side of the other
and larger island—an explosion which
shook the entire district and coulda be
heard in town.

Mrs, Colby and Mrs. Smith, who are
also camping near the scene, probably
had 'the last glimpse ,of the unfortunate
man who was blown to preces. *I was
standing on the rocks on this side of
Macaulay Point,” the former said, ‘“and
happening to look out towards the island
I noticed a man wearing a straw hat,
wuo was bending over and apparently
fixing something. I turned away at
this juncture, and then I heard a terrific
explosing. Tooking towards the island
again, I saw a cloud of smoke, but the
man had disappeared.”” The lady re-
marked to her friend that it looked as
if some one had committed suicide, as
the rocks appeared to be all red, but on
second thought this did not seem prob-
able, and no further attention was paid
to the incident. This was between 11.30
o'clock and noon.

Later in the afternoon it was remark-
ed that thg boat in which the man or
men had rowed to the islands was still
there, while there jvas no sign of life
on the rocks. In the evening Mr.
Maloney’s daughter, when she went to
meet her father returning from the city,
told him that there had been a boat tied
there all day and that two shots had
been heard, after which nobody had
been seen. Upon arriving at the cathp
Mr. Maloney and Walter Luney decid-
ed to investigate. They rowed around
both islands in a boat, and landed on
the larger, a piece of rag with blood on
it having been seen on the rocks where
the other craft lay moored.

When they reached the other side of
the larger island—the Macaulay point
side—a sickening sight was presented to
their gaze. Secattered in all directions
for a radius of several yards were frag-
ments of a human body, while the slop-
ing rocks were dyed with blood. In a
little crevice was the mangled remains
of an arm, while some distance back and

on the top of the rock were several ribs,
Pieces of flesh were stuck in small inden-
tations in the rocke and mutely told the
story of an awful occurrence. Hastily
they returned ashore and hurried to the
residence of Mr. Fleming nearby, where
the provincial police were notified by
telephone about 8 o’clock, this being the
first intimation of the occurrence that
reached the city. Sergeant Murray at
once left for the place, but, owing to a
misapprehension as to the locality, did
not arrive until it was too dark to insti-
tuté a thoroughly effective search. The
investigation was continued this morning
by the sergeant and Constable Johnson.

Before the officers arrived there to-
day, however, another part of the body
had been found. REarly this morning
Messrs. Grant and Fleming went out to
the island in a boat and saw the lower
part of the trunk and the legs of 2 man
floating in the water just below the place
where the explosion evidently occurred.
The remains were under water, but could
be plainly seen.
were on and a portion of the shirt,

A Times representative went out to the
island shortly afterwards and found that
the descriptions of the appearance of the
island had not been exaggerated. The
arm and larger pieces of flesh were lying
not far apart, but the clothing was in
all directions.
blue serge, although there were pieces of
a rubber coat strewn about. On a stake
projecting from a hole was a heavy
tweed cap, apparently of a man’s size.
Inside was the trade name, “Clarence.”
There were pieces of a straw hat near-
by, including part of the crown. 1In a
heap just at hand were several feet
of fuse, a broken pipe, a eartridge pox
and a handkerchief. These, it is under-
stood, had been removed from the pock-
ets last night.

Near the place where the arm was
lying was eight or nine inches of fuse,
which appeared to have been burned.
Portions of the shirt, necktie and sus-
penders were found seven or eight yards
away, while a piece of the hat was lo-
cated clear on the other side of the isl-
and, which affords some idea of the force
of the explosion. A bottle full of whisky
was found near the cap. The cork had
not been removed.

There is nothing to show that more
than one man was killed. Nobody saw
two people to;:othgr, but several children
noticed a man with a cap on just after
the first explosion on the island. The
boat which was found there contalned
four oars and four rowlocks. This. to-
gether with the fact that both a eap and
hat were to be seen, would favor the
theory that there were two people there.
But the cap might have been left on the
stake by somebody else, or the unfor-
tunate using the explosives might have
changed from a cap to a hat.

There seems to be little doubt, in view
of Mr. Jones’s identification of the phoio-
graph and his posiuive assertion that
Caldwell hired the boat from him, that
the surveyor is the victim. Strangely
enough, however, Mr. Caldwell told his
cousin, M. Berkeley, several days ago,
tnat he was going to Chemainus to see
Mr. Palmer, and Mr. Berkeley believes
he did so. Supt. HusSey has wired up
the line to see if this is the case, but up
till two o'clock had received no reply.
If it was Mr. Caldwell who went to the
islands to fish in so extraordinary a man-
ner, it is remarkable that he did not call
at the camp near by where his aunt and
his two little sons are staying.

Another peculiar feature is the fact
that the man or men on the island were
supposed to be fishing with dynamite.
Not only is there a severe penalty for
an offence of this kind, but the proximity
to camps and the fort, one would think,
would act as a deterrent. It is said that
a couple of fish were found, but it is
strange that more were not recovered
as the result of the first and more sub-
dued explosion. A sack attached to a
rope was seen hanging over the side of
the rocks, but this, it is believed, is the
parcel which the man carried under his
arm when he engaged the bout.

