New York, Oct. 8.—According to a 
special cable from Berlin, Count Revent- 
low, after reading the speeches made in the 
United States by Lord Northcliffe, Mr.
Moberly Bell and Admiral Lord Charles 
Beresford, in which they expressed the be­
lief that war between Great Britain and 
Germany was inevitable said: 
certain if England declares it. Otherwise 
it is not; at all certain. On the contrary 
Germany will do everything to avoid it.”

Count Reventlow is a retired naval officer 
of Germany. Speaking as an expert on 
naval topics, he conitnued:

“No high minded German thinks for a 
moment that war is imminent between 
Germany and England, but that fact is no 
argument against the augmentation of the 
German fleet. We must prepare for the 
protection of our commerce, and, at the 
same time, prepare for the protection of 
the Fatherland in the event that Germany 
is forced to fight. A bigger navy means 
simply a double desire to guarantee the 
growing commercial interests throughout 
the world and guarantee peace.

“After all it is certain that much of this 
rostrum talk is only to scare the masses 
of England, and mould their minds for a 
purpose. Even then they should not be 
too much frightened, for, with the com­
pletion of existing programmes, England 
will have about eighty battleships to Ger-* 
many’s forty. Then, in case of war, the 
question will be one of mutual destruction 
and of crippling industrial material and 
values.

“As far as German invasion of England 
is concerned, that is only a foolish theory.
There is one point I want to emphasize 
and that is that England, in dealing with 
external affairs, and with neighbors, ought 
to manifest that boasted liberality of spirit 
which she so cherished at home. It will 
not do to say that Germany because she 
is building a big fleet is aiming at England.

“I am for peace, and I think we shall 
have it. In the meantime the speeches 
made by the men named are made, in my 
opinion, for the purpose of stimulating the 
English people and government to the 
same old policy of a two power standard 
and ten per cent, more,—also, if possible, 
a little more, because the two power 
standard may be logical if the two enemies 
are here in Europe, close together, but it 
fails of efficiency if, for example one enemy 
is here and the other in the Orient.

“That raises for England the question 
of India and Japan. Who knows but that 
tho United States might not some day be 
taken into consideration in some complex 
international difficulty?

In this connection let me say that I be­
lieve that many oratorical Englishmen 
sometimes say Germany when they mean 
the United States.” —

FORESTRY IN FRANCE Nuwed—“I don’t wish to find fault with 

this soup, my dear, but wouldn’t it be well 
to put some meat flavor in next time?”

Mrs. Nuwed—T don’t think it very gen­
erous in you, Henry, to make fun of my 
bread pudding in that underhand way!”

There can be no comparison between 
Canada and a country in Europe in re­
gard to forestry, because in Europe they 
have not the enormous stretches of tim­
ber lahds which make so large a part of 
the natural wealth of all of Canada ex­
cept P. E. Island and the prairie regions. 
But even on the prairies' they aïè recog­
nising the value of trees, and endeavor­
ing to overcome the deficiency. The Ot­
tawa Free Press observes:—

“The treeless prairies ought soon to be 
but a memory of the past. The Forestry 
branch of the Department of the Interior 
has this year provided 2,570,000 trees for 
planting on the plains and will give out 
many more next spring. There’s practical 
aid for the farmer in its best form.”

Referring again to Europe, the Toronto’ 
World tells of an experiment in forestry 
in France that has produced wonderful 
results not only in forest wealth, but in 
social and climate. We quote:—

“No better example can be found of the 
way in which forests modify for the bet­
ter soil and climatic conditions than that 
afforded by the department of the Landes, 
France. Little more than a hundred years 
ago its 2,500,000 acres consisted mainly of 
shifting sands and pestilential marshes. 
Now the department is one of the richest, 
most productive and healthful in the coun­
try, and the change has been accomplish­
ed through the agency of the pine forests 
with which it was planted. These_ are 
now of immense extent and provide mater­
ial for the many industries connected with 
the wood, charcoal, rosin and turpentine 
they yield. The climate, once bleak, is 
now described as mild and balmy, and the 
thin layer of clay below the sandy surface, 
Once impervious to water, has been so 
pierced and loosened by the rots of the 
trees that natural drainage is easily ef­
fected. The forests are carefully super-, 
vised and cropped according to strict rule. : 
Trees destined to ‘short life’ are ‘bled to 
death’ when thinning out becomes neces­
sary, and as pit props find a ready sale 
in the English market. The most vigor­
ous of the trees are allowed to grow until 
they are three feet or so in circumference, 
and are then lopped. When they attain 
5u or 60 years of age they are cut down 
and used for telegraph poles and railway 
ties. The spread of fire is provided 
against by limiting each forest to a small 
area and protecting it by wide trenches, 
kept clear of inflammable material. Culti­
vated in this way, the department of the 
Landes is likely to maintain its prosperous 
condition indefinitely.”

convicted of inhuman neglect of their 
children, said that he deplored the fact 
that bo many persons ' utterly unfitted for 
the raising of children were marrying and 
bringing tamnies into the world.

His experience, on the bench, said the 
Recorder was leading him to seriously 
eider whether some restriction should not 
be placed upon the indiscriminate mar­
riage of those who had absolutely no 
qualifications for the duties of parent­
hood.

In the meanwhile so numerous were the 
neglect and cruelty cases coming before 
the court, that he proposed to address 
the attorney-general in order that an old 
law, which has been in the statute books 
for years, and which Kus lately fallen into 
disuse, which condemns a man guilty of 
neglect of his family to a very severe 
penalty, should be enforced and put into 
operation.

