The neutrality question.

Much ado was made atout Sir Willrid
Lautfer's declaration concerning Canada’s
optional right in regard to Imperial wars,
and every effort was made by a cowardly
and unscrupulous press to make it appear
that the greatest living Canadian was
against Csnada taking any part in such
struggles. The trath of the matter was
that Sir Wilfrid was expressiog a CORS(i-
tutional fact, not drawing a conclus’on or
stating an opinicn. To condemu him was
about as atsurd and irrational as to con-
demn the man as a lunatic who repeats
the Axioms of Euclid, or who says the sun
is hot or the earth is round. Mr. Richard
Jebb, ap Imaperialist, a Tariff Reformer
and a Unionist in politics and the author

"of the elaborate “Studies in Colonial
Nationalism,” in an article recently pub-
lished in the *‘Canadian Courier,” deals
with the same guestion and is in agree-
ment with the Liberal leader :

“Then there is the stumbling block of
what is wrongly called optional neutrality
in war. Some people ask indignantly,
‘Are the Dominicns to stand in or out at
will? Ireply,‘Yes, certainly.’ Theybave
always had that right. No one disputed
it till the other day, and it has hitherto
made for united action in time of need.
Some day Britain may be glad to use that
right herself. Why should we in Britain
be taxed because Australia has eome petty
quarrel with Peru over some purely Aus-
tralian affair? Of course the Crown being
common to us all, Britain is at war when
Australia is at war, But Britain should
reserve to herself, as the others have
hitherto done, the right of deciding
how far she will participate. It
the war shculd spread and the Em-
pire were in \danger, Britailn’s loy-
alty, let us hope, would be not less
reliable than was the loyalty of Australia,
of New Zealand, and Canada in the South
African crisis, which did not immediately
concern them. Some people think that
centralization is imperative, because you
cannot trust the French-Canadians or the
South African Dutch, who may be in con-
trol of their respective Dominions when
the crisis comes. Surely experience has
taught us something in the matter. In-
dependent Cpnada sent the contingents to.]
the South African war. Subordinated
Canada might have backed Bourassa
against the flat of the Empire Govern-
ment. The effective union of Canada or
South Africs, or of the Empire, is never a
question of whether the call of the Em-

pire evolves.the call of local patriotism, of

wledged

liberty to door not to do.” .
This is clear and’ complete, Assuredly
and beyond all sh?xd{o_\v of a doubt Canada
has an unquestione&‘ right to remain
neutral, as far as taking any active part
goes, in an Imperial struggle; but just as
assuredly and equally beyond the shagow
of 8 doabt Canada would not remain
neutral unoder such circumstances, On
the other side, however, one thing is” per:
fectly certain, and that is that Canada
would be a legitimate snbject for attack
by any belligerent of Britain, Hence no
Imperial was against a ~powerful foe,
particularly it powerful ab sea,
could be looked upon with indif-
ference by the peopie of this country.
