i maturity in good faith, and neither maker

nor holder ever gives a thought to the
question of stamps.

Losses from improper stamping do, how-
ever, become public quite often enough to
teach business men that sufficient care is
not taken to comply with the law. It is
not long since one of our Canadian banks
made a considerable loss through an ir-
regularity in stamping some t s’
paper whereby an endorser was held to be
released. In that case the note, endorsed,
but not filled in, was handed by the cus-
tomers to the bank’s agent, who sometime
afterwards filled it in for the amount,of the
customers’ indebtedness and affixed donble
stamps, which were then cancelled with
the date at which the note was thus com-
pleted. The note, however, bore date the
day it had first been deposited in the bank.
It will probably surprise those who have
been in the habit of thinking that double
stamping cures all defects, to learn that it
was held by the Court of Common Pleas
that the bank could not recover against
the endorser. The first ground on which
it was sought to uphold this stamping, was
that the stamps were affixed by the bank
as agents for the maker ; but it was decid-
ed that it was not regular in that view, as
the date on the stamps was different from
that of the note. Next it was contended
that as the note had been double stamped
by the bank as soon as it became a perfect
instrument, the law had in this respect
been complied with and all defects remov-
ed. This contention also was overruled
by the Court on the ground that to make
a double stamping regular, the stamps
should have written on them not only the
date of the cancellation but the name or
initials of the holder as well.

When banks make such mistakes, and
as a consequence lose their claims, and in
addition lay themselves open to a penalty
of five hundred dollars, we need not per-
haps wonder that private individuals some-
times commit similar errors. Let us look
for a moment at the way in which this
matter is usually attended to. Every one
knows that nothing is more than
for notes to come to the -hands of payees
unstamped. In many instances stamps to
the ordinary amount are then affixed and
cancelled. But often even this is not done.
Many houses make it a rule never to stamp
a note until it is being put into the bank,
and if the occasion to use it in that way
does not arise it is not stam at all
Those who are so careless about this matter
console themselves with the agsurance that

.

i

The privilege of affixing double duty and
thereby remedying defects, though a valu-
able one, is not quite so broad as is some-
times supposed. To be effectual, it should
be done as soon as the holder acquires
knowledge of thé want of stamps, or of the

'defective stamping in the first instance.
Another peculiarity of double stamping is
that there is only one regular way of can-
celling the stamps, and that is by writing
across them the date at,which they are
affixed, and also the name or initials of the
holder. This should be done by the holder
or by some one with his authority.

To constitute a regular stamping in the
first inst it is y that stamp
of the proper denomination shall be #fixed
and cancelled by the maker or some one
on his behalf at the time the instrument is
made. The cancellation in this case may
be in any one of several ways. lst, by
writing upon the stamps the signature, or
some part of the signature, or the initials
of the maker. 2nd, by writing some in-
tegral or material part of the instrument
80 a8 (as far as practical) to identify each
stamp with the instrument to which it is
attached. 3rd, by writing or stamping
upon the adhesive stamp the date at which
it is affixed, which must be done at the
time of affixing it. This last is the mode
usually adopted, though perh not al-
ways the most safe one, because the sta-
tute further provides that a note shall be
considered as improperly stamped if the
date on the stamp does not correspond
with the date of the note. Hence it seems
plain that if a note chance to be unsigned
until after the day of its date it cannot by
this mode be regularly cancelled at all,
since on the one hand it must be cancelled
when the instrument is made, and with
the date at which it is made ; and on the
other hand this date must correspond with
the date of the instrument. The same ob-
jection does not seem to apply to an ob-
literation by either of the other modes
specified by the statute. Of the three, the
first, that is by writing across the stamp
the name or initials of the maker, would
appear to be at once the most safe and ‘the
most simple.

