The above is from an able article in
the Watchman of Jan. 2, by W. M. Lisle,
of Providence. It states the pre-millen-
nial idea of the purpose of the preaching
of the gospel. This is not to convert the
world ; but only as a witness to prepare
the way for Christ's coming, when the
conversion of the heathen will be accom-
plished by divine power. In other
words, the gospel as now preached is
only the human side of the work of sav-
ing the world, and was not intended to
be the medium of divine power for the
conversion of the heathen generally.
The diyine power to this end is not to
accompany this preaching of the. gospel;
but the preaching must be all finisked
belore the all-sufficient divine power is
ministered by the returning Saviour. In
this is our chief objection to the pre-mil
lennial theory. It is itsa utter want of
faith in the gospel as proclaimed in the
present dispensation that makes the
doctrine dangerous and paralyzing, so
far as any other purpose is concerned
than its proclamstion'as a witness. The
above is also another substantiation of
the statement which Bro. Creed suées-
tions,

rovs.—This statement is often heard as
a reason why people should not be ex-
pected to give to the Lord's work. They
must pay their honest bills before they
can give to any benevolent object. This
assumes that people do not owe God any-
thing, and that thérefore nothing need
be given to him until ali debts are paid.

If they mis
behave and disturb” the school, the pa
rents are not slow to teach their chil
dren, by punishment i need be, that
conduct of this kind cannot be allowed.
Wise parents, also, have a sharp eye
upon the progress their children are
making in their studies, and see to it
that the lessons assigned for home study
are learned. This is all most excellent.
How, however, does the action of pa
rents compare with that outlined above,
in reference to the behavior of their chil-
dren in Sabbath-school, and to their pro
gress in the studies they there pursue ?
Are the children not, too often, sent to
be out of the way or to be amused, and
not for the sake of the instruction it is
hoped they may receive? How many
parents take pains to see that their chil-
dren learn the lessons assigned them for
the week ? If they refuse to try toacquit
themselves well, orif they are unruly and
are disturbers of* the school, how many
use their authority to learn to teach
them that this conduct must not cen-
tinue? How many have a supervision
over the studies ot the children pur-
sued-in the Sabbath-school? Are there
not some who allow their children to
remam at home, if they think the school
dull, or even to get their Sabbath train-
ing upon the streets or ronds? We fear
that too few enquire into the conduct of
their children in Sabbathschool. Why
is this? Is the knowledge of the Bible
of less importance than of the books
studied in the day-schools? Or are

parents less concerned about the know-
ledge which makes wise unto salvation,
than of that which is helpful, to tem.
poral success? We entreat parents to
be no longer careless about this matter.
Children may, by misbohaving in Sab-
bath-school, contract habits of irrever
ance and insubordination whicly will be
their bane all through life. Have a care
for your children in the Sabbathschool.
They ara having their golden oppor-
l;xnily to become acquainted with God's

Word. Help the teachers. See that
your children prepare their lesson,
Study it with them.

German Cerrespondence.
Beruw, Dee. 9.
- The first snow has come--and gone
again without even melting, it seems;
for the air is dry and the streets so clean
that one could imagine they had always
been and always would remain so. But
the people of Berlin know better. They
know it will snow, rain and shine ; shine,
i and spow again the whole winter
through, alternately strengthening and
endangering the reputation’of the city as-
dne of the cleanest in Earope, and alto
gether giving as much to grumble about
#s could be expected of the weather by
#ny unreasonable mortal.

While these few days of grace last,
however, Berlin street lifois at its busiest
and best. It is interesting to note the
diffe thods of public convey "
and of carrying on traffic in the city.

First of all comes the Stadtbahn, or
city railway, which the
ssme purpose as the elévated railway in
New York, or the underground railway
in London. It runs in a gqurved line
thirough the very heart of the city, from
east,to west, and af its extremities is
connecfed with the north and south divi-
sions of a second line,—the “Ringbaln,”
which encloses the entire city in a
gircle. The Stadibakn is sevenmmiles
long, about five milea consisflng of a
vigduct of solid masonry, and the re-
mhining two of ironwork and e filled-
in bed of a river channel ; it crosses the
Spree three times, and has in all 66
bridges over streets and watercourses.
It was opened in 1832, and -is looked
upon by the true Berliner as the crown
of engineering. triumphs. It is, more-
over, an ornament of which any city
might be proud. Slightly elevated above
the streets, enough to allow the, passing
of vehicles beneath, with here and there
» huge, open-monthed station crouching
over the rails and spouting forth long
lines of screaming, smoking monsters
into the thick of the world turmoil, at
night breathing out fire and drawing blaz-
ing chainsof light across the horizon—
who could not at the sight enter into
thefeelings of Frau Buchholz,the genuine
Herlin burgher Frau in Italy, as she ex-
claims : “ Well, Verona may have its
amphitheatre, but it hasn't a Stadtbakn "

The spaces under the arches of the
structure are often fitted up. as restan
ranté. The interiors are beautifully
adorned with flowers, paintings and
frescoes, the arched roofs lending them
selves particularly well to ceiling decora.
tion. Nor is thisall: [ have seen shops
under the Stadtbain, bathing houses, and
at one en ! of the line a large part of the
machinery ir the “Ausstellungs Park,” a
standing exhibition of all sorts of me-
chaaical industry, is housed under its
friendly arches.

