Weakness of Council.

The weakness and inefficiency of
a large council arises from the lack
of responsibility felt by its individual
members to the citizens, from the
very fact that such a body is the very
antithesis of a small body in this re-
spect, and that therein there is a ten-

dency to shirk duty, responsibility
and aunthority.
In the event that sufficiently re-

sirable men for the best application
of the commission form of govern-
ment might not be elected, and thus
that the affairs cf the city might not !
be administered well, the new system |
provides in the initiative, l‘v{vremlumi
and recall, a safeguard for the people |
which does not exist in the old form.
In case the councillors may not ap-
preciate sufficiently the necessity for
taking g on on a proposed ordinance,
the initiative provides that under cer-
tain counditions the citizens may have
the matter submitted to the council
by petition, thus providing for direct
legislation. The ' referendum provides
a means for the pecple to protest
against ordinances which they may
not consider to be for the best in-
terests of the community. On the oth-
er hand it allows the council of its
own motion to submit any proposed |
electoral vote for
adoption or rejection. The recall ap-!
plies to all of the elective officers g
provides that any such may be remov-
ed from office by the electors under
certain conditions.

Under government by commission
commissioners and mayor give
all their time to the municipality and
thus all of them become very con-
versant .with the needs and require-
ments of the city and even have the
time to look about them for opportun-
ities to better its condition. It also
possesses the very valuable attribute
of giving prompt action to all matters
brought to the notice of the governing
body because all its affairs are han-
dled just as the daily routine of a bus-
iness house would be despatched.

Salary Question,

The . salaries paid the councillors
and mayor are based on the size of
the cit. In those having a popula-

tion of from 40,000 to 60,000, which
are known as cities of the 2nd class,
the four commissioners each receive
a salary of $1,800 to $2,500 annually,
while the mayor is paid $2,400 to
$3,000. All salaries of officials are
paid in equal monthly instalments.
In cities of the 1st class, which have
a population ‘of over 60,000, the com-
missioners’ salary is $3,000 in each
while the mayor's receives
300 respectively a -4

The same business principles which
have stood the test of time are still
adh:red to, the same system of re-
sponsible government, but greauy
strengthened in its foundation, There
i3 no radical change in principle, but
only a simplifving of the methods,
and thes recognizing of the fact that
the governing of a city 1s a business
proposition best worked out on mod-
ern business lines. Alleged disadvan-
tage is the danger of getting a type
of men who would offer purely for
the sake of the salary. And. on the
other hand, that the salary is in-
sufficient to attract competent men.

In reply to this, and in fact to all
alleged disadvantages actual ex-
perience, has not proven such fears
to be grave ones, the recall comes to
the aid of the electors and again
there is an extremely valuable ele-
ment for good government to be
counted on in that one of the most
noticeable features under the commis-

priging growth of public sp
the citizens wherever this sys
in vogue, and as after all, the whole
matter rests with the people, it looks
as if, judging from the results in so
many other places, we might safely

leave it to the electorate.
Regarding the latter part of the
last alleged disadvantage in the in-

sufficiency of the salary to attract
competent men, we may say that
growing public spirit will take care

of that as it has done in other ies,
where some officers have refused to
accept any salary  at all. The last
alleged disadvantage is that a small
number of men lack the collective
wisdom of a larger body. That is,

perhaps true, but as we have already
mentioned,
the

experts tell us that
wisdom of the larger body is not
in the government of a
y as is the businesslike
judgment and the expeditiousness of
the smaller body engaged exclusively
in the city's business.
Best None Too Good.

We as a growing and enterprising
community will find in the future
much more than in the past, the need
of " all that good civie government
means to the community. Our muni-
cipality will need 100 cents of value
for every dollar spent; it will need
the most efficient and businesslike
treatment of its everyday civie prob-
lems that the best form of civic goy-
ernment, as applied to it by the besi
men in the community, can give it,
and although we may have to be
satisfled with something less than all
this, we are certain not to get as
much as is possible to be had unless
we strive for the very best. So let
us insist upon having even more than
we hope to achieve—or are we going
to take it easy as has been too much
the habit in the past? If we do not
make the effort we will surely suffer
the inevitable consequences of our
lackadaisical want of interest in pub-
lic affairs by being distanced by our
more aggressive sistc ¢ cities in the
race for commercial supremacy.

