That the fire started before the ship 
left Baltimore was the opinion ex­
pressed by D. C. Cannon, one of the 
passengers. Cannon is a southerner 
and claims he knows cotton, "as well 
as anyone on the boat.” He says that 
the fire must have smouldered a long 
time before It broke out at 1.40. Can­
non declares that he saw stevedores, 
who were stowing the cotton smoking, 
and it Is his theory that a smoulder­
ing match or cigarette started a 
blase before the steamer left port.

pillage and mistreatment, the com­
mander of the Ninety-third Regiment 
of Infantry states that during the 
7th and 8th of November, while rec- 
onnoiiering beyond the trenches, 
fourteen dead soldiers were found 
whose bodies were either beheaded 
or had been cruelly lacerated.

RUSSIANS SICK
PERSIAN SHRINE

London, April 8.—According to a 
despatch received direct from Teheran 
meagre details of a fresh outbreak of 
Russian Barbarities in Persia, 
indicate that the Czat's blood-thirsty 
Cossacks are preparing to begin a 
march still further Into the defence­
less empire of the Shah.

Last Saturday the 26,000 Russian 
soldiers at Masbnd, which is near the 
dominion of the Czar and the seat of 
lmamrisa. the most sacred shrine of 
the Mohammedan hordes in all Persia, 
sacked and ruined the great edifice and

either massacred, wounded or 
prisoner every man at the tempi»'. ..._ 
news was sent to the regent at Teh­
eran Monday in a telegram from the 
custodian of the shrine.

The despatch sent to Teheran by 
the custodian of the shrine says: "On 
Saturday the Russian troops besieged 
and Invaded the sacred precinct, and at 
4 o'clock in the afternoon attacked 
the place from all sides. At 6 p. m. 
they broke into the sacred enclosure, 
letter in the night they violated the 
very building of the shrine room. They 
massacred, wounded or arrested ev­
ery man found on the premises. Then 
they seized and dragged me away, but 
let mo go after one night's imprison­
ment. Now the sacred precinct is 
found In the following condition: All 
the sacred structures, porches and 
galleries of the glorious pile are de­
stroyed by cannon balls, and all the 
gates to both the courts of Holy Courts 
and the Mosque are crushed and ruin­
ed.

"The Russian Cossacks have arrest­
ed the treasurer, the librarian, and the 
chief doorkeeper of the holy place and 
are forcing them to give up all the 
treasures of art. books, gems and all. 
The Cossacks and soldiers are camped 
throughout the entire holy court and 
sacred mosque and have tied their 
horses within the most sacred pre­
cincts. They have also placed their 
cannon there.

"Many of the men and custodians 
ate massacred and many more are 
missing. The attack came wholly un­
expected for there was no provocation 
on the part of the people connected 
with the sacred shrine or the Inhabit­
ants of the city of Masbad. The whole
