Although C.P.R. Officials Make
No -Announcement, Believed
Empress Will be Raised —
Sympathy. for Collier Captain
Increases,

Montreal, June 65—No further de-
velopments in connection with the di-
saster to the Empress of Ireland have
come light within the past twenty-four
hours. The public has settled down
to await with patience the official in-
vestigation that is to be begun on
June 16, with Lord Mersey as chair
man of the commission of inquiry,
though individuals continue to discuss
the divergent statements about the
shipwreck made by Captain Kendall
of -the Empress and Captain Ander-
sen of the Storstad. Some of the
sympathy that was spent upon Captain
Kendall at the outset has since been
diverted to Captain Andersen, and the
latter has ' many supporters here.
There ig_confusion in the public mind
here as to' whether the investigation
{8 to be held in Montreal or Quebec,
but ‘Ottawa despatches to the Mon-
treal newspapers late today mention-
8d Quebec as the scene of the inquiry.

It is belleved by many people here
that. the Empress will be “raised,”
though the C. P. R. officials have been
careful not to make statements tend-
ing to confirm this belief. Such a
move would have the approval of the
public, which seems anxious.that all
the bodies possible sheuld be recover-
ed from the wrecked vessel, no mat-
ter what the cost. Possibly- divers
will be employed to extricate the im-
prisoned bodies, and the ship blown
up after the bullion ' in it has been
brought out.

Farmers' Bank Bill Taken Up in
Committee.

The house then took up the Farmers®
Bank Bill in committee before third
reading.  Hon. W. 1. White, in reply
to statements by Mr. F. H, Sinclair,
of Guysboro, and :'W. M. German, of
Welland, that other creditors of the
bank had a better claim for recoup-
ment than had the depositors, stated
that this principle was not recognized
in the present bill

Mr. Boulay of Rimouski, supported
the bill. He thought that Hon. W. 8.
Fielding had been partly responsible
for the loss to depositors, in that he
had been negligent, and had commits
ted an error of judgment.

After the bill had been reported
and stood for third reading, Mr. J. H.
Sinclair of Guysboro, referred to the
failures of all Canadian banks since
confederation, including, besides twa
banks in Prince Bdward Island, the
Mechanics' Bank in Montreal, and the
Banque Ville Marfe.

In the case of the last named, Mr.
Sinclair claimed there had been gross
negligence by a former Conservativa
government. The minfster of finance,
in recouping the depositors of the
Farmers’ Bank, was seizing the pro-
perty of rich and poor alike to hand
it over to embarrassed millionaires
and politéal friends.

As for the claim that Hon. W, S.
Fielding had been guilty of negligence,
Mr. Sinclair pointed out that the On-
tario provincial trdasurer had deposit-
ed funds in the Farmers’ Bank two
years after it had gained its certifis
cate, indicating that he had every
confidence ‘in it. He claimed that the
report: of Chief Justice Meredith had
acquitteéd the former finance minister
of having been guilty of any act of
negligence, ‘and had shown that tha
cause of the collapse of the bank had
been its mismavagement by Travers.
The government might as well blame
Mr. - Travers’ father and mother for
the loss.

It
has been conspicuous in the peace
movement ever since it was entrust-
ed by the late Alfred Nobel, with the
distribution of the Nobe! Peace Prize
each year, and further it has during
the last seven years relied faithfully
upon an integrity treaty signed by
Russia, Germany, France and Eng-
land;, by which the neutrality of Nor-
way should be strictly observed in
case of European war

The people of Scandinavian pendn-
sula—whether they be Norwegians or
Swedes—have no thoughts of expan-
sion, but want to be kept out of the
political turmoil which during the
last few years has agitated Europe.
Fears that integrity treaties ~are
worthless have become popular among
Scandinavians since the Balkan war,
when it was seen that Turkey pro-
fited little by its treaties, as euaran-
teed by the powers. In a war between
the Triple-entente and the Triple al-
liance the Scandinavian
with its safe and excellent ports,
might be of such value as any of the
belligerents as refuge havens or oper-
ation bases that no papeg treaties
would stand in the way of seizure.

Is it any wonder under the above
conditions that Canada last year im-
ported 13,000,000 dozen eggs from the
United States alone, besides tho
ands of dozens from far-off China?
The fault of this condition is with our
farmers. While they enjoy ideal lo-
cations and opportunities to keep poul-
try, they as a rule do not give sys-
tematic attention to the production of
poultry and its products on the farm
¥ven with this apparent neglect, poul-
try and its products in New Brunswick
last year amounted to more than $2;
500,000 which exceeds the amount of
any other branch of live stock raised
in .the province, on waccount of the
great disparity between production
and consumption of poultry and eg:us
in Canada. It is evident from this,
that there ig not much danger of our
markets being - flgoded, for consump-
tiom seems to be Eaiging on produc-
tion every year.

Another advantage poulfrymen in
this province have, is, that all their
products are taken right at home,
whereas poultrymen in sections of the
country, where there is an over pro.
duction, are obliged to ship their eggs
long distances or seek what might he
termed a foreign market. In other
words, the poultry producers of this
section are nearer the consumer than
those of many provinces in Canada.

Climate.

The climate in this province is very
favorable to poultry culture indeed.
We do not have the extremely cold
gpells in winter nor the prolonged hot
onés in summer, found in the more
asorghern and western portions of our
country. At first thought, one might
s that a section of the country
hav. ayarm winters, or in other
words, perpétual summer, is better
suited for poultry than ours, but in
practice it is found that under such
conditions more work is required to

the extra cost of grain ranges only
from ten per cent. to twenty per cent
Then when we consider the prices of
eggs and live chickens, we have a
great advantage over the farmers of
the Middle and Western States. As to
poultry keeping out on the Canadian
prairies only a very limited number
of farmers keep poultry at all on ac-
count of the housing problems and the
old winters.

