GREAT RUSH T0 CANADA
MO UATED STATES

Austro - Hungarian Peasants the
Victims of Unscrupulous Agents
-- Steamahip Companies Vio'ate
the Law.

Vienna, May 25—Manous Braun, a United
States emigrant inspector, who was spec-
jally retained by President Roosevelt to
investigate the emigrant situation in Bu-
rope, has just compieted an exhaustive
tour through the towns and country dis-
tricts of Austria and Hungary. Mr. Braun
finds every indication that the present
heavy emigration movement from & the
Austro-Hungarian monarchy to the United
States and Canada will continue and even
increase. He says fthis sibuation arises
from three main' sources: the encourage-
ment affonded by emigrants who have al-
ready gome to America: the poverty and
unsatisfactory labor conditions here, and
lastly the effort of the unscrupulous local
immigration agents whose employment is
carried on in defiance of the laws of both
Austria-Hungary and the United States.

The local authorities in many instances
are covertly encounaging omizration, chiefly
in order to benefit from the cash remit-
tances sent by the pelsants and laborers
after reaching America.

Mr. Braun finds from his pensonal inves-
tigation that the peasant emigramts are
helpless dupes ¥ the unscrupulous agents
who cavefully prepare them to meet the
examination of the emigrant inspectors
both here and in America. The steam-
ship companies, too, ameelt without #x-
ccption, flagrantly ignore the section of the
American law requiring a_copy of the act,
printed in the language of the country, to

MISSING NOYA
SCOTIA LAD IS
FOUND DEAD,

Howard Saddler, Lost Since
October, Discovered by
His Father.

CEASELESS SEARCH.

His Parent Never Gave Up Hope
of Finding the Body--Forest Fires
Lay Bare the Spot Where the
Lad’s Body Had Been Concealed
by the Thicket.

(Halifax, N. 8., May 25—(Special)—The
body of Howard Saddler, the boy who
was Cost in the woods on October 9th last,
near Glen Margaret has been recovered.

Atter an almost ceaseless search since
‘nin son was lost, George Saddler found
the body of his boy about 10 o’clock yes-
terday morming, about one and a half
miles from the spot where. the boy was
said to have parted from his companions.

The epot where the body was discovered
was ' within two or three feet of where
searchers had beem; and only twenty feet
from the spot where the man had passed
the day following the boy’s disappearance.

An extensive forest fire had been raging
during the past week, and burned in the
vicinity of where young Saddler and other
boye had been setting snares. Saddler had
strong convictions that somewhere in the
fire district the body of his son would be
found. With that conviction stromg in
mind, he could not rest and resumed the
search again on Sunday morning; with the
result that he found the body. The [ire
had burned .around the body and left it
exposed to view. The coat; vest and pant
were not totally consmmed.

The body seemed_to indicate that the de-
ceased died without a struggle. The arms
were crossed upon the breast, legs straight
head slightly inclined, showing apparently
that the boy had lain down exhausted
and elept the sleep of death.

After carcfully marking the place, Sad-
dier returned home, and accompanied, by
fricnds had the body removed to his resi-
dence.

The attorney general will hold an in-
vestigation. The provincial government
had offered a reward of $100 for the find
ing of the body.

FIFTEEN DEAD IN
A TORNADO’S PATH.

Great Damage Wrought In Nebraska, and Much Injury Done
to-Farms and Buildings—Church Blown Down and Four
People Crushed to Death—Family and Visiting
Friends All Dead or Badlv Hurt.

Hastings, .Neb., May 25.—A series of
heavy storms, two of which developed into
the worst tornadoes that have visited
Southern Nebraska for years, passed over
portions of Clay, Franklin and Kearney
counties last evening. Fifteen persons are
known to have lost their lives and over a

Near Norman, at the home of Daniel
MeCurdy, a number of relatives and

friends were sepnding the day and not a
one in the house escaped death or serious
injury. Two miles south of Upland, Ger-
man Lutheran services,were being held in
a school house when the storm struck and
demolished it, killing four of the occu-
pants, including the minister, and injur-
ing a number of others.

The storm was equally destructive ot
Fairfield. but the people were warned of
its coming and sought cellars for safety.
Six dwellings were blown to pieces at that
place, but their ocoupants escaped injury
with a few exceptions. Every dwelling and
outbuilding in the path of the tornado was
blown to pieces, and the financial loss thus
far accounted for will reach about $80,000.

The family of Petér Hokinson, nine in
number, was reumited late today. They
lived near Norman and were separated by
the storm, it being feared at first that
most of them had been killed.

There were two tornadoes, both origi-
neting within a mile of Fairfield. The
first one moved to the northwest and the
second off to the southwest. The one to
the northwest did the greatef damage and
all the fatalities seem to have beén in its
path. The greatest loss of property was
sustained by farmers. The heaviest indi-
vidual loss reported is that suffered by
Chas. Taylor, who places the damage (o

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derers’ Trial Now at
- Hand.

ONE MAY BE SAVED.

Monsson Recommended to the
Mercy of the Crown, With Which
the Judge Agrees --- Murderers
Take the Stand and Deny Every-
thing, -

Liverpool papers which reached this
country yesterddy givefthé first full ac-
count of the trial of the §t. John barque
Veronica murderers, w!w;were convicted
and sentenced to death on May l4th. The
account says in part: =

After a patient trial, lasting for three
jong days, the sailors who were charged
in connection with the terrible fate which
befel tihe captain-and firet and eecond offi-
cers and four of the crew of the British
barque Veromica, on, a voyage between
Ship Island and Monte Video, were last
evening, at the Liverpool Assizes, found
guilty of wilful murder, and sentenced to
deatih.

The accused were Otto Ernst, Theodor
Monsson (18), Gustav Rau, alias August
Maahn (28), and Willem Smith, alias
Dirk Herlaar )30.) They are all sailors,
and the indictment charged them with
the munder of Alex. Shaw (captain), A.
MecLeod (first mate),  Fred Abrahamson
(second mate), and Julius Parsson, Pat-
rick Doran, Gustav Johannsen and Alec.
Bravo (seamen), on board the Veronicd,
on a voyage from Ship Island to Moutce
Video, at the beginming of December last.
Another account related to setting fire to
the barque.

Rau took the¢ stand in his own defence
and dented killing any of the murdered
mén or of being in the plot to kill them.
Rau further said that the cook (Thomas)
and Flohr were the murderers.

Smith’s Evidence.

The prisoner Willem Smith was after-
wands sworn, and gave his own version of
the matter. He said his real name was
Dirk Herlaar, and he¢ was a Hollander.
The statement (produced) which he had
written was true. On the night of the
trouble he heard a row, and when he
came out the chief officer struck him cn
the head with a belaying pin. He took no
part in hittmg or killing anyone on that
night. As a result of the injury on his
head he could not defend himself. He af-
terwards heard shots, and saw the cap-
tain and second mate go -overboard. He
(Smith) never had a revolver in his pos-
session whilst on the Veronica. Flohr got
a revolver from the mate’s room, and the
only other revolver on board was the
one which the cook had.

Oross-examined by Mr, Tobin—Rau took
control of the ehip after the captain went
overboard. He was appomted by the cook.
He (Smith) was not afraid of the - cook,
but he had to obey the cook’s orders. He
never shot amybody om board the Veron-
ica. He knew the cook was a murderer
when they left the ehip, and he intended
to give him up when they landed.

Why didn’t you give him up to the
captain of the Brunswick ?—Captain Brown
had enough trouble es it was. I thought
1t time enough when we got to Liverpool.

Further cross-examined, Smith eaid be
did not tell the boatswain of the Brune-
wick that the injury to his head had been
caused by falling from aloft. The cook oT-
wdered them to defend themselves againsb
the officers.

By the judge—He knew at the time that
the officers were wounded and had been
locked up for a day and a half.

In anewer to further questions from Mr.
Tobin, Smith said he had never seen the
cook throw anybody overboard.

Crown Counsel's Address.

