TOPPING A SHAFT.

A THRILLING SKETCH.

As I was leaving the yard one evening,
to trudge back to the bits of rooms we
were obliged to put up with since I came
to London, in- order to get better wages,
I was called into the office by the fore-
man.

“What is your present job, Lindsay;"’
he asked, and I told him.

“Humph! That cad stand over for a
day or two, can’t it? Stubbs has fallen
ill again, and you must take his place.”

I didn’t care to be shifted, but a jour-
neyman bricklayer, with a wife and fami-
ly to support, cannot afford to be parti-
cular.

“You must go to Coots to-morrow
morning and finish that chimney,” he
said. .

I suppose I ought never to have learn-
ed the trade, for though I had gained the
charscter of a steady workman, I had
never been able to overcome a horror of
being perched at any great height. And
in this great city there were roofs on
which I could not stand without this
dread oppressing me, nor look down
without feeling as though something be-
low was tempting me to fling myself over
and end at once the miserable sensation
I could not possibly shake off.

The huge chimney the foreman had or
dered me to finish, was reckoned one of
the highest and best built in London.
‘We were all proud of the job, which had
'been carried on so far without a single
mishap; but I had been earnestly hoping
that it would be finished without any aid

of mine, j
«+1Once at, home with the younsters’mer-
ry prattle sounding in 1y edrs, I forgot
my. uneasy fe¢ling, about the morrow's
job; but the moment I dozed off to sleep,
it came back to me in most hideous
dreams. I thought I was falling down,
down, down, down! and just as the crash
of my body striking the earth seemed in-
evitable, T woke up with a start to find
myself bathed in a cold perspiration, and
trembling in every limb.

No more settled sleep visited my pillow
that night, and it was a relief when the
booming of several elocks warned me
that it was now time to face the reality.

The morning was . bittérly cold and
boisterous ; scarcelya soul to be seen,
and the dull thud of my footseps sounded
mournfally in the stillness around.’ At
last the great chimney loomed in sight;
and gazing up at its height I shivered at
the thought of being on the top of it.

Had it not been for the shame of the
thing, Ishould have gone directly back;
but the thought of Bessie and the child-
ren spurred me on. So I began to as-
cend the staging. -

The higher I went the mor: intense
the cold seemed to be, and my fingers
became quite numbed by the hoar frost
that was clinging to the spokes of the
ladder. In a ahort time I reached the
platform at the summit, and looking
downward my blood lurned cold as I re-
alized the immense depth to the yard be-
low.

Giving myself a shake to rid myself of
the dizzy sensation, and unhooking from
the pully a tubof mortar my mate had
sent up, I began my solitary work.

I had been hard at work for more than
an hour, and was getting a little more re-
conciled to my position, when a fierce
blast ceme -shrieking around the chim-
ney. I was nearly overthrown, and in
the endeavor to recover myself I tilted
the tub of mortar from off the edge of
the shaf: on the frail platform.

In a second, to my intense horror,I
felt the boards and all that were on them
gliding away with me from the chimney,
and in a few moments I should have been
lying a mangled corpse if I had not suc-
ceeded in throwing my arm over into
t1e hollow of the shafc, where, when the
scaffold and its load of bricks rushed
downward, I was left hanging, with cer-
tain death awaiting me the moment I
loosened my hold.

My first impulse was to throw my
other hand over and draw my body up so
that I could lie partially across the top
of the shaft. In this T was successful,
and continued teo ballance myself, half in
the chimney and half out.

There was some time I could only
cling with frenzicd desperation, praying
earnestly to be saved from the horrible
death threatening me; but at last I sum-
moned courage to peer cautiously over
the outside of the shaft.

Nota bit of the scaffolding remained
within yards of me—nothing but the
poles, with a few boards dangling from
them—and there was nothing to break
my fall should I quit my hold.

Then I began to think of the wife and
little ones at home, and bitter tears czme
into my eyes as 1 wondcred how they
could live if I was taken from them. The
thought brought me back to more selfish
ones, and I kept asking myself, ‘“musé I
die!” How long could I hold on with
this ficrce wind besetting me? Is there
no hope? Will no one, seeing how I am
placed, strive to help me?

Again L turned my eyes downward. In
the courtyard of the bhrewery and in the
streets below, people were fast gather-
ing; windows were being thrown open,
women and children were gazing from
them at me.. The crowd below thicken-
¢d, running hither and thither. A large

kite fluttered nearer and nearer. How I
tried to steady myself with one hand that
1 might grasp the cord with the other as
soon as it came within reach, eome-
vividly before me now. Baut it never did
come within my reach; a gust of wind
either carried it farther away, or dashed
it to the ground. .

An hour passed, and though still cling-
ing to the brickword—it was almost un-
consciously, for cold had worked upon
me so that I became quite dazed, the
people, the confused noise in the street,
and my own perilous position, seemed to
be jumbled together in & tangle which 1
could not put straight. While in this
half-sensible state, I heard a voice shout
my name. But it had to be repeated twice
before I could rouse myself sufficiently to
hear what was said. -

«Bill! Bill Lindsay! cheer up mate,
help is coming!” were the words which
rumbled up the shaft. .

