The Royal Commission—The Post 
Office Robbery.

{Special to Daily News.')
Ottawa, Sept. 5.

The Citizen publishes the theory of the 
manner in which Sir John’s letter to Pope 
was stolen in Montreal. Sir John, after 
mailing it, telegraphed Pope to get It at 
the Post Office. The message was deliv­
ered by mistake or design to a Yankee 
named Pope, who notified the Opposition 
of the message, and through the bribery 
of some Post Office official the letter was 
abstracted. Other rumors, less probable, 
are afloat.

Montreal, Sept. 5.
Dorion, Holton, Penny, Young and 

others, are before the Police Magistrate 
in connection with the matter of Sir John 
A. Macdonald's letter and its publication. 
The investigation is strictly private, and 
Reporters are not admitted. The whole 
thing is to be kept dark for the present. 
After some difficulty I have got sight 
of depositions taken this forenoon. 
Young testifies that he found in his Post 
Office box a broken letter which be open­
ed. He saw that it was signed J. A. Mac­
donald. He thought at first it was a 
hoax, but on crossing to the Herald office 
showed it to Penny and Holton, who re­
cognised the signature as genuine. They 
all agreed that it ought to be published, 
because it contained a scheme for com­
mitting a great crime. Dorion came in 
later and identified the signature,and un­
derstood that the letter was to be pub­
lished this afternoon. The Post Office 
authorities are being examined, and the 
dilemmais either that the letter was stolen 
by the clerks, or delivered by mistake. 
The feeling is intense in reprobaticn for 
the theft. Sir John's Secretary wiU be 
examined this afternoon.

Ottawa, Sept. 6.
The Royal Commission met to-day,and 

examined Victor Hudon of Montreal, who 
knew nothing of the Pacific Scandal, ex. 
cept what he saw in the papers. He was 
on Cartier’s Election Co.nmtttee, but bad 
no personal knowledge of who subscribed 
to the Electlen Fund.

Beaubien was next called, but did not 
respond.

The Commission then adjourned.
To-day in the Commission, the cor­

respondence between Hinçks and Beatty 
was read aloud, Beatty representing that 
the Americans made overtures to the 
Government which Hincks promptly and 
sharply rejected. The correspondence is 
strong evidence in favor of the Govern­
ment, and creates an excellent impres­
sion.

Public opinion becomes decidedly un­
favorable to the grits.
