few years the timber that, because
iv is not fully grown, ought not to
be cut with the life of the leases.
This they would naturally do un-
less they are willing to bid hign
prices against speculators when
the lands next come to be let. If
an extension is granted, they say,
the young forests of the province
will be more economically pre-
served.

They believe that the govern-
ment is willing to take into con-
sideration the expense the lumber-
mean have undergone in the erection