The provincial -police are busy inves-
tigating, and doubtless the several as-
pects of the mystery will be elucidated
befoe very long.

Harry Caldwell is 39 years of age and
came from the East when a boy. His
mother, who is now dead, at one t'me
taught in the Girl’s Centra) school. He
has two children.

Identity Established.

Later this afternoon the identity of
the man who was blown to pieces was
established beyond all doubt. As before
stated part of the trunk and the legs
were found early this morning in the
water right off theisland. Sergt. Murray
and Provincial Constable Johnson upon
searching the pockets of the trousers,
found a purse containing a Dbill with
Harry Caldwell’s name on it and other
articles which have been identified as
his. The sack, which, as mentioned
above, was hanging to the rock, was dis-
covered to be full of stones. To it was
attached a rope with a loop on it.

An inquest will be held this afternoon
at 5 o’clock.

A beginning, as regarded cutting logs,
will be made shortly out in the Mountain
district, where he has a parcel of standing
timber, some of which had been purchased
from Mr. Westwood and some from Mr.

The timely
arrival of two .strangers spoiled the af-
fair as far as the robbers were concern-
ed. In order to ward the strangers off,
Van Asselt said, he pointed his gun at
them. About this time his partner, who
was guarding Johnson, weakened and
started to retreat. Van Asselt followed
him. The watch which was taken from
Johnson was sold for $15 in a Tacoma
store, Van Asselt said. He also sold
the revolver. On the $15 he and his
partner lived in a rooming house until
| the time of their arrest.

When a description of the man who
had committed the crime was sent to
police quarters in this city for purposes
or identification should he arrive in Vie-
toria, Chief Langley at once noted the
resemblance to Van Horst, and sent &
photograph over with his record in this
city.

Van Horst will be remembered as hav-
ing lived in Victoria some years ago. In
1897, as the result of a series of rob-
beries which took place in Saanich, he
was arrested by Chief Langley, who was
then a member of the provincial police
force. Van Horst was then about 20
years of age, and was associated with
another youth in the ecrimes. When
taken into custody jewellery and goods
to the value of $1,000 were found whieh
had been taken from residences in this
city.

INCREASING PLANT.

New Blast Furnace For Ore Being Put
Up at Irondale.

Homer Swaney, of the Irondale smel-
ter, is erecting a new blast furnace at
the works.

The company now has on the docks in
Seattle a shipment of more than two
hundred tons of material for the new
blast furnace. The freighter Samson
will transport the first cargo this week
and the balance will be forwarded as
quickly as required.

The new furnace is to be of fifty-five
tons capacity as compared with 25 tons,
the amount which the present furnace
can turn out. The furnace about to be
discarded is not built in a manner which
enables it to smelt hard ores. This de-
fect will be remedied in the new strue-
ture, and the most refractory ores whien
come to the plant can be handled without
trouble. Mr. Swaney expects to have
the work completed in a few weeks, and
immediately following that work is again
to begin at the smelter town.

The bulk of the iron ore required is
supplied from Texada island, and the
mines operated near the mouth of the
Aiberni canal.

From July 29th to August 18t there was
a continuance of - the summer type of
North Pacific Coast weather, with high
barometric pressure over British Columbia
and a depression over the Rocky Mountain
region extending southward from Alberta
to Utah; the weather was fine, only moder-
ately warm on the immediate Coast owing
to the prevalence of westerly winds, but
with much higher temperatures inland. At
the beginning of the present month the
depression over th‘e Rockies began to in-
crease in energy and importance, and the
high- barometer area on the Vancouver Isl-
and Coast gradually gave way; these con-
ditions’ caused cloudy, weather and rain‘
fall throughout the province, but the
change was only temporary, and by the
close of the week the pressure had again
risen and brighter weather ensued. Heavy
rainfall “has occurred both at Xamloops
and Barkerville on the ['mn;r Mainland. On
the northwest coast, at Port Simpson, the
weather has been fair and’ moderately
svarm, while at Dawson summer conditions
have continued throughout the week, the
maximum temperatures there averaging
over 70.

East of the Rockies
been very variable. In Alberta the low
pressure has caused excessive rainfall, and,
although further eastward a high barometer
area held its position for several days, by
the close of the week it had given way in
advance of the storm area from Alberta.
Numerous thunderstorms have occurred and
rainfall has been general.

All the buildings elose to the moun-
tain that escaped the rockslide are be-
ing removed up towards the railway
station, and new streets have been laid
out. There is considerable work in pro-
gress at the Grassy mountain mines,
four miles from Frank. The work on
the railway connecting them with the

telegraph lines through the- district for
some months past have returned to
Nelson from the Lardeau.