O’Connell, who is described by the of­
ficers of the charity organization 
chronic drunkard incapable of getting 
work, until fifteen days ago lived with his 
wife and seven children in a filthy room 
on Pius IX Street. The most awful state 
of affairs existed in the miserable home, 
the children being without food for days 
at a stretch, while their parents were 
drinking any little money they could get.

Mrs. O’Connell was helped for a long 
time by the charity organization, hut the 
demon drink had a firm hold on her, and 
she repeatedly failed to go to the places 
she was sent to for work.

Two weeks ago, being several weeks 
behind in the rent of their miserable 
rooms, and having no hope of b^ing -- - 
to pay it, the family was put out on the 
street. O’Connell and his wife immediate- 
ly started to drink, and the children were 
left to shift for themselves as best they 
could. Four of the youngest found refuge 
with kind-hearted neighbors, while the 
eldest, a girl of fifteen got work at four 
dollars a week. The other two childrèn,
James, aged 8, and John,,aged 11, having 
no one in the world to take care of them, 
wandered all over the city, living on what 
they could find in garbage barrels and 
sleeping under bridges and in laneways.

At last, weakened from the want of 
proper food and broken-hearted at being 
unable to find their parents the two lit­
tle fellows lay down in a doorway on On­
tario street, where they were found by 
tie police and taken to No. 4 station.

The case was at once reported to the 
Recorder and a warrant was issued for 
the immediate arrest of the parents. On 
Tuesday they were captured in an intoxi­
cated condition, and' were held over until 
this morning for trial.

’ In court the children showed an extra­
ordinary degree 1-ef fidelity to their un­
deserving parents, and it was with evi­
dent reluctance that the facts of the case 
were got from them. Tlje little boys tried 
to defend their parents as much as pos­
sible, and cried bitterly, and called to 
their mother when çhe appeared in the ,dœk. Odorless Onions

At a meeting of the harbor board yes­
terday afternoon, the Durant proposition 
for the establishment of a sugar refinery 
here was discussed. As it was impossible ’ 
to let Mr. Durant have the shore rights 
which he asked for, as that part of Cour­
tenay bay will probably be utilized by 
the G. T. P., the mayor will write to him 
submitting two other propositions.

The first of these which it was decided to 
offer, is the "portion east of Pitt street 
and south of Union street. There are in 
this strip altogether between fifty-five and 
sixty vacant lots. The second is the old 
mill dam in Carleton sometimes spoken of 
as the dry dock site. Mayor Bullock will 
write to Mr. Durant explaining the situa­
tion, and it is thought probable he will 
come and examine the sites.

Another matter which came up for con­
sideration was the awarding of the steam­
ship berths. William Downie,’ of the C. 
P. R., was present oh the invitation of 
the board. He applied for berths Nos. 1, 
2 and 3. It was understood that the ar­
rangements for the loading of grain would 
be the same as those in force last winter. 
Mr. Downie assured the board that the 
scheme had worked entirely satisfactorily, 
and that he had heard no complaint from 
any of the steamers. The matter was laid 
over for a week, as well as the consider­
ation of the heating of Nos. 1, 2 and 3 
sheds.

A commuitication was read from John 
Kane, secretary of the ’Longshoremen’s 
Association, asking that two electric lights 
be placed at McLeod’s wharf warehouse. 
The letter stated that a good many ac­
cidents had occurred there on account of 
the darkness, and after consideration the 
board decided to place the lights asked 
for in position.

It was announced that all the documents 
relating1 to the transfer of the west side 
lots were ready, and it is probable a dele­
gation from the common council will go

Brunswick is one of the greatest big game 
countries they have ever visited, Dr. VV. 
M. Seagears, of St. Augustine, Florida, 
and J. P. Greaves, of Miami, Florida, left 
for their southern homes last evening, 
each bearing as a trophy of their hunt, a 
handsome moose head.

Dr. Seagears and Mr. Greaves arrived 
in St. John on Sept. 20, and, with J. J. 
McGaffigan, of this city, went to Bathurst, 
reaching there on the 21st. They drove 
from Bathurst over a corduroy road from 
the public highway to the headwaters of 
the Tracadie river. In addition to the 
three hunters the party included Frank 
Connors, Oliver Henry, Thadeau Dugouy 
and Germaine Duguay, guides, as well as 
a driver and assistant. F’our tents were 
carried for housing the party, and it was 
fortunate that waterproof material was 
selected, for it rained continuously for 
eight days and nights. The downpour, 
however, apparently did not dampen the 
ardor of the sportsmen, for Mr. Greaves, 
in speaking of the conditions, said they 
did not mind in the least.

“Our good friend, Mr, McGaffigan,” he 
said, “had arranged everything for our 
comfort, so that we did not mind it in the 
least. We were able to go out occasional­
ly, and the tents were as dry as if we had 
been in a hotel.”

During the time that the wet weather 
continued several moose came within fifty 
yards of the camp in response to calls from 
the guides. It had been intended to drive 
about to other sections, but the wet 
weather prevented this plan being car­
ried out.

“We saw a dozen or more moose while 
we were there,” said Mr. Greaves, “and 
were able to select good ones. We got two 
fine heads, one with an antler spread of 
56 inches, and another measuring about 50 
inches, we also saw plenty of deer and 
caribou tracks.

“It is our first visit to New Brunswick,” 
continued Mr. Greaves, “We have always 
gone to Quebec before, but last year, 
when Mr. McGaffigan was down south he 
sounded the praises of New Brunswick so 
loudly that we decided to come here, and 
I am glad we did.