It is, no doubt, annoying to an ordinary
man of business to have to keep a constant
watch that none of these minutiz are over-
looked, but a knowledge of the require-
ments of the law in this particular respect,
once acquired is easily remembered, and
habit would soon make it easy to see that
they were complied with. When it is re-
membered that severe penalties are attach-
ed to each hreach of these laws, in addi-
tion to the instrument being made void,
the risks that are constantly run become
evident. It is foolhardy for those,at least,

" whose business involves a daily handling

of negotiable securities, to disregard the
forms imposed for the collection of revenue
from that source.

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The Lumber Trade,

It is to be presumed that our lumber
manufacturers understand their own
business best, yet it may not be amiss
for us to give expression to what a good
many of them may already know, viz.
that at no time, during the past four or
five years, has the nécessity for caution
in lumber operations been greater
than it now appears to be. About
the beginning of October there
seemed to be a prospect that stocks in
the lumber ports of Great Britain would
be kept down sufficiently to maintain, at
least, the very muderate prices then
ruling, but latest advicesshow that very
heavy arrivals from all points have run
quantities up at an unprecedented rate,
sending prices down lower than any
we have seen quoted for a very
long time. Some of the larger lum-
ber concerns on the other side yard-
ed heavily during Octcber to avoid
making sacrifices and, to some extent,
prevented the results of burden-
ing the market far beyond its require-
The aspect of the business,
however, is one that has led the trade
to entertain the belief that the prices of
the past two or three years must give
way permanently and take a lower
range.

It is also believed that the Maine
people will seek the English market
during the next season to a greater ex-
tent than they have done before and, if
that be so, competition in contract busi-
ness will render the effecting of advance
sales more difficult and less profitable.
In any case contract transactions will be
harder to effect than they have been
heretofore, owing to the fact that many
who made advance purchases last year
have found that the heavy shipments of
this season, which were put on the
market, brought prices down, in many
cages, below those at which they made
purchases for future delivery seven or
eight months ago.

Pine and low grade spruce deals will
not be wanted on the other side for a
long time, the stocks of those grades of
wood now on hand being thought suffi-
cient for the probable demand of almost
the next two years.

The necessity for a general restriction

of operations is, therefore, almost im-
perative and it cannot be too strongly
urged aund, even, enforced, if possible.
If we are to continue as we have been
doing in the past—to export lumber in
increased quantites every year—two
plainly-apparent consequences must
ensue. One of these will be the main-
tenance of the present unremunerative
prices in the English market, and the
other, the depletion of the best lumber
lands that remain to us, without our
securing, in return, any appreciable
advantages. While these evils are
being worked out they will involve
another of Jess general import—the
crowding of the smnaller and weaker
operaters to the wall. Indeed, the very
largest and most wealthy maunufacturers
will scarcely be able to sustain the test
of many seasons such as the latter part
of that just closed has been. 1t is
much better, therefore, that business
should be narrowed down toa minimum,
for a year or two, than that large opera-
tions should be carried on at loss of both
mongy and business prestige.
The Mjramichi has always occupied an
enviableposition as a lumber port. Its
wood trade, beginning with the export
of small quantities of timber, which re-
quired the most simple appliances in its
preparation, has increased in volume,
year by year, for more than three quar-
ters of a century, calling into existence
the great milling establishments of the
river, which are fitting monuments of
the commercial enterprise and mechani-
cal skill of the Province. Its lumber
manufacturers have, hitherto, conduct-
ed their business in such a manner as to
place the reputation of the Miramichi
on a parwith that of St. John and
Quebec in the great wood markets
abroad—a distinction of which they
should be jealous when there are indica-
tions that it may be jeopardized. They
have equalled, or, speaking relatively,
surpassed the lumber merchants of the
other great ports in proving their solid
business ability and enterprise—now,
let them show that they possess also the
business caution which the condition of
the wood m.arket is calculated to teach,
and take the lead in checking the ab-
normal supply which threatens to ren-
der the lumber business worse than un-
profitable. We know it will cost much
to accomplish the desired end, but it is
better that some sacrifices should be
made now and the necessary check be
voluntarily applied, than that the duty
should be enforced by the unpleasant
and imperative logic of a series. of
transactions which may leave nothing
behind save magnificent milling estab-
lishments with impoverished owners.