Omnibuses in Berlin are just as as large,
clumay, and hoisy as in any other city,
and, if anything, a shade yellower. They
are the principal foes of people who want
to.take their own time to cross a street.
In America horses and waggons must
give way to foot-passengers, and woe be-
tide the unlucky companies if they don’t!
Here it is just the opposite. If you re-
| fuse to recognize the fact, you will pro-
b-bly be fun over at the next street-
corner, and left to recover from damages

The
Hallestellen are marked by iron sign
posts, painted red, and set at re
gular intervals along the lines. Those on
one side of the street indicate cars
going one way, on the other in the oppo
site direction. It is allowable to enter
and leave a war onmly from the
side next to the Hallestellen. Tick
ots are given updu paying the fare,
which are liable at any time, to be
called for by aninspector. 1t will be seen
from this that everything is earcied out
with the utmost precision and regularity.
Of cabs (Droschken), there are two
classes, the principal difference between
therh being that the first-class horses are
said to go faster than the second. The
first are to be recommended for business
and the second for pleasure. They are
held in great esteem, as may be seen
from the Berlin saying: “If your-aunt
had four wheels she would be a Drasohie ;
yes, she might even, upder favorable
conditions, develop int:}l Droschke of
the very first-class.” erbert Spencer

| am now settled in this growing city,
the terminus of the Canadian Pacific
railway. No city in Canada, or I might

even be safe in saying on the continent,

has made such rapid growth as Vancou-
ver, British Columbia. /

Four years ago the town was entirely
copsumed by fire. In July, 1888, the
seoretary of the Board of Trade put the
population at 7000; in January, 1889, he
reports 11,000 ; at the present time the
population is estimated at 15,000, which
| think is about correst. The city covers
un area of sixty-three-and one-half miles.
On the west, and adjoining thle sea, is
the Stanley Park, containing 900 acres.
This park is still one vast forest; some
of ‘the trees are of an immense size and
Some messure around the base
over fifty feet. 1 cannot tell now the
beight. The only improvement made
in this park'is a roadway around, and
this 18 a besutiful drive, with the sea in
view all the way round. A fow years
will make & great improvement in this
park. $20,000 was appropriated this
r for park improvements by the city.
#700,000 is the estimated cost of the

| buildings erected and under course of

cgustruction this year, and the architects

| have now under wyy more plans in their

offices for buildings™ to- be erected next
year than this year.

I'iis is going to be the San Francisco of
Canada. From its position, and especially
owing to its magnificent scenery and
unequalled climate, it is bound to be a
great city. Persons with money from
all parts of the world are investing
thousands of dollars in real estate, and
many from the United States and Eng-
land are making this their home. From
300 to 500 persous a month settle here.
All the denominations represented here
have-erected new church buildings,—the
Methedists two buildings; the Baptists,
Presbyterians and Congregationalists,
one building each.

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Discourtesy of Women,

Every fair minded woman must admit
the justice of the charge made against
her sex, in the Sunday School Times, to
the effect that “ the average woman il
not so courteous as the average man.”
One reason given for this is because men
are trained from boyhood t6' pay defer-
ence to women, who thus become acous-
tomed to receiving constant attention,
and a habit of overlooking the rights of
others is developed. The article closes
a8 follows :

If two men, walking abreast on a
street-crossing, meet a man walking in
the cpposite direction, one of them will
instinctively drop behind the other in
order to allow the third to pass them on
the crossing. 1f two women be walking
thus, they will move right along together
when they meet s man, even though he
must step off the crossing into the mud
on either side of it, because of their wylk:
ing abreast. There are exceptions to
this rule; but this is the rule. Men
walking together on a sidewalk generally
have it in mind-to give a fair share. of the
walk to passers of either sex, in the op-
posite direction. Women are not hkefy
to be so thoughtful on this point.

In a crowded market house, or other
business establishment, many & woman
will push in before a customer at a coun-
ter or stall, and make known her wants
as pressing, whether the “customer
whose rights have precedence of hers is
a man or a woman—when a man -would
have no thought of crowding himself for-
ward, and another out, in that way. The
woman's habit of having the first place
influences her, as the' man's habit of con
ceding it influences him.