In conclusion your committee would
state that after having spent several
months in investigaring this Kuestion,
and being in possession of practically

all the information available on th
subject, we would recommend that a
plebiscite be taken—yes or no—on

OWNER EXONERATED
INQUARRY DISKSTER

Factory Inspector Finds That
Every Possible Precaution
Was Taken in Livingstone
Plant Where 3 Men Killed

John Kenney, factory inspector has
returned from a visit of inspection to
the quarries at Hillsboro, where he
was summoned by the accident which
killed Fred - Nelson, Edwgrd Collett
and Henry Allen. It is part of Factory
Inspector Kenney's duty to inspect and
investigate any industrial plants
where a fatality occurs and to make a
report on the fatality as soon as pos-
sible. In the preseut case the men
were killed on Dec. 16th. They were
working in the Livingstone quarry
where there was a split seam which
could not be seen from the surface
and only manifested itself after the
hole had been bored for the fuse in
blasting, and the fuse had been put
into place.

On his investigation trip the factory
inspector was reccived with the great-
est courtesy by (.J. Osman, the owner
of the quarries and given every facil-
ity for a complete inspection. He
found that the industry was always
attended with more or less danger,
but that in the present case all the
precautions possible were taken and
that wherever there was a possibility
of accident from falling rock, the
supports were increased or the men
removed from the danger zone. In
the present case the accident was
unavoidable.

Mr. Osman makes frequent visits to
his quarrics and consults with his
foremen as to the prevention of ac-
cidents. The Livingstone quarry where
the accldent occurred, was worked by
a sub-contractor and not by Mr. Os-

‘man himse!f. The system of work in
this quarry, Mr. Kenney says, is sim-
flar to that carried on in the other
quarries, the ccntractor having the

authority to advise upen consultation
or to draw the attention of the sub-
contractor’s for an to any condition
he might thing ecure, but not to in-
terfere in the general working of the
quarry. Twenty to twenty-five men
are generally employed in the quarry.

Mr. Kenny thinks that in the pre-
sent case every possible precaution
was taken.

Former Mayor of St. Andrews
Sincerely Mourned in Native
Town—>Successful Business

St. Andrews, N. B, Jan. ¢.—After
& comparatively brief illness, from an
insidious disease, against which he
fought with a degree of courage and
bravery seldom displayed by human
wmortals, B. . DeWolfe passed away
on Wednesday night last, at his home
in this town about midnight.

Like every town and every commu-
nity, St. Andrews is constantly being
called wupon to mourn the loss of
prominent men and valuable citizens,
but it is easily within the bounds of
truth to say that within the last
quarter, of a century this town has not
lost a more valuable citizen than Mr.
DeWolfe,

For some years Mr. DeWolfe had
been conscious of failing health and
had suffered from a malady which
gradually undermined the vital powers
and to which he succumbed in the
last hours of the 4th inst. He made
no complaint and kept comstantly to
his work, not even informing his own
family of his true condition, or of the
full extent of his sufferings. About
two months ago, being no longer able
to withstand the fatal progress of his
disease, he sought the aid of medipal
and surgical skill, only to learn that
his case was hopeless and his tiwe to
live very brief,

Life History.

Benjamin  Fletcher DeWolfe was
born in St. Andrews in June 1862, and
was the second son of the late Kd-
ward DeWolfe of this town. After
receiving a good education in the pub-
lic schools here, he entered the em-
ploy of the late J., R. Bradford about
the year 1877, who at that time carried
on a large grocery trade in succession
to a, company that had previously
done the business under the name of
the “Union Store.” With Mr. Brad-
ford the subject of this sketch recely-
ed a very thorough business training
and began what ended in a very bril-
Hant and successful business career.
After a few years as a clerk to Mr.
Bradford, Mr. DeWolfe opened a store
of his own on a small scale, in the
shop on Water street mow occupied
by R. A. Stuart & Son. From there
he moved to the building now owned
by 8. H. Rigby, and a gentleman who
assisted in the work of moving, at
that time, now states that Mr. De-
Wolfe’s stock in trade then consisted
of only one small express load.