This is not
only true of the private family, but
egg sandwiches and egg drinks are
now very popular at restaurants and
soda fountains. A man remarked in
my hearing not long ago, that there
is not a drug store in the country, of
an consequence, that does not keep a
large dish of fine fresh eggs on the
counter and that such was not the
case a few years ago. No doubt the
high price of meat and our habits of
living in recent years have done much
to bring this dbout. The people of
Canada have learned the true value of
eggs as a food and many of them have
commented, in talking with me, on the
fact that some people will quite will-
ingly pay © cents apaice for oranges
and apples or buy plums at the rate
of 2 or 3 for a nickel and at the same
time make a tremendous kick and
talk about combines or trusts when
gcod wholesome eggs sell at 4 or 5
cents each. This same egg eating habit
has taken possession of Europeans
also. About 3 years ago a commission
was appointed in England to investi-
gate the high price of, eggs. In their
report it was stated that one of the
most important causes for the scarcity
and high price of eggs was the devel-
opment of the egg eating habit among
the peasants of western Europe, ¢spec-
ially in southern Russia and certain
parts of Gemmany and Austria. All
these facts are evidence of the increas
{ing demand for poultry and eggs and
’(hu( thé opportunities im poultry cul-
{ ture will not be confined to the next
few vears, but will continme for many
years to come.

Poultry Breeding.

Poultry breeding is the most inter-
esting and requires the most know-
ledge and skill in all poultfy culture
work., Yet, it is the first that most
amateurs take up... There are two
|classes of breeders now, the exhibi-
tion breeders and what I like to term

the utility breeders, The former,
breed exhibition stock almost exclus-
ively He has an eye for the beauty,

symmetry and color of fowls, and he
furnishes breeders and eggs to others
in their class and also foundation
stock for most of the utility breeders,
Many of these do well as they usually
|begin in a small way and learn the
business by hard knocks. It is, of
course, a side line with them for a
| number of vears at least, and as soon
as they think they can succeed with
poultry alone, they drop their other
employment.

The ultllity breeder is of more ye-
cent origin He is the result of the
great demand, for lower priced hateh-
ing eggs and stock. There are mav
of these, outside the breeding
son, generally contract their eggs to
special corner grocery stores in the

sea-

city, that cater to the best fresh egg
trade. Some of these utility breeders
look up steady customers, such as

hotels, resturants and private family
trade. They, thus eliminate the mid-
dle man and get better prices It
seems to me that this fleld of poultry
work has great prospects at the pres-
ent time.

There are thousands of people who
are not equipped to incubate their
eggs, either by natural methogds or
artificially, so the hatchery is supply-
ing a long felt want. A number of
these mammoth incubators have been
introduced into New Brunswick, but
the number is, as vet, limited. Here
is a chance for enterprising men and
women-to do a rushing business. Eges
are sent to the hatchery ana the day
old chicks are sent to you by express
if you live some distance away. They
cam be run just for hatcheries or somie
keep a largef lock of breeders and
supply baby chicks to their customers,
The Baby Chick Business.

Here is a business that is new but
for the time it has been in vogue, it
has made most papid progress. The
few that are engaged in it, are simply
swamped with orders, and cannot, In
many cases fill half the orders. This
business has developed to such an ex-
tent that some poultry supply houses
buy all they ean and hatch all they
can, and deal in baby chicks just as
in grain and other supplies.

The Duck Business,

This i8 one line of poultry farming
that has been peduced to a system.
Duck eggs® hatch well and the duck-
lings .mature early, usually at 10
weeks of age. Very few diseases af-
fect them, and they find a ready mar-
ket the entire year, The fact that
they can be grown on the same ground
for a number of years without any
trouble, makes it a surer crop than
that of ehickepns. There are a num-
ber of men in New England who mar-
ket annually from 20 to +0 or 50 thou-
sand green ducks, besides selliug
many for breeders. A man with a
good duck plapt is practically inde-
pendent; ‘that is, if he understand
the business.

B \'urkeys,

Turkey raising is one of New Bruns-
wick's mest profitable poultry bran-
che Those that have taken care
to, preserve ‘the vigor and stamina of
thedr flocks and in electing other new
blood from flocks free from the dis-
ease, known ag blackhead, have had
grand success.

Let the feet soak in this bath for
ten minutes. Dry them thorougily
and then rub with cologne water.

For feet inclined to swell during
long standing, hot sea-baths are bene-
ticlal. Good results are also obtained
by dissolving the following ingredients
in the foot-tub: Omne quarter ounce of
alum; two ounces of Rock Salt; one
half ounce borax,

Powder #Hor Excessive Perspiration,

One drachm of oleate of zinc; pow-
dered one ounce powdered starch;
one third drachm. salicylic acid.

Dust this frequently over the affect.
ed parts. Tea of white oak bark ap-
plied freely to the parts may be used.

Odorous Perspiration of the Feet.

-With a pen filler let fall six drops
of undiluted forty-per-cent. formalin
well up into the toes of the shoes.
Here it evaporatek and subjects the
feet to'the action of very weak for-
malin gas for several days, the af-
fects of which last a fortnight. More
or less of the solution may be used
later, as conditions indicate. Bafh-
ing the feet with formalin, even when
strongly diluted, is not always safe.