Mr. Tobin, counsel for the crowm, said
he did not suppose they would ever arrive
at a definite and certain conclusion as to
what the true motive was. He (Mr. Tobin)
did not know. that it was even necessary
to discuss the question of motive,when, in
fact, they knew that these seven deaths
did in truth occur. Whoever were, or
whoever was, gulity, it was quite clear
that there could be no adequat¢ motive
for such crimes as these. - Whether the
trouble on board the.ship arose because,
as had been said, Paddy, the Irishman,
had been boasting about his being the
best navigator on the ehip, and that, their
blood being roused, their thinst for blood
over<an their reason entirely, or whether
it was, as stated by Flhor, that there was
a comspiracy afoot to get rid of those
members of the crew that were not Ger-
mans, it was not really mecessary ‘to de-
cade. If the evidence of the crown was fo
be believed there were revolvers in the
possession of two, at amy rate of the
prisoners, It was most significant, in view
of the statements made by the prison-
ers, that, with the cxception of Smith,
not one of these prisoners received a
single scratch or wound. If the jury ac-
cepted the evidence of the doctor and of
Flohr thimself, Smith’s injuries were caus-
ed by the prisoner Rau.

Why was the black cook spared? This
question might be asked, but counsel sup-
poged they would never arrivé at the true
solution of that problem. He could only

suggest that the black cook’s life was .

spared just as the lives of Johannsen and
Bravo were spared for a time, becanse
of their piteous appeals, and because they
were willing to learn the story which hai
bBeen concocted. These two, however,could
pot learm it, and: they went. The black
cook learnt it, and his life was spared—
just one of those mistakes that crimin

sometimes made. -

#wo men appointed by the city council and
one appointed by the dominion govern-
iment, and have absolute control of harbor
matters, such as maturing plans for in-
rreased fadilities and improvements, fixing
pf wharfage and other rates, and many
pther mattens of imporbance.
_ Those present were Mayor White, Alder-
ynen Maxwell, Macrae, Christie and Rob-
inson, Messrs. W. M. Jarvis, president, T.
{H. Estabrooks, D. McdLaughlin, 'W. H.
Thorme and John H. Thomson, of the
fooard. of trade and M. Kefly, the trades
nnd labor council representative. Mayor
[White was elected chairmam.

Mayor White’s Views.

His worship after stating the object of
the meeting, said the time had arrived
wihen i i measures must be taken
to increase our harbor facilities to meet
tthe increasing business of the port. There
were two ways by which to secure the

with the comsent of the gowvern-
ment, one by putting the harbor in com-
tmission, and the other to get the govern-
ment to guarantee the interest on bonds.

{He -did not think there would be any dif-
ficulty in securing the:money from the
,government. It was mo use to depend on
ithe C. P. R. for the building of additional
frerminal facilities; too much time had been
wasbed already in waiting for this com-
pany to make improvements. The fact
that the C. P. R. intended having only
five of their fleet of fifteen steamers call ab
tthis port mext season was sufficient proof
they did mot intend to make any improve-
ments at present. If additional sbteamer,
benths were provided by the city it would
snean @ largely increased expont busimess
whrough this port. Perhaps one of the
best methods 1o adopt would be to call on
fthe C. P. R. to fulfil the terms of agree-
ment with the city by building additional
jterminal facilities, and if vefused, for the
city to refund the C. P. R. the $50,000
they had paid for the Samnd Point privi-
leges and cancel the agreement.

Money could then be borrowed from the
government and the plan of Mr. Oborne
for thirty additional benths carvied out.
The great question for the committee to
idecide was by whom and how are these
wharves to be built.

Ald. Macrae on C. P. R. Agreement.

(Alderman Macrae wsaid fthat in 1878,
wvhen the matter of harbor ¢ommission had

discussed and & memomial presented
o the government, the government had
then agreed to place at the disposal of the
ity for such purpose the sum of $500,000,
svhich amount had since been increased to
$750,000, and endeavors had been made by
ithe citly to have it Taised to $1,250,000, but
prithout success.

‘When ‘the transfer was made to the C.
P. R. of the Carleton branch and Sand
Point privileges, the C. P. R. agreed to
provide certain terminal facilities as the
business of the port imcreased. If they
did mot fulfil these tterms the city had the
privilege of cancelling the agreement at
lmy time, but the vecorder was of opinion
ithat the city could moti enforce the agree-
ment.

W. H. Thorne Favors Government Aid.

'W. H. Thorne said that from £500,000 to
$1,000,000 would be required at once, and
that in his opinion there would be no
trouble experienced in securing this
amount from the government. At present
the government was epending large
amounts for improvements at Montreal,
Quebec, Port Arthur and other places, and
it was quite reasomable to suppose that
if the governiment was approached in the
right way, that St. John might also secure
tinancial aid for the improvements of its
harbor facilities. He was in favor of find-
ing out how the dominion government felt
on the question and felt that the interests
of the city would be much better conserv-
ed by having a body whose business it
would be to mature plims for the proper
hendling of traffic of the port as it in-
creased. He did mot think it necessary for
the commission when formed to take over
all the properties on the harbor, but only
those really required at once for the addi-
tional facilities to be constructed.

Now the Time to Secure Harbor Property.

Myr. Thorne said that if the commission
did secure control of all harbor properties
now, they 'would be acting wisely, for with
the increase of business the propenties
would correspondingly increase in walue.
Options could be secured on properties not
immediately wmequired, amd as0 B time
limit fixed for the purchase of the proper-
ties at rhe figure quoted.

T. H. Estabrooks Wants Estimates.

T. H. Estabrooks thought the revenue
from the harbor sources too uncertain to
depend on for the payment of interest on
a government Joan. The city must be sure
of getting a revenue at once. Plans should
be completed to put before the govern-
ment. No person ever got amything they
asked for when they did mot know mwiat
they wanted, and in order to solicit gov-
ernment aid specific plans and estimates
must be decided on tirst. He would like
to see figures of cost and estimated loss
with income of the harbor properties for
the past few years. They could then better
determine what course o pursue. There
was no mecessity in taking over the 1. C.
R. properties, they would look after and
develop mhat themselves.

Alderman Baxter proposed scheduling
value of properties, and securing time
option on those mot required at present.

D J. MeclLaughlin was in favor of a re-
stricted commission, and thought the C.
P. R. would be quite willing to surrender
land extending from Sand Point to the
Beacon dor the building wof additiomal
benths.

Mayor White quoted Mr. Oborne as
saying that the C. P. R would not be &
spbumbling block in the acquiring of this
land for improvements.

Mr. Kelly of Trades and Labor Council.

M. J. Kelley, the representative of the
Trades and Labor Council, said the mem-
bers of the unions were in favor of a har-
bor commission or trust.

Alderman Macrae suggested murging the
government to mationalize 'the port. St.
John should be a free port. He quoted
Mr. Davis, member for Alberta, as saying
in his speech on the budget at Ottawa,
that a good way to spend some of the sur-
plus revenue would be ¢o improve St.
John harbor.

Alderman Christie thought ¢he C. I’. R.
should be consulted and should be asked
to have a mepresentative to confer with
the committee at its mext meeting.

There nvere objections offered to this
proposal, but on motion by Alederman
Christie to have the C. P. R. represented
on the committee, seconded by Alderman
Maxwell, the motion was carried.

Alderman Maxwell thought e hbarbor
commission or trust would 'be very expen-
sive to keep up, and was not in favor of
it. He favored asking the government to
make this a free port. He thought a har-
bor trust would have the gffect of direct-
ing the C. P. R. business elesewhere. In
this view he was supported only by Alder-
man Christie, who was also mot in favor
of a harbor trust or commission, claiming
it was oo expensive.

STUDENTS ABROAD

Six Men from Nova Scotia Institu-
tion Figure High at Yale—Im-
provements of College Buildings
at Wolfville,

Wolfville, N. 8., May 23.—Each year
from Acadia as from other colleges of the
maritime provinces students of good rank
go to Yale or Harvard for further study.
The B. A. diploma of Acadia qualifies a
student for admission to the senior class
of Yale or Harvard without examination.
In one year the student secures the B. A.
of either of those institutions.