After this there was a pause for some
minutes, and scaree able to control my
excitement, I tried to think how this hclp
would come. Then there was a warning
shouted to me to keed my head back, fol-
lowed by a whizzing, hissing noise; and
looking within the shaft, I saw a bright

well-like hoe, and knew that a rocket had
been fired.

But it struck the brickwork in its
ascent, and failed to reach me, so that
once more I was left to wait and hope un-
til the voice again shouted for me to keep
clear. A moment a flery tail of sparks
shot upward farabove me, and an earnest

I often recall with a shudder; the hour
when I clung to its summit, counting the
moments, each one of which seemed to
bring me nearer to a dreadful death.

Nova Scotia News.
(From the Halifux Reeorder.)

A sailor boarding at a house in Upper
Water str¢et, Halifax, on rising Thurs-
day morning found that a ¢chum” had
gone off, taking with him unlawfully two
pairs of pants and & pair of boots that
were not his own. -

We understand that the commanders
of the various militia corps in this city
have raised $400 to send a teant to com-
pete at the matches which take place at
Ottawa on the 16th inst., and following
days.

A little girl was sitting on the door-
step of a house on Upper Water street,
waiting for her mother, who had gone in-
to a neighboring shop to make a pur-
chase. Sheé had in her hands a counter-
pane. When her mother returned she
found the girl crying, and the counter-
pane gone. The ¢l d said that two
sailors, who were running down the
street, had snatched the article from her
aud then made off. They turned a cor-
ner and escaped before a chase could be
arranged. The robbers are unknown.

A party of Gipsies, about ten in num-
ber, arrived in Halifax on Wednesday and

vere tussle they were put out and the
door fastened. - The Gipsies then pulled
up a picket fence, armed themselves with
pickets, and tried to batter in the door.
Finding that they could not do this they
became furious, and, with oaths and im-
precations, threatened to set fire to all
the buildings in the vicinity, and shoot
any oné who came out; but finally, when
it was near ten o’clock, they ‘went off to
their camp, where the whole party could
be heard sheuting, singing and carousing
till after two o’clock in the morning, to
the great terror of the people living near,
who did not know but that “they might
have taken a fancy to renew the attack.
An effort is to be made to dislodge them.

A Mysterious Jewel Robbery.

The particulars of the recent great
jewel robbery in London sre given in the
London 7imes. A firm in Bond street
had received an order from the 8hah to
submit to him a certain amount of jewels,
and several packages, containing articles
of large value, were accordingly prepar-
ed for his Majesty’s inspection. In the

course of that preparation one of the|

packages, consisting of four diamond
crosses, a splendid necklace of large dia-
monds, several brooches, rings and ear-
rings; set with : diamonds, rubies and
emeralds, worth more than £10,000, was
missed, and not the slightest clue has
been obtained as to the actual circum-
stances of the robbery. Whether it was
Jost on the streets by an-assistant, or
stolen from the counter while the shop-
man had momentarily turned his
back, is mnot at present known.
Inquiries were set on -foot by the
police, and the gold mountings of
the ornaments, but without the stones,
were discovered in the bed of the river,
where they had evidently lain for some
weeks. The mountings had not been
submitted to the action of aquafortis,
and it is, therefore, surmised that some
apparently unprofessional and unskilful
hand had extracted the stones. On the
other hand, it is considered improbable
that an ordinary thief would -have been
content even to lose the value of the
mountings in his attempt to destroy the
traces of the robbery, seeing that they
alone were worth a considerable sum.
Five hundred pounds have been offered
as a reward for the recovery of the jewels.
It is considered prudent that the name of
the owners of the property - should for
the time be withheld. The missing jewels
can, it is said, be identified.

The Royal Commission—The Post
‘Office Robbery.
(Special to Daily News.)

OTTAWA, Sept. 5.
The Citizen publishes the theory of the
manner in which Sir John’s letter to Pope
was stolen in Montreal. Sir John, after
mailing it, telegraphed Pope to get it at
the PoBt Office. The message was geliv-.
ered by mistake or design to a Yankee
named Pope, Who notified the Opposition
of the message, and through the bribery
of some Post Office official the letter was
abstracted. Other rumors, less probable,

are afloat.
MONTREAL, Sept. 5.

Dorion, Hoelton, Penny, Young and
others, are before the Police Magistrate
in connection with the matter of Sir John
A. Macdonald’s letter and its publication.
The investigation is strictly private, and
Reporters are not admitted. The whole
thing is to be kept dark for the present.
After some difficnlty I have got sight
of depositions taken  this forenoon.
Young testifles that he found in his Post
Office box a broken letter which he open-
ed. He saw that it was signed J. A. Mac-
donald. He thought at first it" was a
hoax, but on crossing to the Herald office

'showed it to Penny and Holton, who re-

cognised the signature as genuine. They
all agreed that it ought to be published,
because it contained a scheme for com-
mitting a great crime. Dorion came in
later and identified the signature,and un-
derstood that the letter was to be pub-
lished this afterncom. The Post Office
adthoritics are being examiuned, and the
dilemmadis either that the letter was stolen
by the clerks, or delivered by mistake.
The feeling is intense in reprobaticn for
the theft. Sir John's Secretary will be
examined this afternoon.

Thecorrespondence i8
strong evidence in favor of the Goverr-
ment, and creates an excellent impres=
sion. :