Judgment Given by Privy Council . in
Copyright Case Carried From
Ontario Decision,

The celebrated copyright ecase over
the well known picture representing a
bull-dog seated on a Union Jack, with
the inscription beneath, “What we have
we'll hold,” has been decided in favor of
the Toronto publisher, Geaorge T. Gor-
rie of Adelaide street. Reproductions of
the picture have been sold freely through-
out this country and Henry Graves &
Son, of London, holders ,of the British
copyright, sought to recover damages and |
restrain him from making reprints. The
action was first tried by the late Mr. !
Justice Rose, of the Ontario bench, who |
dismissed it, and his disposition of the
matter was endorsed by the Divisional
and Appeal courts of Ontario, and now
has been sustained by the Privy Coun-
cil. The most eminent counsel in" Eng- |
land were retained to fight the case,
among them Ifaldane, Scrutton and Me-
Gill, authorities on copyright law, while
J. Herbert Denton, of Toronto, was
alone on behalf of the defendant. The
Graves firm claimed that registration of
the copyright at Stationers’ hall, London,
gave them the sole right of publication
throughout the colonies, but the judicial
committee of the Privy Council has held
uwanimously that British proprietors of
works of fine art must observe the
provisions of the Canadian Copyright
Act to preserve their rights in this coun-
try. The appeal was accordingly dismiss-
ed with costs.

The whole country
from the Peace river north to the Are-
tic is rich in gold. AMN we need is a
railroad to distribute supplies and youm
will see a stream of gold flow out of that
territory that will make the early dis-
coveries seem very small. At present
mining operations cannot be carried on
far from Dawson on account of there be-
ing no way to secure tr‘lnsportutxon for
the supplies needed. Given a railroad,
‘fhe territory will soon have 20 Dawsons.

“Mining in and about Dawson may
be said to be in the earuest stages. For
the most part the mines are only in the
beginning of development, while the
older properties, such as those located
on Bonanza and Eldorado creeks, al-
though not worked out, are ﬂpnroachmg
it. The mines of the future will lie along
Dominion creek and Stewart river, At
least that would seem probable at pres-
ent, but, as I say, the whole region is
rich in mineral.

“There is nothing unusual in the gold
conditions in Dawson this year; every-
thing is very much the same as last

present, however, that will" 1ift the gold
production higher in the future. One
thing indispensable tos mining in Alaska
is water. We must have water, and so
far this year, while we have had rain
in places, it does not seem to have fallen
where it has been most needed. As itis
there will undoubtedly be a shortage in
production, but on the whole I hardly
believe that the total output will fall

much, if any, below that of last year.”

All Officers and Majority of Crews of
Liners Must Be British
Subjects.

London, Aug. 4—The agreement be-
tween the admiralty, the board of
tradle, the postmaster-general and the
Cunard Steamship Company dated July
30th, is issued in a parliamentary <paper
this evening. Accompanying the agree-
ment is the draft of a trust deed, secur-
ing the debenture stock on which the
government’s advance of $13,000,000 for
building the two new steamships
made.

The new mail-carrying agreement sub-
stituted for payments by weight, is a
fixed annual payment of $340,000 during
the life of the contract, which is for 20
vears dating from the first sailing of the
second of the two new steamships. It
provides that the mails shall be carried
more speedily than at present. The
company will be bound to utilize the
best steamships for the mail service, and
the agreement stipulates .for deductions
from the subsidy in the event of the
ccmpany failing to carry out the terms
of the contract,

All the company’s steamships between
Liverpool, New York, Boston, the Med- |
iterranean ports and Havre, including
the new steamships, which will have a
speed of 24 to 25 knots, Wwill be at the
disposal of the admiralty for hire or
purchase in the event of war. The ves-
sels must be maintained under the Brit-
ish flag and managed without any un-
due increase in the freight charges or
undue preference against British sub-
jects.

The masters, officers and engineers of
all the vessels must always be British
subjects, and the same conditions apply
to at least three-fourths of the crew.
On the Campania, Umbria and Lucania,
until the new vessels have been com-
pleted thereafter on the mew vessels, all
the certificated officers, other than the
engineers, and not less than half the
crews must belong to the Royal Naval
Reserve. - The company is not allowed
to sell any vessel whose speed is 17
knots and upwards without the consent
of ithe government which will indicate
the plans for the new vessels with a
view to their conversion into armed
cruisers. The company must maintain
the gun mountings, etc., ready for use.
For these concessions the government
agrees to subsidize the new vessels at
$375,000 per year each., The loan of
5513 000,000, which will bear interest at
2%, per cent., and is to be paid in twenty
annual inStalments with rank as the
first charge on the whole Cunard fleet,
and will be secured by Jebentures. The
agreement provides for a reduction in the
subsidy for the new steamships in the
case of their failure to attain a minimum
speed Qf 23% knots. The trustees for
the debenture holders are Sir Francis
Hopwood on behalf of the govern-
ment. Lord Inverclyde for the Cunard
Company and Lord Revelstoke, who has
been elected by his colleagues. The
company must issue to the government’s
nominees such voting power as will pre-
vent the passage of any special resolu-
tion by the shareholders in violation of
the contract. The revised articles of the
Cunard Company, which are included
in the preliminary paper. contain the