Many of our readers may think that
we are treating this subject less hope-
fully than the facts warrant. We wish
we could believe such to be the case,
and we should be very glad, indeed,
to see a better face put on the pre-
sent outlook of the lumber trade.
We thiuk, however, that all who give
the matter serious and intelligent con-
sideration will agree that unless the
production of lumber is curtailed the
market cannot rally. If it does not
those who produce the most lumber for
the next year or two will be the most

out of pocket by their operations.

RUSSIAN REPULSES,

The Russians traversed the Etropol
Pass, near Orchanie, but were repulsed by
the Turkish corps of olservation with a
loss of 450 men.

An Erzeronum despatch dated Nov. 16th,
says.—In an assault on Fort izie the
Russians suffered heavily. It was a hand
to hand fight for the trenches in front of
the redoubt. Then the fort was carried
at the point of the bayonet, but Mehemet
Pacha, a Prussian, rallied the Turks ; they
retook the fort and repulsed the Russians
with great slaughter.

THE SULTAN IN COUNCIL.

A despatch dated Constantinople, Nov.
17th, states at the Council, over which
the Suitan presided, held yesterday, the
general fecling was expressed, and by no
one more strongly than the Sultan, in
favor of making an effort to put an end to
the war, in which enough had been done
on both sides for glory, and which, if con-
tinued, must inflict alasting injury on
both countries. It was felt, however,that
while seeking honorable peace, prepara-
tions for prolonged resistance must not be
neglected. The decision of the Council
will be communicated to the British Am-
bassador, in the hope that England will
use her influence in the interests of peace.

OSMAN PASHA CANNOT BE STARVED OUT.

A despatch dated Bucharest, Nov. 14th
says that, according to rumors from the
Russian camp, preparations are making for
a general assault on Plevna, as it it doubt-
ful whether it is possible to starve Osman
Pasha out before winter.

KARS.

A despatch dated London, Nov. 15th,
says a sharp cannonade continues against
Kars and an assault is imminent. Erzer-
oum has refused to surrender.

A despatch dated, Ragusa, Nov.' 15th,
says the Montenegrins have taken Fort
Souslas, and then bombarded Antivan all
yesterday. They have captured all the
Turkish provisions and depots.

RUSSIAN SUCCESS.

A London despatch dated Nov. 18th,
states a Russian despatch dated Bogot on
the 17th inst. says: ‘“ News is just re-
ceived that a detachment of Cossacks and
infantry succeeded in driving the Turks
out of Rusalie Pass by turning their forti-
fied positions ou Morsgar Dagh. The Tur-
kish camp there was captured.”

On the night of the 14th, General Sko-
beloff was wounded by the fragment of a
shell, but not dangerously.

SERVIA.

Russia is urging Servia to lend her aid
in the war, in view of the relief of Plevna
to be attempted by Mehemet Ali.

FALL OF KARS.

A despatch dated Veran Kalsh, Nov.
19th, says on Sunday morning the fortress
and city of Kars, with 300 cannon, stored
ammunition, cash, ete., fell into Russian
hands. The Turks lost 5,000 killed and
wounded, and 10,000 prisoners and many
lags. The Russian loss is 2,700.

Russian soldiers made but trifling booty
and spared peaccful citizens, women and
chilren.  Gen. Lores Melikoff directed,the
battle during the day; Grand Duke
Michael was present also. The former
ertered the city at eleven o’clock Sunday
morning.