Any street-car conductor, in any city,
would testify that women are less prompt
and considerate in seeing to it that room
is made for 43 many sitters as oan
commodated in the car than men are;
that is, that women are not so ready-to
aid in“providing seats for women, as m;

are to aid in providing seata for afen.
And that same oonductor will you
thiat he has  far less ti ith & car

full of men than with & car full of wo.
men, at a time. when-all the cars are
crowded.

In any scramble for seats in a publio
car, a courteous man is bound’ to give
i;n-oedvnce to a wiman. But when a man

as paid for, and is ocoupying, & seat in
a cat—whether it be & parlor car, an,
dinary passenger car, or a street
is not bound to vacate that seat i
of a woman who -afterwards efiters the
car. The ‘duty of providing o seat for
other passengerb rests on the railroad
company, rather than on the passengers
who have already taken seats. As a mat-
ter nl’upu ial courtesy, however, many a
man'is always ready to rise and proffer
his seat to any woman who may enter a
car where the seats are all occupied. A
woman who agcepts such a courtesy has
a duty to acknowledge it as a courtesy,
and to return her thanks for it. Yet, as
a matter of fact, many a woman never
thinks of saying & word of thanks in re-
cognition of such a courtesy as this. Ifa
man we® to be given a seat by a younger
man, it would be a rare thing if he did
not give hearty thanks for it.

If a woman attempts to get on or off a
crowded street car, a man standing on
the p'atform of the car is quite hkely to
step off and stand in the street—some-
times in the rain—in ordergto make
room for her.. For this act of courtesy,
as for every other, specific thanks are
due from the woman to the man. Yet
such thanks are rarely given by a woman,
although it would be a strange thing if a
man were to fail of thgnking another
'mun who showed this courtesy toward
nim.

Similar illustrations of this truth might
be multiplied, But enough has been
said to call the attention of parents to
the duty of training their daughters, as
daughters, to courtesy ; for the hope of
the correction of such an evil is in the
bringing up of a new generation in a bet-
ter way than that of the present one.
Girls ought to be traified to courtesy in
every direction ; to be watchfully consi-
derate of one nno!her. and deferential

Cultivation of Currants.

As a rule, currants are’not cultivated
stall. They sre planted in some out-of-
the-way place, or along & fonce where,
at best, they can be cultivated or hoed
only on ome side. They are pruned
spasmodically, or not at all, and soon be-,
oome & tangled 'mass of weeds, dead

, moss‘covered trunks, or branches
'nt.h a stunted growth of shoots on top,
and the feeblest cluster of buds on the
two-year old wood. At best, such a row
of currant bushes can Mive only a poor
crop of the smallest fruit’ But after the
currant worm attacks them and strips
off the leaves, the carrants wither up and
are not worth picking. Curréints should
have as food cultivation as corn or pota
toes, and this, with & coat of manure or
a top-dressing of -uperph th-le and ni
trate of soda, has & wonderful effect.
The pruning consists in cutting out the
old Ennchol, stripping out 111 the old
suckers (except two or three to be left
to forwa new branches), and in the fall or
lprin&cumng back the shoris-or suck:
ers about onehalf. The weaker they
are, the more should they be shortened
back.

The best way to renovate an old row
of currant bushes ia to set out new Gnes
where you can cultivate on both sides of
the row. Meantime, if you do not wish
to root out the old ories, 7“‘ them a se-
vére pruning, and either hoe or fork the
ground to kill the grass and weeds, or
cover the ground ' thick enough with
manure or mulch to smother the grass
and weeds ; or, better still, sow three or
four ounces of equal puh of nitrate of
soda or superphosphate to each bush.

Seed Potatoes.

The very largest, smoothest and most
perfectly formed is the only true seed.
% Like produces like,” and large pota
toes will produce large potatoes, and in
this way the yield of the croy
can be largely increased. Small and in-
different potatoes will produce small and
indifferent potatoes, and a small yield of
inferior quality. The cause of potatoes
“running out " is using small ones for
seed, and it is known that when pota
toes begin to “run out” that the
quality is inferior. “ High breeding"” in

@ potato is as fruitful of desirable re
sults ‘as high breeding is in live stock.

Farmers do not seleat the smallest ears
of corn for seed.

The habit of smoking among boys is
getting to be an evil of alarming preval
ence.

These youths are usually a
little more shy about it at first; but, the
habit acquired, they come out boldly
with the same plea for its continuance
that their fathers offer, that “now they
have become aceustomed to it, they can-)
not leave oft.” And; with bad grace, the
fathers usually submit to the demand
for supplies.

Tho worst thing about it is, that the
boys begin the habit while yet so young,
when anything in food or "drink of an
exgpiting or highly stimulating nature
should not be given them, and much
leas anything purely & stimulant, like to-
bacco. ¥

period of manhood were attained, until