Mr. DeWolfe did not continue long
in a small business, and by the time
he had reached the age of twenty-one
he had purchased the stock in trade
and good will of J. R, Bradford’s
business, and was proprietor of the
store in which he had served his ap-
prenticeship. In a comparatively
short time the old “Union Store”
proved too small for Mr, DeWolfe's
constantly growing business apd the
scope of his commercial ambitions.
He then acqiiired the land adjoining
the Bradford property and erected
thercon a very comfortable dwelling,
which is now the home of T. A, Hartt,
M. P. P, and a large store and ware-
house, where for many years Mr.
DeWolfe carricd on what was easily
the largest and most up-to-date gro-
cery business in Charlotte county.

Steamboat Enterprise,

Twelve years ago Mr. DeWolfe re-
tired from the grocery business, in
which he had beean eminently success-
ful, and sold his buildings, stock and
good will to Hartt & Greenlaw., G. K.
Greenlaw succeeded the firm of Hartt
& Greenlaw, and is now doing busi,
ness in the store erccted by Mr. De-
Wolfe, and which is but one of the
many monuments of Mr. DeWolfe's
business enterpris and success.

The late Mr. DeWolfe organized and
established the Campcbello and Deer
Island Steamboat Company, and gave
to West Isles its first steamboat con-
necticn with the mainland, and at one
time owned nearly all the stock in
that company. That service was in-
augurated by Mr. DeWolfe with the
small steamer Arbutus, and when the
trade on that line demanded it, the
larger steamer Viking was put on the
route and is still doing service; but
Mr. DeWolfe severed his connection
with the company and the steamers
several years ago.

While in the steamboat business Mr.
DeWolfe erected, at his own cost, a
large deep water wharf and warehouse
for the accommodaticn of his steam-
ers, and through that enterprise on
Mr. DeWolfe's part, the Canadian Pac-
ific Railway Company for a number
of years was enabled to make St. And-
rews a distributing point for its coal
supply on the Atlantic division, and
many thousands of tons of coal were,
in that w shipped through this port
which furnished employment for a
large number of people,

About six years ago, after having
disposed of all his interests in the
steamboat business. Mr. DeWolfe sold
his wharf properties to the Canadian
Pacific Raliway Company and short-
ly afterwards removed to the Pacific
Coast, where he spent about a year
in Portland, Oregon, While there his
only daughter, Miss Lelia DeWolfe, a
beautiful girl of 18 years, died and
from that great sorrow Mr. DeWolfe
never recovered., Returning from the
Pacific coast, the deceased gentleman
again took up his residence in St.
Andrews and acquired the beautiful
home on the corner of Queen and
Frederick streets, formerly the home
of the late Mr. Wardlow, who will be
remembered from his connection with
the Charlotte County Bank, and after-
wards the home of the late Hon. Rob-
ert Robinson, M. L. C. From then un-
til the time of his death, Mr. DeWolfe
has been engaged in large mercantile
pursuits and has handled the entire
coal trade of the town.

His Family.

Mr. DeWolfe was married in the
vear 1883 to Miss Charlotte Clark, the
eldest daughter of Capt, William and
Mrs. Clark and a cousin of the Hon.
Geo. J. Clarke, Speaker of the House
of Assembly, who survives him, and
to whom there is unlimited sympathy
extended in her present bereavement.
To the marriage two children were
born, a son, Cecil DeWolfe who has
been in business with his father, and
a daughter, Miss Lella DeWolfe,whose
sad death has before been referred to,
and for whom the bereaved mother
has never ceased to mourn, when she
was again deeply stricken by the
death of a most devoted, faithful and

SENATOR LODGE AND RECIPROCITY,

There is considerable activity in Massachusetts over
the question of Reciprocity with Canada.  Governor
Foss has been leading an attack upon Senator Lodge,
with 'a view to preventing his election as United States
senator for the next term. Governor Foss is favorable
to free trade with Canada if it can be obtained, or,
falling that, to as great a measure of reciprocity as is
possible.  Failing both he would cut the United States
customs rates on foods and raw materials imported
from Canada to a mintmum, His campaign against
Senator Lodge is due to his belief that the senator is
opposed to reciprocity or a lowering of the tariff.