Last autumn seven graduateés of Acadia
went to Yale, six of them entering the
senior year of the B. A. course, and one
of them entering the graduate aschool.
These men have made an excellent record.
One of the heads of departments recently
stated that Yale never had a better dele-
gation from any college than this group
of Acadia men. That this was no empty
praise has just been made good in an un-
mistakable way. In the assignment of fel-
lowships and aids for next year, which are
given purely on the. ground of merit, all
six men who entered the senior year have
received handsome recognition. Four have
been appointed to fellowships, one has re-
ceived a scholarship, and the sixth has
been appointed assistant in the psycholo-
gical department for the year- The finan-
cial aids thus bestowed by Yale upon these
six men for next year aggregate $2,450.
They will all proceed with post-graduate
work.

CAMPER SHOULD KNOW.

The tall guide swung his boat from his
shoulders into the lake as lightly as a
feather. Then he turned to look good-
naturedly but quizzically at our little
she'ter tent pitched in the open beside th:

“Reckon it’s go'n ler be a coid nisht,”
he drawied pleasantly. We assented to the
probability of his judgment being correct,
inasmuch as this was out first nagat in the
mountains, and therefore we were hatdly
equal to local weather dorecas:s. '‘Why
didn’t yer pitch in the thick sprace yoa-
der?” he inquired. We pointed out the
superior scenic advantages of our chosen
location.

Thus this kindly brotner of the Green-
wood fraternity taught us one of the little
things, knowledge or :gnorance of winicn
may draw ithe line bstween p'easure «nd
discomfiort in camp hie.

Truly is life made up of litiiz things,
camp life especially. lixperience begets
knowledge, and of kaowledge 1s comfort
born. But lest some aovice hecome dis-
heartened in the schooling, I veniure ic
offer some few wsugresiions in ihe ‘hope
that they may prove of aid to some who
are as yet but leariing to know and
appreciate the womdaciul outdoor world.

The primary misuauh2 of the novice at
camping is that he takes too much. 'I'he
camper’s wants are few, how few he real-
izes only after many trips. So each sue-
ceeding outing finds |his outfit smaller
grown until finally ‘he kniows tas exact
limits of his needs. Remember always that
many things make many cares, and that
camp life should be so far as possitie a
care-free life. For a permament camp much
more may be taken tham in the case of
the woyageur, but even then the outfit
should be “held down.” My cookfing outfit
for two consists of a frying pan with de-
tachable handle, coffee pot, agate ware
kettle, large spoom, hunting knife and
fork. For our table service we carcy three
agatesware plates or dishes aboat an inch
and a half deep, two large cups of the same
material, two knives, two iorks and two
spoons. These are ample for all our needs,
and our menu is always a varied one. 'The
plates are deep enouga to hold soup or
chowder and thus serve us in the double
capacity of plates and bowls. Jhe kattle
holds everything else, and in torn fits into
a canvas bag. This allyws of packing the
cooking outfit in the duffle bag with no
danger of blacking up otuz things.

The outfit should alwa+s inclade a small
ditty-bag containing tiread, needies, pins,
court plaster, buttoms, stoat lwne and a
small pair of scissors. A flask of good
whiskey should always be available in
emergencies. Remember ‘that in camm a
doctor is seldom available, and that in
case of accident a strounz stimulant may
be he decisive faror between life and
death. Further, let your medi.inz case con-
tain quinine pills to break colds and wand
off malaria, sulphurmnaphth>l or some
other antiseptic for wounds and scratches.
little things of this sport unea:ei for be-
ing often productive of much discomfor:
ana sometimes serious conseguences. Lo
these add cholera cure for stomaien and
bowel trouble, spirit of mitre for fever and
collodion to supplement the court plaster.
These will cover all nornul demands on
the camp doctor.

8o much for the outfit. In selecting a
camp site choose, if choice be granted you,
ground that will have slight slope away
from the tent on all sides. Nowver riteh
in a hollow or on flat ground which catches
ithe drainings from a watershed, howaver
small. If your camp is to be permament
dig a trench around the tenr. To obviate
the mecessity of this in one-nighs camps
and still ensure a dry camp in  wet
weather, T have had a fcur inehr dap of
heavy canvas added o the botrom of -y
shelter tent. This folds under and lies
flat on the ground inside the tent. The
rubber blankets are then svread so as to
come well over the edges of the flap, mak-
ing it impossible for any water to get in-
side by running under. This simple little
device has been tested time and again to
my satisfaction and comfort. The pointer
of my good-natured mountaineer has also
proved its worth many times. A camp
pitched in the thickest spruce or other
evergreens available is fifty per cent warm-

located in the open.

Dame mature is ever the friend of the
voyageur, if he but know ther gifts when
she offers them. I ance walked into a
camp to find the cook in the throes of de-
spair and disgust as lhe vainly endeavored
to start a fire. There had been a smart
shower and everything was damp. He had
used up every scrap of paper without even
a smiudge to show for it. Yet all the wihile
a big birch swayed above him, and its
thousand leaves lauzhed softly in ‘the wind.
There it stood, his best friend. and he
knew it not. One broad strip of its white
bark, a handful of dead branches from a
neighboring spruce. and his  diffi:ulties
would have been solved. In dry weather or
wet, birch bark, white or yelow, will al-
ways burn. iRemember that.

The pancakes brown
to a nicety. The bacon sizzles merrily with
no danger that the flame will leap into
the pan. The heat is all used for service
with no surplus for discomfort. It is
easily fed, and an even heating surface
maintained. It is at all times manageable.
Rather than try to do all my ccoking over
omne, I start several for ease, comiort and
best results. Try it.

Never believe the man who tells you that
sand and water are all you meed to wash
your dishes. Camp fare entails greasy
dishes, and good soap with hot water is
the only combination ‘that will keep the
dishes fit to eat out of. Be fussy about
such things. Neatness in camp is as essen-
tial as in the home.—W. B. Thornton in
Collier’s Weekly.

Plans.

Matthew Lodge, secreiary of the New
Brunswick Petroleum Uompany, who is at
the Royal, told a Telegraph reporter last
evening that another oil weil had been
successfully shot om the company’s oL
fields in Albert county. i

The company are extending their opera-
tions into Albert county and will shortly
erect works there, the field extends about
two miles into Albert county at present.

Five boring rigs are mow working might
and day, and the company are connecting
their producing wells with pumps and the
oil is being stored in tamks. These tanks
at the avells will be connected by a pipe
line with central tanks, and plans are now
being preparved for the erection of & small
refinery, with a capacity of about 150 bar-
rels daily. The company expect in a short
time to have twenty boring rigs working,
ithree of which will be engaged in North-
umberland, Kent and Xings counties for
exploration punposes, the others will be
confined to the field that has been pro-
ducing in order to sink as many wells as
possible this summer. i

The commpany’s best producing well
wihich nas been connected with the
pumps is twrning out twelve fbarrels a
day. The last issue of the stock of the
company has been almost all taken up at
$10 per share. This was the original par
value of the stock which sold when first
put on the market for $1 per share, and
sold at $3 a year ago. The par value has
since been raised to $100, and the prospecte
appear good for the stock reaching that
figure in the mear future.

Indications of oil have been found at
Blackville in Nortbumberland county, on
the ICocaigne river, in Kent county, amd
at Tracadie and Point Moisella in Glou-
cester county. Kings county is simply an
extension of the present oil fields and the
company expect to be successful in bheir
.explorations there.

G. 8. Mayes and Rev. Mr. Sampson.

present the claims of the west side to the
city council for a bindge, have been mak-
ing am energetic canvass of the merchants;

Oae of the strongest arguments used by
the committee is that the building of two:
new modern ferry boats and approaches
would cost in the vicinity of $150,000 and
to this must be added yearly a deficit of
about $10,000. Even with these modern
boatis tie service would be inadequate (o
handle the increasing traffic, and it would:
be impossible for two large modern ferries:
to qun opposite each other in the harbor
where there are so many strong currents
and the harbor isiso narrow.

A bridge sufficiently wide to accommo-
date the street mailway, fioot pdssengers and
teams, with a Scherzeg draw opening a
channel of from 225 to 250 feet wide, is
the plan which is meeting with the ap-
proval of those to whom it has been ex-
plained. The Scherzeg draw breaks in the
centre lifting up from either side and al-
lowing a free passage. This is the same
as the new Tower bridge of London (Eng.)
and also of several in the United States-
A bridge of this type would cost $350,000
and 'the interest on this amount would be
largely met by the percapital toll .which
the street railway people, he said, would
be willing to pay. Continuous communica-
tion would thus be established.