FURTHER PARTICULARS OF

KARS.
The Daily News' Veran Kalch special
_says :—Kars was captured by about 15,-
000 Russians who climbed the steep rocks,
ramparts and walls and stormed an egual
number of desperately fighting Turks,
driving them in headlong flight over their
ditches and parapets, compelling them to
die or surrender. The escalade had been
originally fixed for the 13th, but was
postponed owing to bad weather.
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THE FALL OF

THE PRINCIPAL ATTACK

was made on the sonthern forts. Gen.
Lozereff who commanded the right wing
consisting of the 40th division, assaulted
fort Hofie Pasha crowning the steep rocky
height ; Gen. Count Grabbe, with a regi-
ment of Moscow grenadiers and aregiment
of the 30th division attacKed Kafiz Pasha
in the centre at Khanli, Tahea, Sauvarre
and Taboia, the three principal towers and
the citidal. Ardahan brigade and another
regiment of Moscow grenadiersunder Gens.
Roop aid Romanoff forming the left wing,
assaulted fort Inglis on the north,

The attack began in the centre at 8.30
o'clock, on Saturday evening, when Count
Grabbe led his Brigade against Khanli re-
doubt and himself fell dead at the first
onslaught, pierced by a bullet through the
heart. Capt. Kwadmickie, of the 39th
Regt., was the first to enter the redoubt
at 11 o’clock at night. Inthe grand as-
sault his sword was cut clean out of his
hand and his clothes pierced. The re
doubt surrendered early in the morning
and then the three towers followed almost
simultancously with the capture of Khanli
redoubt. The Citadel, Fort Sauvarre and
Fort Hoflis Pasha were carried by assault.
By daylight, on Sunday morning, Gen.
Lazereff’s troops had progressed so far as
to capture Fort Karadhan, but the other
forts, especially Aral. Tobia, on the east
and Takmeh Tobia on the west, maintain-
ed a stubborn_ resistance until 8 o’clock,
when all the garrisons which could escape
fled towards Erzeroum, but they were
subsequently overtaken by the dragoons
and Cossacks and brought back prisoners.
The Turks fought bravely, but were com-
pletely surprisedsand had no concocted
plan of detence.

He urged the cultivation of per-
sonal piety, dwelt on the temptation which
the intellectual part of the minister’s
work presents, and the necessity of careful
pulpit preparation, the church always
insisting on a high standing in this respect.
For himself he preferred the old expository
fashion and doctriual style of preaching,
and dwelt more particularly on details
which ought to engage the minister’s at-
tention. He then spoke of pastoral visi-
tation, the benefits of the personal
contact of the minister with his congrega-
tion and the duties of visiting and consol-
ing the sick and the bereaved, in which
the minister, besides tact and delicacy,

ing the congregation, Mr. Anderson remind-
ed them of the fact that there was no
manse for their Minister. This timely sug-

Induction of the Rev. J. A, F. Mc-
Bain

On Thursday evening last, at 7 o’clock,
the Presbytery of Miramichi met in St.
John’s Church, Chatham, for the induction
of the Rev. J. A. F. McBain, lately of
Drummondville, Ontario, as pastor of that
congregation. The attendance was large
and the interest manifested in the event
quite marked.

Before the commencement of the service,
the Rev. Mr. Anderson, of Newcastle,
gave the customé&y notice from the pulpit
to the congregation, that any one who had
anything to state against the life and char-
acter of the Rev. Mr. McBain should ap-
peagbefore the Presbytery.

The Rev. S. Houston of Bathurst, pre-
sided.

The service commenced by®singing the
100th Psalm, after which the Rev. Mr.
McCullogh read the 20th chap. of Acts,
from the 17th vs., and engaged in prayer.
The 89th Psalm was then sung, beginning
at the 15thfvs.

The Rev. Mr. McCullogh then preached
from Colossians, 1st chap. 28th ve.,
““Whom we preach, warning every man,
and teaching every man, in all wisdom ;
that we may present every man, perfect
in Christ Jesus.” -