The attack has led to a statement by Senator Lodge
to the effect that he has always been, and is now,
favorable to Canadlan reciprocity, but with conditions.
He is reported as follows:=-

“I have always favored and earnestly desired Cana-
“dian reciprocity and have repeatedly spoken in favor
tof it. Agaln and again last summer I advocated recl-
“procity with Canada. 1 have labored for 20 years to
“promote the best relations possible with our neighbors
“‘on the north. Free Trade would be reciprocity; mutual
“concessions in duties would be reciprocity, but to re
“move or lower duties on Canadian products without
any equivalent from Canada wounld be neither free
“trade nor reciprocity nor fair trade. To lower or re-
“move our duties on Canadian producis without am
“equivalent from Canada would compel us under the
“favored nation clause existing in more than thirty
“treaties, to lower or remove those duties on the same
“products from practically every country in the world.
“This would give Canada no preference and no advantage
“in our markets and it would be of no benefit to us.”

This statement throws light upon the question as it
is viewed by United States Protectionists, and helps
Canadians to appreciate the true position and teaches
them as well to be careful in their negotiations,

Senator Lodge touches a fundamental difficulty when
he points out that the United States is practically pre-
cluded from granting reductions to Canadp without
obtaining equivalent reductions from Canada. if they
did this they would be obliged to grant simllar reductions
to practically every other country in the world. The
result would be a general reduction of duties, but no
reciprocal advantage, since all countries would be placed
on the same tariff basis, He takes his stand, therefore,
on mutually equivalent reductions. That is since on|
wheat, for instance, the United States tariff is 25 cents
|per bushel, and that of Canada 12 cents per bushel, the
|dogtrine of ¢quivalents would be satisfied if 50 per cent.
|were stricken off each. Canadian wheat would then
be met by a duty of 121% cents per bushel, and United
States wheat by a duty of 6 cents per bushel.

Or taking woollen goods, the tariff of the United
States averages 99 per cent. ad valorem, and that of
(Canada 35 per cent.; equivalent reductions, say of 50 per
cent. of each tariff, would bring the United States duty
to 49 per cent., and that of Canada to 174 per cent. Or
taking the whole tariff, that of the United States averages
43 per cent., and that of C(anada 28 per cent. Cut
each by one-third, and the former stands at 30 per cent.,
and the latter at 19 per cent.

But is there any reason in justice why the United
States should tax our wheat 1214 cents per bushel, our
woollens 49 per cent. ad valorem, all our imports
30 per cent., and we should let theirs into our market at
6 cents, 1712 per cent. and 19 per cent. respectively?

Are we not bound in self respect and in self interest
to insist upon equality of tariff rates, that our exports
should not be treated differently by the United States
from what we treat their export And when \Senatur
Lodge answers that the inequality exists at present, and
is only being continued, are we not in self respect and
self interest bound to demand that the injustice of the
inequality be removed?

In this connection there is a very general notion|

that commission rule will, of itself,
and ensure a city's well-being and prosperity. Such
an idea is only partly true, as the residents of commis-
sioned-governed cities would probably admit. Mayor
Rice, of Houston, was recently the guest of the Chicago
Chamber of Commerce; and detailed to that body some
of the things which had been accomplished in his home
city by the new form of civic government. At the
close he was asked how the results were really accom-
plished. His answer was:-——"[t was through economy
gnd not squandering the public revenues.”

That answer supplies the secret. A business of
any kind that does not practice economy and that
squanders its revenues cannot hope to be successful.
Noi less true is this of a city where there are even
larger and more varied issues at stake. It is plain
that commission rule would fail were the civic power