It is the object of the committee to se-
cure as large a delegation as possible from
this side to press the claims for a bridge
before the city council.

tmeasury might as well be utilized first as
lagt, for in the end the country must as-
sume the vesponsibility.

linp then ave visible to ithe m‘uspm‘m'ng
folk who lkive in Camada. Collier's Week-
ly, for example, publisbes an acticle by
Mr. J. D. Whelpley, of Ottawa, on “Can-
ada’s Challenge to the World,” wihich is
ingpired by Hom. Mr. Fielding's budget
speech. Mr. Wihelpley concludes his re:
marks in the following language:

The great Canadian Northwest is filling up
rapidly with a more or less desirable class
of emigrants. Farmers from all parts of the
world are seeking the wheat lands now be-
ing so generously distributed. Although the
development of that country is comparative-
ly rapid, it will take some time for this de-
velopment to have an appreciable effect upon
the export trade of the world in breadstuffs.

A future is opening for the dominion, how-
ever, which is of great promise and full of
strange possibilities to which the ablest men
in' Canadian public life are mot indiffarent.
Eastern and: western Canade. have few .ties
in common, and are separated by 1,600 miles
of almost uninhabitable .country. Western
Camada is more American and ds in closer
touch with the.United States. If annexation
is one of the bilities: of the future, the

movement, will t there, though the mtu'l-
time provinces of the Atlantic coast would
offer slight opposition. Ta keep eastern and
western Canada together is the great problem
of government of Ottawa.

In a vecent article which this same Mr.
Whelpley wrote for the New York Gom-
meraal Advertiser, he spoke of anmexation
sentiment in  QOanada as something
to (e reckoned with. He draws
it milder in Qollier's but when
he says the Mamitime ([Provinces
would offer slight opposition we know at
once that he is either so ignoramt of com-
ditions here and in Canada generally that
this views ame wiorthless, or that he wiltully

| distorts the facts so that he can ‘‘sell his

gtory” ito tthe American publishers.

He has the idea recently advamced by -

the New York Sun that growing diversity
of interests will cause Canada to break
in two at the Lakes, if the West does not
drag the Bast with it mto union with the
United States, and he makes the addit.on-
al misstatement thas 'wers the qucstion
raised the Maritime Provinces woulld msake
little protest against sinking our natiomal
feeling and presenting this half of North
America to the Yankees. It is mo lomger
necessary to argue against such statements
as these printed over Mr. ‘Whelpley’s sig-
nature. 1t may be eaid thowever, that
while, fifteen years ago, annexation was
openly di d and practically adwvocated
by at least one mewspaper in these prov-
inces, such semtiments do mot find their
way into print mow. This is because they
are ubterly repugnant to the people and
would not be tolerated for a day.

As for the Bast and the West, the com-
‘ng ailroads amd the more imtimate amd
constant relations wihich the new lines will
promote will prevent any tendency to look
for a divorce. But, even wuthomt that
safeguard, the sturdy sentimemt of the
Canadian people will forever prove that
such men as the writer whose ideas are
“featured” in Collier's are mere penny-a-
liners and false prophets to boot. They
are either pitifully ignorant or they write
falsely for a trifling price.

A WARNING FOR CANADA.

Now that the tide of immigration is
rising rapidly and there is every prospect
of a mighty influx of new people during
the mext decade, Canada should take
warning from the fate of the United States
and prevent as far as possible the landing
on these shores of certain classes
of immigrents from centain parts
of Europe, notably Sicily and
Southarn Italy. Rigid regulations will go
far towands excluding a class criminal and
dangerous at home and whidh would prove
little better here. Amd yet the regula-
tions need not necessarily exc.ude any poor
settler if he come from a land whowe peo-
ple make good citizens.

The vicious folk of Southern Italy are
the first to move and they have flocked
to the United States in mumbers so large
that their presence in the Republic is al-
ready a problem, and it grows graver be-
cause more than a quarter of a million of
these people come annually and the
exodus from Italy is still on the increase.
All Italians are not to be classed as ‘‘un-
desirable,” but it has been found that a
great proportion of ;those who emrigrate
are properly so described, had that they
bring with them customs of private ven-
geance, disregard of the law of the land,
ignoramce, vice and euch inetitutions. as
the Mafia whose recent record in the
United States has been mo flagrant. The
Brooklyn Eagle deals with this class in a
timely editorial under the caption ‘As-
aassination By Order” and points out
clearly the perils of such immigration.
The Hagle says in part:—

An Italian who came to this country ce
an agent of the Department of Police of
Genoa had his throat cut while walking
on Union street Xriday eveming. He
did not know the mam wiho attacked him.
The man did mot know him except by

sightt. The police officer was mot in pur-
suit of ‘his assailant and the assailant had
no pemsomal grudge against the police of-
ficer. The motives of revenge and seli-
protection are therefore eliminated from
the case. It was simply & crime perpe-
trated in blind obedience to directions
given to the perpetrator. It was assas
gination by onder. The men who are be-
hind this crime must have had a certain
arganization which made it possible for
them to employ an ignorant tool for the
commission of murdef. They must have
been able to exercis¢ some ocompulsion
over the assamsin, before he would ac-
cept a mission which even the lowest in-
telligence must have associated with prison
and dbe electric chair.. In short, the
crime veems to have been, at the botztom,
the work of social bandits who came into
this country, through the easy laws which
make¢ the United States an asyium for
people who believe that liberty includes
the rightt to commit all manner of excess.
Some day, it may happen that a few of
these associated assarsins will be jailed
in a body and we will have a repetition
of that mtemperate manifedtation of popu-
jar wrath that disgraced New Orleans
some twelve yeans ago.

Mrs. Ganong, whose husband is build-
ing & hotel at Morrisey Mines, near Fernie,
has come east to prepare The Cedars for
tihhe summer business end will probably
not return to the west until next Septem-
ber.

Fernie is thirtyfive miles from Frank,
where the recent disaster occurred. Mra,
Canong did not visit the place but her
husband was there shortly after the giant
elide and while uigantic boulders were
eiill rolling down the mountain slopes.

‘to come from Fernieto St. John. It mow
requires ten days where formerly it needed
only ax.

Mrs. Ganong was obliged to go west to
Revelstoke, then across the mountaeins to
Nelson, thence to Robson and take steamer
across Arrowhead Lake to regain the main
line of the C. P. R.

Morrisey Mines, where Mr. Ganong ig
building his hotel, was opened as a town
site on May 1. The town, along with
Fernie and Michael, is owned by the
Crow’s Nest Company, which operates a
mine in each piace.

There has been a typical western rush
to the nmew town, whidh is being built
up in magic fashion. There were thirteen
applications for licenses to start hotels,
but only three were granted. .

Mr. Ganong managed the Royal Hotel
at, Fernie and proposes remaining at Mor-
risey for at least five years.

CARLETON BAPTIST GHURCH
* CELEBRATES ANNIVERSARY.

The D. P. W. and D. R. & C. ahould
transfer its property in and ebout the
harbor to the commission, then the harbor
property and Tights of the conporation of
St. John taken over at a definite valua-
tion, say $1,250,000, the city accepting
bonds at say 4 per cent., as a penpetuity,
and finally the interests of the C. P. R.
in the Sand Point properties should be
rearranged to dhe satisfaction of all.

We now have the public works commis-
gion and the necessary property om which
to commence operations and it ought not
to be necessary to here go into details as
t0 how the actual expenditures are to be
met, except to state that part of the prop-
erty itself will go a lomg way towards pay-
ing the city its perpetuity, as the present
revenue is in the vicinity of $45,000. As
to the balance of the expenditure for
dredging, dredging plant, depreciation,
sinking fund, new wharves and warehouses

The Facilities Needed.

Having cettled the question of commission
and funds, the next step to be consider-
ed is purely for the commissioners and their
engineer to decide and that is, what facili-
ties are most urgent and where shall they
be placed to the best advantage for the
growth of the trade of this port.

Thus we do mot lose in revenue and we
do gain in the location of this deep water
wharf, for the old work can_be removed
and the dredging completed in much
quicker time, owing to its character, than
the dredging alone for two berthe below
Sand Point. With a capable dreage, say
one of the bucket and ladder type, amd
without delays of any mature, it would
take at least 200 days, excavating at the
rate of 3,000 cubic yards in place, to do

the Jatter work preparatory to wharf ]

construction.