The Rev. gentleman said that any one
who read Paul’s Epistles, would be struck
by the frequent recurrence of the words,
Jesus and Christ, which occurred some 500
times. Jesus Christ was the great theme
of the Apostle, and well might he glory,
for through preaching Christ the world
was to be subdued. In Philippians were
tobe found the seven wishes of the Apostle
with regard to Christ: To win Him; to
know Him ; to magnify Him ; to be found
in Him ; to be like Him, and to rejoice in
the day of Christ, and in the text, he
ascribed to Christ the hope of glory. The
preacher then spoke, lst of the Dignity
and Glory of Christ’s personality ; 2nd of
his Official Character ; 3rd of his Official
Relations 4th of his Precious Promises;
5th of his Precious Blood, illustrating in
an eloguent and practical manner each of
these divisions of his subject. Asto the
promises of Christ, there were 31,000 of
them scattered through the New Testa-
ment, and they were displayed to us like
rich clusters of grapes in a vinery. The
blood of Christ cleansed from all sin, and

.if Christians could only put faith in the

verse containing that truth, they required
nothing more ; the stream would flow on
till the wide world had benefitted by it.
The preacher concluded by saying that the
Apostle had told them to warn as well as
preach, and he dwelt upon the importance
of this duty, which was often neglected by

ister’'s. The 1st chapter was written
by the Rev. Dr. M’Curdy, who labored
long, a faithful steward; many of those
whom he had instructed had gone to their
rest, but there were others who still linger-

Now, how did R. Hutchison obtain pos-
session of the one raft ? Parties who heard
the evidence might suppose, and reason-
ably say, that R. Hutchison and Daniel
Donovan put their heads together to cheat
the Messrs. Fish and that by a mean quirk
—-obtain possession of a part by inducing
James O. Fish to give an order on the
Boom Master for this raft, he, Fish, ex-
pecting the payment. and this was the
only way he could obtain them, unless by
an action at law. Some men, at times,
are afraid of going to law. If R. Hutchi-
son had the title to one raft by virtue of
the license, he had it to the wlole, and if
he had an honest title to all the logs cut
under the license why did he not claim
the whole? Nosane man who knowsany-
thing of R. Hutchison believes that he
will forgo any part of his property when
once his fingers clutch it, and yet he allows
the Messrs. Fish to hold the greater part
of the lumber cut, claiming only this one
raft got by the order of James O. Fish.
No man will say it was generosity on his
part ; he never had any when his interests
were at stake or his purposes were to be
accomplished. We, then, from all the
facts allowed R. Hutchison to retain the
one raft he got, simply becausethe license
was not assigned, although it should have’
been ; and on this ground, and this alone
was it decided in his favour and we feel
justice was done, while our decision also
balanced any claim he might have to the
Goodfellow logs mentioned in item No. 2.
ITtem No. two:—R. Hutchison says, “I
think all honest men must be surprised at
the verdict.” We think all honest men
will commend the decision--that is if an
honest man can be found in this County,
for, according to R. Hutchison’s theory
no man can be honest, unless he sinks
conscience, name and honor and becomes

to this autocrat. R. Hutchison has no
fears, no remorse of conscience, no Chris-
tian charity when onceoffended—hestrikes
and cares not who suffers. Now, lst; R.
Hutchison made a claim against the Messrs.
Fish for 294 pieces of Hemlock and, fur-
ther, adds that Goodfellow only received
pay for 54, leading anyone to believe that
Messrs. Fish had 240 pieces for nothing.
But this R. Hutchison, pious though he
may be—this man 'of honor this Christian
worker in the vineyard—falsifies this
whole case. The facts are, simply as fol-
lows: Goodfellow agreed with Messrs,
Fish to get a certain quantity of Hemlock
logs of a certain size and of certain dimen-
sions. Did Goodfellow fulfil his contract?
If not;, were Messrs. Fish bound to pay?
‘Why, no, one hundred and sixty three trees
were placed in the boom .of Messrs. Hamil-
ton & Fish. The Sheriff, at the instance
of R. Hutchison, seized them under a Writ
of replevin. James Fish gave an under-
taking to the Sheriff to replace them with
other logs to the extent of what they
would use in the building of their Block.
There were, also, 35 pieces out of the 163
not cut on R. Hutchison’s land, leaving
only 128 claimed by Hutchison. Messrs.
Fish had a right to see if those 128 trees
were according to contract. No delivery
to the Messrs. Fish could be made until
such time as they were inspected, unless
they accepted the whole at their risk.
There was no evidence that this was done.
A storm came on, the boom broke and the
greater portion of the logs seized went
adrift. Fish got 45 pieces, but some of
them were the logs cut on ground which
was not Hutchison’s. Now, the second
lot of 131 pieces were never claimed by
Hutchison (as they were delivered long
after the first were seized) and they did
not come before us for consideration. We
then found Goodfellow had been paid by
Messrs. Fish for the 45 pieces and that,
putting this case fairly, the Messrs. Fish
ought not to be mulcted in damages
and be made to pay again. This is the
state of facts. Out of the 45 how many
belonged to R. Hutchison? He did not
prove how many.