1t will-thus be seen that we cam begin
our cxtensiom of Sand Point by the crea-
tion. of these four berths to the morth-
wand and immediately upon completion
of the necessary dredging here and whilst
the wharf. is in process of construction,
the dredging operations are carried on
to the sout'iward of the present terminal
facilities, thus we¢ have a general and sys-
tematic progression of improvements car-
ried on.

Tt may be here stated that the dredging
required for the four herths will in no
way interfere with the stability of North
Rodney wharf, alto that the relative posi-
tions of the dry dock and mew wharf can
be o suitably arranged that there will be
no difficulty in the passage of long eteam-
ers into the entrance to the dock.

As to the general reconstruction of pres-
ent wharves and improved warehouses at
Sand Point, little need be said, for all will
concede that this important work, which
the city thas begun, should be rushed to
completion as mpeedily ae possible. The
two story warehouses ghould prove of de-
cided advantage in the quick handling of
the steamers in port.

To the Southward the Real Extension.

Construction of parallel wharves and
warehouses the -southward of the pres-
ent Sand Point terminal facilities towards
the beacon light—this will be’the site of
the meal extenmsion -of our port facilities
and here 1n the course of a few years will
be seen mot only a line of wharves and
the neceseary warchouses, but more ele-
vators and an immnjense railroad yard to
facilitate ithe handling of the enormous
wheat traffic that is bound to come from
our great Camadian west. 1

It is in connection with these wharves
that we must pause and consider well
what effect they are to have upon our
harbor entramce. On a cut, which is pub-
lidghed herewith by the 8t. John Daily
Telegraph, and which has been kindly
shown to me, the present harbor line is
indicated, the hanbor line which was pro-
posed by Mr. Oborne and a harbor line
which was proposed in The Telegraph of
the 18th inst. Here we have they key to
the whole situation. If the wharves are
to be built according to the C. P. R.
plan, we have then perhaps ome of the

finest railroad yards in the east, but what |.

does it do for our harbor, why simply
precludes the possibility of ever enlarging
the entrance to a harbor which is by na-
ture too marrow. One glance at the plan
will show the proper location for mew
wharves that are to be built to the
gouthwand of the present Sand Point fa-
cilities. From the southern end of Reed’s

Point wharf to the northern end of Sand

Point whanf is in the vicinity of 1,300
feet. From the Spit-Beacoh to the foul
ground and ledge rock -opposite is but
1,000 feet. Mr. Oborne’s plan marrows the
entrance te 700 feet but by the removal
of thée harbor liné some 500 feet to the
wewtward of the beacon we have a width
of 1,500 feet, certainly a material benefit
to the east chanmel

So far as known there ie no rock at
Sand Point, but if such should be found
it would be proper to mesort to special
appiiances and not to limit the expemse
necessary to preserve a proper width to
the harbor at this place.

Close the West Channel.

Closing of the west channel and making
Negro Point breakwater a permanent
work, I need only repeat what Mr, Dod-
well of the D. P. W., has already said:
“I believe the harbor of St. John would
be benefited, as an ocean port, by .the,
closing of the west channel because if this
were done:

Dredging of the East Channel and Harbor
Generally, | :

In this connection may be pointed out
that a dredge is mow being: built at Sorel
(P. Q) at a costof upwards of $500,000.
1t has been stated: that this dredge would
be «capable of excavating 50,000 cubic
yands per day et/a cost of ome cent per
yand, 1t is -to be hoped that after such
an enormous expenditure this estimate
will prove somewhat mearly correct and it
would be well for the commissioners to
have this dredge transferred to them by
the government amnd in this manner keep
the dredge in one place until its work is
finished and this I am satisfied will only
be after mamy years of service. Besides
this dredge, whigh must' not be -taken
from its work in the east channel it will
be necessary for the commission to own
and operate at least two other dredges
in tthe improvements to the north .and
eouth of Sand Point. William Simons, of
Renfew, are capable of turning out an
efficient drédge for this sort of work at
a cost in the vicinity of $175,000. There
wouxl be a further expenditure of $10,-
000 to $15,000 to bring her to this port,
insured, provisioned amd equipped ready
for tthe work. It would take upwards of
a year from the time the order is placed
until the dredge is ready for delivery; it
is a most umlikely thing that a suitable
dredge be found ready built as they are
not a commoagdity that can be Lept on the
market, ready at a moment’s notice.

From what has already been stated it
will be seen that the commission must
have am entire amd - suitable dredging
plant of its own.

In closing let me say that I hope that
1 have shown why we should grapple
with thalt larger problem of harbor com-
mission. Having given a general outline
of the needs of the port, an idea of ways
and means, and -having pointed out some
of the reasons why delays are dangerous,
it behooves ue as citizens of St. John to
put foth every effort to retreive what we
are loosing by unnecessary delay. Citizens,
the committe has dome its work, now let
the common council.

JURY DECIDED IN 15 MINUTES.

(Continued from page 1.)
- It was a mistake to epare the cook’s
life, a mistake which led to the detection
of the murders—if murders they were. It
nad been alleged that the black cook was
the real culprit. If the black cook had
murdered any of these men, why, acked
counsel, did he open hie mouth to the
cqpbni.n of the Brunewick? One point in
his evidence muat appeal to the jury as
true. That wae hie description of Johann-
sen murder—how when Johannsen was
shot he ran to the black cook, threw his
arms round his neck, and said he would
not be unloosed from him. The black cook
then dressed Johannsen’s wounds. The
cignificance of it all was clearly that
Johanmsen, at any rate, did not believe
the black cook to be a murderer. 'The
sincerity of the story must have appealed
to them all, and he put it to the jury
whether it was likely that the black
cook’s tears would flow down his cheeks
as he told his story if he wae really per-
juring himeelf? Flohr'e evidence, too,
showed that the black wae speaking the
truth, because if he was one of his fel-
low-comsnirators, Flohr would never have
sheltered him. Counsel urged that Flohr’s
statement confirmed in the main the story

captain of the Brunswick, and the etate-
ment was made entirely without knowl-
edge on the part of Flohr as to what the
black cook had eaid. Dealing with appar-
ent discrepancies in the evidence of
Thomae (the cook) an Floar, Mr. Tobin
said what appeared to be discrepancies
were nothing more than differences of
opinion upon which mno iseue of
weight depended. Speaking of the
prisoners  individualy, counsel  caid
he comld quite believe that in the
early stage of the trouble, Monsson,
who twas only eighteen years old, was
probably overawed by older braing than
his own. but the jury might think that
his suhsequent condfit rendered him a
guilty partyv. In cl his address, which
occupied forty minutes, Mr. Tobin said if
the arguments he had employed commend-
ed themselves to the jury as Teasomable.
he asked them to eay that each of - the
prisonera was alike gui'ty.

The jury retired to consider their ver-
dict at a quarter to 9 o’clock.

The Verdict.

They returned at 9 o’clock with a ser
dict of “Guilty” in Teepect of each prison-
er, recommending Moneson to mercy on
account of his youth and previous char-
acter.

Sentence of Death.

The judge, addressing the prisonere,
said they had been found guilty, on evi-
dence which had satisfied everybody who
had feard it, of wilful murder. A more
brutad murder—speaking only of the
captain's death—he esupposed had never
been perpetrated, because, not satisfied
with killing the three officers, they pro-
ceeded to kill four or five of their fellow-
sailors. In regard to Moneson, the recom-
mendation of the jury would be forward-
ed to the proper quarter. All he would
say of this recommendation was that he
agreed with it. Ilie lordship then pro-
ceeded to pass eentence of death on vhe
priecners with much solemnity.

The Clesing Scenes.

The guilty men received their dread
sentence with a good deal of COmMPOSUIE;
but, whilst Rau and Smith walked steadi-
ly out of the dock, Moneson was seen 10
falter for a moment, and prese his hands
nervously to 'his brow. Then, gathering
nimself together with a slight effort, he
too stepped briskly below.