Item No. Three:—R. Hutchison says—
This is the most extraordinary verdict
that was ever rendered by any trio who
had the slightest pretensions to honesty.
We would ask R. Hutchison what he
deems honesty. Is it conniving at a
wrong? Is it giving moral support to a
rogue? Is it assisting one man to take
another’s property and making no recom-
pense? Isit backing others to ibstitute
legal proceedings to gratify personal spite ?
One would imagine no such honest man
ever lived as this Robert McKay, this
protege of his, this unbounded liar, who
placed this same claim in the hands of an
Attorney to collect from Hamilton and
Fish—this man, McKay, who onre day
claimed he sold the logs to Fish and want-
ed a suit instituted to recover the price,
and another day swore they were Hutchi-
son’s. What inflnence did R. Hutchison
bring to bear on McKay toso change his
tune as to the rightful ownership? Was
it terror of being ejected from certain pre-
mises to occupy the highway—stripped of
the little he owns—that caused this man
to do as he did? Let us deal with this
item with truth, caring for no man, doing
justice to all, asking no favours, and then
see where R. Hutchison and his protege
stand in this matter. R. Hutchison says
McKay occupied his land and he proved
his title. We admit it. But he forgot to
say McKay purchased this land for some-
thing like $200 and at the time he com-
menced to supply McKay there was only
due about $80. He also forgot to say he
agreed to allow McKay to cut the logs
and sell them and pay his supply Bill viz.
$100 —He also forgot to say he gave liberty
to McKay to cut the logs and sell them to
the best advantage looking to McKay for
his bill and not holding the logs as security.
It isnot as R. Hutchison says, “If I would
advance him some supplies, he would cut
the logs and that he could in the spring
pay off the land balance and the supply
bill.” This would lead any one to believe
McKay was getting the logs for R.
Hutchison when, in fact, McKay and
Hutchison both stated the former had
liberty to sell to anyone. He further for-
gets to tell that he agreed to advance
McKay to the extent of only $100 and
when this amount was taken up he gave
directions to his business agent to advance
no more. Remember, McKay paid $120
on the land, he now had him $100 in debt
or just about the amount he paid on the
land, Richard still had the land unpaid for
—a good way to keep a man in bondage—
a nice way to supply McKay, leaving him
in the Spring crippled. This is further
proved by McKay who says ke was refused
Surther supplies/on application at the store.
It was after this refusal he came to Messrs,
Fish, and though R. Hutchison says they
wanted to get the amount of supplies given
to McGraw and take his, Hutchison’s,
logs to be applied in payment of the same,
remember we had the testimony of James
Fish and James Q. Fish, and even Mc-
Graw, who stated McKay was to be
answerable for all supplies furnished.

Queenstown, Nov. 17th says: the steamer
Tberian, from Liverpool, Nov. 4th for Bos-
ton. put back to this port on Friday, the
16th, having experienced a hurricane, du-
ring which she lost her boats, bulwarks
and funnel. She had her deck swept and
was otherwise damaged.

A BANKER SENTENCED.—The President
of the Security Life and Insurance Com-
pany, of New York, Robert L. Case, was
lately convicted of perjury. He signed
an affidavit in regard to the financial posi-
tion of his company, which was erroneous
It appears that Mr. Case did not know
anything about the statement in question
as to whether it was true or false, and it
proved to be the latter.