The court was well filied throughout
the daytime, but during the evening not
an inch of vacant space was to be found.
The eentence of death visibly affected the
huge gathermg, and the impreesive aspect
of the closing scenes was a fitting climax
to oue of the most sensational murder
trialy of modeim bimes.

Commissioners  Report on
Windsor Collision.

ASLEEP AT THEIR POST.

Recommend to Minister of Rail-
ways That Nova Scotia Authori-
ties Uundertake Criminal Prose-
cution of Derelict Engine Driver.

The following is part of interim official
report of the wommecasioners, J. K. Duval
and G. Ruel, appointed to investigate the
railway accident near Windsor Junction

last month, and addressed to Hom. A. G-
Blair, minister of railways.

Theé evidence shows that the engines, air
brakes, signalling devices and other equip-
ment were good and sutficient and yere
in proper working order, that the rules for
tthe operadtion of the trains Were proper aud
suflicient rules, and were duly observed
with one exception by all employes of the
railway affected thereby other than the
crew of train No. 75. e one exception,
so tfar as we can find, iz Hostler Purcell,
of the Richmond yard, koo knew of tae in-
capable condition of Forward Brakemlan
‘Thorpe, but failed: to report in time. We
also find that ample periods of rest, and
ample means of obtaining rest were pro-
vided by the railway. with respect to the
crew of train No. 75 ;

As to (b) we find that Conductor Haines
and Rear Brakeman McDonald, of drain
No. 75, adopted all proper pprecauticns and
took every means within their power to
stop 'their train at Windsor Junciion. That
Driver Oopeland and Fireman Hill, of en-
gine 277, attached to train No. 75, and
Fonward Brakeman ‘I'horpe, of train No.
75, who was riding on engine 277 at the
time of the mecident, while conversant
with the 'train schedule requiring a sbtop
at Windsor Junction, and w.th the special
crossing orders affecting train No. 75, on
the mnight of the accident disregarded the
schedule stop, the crossing onder signal,
and the west semaiphore at Windsor June-
tion set at danger train No. 75.

As to (¢)—representing details of fact in-
cident to {he more remote. causes—we find
that Fornward Brakemanm ‘lhorpe, who was
niding on engine 277, was under the in-
fluence wf liquor, asleep, on the fireman’s
usual seat, and nvas incapable of perfcrming
his duties of mainitaining a proper wateh;
that Fireman Hill, who had neglected the
opportunities for rest, properly provided
at Richmonid, was resting after the heavy
work of firing the engine up the Bediford
grade, and was asleep, sitting cn ‘the run-
ning hoard, in the engine scab, when the
train rushed through the Windsor Jumie-

gine 277, who had in like manner neglected
lhis opportunities for rest and 'had been
drinki g when off duty,was incapable it pe -
forming his duties, as evidenced by this
careful handling of his 950 ton train upon
{he "Bedfond grade, but fell asleep in his
cab after reaching the junmcticn, and was
asleep when the train went througfa the
junction and umtil the time of fthe col-
lisiom.

In this connection we may touch briefly,
in this interim report, on Driver Cope-
land’ tory of the accident. He stated to
the comm'sisoners on oath, that on reach-
g the cut east of the road crossing east
of Windsor Junction (some 2,000 yarde
irom ‘tire Junction) he blew the whistle
¢or the crcssing, that upon the third blow
the whistle cord broke; that thereupon
‘caving his engine under steam with the
lever about four notches frem the cormer
and left injector going, the went out upon
his engine, in front of the cab, climbed
upon the handrail, and wae fixing the
cord, when by some agency unknown, be
was rendered unconscious and so remained
unti. the accident.

We entirely disbelieve this story. It s
improbable that an experienced  driver,
such as Copeland undoubtedly is, would
leave his cab for such trival repair when
within 2,000 yards of a point where his
engine would etop to take. water and *to
croas {raing 26 and 86. In any event for
euch a service he would ordinarily send
one of ‘his engine crew, but should he go
himeelf he would direct his fireman to
take his place while absent from the cab.
Further, aceording to the testimony of the
physiciams, he sustained mo injury by
gteam or otherwise sufficient to cause un-
consciou=nesw. He remained on the. en-
gine until the collision, and was comneciows
and irce from tie usual edfects of severe
shock immediately thereafter, and it e
consequently an extremely improbable, if
not posaille conclusion that he was
unco@@ions  through &evere shock
imediately prior to the collision. To this
may alded his admission to one of the
phyvicians that he was asleep, his con-
flicting stories to others, his remarkable
failure of memory and attempt to mie-
léad th commissioners.

A qumor that Copeland was subject to
fibs was closely followed and proved un-
founded.

As to (3) the question of responsibility,
we consider that the responsibility for the
aoccident and for the killing of his fellow
employes rests chiefly upon Driver Cope-
land. That had Forward Brakeman Thorpe

MAX O’'RELL IS DEAD.

Noted Frerch Author Passed Away In Parig
Parls,” May 24 Paul Blouet (Max

O’Rell), the noted awthor, died here to-

night, after ceveral months dilnees.

Paul Blouet, otherwise known as Max
O’Rell, was born in Brittany (France) on
March 2, 1848. He was educated in Paris,
taking his degrees of B. A. and B. Sc. in
1864 and 1865. He received his commis-
sion in the French army in 1869, and
fought in the Franco-Prussian war, being
made a prisoner at Sedan on Sept. 3,
1870. He also fought against the Com-
mune, was -severely wounded and pen-
sioned. He went to England as a news-
paper correspondent in 1873. He was ap-
pointed head TFremcdh master of St. Paul’s
sdhool in 1876, resigning his mastership in
1884. He was the author of John Bull
and His Island, 1883; John Bull’s Daugh-
ters, 1884; The Dear Neighbors, 1885;
Drat the Boys, 1886; Friend MacDonald,
1887, and Jonathan and His Continent,
1889, He nvas also the author of several
educational works, amongst whicl is
Trench Oratory, 1833. Several onders.
French and others, have been conferred on
“Max O’Rell.” During the years 1887,
1888, 1839 and 1890, he gave lectures in
the United Kingdom, and in the United
States and Canada, having paid two visits
to this continent. Since 1890 he has writ-
ten extensively for European amnd Ameri-
can mewspapens, having contributed at in-
tervals in ‘the lighter vein for the New
York Journal and the Hearst Syndicate.

A short time ago a piece of good fortune
happened to the young men in this neigh-
borhood, in the retarning home, after an
absence of many years, of an old man named
Clement Williame, who was formerly a po-
lice officer here, but has since been a de-
tective in many parts of the far West., He
is a good stary-teller, lias had a great num-
ber of adventu-es, and for several weeks has
spent many of his evenings in giving some
of his experiences whiie he has been away
from the place of his birth, He is my next
door neighbor, has taken & great liking to
me, and fréequently joins me on our lawn in
the evening, where We enjoy & smoke and
bottle of root beer

A few evenings ago I asked him to tell

me one of his adventures, and after think-
ing & short time he began:
One of the most curious and yet one of
the most simple of all the cases I was ever
called upon to solve occurred in Seattle. A
miner named Thomas Nicholl, who had re-
turned from the Klondike gold district sent
for me. I went to the hotel where he was
staying. He had been in the gold region
geveral years, and had been very lucky.
Finally his health failed, then he longed to
return to his home in New Hesmpshire.
After his arrival in Seattle he determined to
rest up a little before starting East; and for
this purpose engaged a room ab the Western
Hotel.

He took his trunk to the place, and in
it were nuggets amounting to about nine
thousand dollare. Inside this trunk was &
tin box in which tke gold wae packed. He
kept both box and trunk securely locked.
A man who termed himself & lawyer occu-
pied the nextro m to Nicholl, and he was
very friendly with the miner. They walk-
ed out together, played cards and visited
each other in their rooms,

‘One evening, 8 few days before he sent
for me, Mr. Nicholl had locked his room
door as usual when he went te visit Lawyer
Small. On his return his room presented
no appearanre of having been disturbed, and
it was not until the following night, when
he had occasion to open his trunk, that he
found some trouble with the lock, and in
the end diacovered that it had been picked,
and that the tin box and the nuggets were
missing. .