A Missixé VesseL.—The St. John’s
Newfoundland Chronicle says: “We re-
gret to have learned -that the schooner
Rose, of Carbonear, is missing. There are
on board about fifty persons—men women
and children. Some forty days have pass-
ed since she left the Labrador coast, and
so far no tidings of her have reached home.
A late arrival at St. John’s reports having
seen a new schooner with white sails lying
over on her beam ends; but the weather
was too boisterous to permit of an ap-
proach sufficiently near to identify the
vessel.”

THE EXPERIENCE OF THE AMERICAN
Masoxns.—The experience of the American
Stone Masons who went to England was,
generally unsatisfactory. The XN. Y.
Herald says :—‘They had scarcely
arrived in the British metropolis when the
larger number of them joined the English
strikers. Those who have gone‘to work
are dissatisfied with everythingand every-
body, wages, clothing and board. Not the
least of their complaints is that they have
no gas in their rooms and are compelled to
sleep on springless beds.”

More Arp rFroM ENGLAND FOR ST. |

JonN.—The people of Huddersfield G. B.
have had their sympathies awakened by
the calamities which have hefallen St.
John, and an advertisement appears in one
of the local papers with a list of subscrip-
tions headed by the Mayor and leading
firms. A paragraph in the same paper
comments on the delay which has taken
place in this expression of sympathy,
especially in view of the second fire in
Portland and the severity of the North
American winter,

CuMMODORE VANDERBILT'S MALADIES. —
In the Vanderbilt will case, the evidence
of Dr. Tinsly, the family physician of the
Commodore for over forty years, discloses
the fact that few men were 8o beset with
physical ailments as Vanderbilt. The
doctor testifies that the Commodore was a
sufferer from heart disease, from hernia,
from hemorrhoids, from chronic cystitis,
from dyspepsia and from dropsy conse-
quent upon the heart disease ; that on one
occasion he was very gravely injured in a
railroad accident, having the ends of sever-
al fractured ribs driven like daggers into
his lungs, and that the results of this hurt
lasted so long, that it caused Ifm a severe
pleuro-pneumonia three years later, and

that he suffered from repeated attacks of

fever and ague.

BuRrNING OF INVERARY CASTLE. ~The
burning of Inverary Castle the seat of the
Duke of Argyle last month, involved con-
siderable risk to the family and domestics,
who barely escaped. Among the articles
most regretted that have been utterly or
partially destroyed, are a magnificent
organ and the splendid decorations of the
great hall, two hundred flint-lock muskets
which had been used at the battle of Cul-
loden by the Argylshire Fencibles, and
colors of the Ninth Nighlanders, handed
for safe keeping to the Duke. All these
have been reduced to ashes, with scores
of heir-looms of great value and interest ;
pictures by famous masters, renowned
editions of tamous books &c. The Duke
was insured, but the policy, it is'said falls
far short of the actual loss.

THE TUREISH COMMISSARIAT. - A cor-
respondent says, ‘“In the absence of any
military train, all the bullock wagons are
requisitioned for miles round. Each
wagon, with a driver and a pair of bul-
locks, is bound to serve for a month ; dur-
ing this time no wages or hire is paid, but
the driver and his beasts are entitled to
a ration of biscuit and chopped straw re-
spectively. The wagons convey biscuits
to the front. and take back sick and
wounded. Fodder for artillery and ca-
valry horses is supplied by contract, and
the contractor in most cases furnishes the
transport. i

‘¢ The Turkish soldier receives a ration of
biscuit, with a dish ofstew at night, made
of meat and vegetables. In barracks this
stew is actually a culinary triumph, es-
pecially in the spring and early summer,
when lamb is fat and onions fresh. I well
remember, one spring,seeing a noble lord,
of delicate health and dainty appetite test-
ing by repeated spoonfulls and with evi-
dent enjoyment the quality of the succu-
lent mess prepared for the evening meal
of a provincial garrison. The stew how-
ever gradually deteriorates in quality as it
approaches the front.”