¢ worked on the case several days, and
was beginuing to despair of & clue, when &
pawnbroker sent some information to head-
quarters. He had taken in a nugget that
morning. I traced the pawner to his home.
He was a waiter ata saloon. It did not
take me leng to pump him, and 1 believed
his story.

‘He told me that he went out once a week
to spend the eveniog with his daughter at
North Greenfield. On the previous night
he had made his weekly call as nsual. That
it was his grandson’s ninth birthday, and
that & number of children had been invited
10 the family festival. .One of the boys had
given the yellow pebble to his grandson as
a birthday present; that he gave his grand-
son ten cents for it, and, knowing its value,
went and pawned it.

I found the boy who had the gold nugget
to give away, and, quietly eneugh, without
frightening him, gathered from him that an
elder brother had presented it to him as &
reward for some service he had performed
for him, His brother was ten years older
than himself, and was an apprentice at a
furniture store.

“The mext interview was with the elder
brother whose name was Smith Mitohell.
He said that a few days before, the manager
of the Western Hotel had sent to their firm
for a man to repair a bureau in one of the
bedrooms of the hotel. He was sent. He
took out the empty drawers of the bureau,
then unscrewed the back, and on turning it
over, something fell out upon the carpet.
Mitchell picked up the object. At first he
thought it was a yellow stone. Then, that
it was a pebble whish somehow had got un-
der the paper in the bottom of the drawer.
He put it into his tool-valise, and, believirg
she thing to be of mo value, had given it to
his little b-otver. He r gretted his dis-
honesty ; if the pebble was worth snything
he would either restore it or pay its value
‘the owner.

Having gained this information 1 started

| at once for the Western Hotel, where I

found that the room in which the repaired
buresu stood was the one which had been
occupied by Lawyer Small.

‘What had become of the man?’ I asked

‘He had left the city the day after Mr.
Nicholl mis-ed his gold. He told the min-
er he had come to Seattle in order to ar-
range certain matters regarding some pro-
party that belonged to his family, but had
been suddenly called home.

‘The moment we arrived in Chieago, I
drove straight to the New Richmond Hotel.

I told the
clerk my name and business, and he
promptly offered me every asgistance he
could give.

¢All T want you to do,’ I replied, ‘is sim-
ply this: The moment the Rev. Geo, F.
Lester comes down to breakfast, take or
send me to his room, and when I have ex-
amined the apartment arrange for me to be
plaesd in the next seat to him at the table.’

‘He promised to do this. We had scarcs«
ly finished speaking when the reverend gen-
tleman appeared. We then went up to his
room. In five seconds I was sure of my
man. Some of his clerical garmeats were
hanging in the closet, but in & valite there
was the light suit and white Fedora bat
which had beem worn when he was posing
as Lawyer Small in Seattle. 1 then wen$
down to the dining-room. I teok breakfast
in the mext seat to my quarry, and made
myself as agreeable as possible. I told him
that I was traveling om aceeunt of my
health, too. After breakfast we left the
hotel, and took a stroll up Clark street,
smoking each ether's cigars. To have ar-
rested him right away would have heen to
risk the loss of the gold. Where was thas?
Instances have been frequent where thieves
suffered a long term of imprisonment and on
taeir release lived in comfort on the pro-
duet of their crimes. Now, the art is to
catch the thief and also to recover the
plunder. :

‘Nothing of importance oecurred during
the day, but toward night he seemed to get
averse to my company. I stuch close to
him, however, leaving him at the door of
his room, which was only two docrs from
mine,

‘Once safely shuv in there I began to
ponder deeply. Your nexs move will be to

| skip, I said to myself. My sitting-room

window was wide open, and I leaned out to
view the night. It was dark and quiet.
Neither moon nor stars were visible. There
was a smell like rain in the still heavy sir.
I remained at the window a few moments,
hearing nothing except, now and then, the
voices of the people on the streev, or the
sound of a closing door. ¥
¢Just as I wos turning from the window,
I noticed there was a ledge twelve or thir-
teen inches wide, running on’ the outside of
the building on a level with the window
sill. A thought flashed into my mind. I
would orawl along this ledge and see what
Mr. Lester was doing. I got eut uponm it
and began my perilons task, trying the
ledge at every move of my hands, before I
risked resting my weight upon if.

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Sketch of :the Busy’Life of Judge Stevens—He Would Come
Under Operation of Resolution Presented in Dominion
Parliament This Week—He Has Done Much to
Make His Name Honored in the Land.

St. Stephem; N. B., May 21—The pro-
posal to pass a law at Ottawa this -ses
sion. making the superannuation of county
judges compulsory when they have reach-
ed the age of seventyfive years would
meah the retirement of two of the six
New - Brianswick county judges—Judge
Btevens, of Sb. Stephen, and Judge Wil-
kinson, of Chatham—on their present sal-
e i

In February, 1902, replying to an address
presented to him by the attorneys, Judge
Stevens had this in view when he spoke
as follows:

“Your expression of hope that I mny be
sparved for many years to adorn my posi-
tion, I have mo doubt came from your
heart. It will be trying for me to sever
the ‘tie that hés bound us so long in pro-
fessional’ and’ friendly anion, and as the
individual i& ‘the last to be aware of fail-
ing enengies; your assertion as to the pres-
ent state of my health, physically and
mentally, as being, un‘mpaired, is miost
gratifying; but, as legislation may probab-
ly be bad as to 'the retirement of judges

ER
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in 1868, serving umitil his appointment to
the bench on June 10th; 1867. As a mem-~
ber of the legislature he succeeded in get-
ting an act passed relieving the port of
St. Stephen from' payment of cxport duties,
although former attempts were made on
this same question, and strong opposition
developed, as it was considered exceptional
legislation. He dictated much of the cor-
respondence which had to be tramsmitted
to the home government by the attorney
general and consequently much credit was
nccorded Mr. Stevens for ability, tact and
persistency in carrying a measure wiich
at the time was so important bo the inter-
ests of St. Stephen,

A Success‘ul Legislator and Author

Judge Stevens was a successiul legislator
leaving several acts on the statute books
which mark his diligence amd ability in
this respect. His speeches there, as in fu-
ture life, were marked for their masterly
eloquence and brilliancy. 5

“When that takes place it will be with
feelings of long-chemshed muiual esteem,
and whilst dhe mouth of the judge may Le
put aside, the man will still remain with
all the cherished memories of pleasant
practice iny the intellectpal arena, and the
incneasing qualities of heart and life still
be preserved.”

Hon. James Gray Stevens, K. (., judge
of the County Oourts of Chariotte, Vie
tonia and Madawaska, was born in Edin-
bungh (Scotland), om ¥eb. 25th, 1822. He is
a son of Andrew Stevens, writer to the
gignet, in his life time solicitor of the Su-
perior Uourts of Scotland, and freeman of
the city of HEdinburgh, and Grace Buch-
anan Campbell, daughter of Kir Colin
Campbell, of Auchinbreck, Argyleshire.
His mother was a woman of marked char-
acter and flne talent and a valuable con-
tributor “to Blackwood’s ‘Magazine. She
was intimate with many of the leading
writers and educators of Scotland in those
days. |

Although descended from a noble family
of Bwotland on his mot er’s sde, Judge
Stevens more highly appreciates uhe miloil-
ity of intelleet and character wilich he in-
herited from his gifted mother. His
brothers occupisd r<sponsble p.itions in
their chosen professions. I

The judge is an alummnus of Edinburgh
University and came to New Brunswick
in 1840, locating at St. Stephen where he
at once commenced the study of law with
(Alexander Campbell who aftemwands be-
came a noted judge in Califorgia. He finish-
ed his law studies with David Shank Kerr,
then practicing at Fredericton, was admit-
ted to practice in 1845 and called to the
bar at Michaelmas tenm, 1847, and was
created a Queen’s Counsel in February,
1867. <
Following his profession at St. Stephen,
where he had an extensive pradtice in Jaw
and equity, he was brought into promincnt
notice in” the comduct and argument of a
case in equity in which he acted as coun:el
for the plaintifis—St. Stepben’s Bank vs.
IN. B. & C. Rrailway & Land Company.
[This case was appealed to the privy coun-
cil in England, and it sustaired the juds-
ment of the New Brunswick court in fa-
vor of ‘the plaintiffs.

Judge Stevens represented Charlotte
county in the house of assembly from 1861
to 1865, when he was defeated on the
question of comfederation of which he wus

#p avdent supporter. He Was again elected

e

Supreme Courts of New Brunswick from
1825 to Kaster Term 1873, inclusive, ‘‘Index
to the Statute Rules, Orders, Regulations,
Threatises and Proclamations of the Do-
miniont of 'Camada,” and “Indictaple
Offences and Summary Convictions.” ‘There
are three editions of the digest, the last
edition in 1897, bringing the decisions
down ito that year as r¢ported in the manu-
scripts of the late Chietf Justice Chipman,
and the published volumes of G. K. 8.
Baton, D. 8. Kerr, J. C. Allen, James
Hannay, William Pugslcy, George 'W. Bur-
bidge, A. I. Truecman and John Ji. Carle-
ton, as well as of 'W. L. Trueman. The
first equity reporter. In addition to these,
the book contains in wmts appendices the
cases appealed to the Supreme Court of
Canada, and tbe rules of court d&rom
Michaelmas Tenm, 1882, in continuation of
Earle’s Rules.

It is pleasing to the au-
thor that his works have been so highly
appreciated by the members of the New
Brunswick bar, who have gemerously pur-
chased these books,

In Other Public!Activities.

Notwithstanding his studious character,
attending promptly and faithfully to his
judicial duties, yet the judge has found
time. to attend to any matter that would
iend to promote the welfare of the towa
and county, ever identifying himself witix
any entenprise calculated to advance the
moral, educational or financial interests of
the town. ¥or nearly thirty years he was
president of the St. Croix Agricultural
Society, and for eight years sewr.tany of
the provincial boand of “agriculture, he hav-
ing a taste for such pursuits and especially
for horticulture and botany. The judge is
rarely thappier than when working among
his flowers in the well kept garden around
his home, where he can b: secn daily, even
at his advanced age.

In 1861 the provincial board of agricul-
ture presented to him a handsome silver
urn, as a prize for an essay on the agricul-
tural condition of Charlotte county. Judge
Stevens was the pioneer in the pre-cent
policy of the government in sending lec-

urers throughout be goyniry diewwigts to

thotoughly
agricultural possibilities of the province.
In the Church.

To Judge Stevens and the late James
Ganong is given the credit of the erection
of the cotton mill at Millbown mwhere a
large number of employes are receiving
daily occupation and contributing to the
welfare of the four towns on the St. Croix.
But space forbids the enumeration of the
many projects which received the endorsa-
tion and fatherly advice of the learned
judge who at all times when called upon
tto preside or attend at any public function,
whether to advance some commercial in-
terests dor the bemefit of the town, syeak
at a banquet, welcome slrangers, or oecupy
the post of honor at a. religious gathering.
In the latter respect, Judge Stevens has
been a consistent member of ¢he Presby-
terian church of this town, and il the
early days of struggle wihich all churches
are called mpon to undergo, was without
doubt the main prop of that chunch, work-
ing with the persistency of his Sootish
ancestors, and witli his talents it wae littie
wonder that the Presbyterian aburch we
soon erected and paid dor. Lthe judge, al-
though busy with his legal practice yet
found time to oocupy the pulpit, not only
there but throughout the country districts
of Baillie, where many of his denomina-
tion vesided. He has been for years presi-
dent of the St. Stephen branch of the
Bible Society, auxiliary of the British So-
ciety. In 1852 he was the mecipient from
‘the members of his church of a handsome
gold watch, as a mark of esteern and re-
spect. 'Lhis watch is still carried by the
judge and jwid be hauded dowm as a
valuable heirloom. The judge is justly
proud of the tact that today the St.
Stephen Presbyterian church is one of the
best attended, as well as most prosperous,
churches in St. Stephen.

In 1896 he had the honor of being the
first lay man to receive the position of
moderator of the St. John Presbytery, on
which body he is annually «hosen to
represent the church here.

As a public speaker, Judge Stevens has
occupied the platform in the important
towns of the province. In.the Mechanics’
Institute at St. John on many occasions,
at an alummi gathering of the university
at Fredericton, his eloquence has electri-
fied a large audience. In 1894 he lectured
in the celestial city on The Punishment
of Crime. At the close of the lecture
the chairman, Governor Fraser, invited
a number of those present to discuss the
question spoken on by the noted lecturer.
The speakers were O. 8. Crockett, Judge
Vanwart, Frank Baird, Prof. Davidson,
Horace Brittain and Prof. Stockley and
Chancellor Harrison, of the university.
Governor Fraser also dealt briefly with
some of the points and Judge Stevens
was then called upon to close the debate.

In 1897, when the jubilee celebration of
her late most gracious majesty took place
for some unaccountable as well as regret-
able reason, Judge Stevens was left off
the epeakers’ list by the committee in
dharge of the proceedings at the rink in
this town, but om learning that the judge
was not to speak on that occasiom, the
citizens of ‘Woodstock promptly invited
the beilliant jurist to deliver the address
at their celebration. This patriotic ora-
tion will rank with the ablest ‘delivered in
any pant of ihe dominion on the occasion
of her most gracious majesty’s jubilee. In
connection with and as part of the ad-
dress, the judge read two very fine poems
from the pen of his gifted daughter, Miss
Grace, written for the celebration.

Barristers’ Address.

The next important and interesting
event in the life of Mr. Stevens, and
which is held very dear to his heart, was
tiie presentation to him of an address by
the Charlotte county barristers and grand
jury on Feb. 25, 1902, in St. Andrews court
house, this being the 80th anniversary of
the judge's birth. The folowing is the
addreas of the atborneys:—

To the Honorableé James G. Stevens,
Judge of the Charlotte County Court:

May it please your honor: It having
been brought to our motice that this date
marks the eightieth anniversary of your
honor’s birth we, the members of the bar
in the county of Charlotte, beg your
honor's permission to extend to you our
sincere and hearty congratulations upon
the completion of four score years in a
life so filled with honor, o exemplary in
ite character, and so wusefully «pent ae
yours has been.

We desire also to assure you honor
that we join with you in sincere and rever-
ent thankfu'nese to the great ommnipotent
Judge, through whose Divine mercy you
have been permitted in the enjoyment of
the fullest measure of physical and mental
vigor, to preside over tthis court for so
many years and until the completion of
the exceptionally long epan of life which
ig marked by this anniversary of your
nativity.

such a shining and dllustrious example to
the judiciary and the bar of this province
in the conepicuous mammer which has pre-
eminently marked the whole course of
your personal, . pwofessional and judicial
life. Coud the voices of those eminent
counsel who once practiced in this court,
but who have long since been summoned
before the aternal bar of justice, be heard

His children ail ¢ccupy prominent posi-
tions in professiobial, business and social
life. James G., jr., the eldest som, is a
prominent- barrister and partner of the
late - Hon. James Mitchell, attorney-gen-
eral and premier at the time of his death,
He also occupits a number of important
positions. Andrew is a merchant in “the
west, as was Atheling, who died vecently.
John M. 8 a well known atborney in
Madawaska. Helen M., the wiie of J. G.
Orchard, banker; ~Klizabeth, married to J.
J. Morrison, - in #h¢ banking business;
Sarah G., now Mrs. W. B. Towrance,
whowe husband is also a banker; Miss
Grace, who presides over the home since
her mother’'s lamented death. She also is
proficient as a writer, s one of our most
attentive school trustees, as well as prom-
ment in church and social duties; Fanny
Alice, wife of Dr. Lawson, of this town;
Kate A., married to Mr. Brown, of Wood-
stock; Ann ‘W. is at home; Robert W. in
the west, and Walter S. at home in busi-
ness and a popular member of the town
council.

1t can be truthfully said that the history
of Judge Stevens is the history of the
progness of this town and county. This
sketcn of “The Grand Old Man” of St.
Stephen can be appropriately ended with
the .ast stanza of ¢he jubilee poem written
by Miss Grace B. Stevéns, daughter of the
honorable judge, to whom it fittingly ap-
plies:; —

*The sands of time are sinking swift and
fast away,
Victoria Regina.
And soon will come the call which even
queens obey,
Victoria Regina.
May it be to ‘come up higher’ than the
highest throne on earth,
To exchange an earthly crown of gold for
