REV. T. DEWITT TALMACE.

Tried in the Balances His Sub-
ject.

The Handwriting on the Wall--
“Thou Art

Weighed in the Balances, and Art
Found Wanting.

OMaua, Neb., Sept. 1.—Great in-
tercst was manifested here today,
the Rev. T. De Witt Talmage, D. D.,
preaching to an immense congrega-
tion. His text was: “Thou art
weighed in the bulances, and art
found wanting.”—Daniel v, 27. The
preacher said:

Babylou was the paradise of archi-
tecture, and driven out from thence
the grandest buildings of modorn
times are only the evidence of her fall.
The site having been selected for the
city, two million men were employed
in the rearing of her walls and the
building of her works. It was a city
sixty miles in circumference. There
was a trench all around the city,
from which the material for the build-
in% of the city had been digged.

here were twentg-five gates on each
side the cit 3"; between every two gates
a tower of defense springing into the
skies; from each gate on the one side,
a street running straight through
to the corresponding street on the
other side, so that there were fifty
streets fifteen miles long. Through the
city ran a branch of the River Euphra-
tes. isriver sometimes overflowed
its banks, and to keep it from the ruin
of the city a lake was constructed
into which the surplus water of the
river would run during the time of
freshets, and the water was kept in
this artificial lake until time of
drought, and then this water would
stream down over the city, At either
end of thebridge spanning this Eu-
phrates there was a palace—the one
palace amile and a half around, the
other (f)alace seven and a half miles
around.

The wife of Nebuchadnezzar had
been born and brought upin the coun-
try, and in a mountainous region, and
she could not bear this flat district of
Babylon; and so; to please his wife,
Nebuchadnezzar built in the midst of
the city a mountain four hundred feet
high. This mountain was built out
into terraces supported on arches. On
the top of these arches a layer of flat
stones, on the top of thata layer of
reeds and, bitumen, on the top of that
two layers of bricks closely cemented,
on the top of thata heavy sheet of
lead, and on the top of that the soil
placed—the soil so deep that a Leba-
non cedar had room to anchor its
roots. There were pumps worked by
mighty machinery fetching up the
water from the Euphrates to thishang-
ing garden as it was called, so that
t{:m were fountains spouting into the
sky.

Standing below and looking up it
must have seemed as if the clouds
were in blossom, or as though the sk
leaned on the shoulder of a cedar. Aﬁ
this Nebuchadnezzar did to please his
wife. Well, she ought to have been
leased. I suppose she was pleased.
?f that would not please her nothing
would. There was in that city also
the temple of Belus, with towers—one
tower the eighth of amile high, in
which there was an observatory where
astronomers talked to the stars. There
was in that temple-an image, just one
image, which would cost what would
be our fifty-two million dollars.

IT WAS A GREAT CITY.

O what a city! The earth never saw
smythinﬁ like it, never will see any-
thing likeit. And yet I have to tell
you that it is going to be destroyed.
The king and his princes are at a
feast. They are all intoxicated. Pour
out the rich wine into the chalices.
Drink to the health of the king. Drink
to the glory of Babylon. Drink toa

_great future.

A thousand lords recl intoxicated.
The king, seated upon a chair, with
vacant look, as intoxicated men will—
with vacant look stared at the wall.
But soon that vacant look takes on in-
tensity, and it is an affrighted look;
and all the princes begin to look and
wonder what is the matter, and they
look at the same point on the wall.
And then there drops a darkness into
the room and puts out the blaze of the

olden plate, and out of the sleeve of
the darkness there comes a finger—a
ﬁn&‘er of fiery terror circling around
and circling around as though it
would write; and then it comes up
and with sharp tip of flame it inscribes
on the plastering of the wall the doom
of the king: *“Weighed in the balan-
ces, and found wanting.” The bang
of heavy fists against the gates of the
palace are followed by the breakingin
of the doors. A thousand gleam-
ing knives strike into a thousand
quivering hearts. Now Death isking
and he is seated on a throne o
corpses. In that hall there is a bal-
ance lifted. God swung it. On one
side of the balance are put Belshazzar's
op{)ortunities, on theother side of the
balance are put Belshazzar's sins. The
sins come down. His opportunities go
up. Weighed in the balances—found
wanting.

FALSE WEIGHTS.

There has been a great deal of cheat-
ing in our country with false weights
and measures and balances, and the
government, to change that state of
things, appointed commissioners
whose business it was to stamp
weights and measures and balances,
and a great deat of the wrong has been
corrected. Butstill, afterall, there is
no such thing as a perfect balance on
earth. The cga.in may brake, or some
of the metal may be clipped, or in
some wag the equipose may be a little
disturbed.

You cannot always descnd upon
carthly balances. A pound is not al-
ways a pound, and you may pay for
one thing and get another; but in the
balance which is suspended to the
throne of God, a pound is a pound,
and right is right, and wrong is
wrong, and a soul is a soul, and eter-
nity 18 eternity. God has a perfect
bushel and a esrrfect peck and a per-
fect gallpn. hen merchants weigh
their goods in the wrong way, then
the Lord weighs the goods again, If

from the imperfect measure the mer-
chant pours out what pretends to be a
gallon of oil and there is less than &
gallon, God knows it, and he calls
upon his recording angel to mark it:
“gz much wanting in that measure of
0il.” The farmer comes in from the
country. He has apples to sell. He
has an imperfect measure. He pours

out the apples from this hxﬁ)erfect
measure. (Eodrecognizex it.. He says
to the recording angel: “Mark down
so many apples too few—an imperfect
measure.” We may cheat ourselves
and we may cheat the world, but we
cannot cheat God, and in the great
day of judgment it will be found out
that what we learned in boyhood at
school is correct; that twenty hundred
weight malke a ton, and one hundred
and twenty solid feet make a_cord of
wood. No more, no less, and a relig-
ion which does not take hold of this
life as well as the life to come is no
religion at all. But, my friends, that is
not the style of bulauces 1 am to an-uk
of today, ‘hat is not the kind of
weights and measures. T to speak
of that kind of balances which can
weigh  prineiples, weigh  churches,
weigh men, weigh nations and weigh
worlds  “What!” you sag. “is it pos-

enzc wlUl our worid 15 O be weigh-
edi” Yes. Why, you would think
if God put on one side the balances
suspended from the throne the Alps,
and the Pyreuees, and the Himalayas,
and Mount Washington, ‘and all the
cities_of the earth, they would erush
it. No. no. The time will come when
God will sit down on the white throne
to see the world weighed, and on one
side will be the world’s opportunities,
and on the other side the world’s sins.
Down will go the sins and away will
go the opportunities, and God will
say to the messengers with the torch:
“Burn that world weighed and found
wanting "
GOD’S BALANCES.

So God will weigh churches. He
takes a great church. That great
church, according to the worldly esti-
mate, must be weighed. He puts it
on one side the balauces, and the min-
ister and the choir and the building
that cost its hundreds of * thousands of
dollars. He puts them on one side the
balances. On tho other side of the
scale he puts what that church ought
to be, what its consecration ought to
be, what its sympathy for the poor
ought to be, what its dovotion to all

ood ought to be. That is on one side.

hat side comes down, and the
church, not being able to stand the
test, rises in the balances. It does not
make any difference about your mag-
nificent machinery. A church is built
for one thing—to save souls. If it
saves a few souls when it might save
a multitude of souls, God will spew it
out of hismouth. Weighed and found
wanting! So God estimates nations.
How many times he has put the Span-
ish monarchy into the scales, and
found it insufficient and condeinned
it! The French empire was placed on
one sides the scales, and God weighed
the French empire, and Napoleon said :
“Have I not enlarged the boulevards?
Did I not kindle the glories of the
Champs Elysees? Have I not adorned
the Tuileries? Have I not built the
gilded Opera house?” Then God weigh-
ed the nation, and he put on one side
the scales the emperor, and the boule-
vards, and the Tuileries, and the
Champs Elysees, and the gilded Opera
house, and on the other side he puts
that man’s abominations, that man’s
libertinism, that man’s selfishness,
that man’s godless ambition. This last
came down, and all the brilliancy of
the scene vanished. What is that
voice coming up from Sedan? Weigh-

and found wanting!

But I must become more individual
and more personal in my address.
Some people say they do not think
clergymen ought to be personal in
their religious address, but ought to
deal with subjects in the abstract. I
do not think that way. What would
you think of a hunter who should: go
to the Adirondacks to shoot deer in
the abstract? Ah! no. He loads the
gun, he puts the butt of it against the

reast, he runs his eye along the bar-
rel, he takes sure aim, and then crash
the antlers on the rocks. And so,
if we want to be hunters for the Lord,
we must take sure aim and fire. Not
in the abstract are we to treat things
in religious discussions. If a physi-
cian comes into a sick room, does he
treat disease in the abstract? No; he
feels the pulse, takes the diagnosis,
then he makes the prescription. And
if we want to heal souls for this life
and the life to come, we do not want
to treat them in the abstract. The fact
is, you and I have a malady which,
if uncured by grace, will kill us for-
ever. Now, I want no abstraction.
Vthere is the balm? Where is the phy-

But
now, before you get out of this scale,
I want to ask you two or thre® ques-
tions, Have your thoughts always
been rightt” “No,"” you say; ‘‘no.”
Put down onemark. ‘Have you loved
the Lord with all your heart, and soul,
and mind, and strength?” -*‘No,” you
say. Makeanother mark. ‘‘Cortie now,
be frank, and confess that in ten thou-
sand things you have come short-—
have you not?” *‘Yes.” Make ten thou-

sand marks Come now, get me a book
large enough to make fhe record of
that moralist’s deficits. My brother,
stand in the scales, do not fly away
from them. I put on yourslde the
scales all the s deeds you ever did,
all the kinds words you ever uttered;
but on the other side the scales I put
this weight which God says I must
pu& there—on the other side the scales
and opposite to yours I put this
weight: By the deeds of the law shall
no flesh living be justified.” Weighed
and found wanting.
8till, the balances of the sanctuary
are suspended and we are ready to
weigh any who come.

He comes and he gets into the balan-
ces, and as he gets in I see that all his
rel{gion is in genuflexions and in out-
wi observances. As he gets into
the scales Isay: ‘““What is fhat you
have in this pocket?” ‘Oh!” he says,
‘“that is Westminster Assembly Cate-
chism.” I say: ‘“Very [f(OOd What
have youin the other ett” “Ohl”
he says, ‘‘that is the eidelberg Cute-
chism.” “Very good. What is that
ou have under your arm, standing in
his balance of tfle sanctuary?” “Ohl”
he says, ‘“that is a church record.”
“Very good. What are these hooks
on your side the balances?” *“‘Oh!" he
says, ‘‘those are ‘Calvin’s Institutes.’ ”
“My brother, we are not weighing
; we are weighing you. It can-
not be that you are depending for your
salvation upon' your orthodoxy. Do
i/ou not know that the creeds and the
orms of religion are merely the scaf-
folding for the building? You certain-
ly are not going to mistake the scaf-
folding for ﬁl)e temple. Do you not
know that men have gone to perdition
with a catechism in their pocket?”
“‘But,” says the man, ““I cross myself
often.” “Ahl that will not save you.”
“But,” says the man, ‘I am sympa-
thetic for the poor.” “That will not
save you.” Says the mau, ‘“Isat at
tho communion ftuble.” That will
not save you. ‘“But,"saysthe man,
“I have had my name on the church
record.” “That will not save you.”
“But I have been a professor of relig-
ion forty yeurs.” “That will not
save you. Staud therc on your side
the balances, und I will give you the
advantuge—I will let you have all the
creeds, ull the ehurel, records, all the
Christian conventions thet were ever
held, all the communion tables that
were ever built, on your side the bal-
ances.

An Anclent Egyptian Necklace.

It is a chain of exquisite gold, a rich
orange yellow in color, with
dexyterously twined one upon another.
It is about thirteen inches long, three-
eighths of an inch wide, and asnearly a
tenth of an inch thick as I can measure
it with a rule. The ends of it were at
first only fitted with small solid rings
set into clam};s beautifully ornament-
ed with leaf work. Perhapsit was
fastened to the wearer's neck by a fila-
ment or cord of silk tied through. The
present owner has arranged a modern
clasp in the shape of the lotus flower.
It can still be used, and indeed as well
as ever, as an ornament for one in full
dress. Itis so flexible, falling down
into picturesque folds the moment it is
let go, that it seems more likea rib-
bon of delicate tissue than mere metal.

An expert goldsmith told me, after
he had examined it with his glass,
that it undoubtedly had a perfectness
of uniformity in the links which could
be found only in achain manufac-
tured by machinery. This was to me

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THE LONDON STRIKE.

The great strike at London is due, first
to the refusal of the dock companies to
increase the wages of their employees,
and then to the fact that in many other
branches of the business of the great
metropolis the laborers and other work-
men considered that they were under-
paid ; and thatit was time to demand a
higher wage. The dock laborers want a
penny an hour added to the present
rate of wages, which is fivepence. The
work is hard, very hard, and the cost of
living in the dock districts is abnormally
high, while employment is irregular in
the extreme, comparatively few men
ever doing more than four days a week,
and the majority rarely more than one
or two. The dock laborer has to be
at the gales very
morning, and he is probably one of
several hundreds, not abcve one-fourth
of whom will be taken on. Years
ago, in the golden early seventies, there
was work and to spare for all who ap-
plied, and wages were high. But partly
on account of the general depression in
trade, partly through serious speculative
blunders committed by the dock com-
panies, partly through the removal of
the shipping to northern ports on ac-
count of the enormous charges of the
London docks, for which exorbitant
ground-rents are largely to blame, the
East London docks are by no means
what they were. The men have lived
from hand to mouth, and but for excel-
lent charitable missions, some of which
have been generously supported, the
distress, bad as it has been, would have
been infinitely worse. The men now
feel that they are entitled to a little
better treatment from their employers,
but the employers do not seem disposed
to accede to their demand. BMr. John
Burns, at a meeting of the strikers, said
the extra penny would increase the
dock expenses £100,000 a year, ard he
thought, as the companies now make an
annual profit of £218,000, they could
afford to bear this .loss. The companies
allege that if they increase the expenses
the trade will go {o other ports, but at
the only ports that can rival London—
Liverpool, Glasgow, Grimsby, and Hull—
the dock laborers have intimated that
they, too, will strike if there is any
danger of the ILondon men suffering.
So far the strikers have conducted
themselves well, and won the sympathy
of many masses. The pulpits evep, it will
be observed, are declaring in their favor.
They have without doubt much in their
favor, and it is earnestly to be hoped
that in a few days at least the strikers’
demands will in some way be settled.

WORLD'S STRONGEST MAN.

The Modern Samson and §iis Feats in Lon-
dou—Tis Strength Matehed Agafnst that
of Fightteen men.

There are many Delilahs, gays the
Pall Mall Gazette, but only one Szmson,
and he is performimg =t tho Royal
Aquarium in Lendon, st present, where
hix feats of sirength are certainly of an
original and marvelous character. The
epectator as he watches feels that it is
better to he friendly with such a man
for with a blow of his fist ha breaks an
iron chain that will bear & pressure of
3,000 pounds. With his two - hahds
grasping a short chain of 2,500 pounds
ascertained pressure, he makes a mo-
mentary effort and pulls the iron chain
to bits, and in what eeems the most
wonderful feat—namely, fastening two
tight iron chain kracelets or arm-
lJets round his biceps—the specta-
tor may view the process from
beginning to end. Onc hears the
strong man take a long breath, sees the
muscles of his arm growing bigger and
bigger, the cords of his neck swelling
with the sustained effort, his face crim-
soning, and, then, in the silence, those
neerest the stage can hear a curious little
sundering snap. It is the double chain
armlet that has broken and that the
vext second falls ringing to the floor.
When Sameon’s fist is clinched and heis
ready to strike the measurement of his
upper arm round biceps and triceps is
19 1-2 mches, which, we may casually
remark, is considered a tolerable waist
for a young lady.

After some of his minor feats—if such
displays can be called minor— Sampson
took a penvy piece from one of the audi-
ence and and at one trial bent it with
his fingers as one may bend a railroad
ticket, held it up to view for a second and
deliberately broke it in half and return-
ed the pieces to the owner.

To Farnish 1,600,000.600 Cards the U. 5.
Government.

Albert Drgget has secured the contract
to turnizh postal cards for the goveroment
for tlie four years beginning October 1
next. He 1= required to make four
hundred uillion & year. The average
daily culput is a million and a quarter
carde. . At tim¥s the demands run up.tc
gixty wiilions a month, acd the depart-
mert expects the contractor to keep a
slack aheud, subject wo call, of about
twenty-five million curde. Mr. Dagget’s
gross recaipts for the four years under
the contract will Le $630,000. ‘Mr.
Daggett haz assumed a tremendous
piece of work, <% ?

He is a weli-known politician and man
of business, and is about forty two years
old. In his native place, Troy, he was
known &s an able political manager be-
fore he was twenty-one. He removed to
New York, where he was made a deputy
collector of internal revenue. When a
special investigation was made by the
authorities at Washington with regard to
the whiskey frauds Dagget’s accounts
were found to be perfect. Soon after h,e
was appointed under sheriff ‘of King's
county, in which Brooklyn is situated.
His term expired in three years, when
he was elected sheriff. As incumbent
of this office he initiated legislation at
Albany, whereby foreclosures were takep
away trom private referees and intrusted
to the sheriff. The change made hima
rich man. He is said to have received
over four hundred thousacd dollars in
fees and emoluments alone during his
term. After his retirement from the
office of eherift he was given the weighing
contract for tue port of New York, and
this geined him aunother large fortune
gaid to count up as well as the one he
wade as sheriff, But his rickes took to
themselves wings and flew awsy, and mn
1880 be went into business unconnected
with politics, He has been successful,
and feels himself strong enough to tackle
the enormous contract described, to
secure which he outbid several other
bidders.

116,000 Dock Iahorers Take

Part in it.

150,000 in Procession -- Ex-
pressions of Sympathy

From the Pulpit--Little Prospect
of a Speedy Settlement.

Loxvos, Sept. 1—Saturday the em-
pioyes of Garrow & Co., who are under
a heavy contract to supply the govern-
went with torpedoes and appliances,
struck,

About 5,000 iron workers of the Isle
of Dogs have gone out for an advance of
six pence.

The dock laborers on strike number
110,000. As an immediate sequence
of their cessation from work, 20,000
stevedores, 6,000 lightermen, 2,000
clerks and nearly 50,000 grain weighers
and laborers are compalsorily idle. The
Peninsula * and  Orienial steamship’s
company has 1,000 employes engaged
by the hour. The Meltourne trades’
council and representatives of all branch-
es of Inbor have called a mass meeting
{or Monday to raise funds for the Lon-
don etrikers.

Tho directors of the Dock Co. have
abeolutely declined to mako any conces-
sion beyond that already offered.

The strike committee met Iate Satur-
day night and decided to withdraw the
appeal for a general strike and to sub-
stitute an appeal to trdes union at
home and abroad for financial help to
continue the struggle.

The work of distributing funds to the
neody hse been resumed. ‘Lhe wharf
laborer's union of Sydney have cabled
£50 for this purpose. The strikers have
been ioformed that ‘the bishops of
Canterbury and London have expressed
their sympathy with the movement-

The strike has spread to Chatham.
Over 2,000 coalheavers and bargemen,
employed by Parker Lambert, have
joined the strikers.

The council of the strikers held a
meeling last evening and, after a long
discussion on the situation, decided to
continue the strike,

A monpster meeting of strikers was
held in Hyke Park, this afternoon.
Burne and other labor leaders made
speeches, and resolutions declaring that
the men would continue the strike until
their demands were fully conceded were
unanimously adopted. The enormous
crowd dispersed in an orderly manner.
It is estimated that 150,000 persors took
part in the demonstration. Burns and
others passed through the crowd and
took up a collection for the benefit of
the strikers, A large sum was obta ned,
An American gentleman gave a hand-
some donation.

In an interview Burns said that the
strike committee had decided not to
Lave a procession to-morrow as they pro-
pose to devote the day to real work,
especially to improving the methods of
collecting funds,

Five thousand rsilway men held a
meeting at Darlington to-day and decid-
ed to strike unless shortar Lours of labor
were granted.

The Economist predicts a disastrous
result for the strikers if they obtain a six
pence rate with a four hour minimum.
It eays that the number of men seeking
work at the docks wiil largely increase
and that the companies will employ
more permanent workmen and avail
themselves of fewer casual employes.
Oniy & few will be benefited while the
lot of the many will be harder than ever.
The law of the survival of the fittest will
be exemplified by the strike, the wide
reaching consequences of which wiil be
upprecedent in London history.

Cardinal Mauning sent a messenger
to Hyde Park to request Burns to visit
him. Burns called upon the cardinal
after the meeting. His eminence ex-
pressed his admiration at the excellent
order maintained and congratulated
bim upon the general good behavior of
the strikers.

A mess meeting of dockmen and
others was held at Southwark Quelch, as
leader of the social democratic federa-
tion, denounced the manifesto calling
for a general strike. But for that it is
believed that the dock direciors would
bave yielded to the strikers’ demauds.
Cenon Liddon, of St. Pauls has sub-
scribed to the rehef fund. Io a sermon
at York, to-day, Canon Fleming expres-
e€d his sympathy with the strikers.
Meetings to express sympathy with
strikers are being held throughout the
country.

A deputaiion representing
sighty leading houses, ship owners, wait-
ed upon the officials of the dock coru-
panies today and urged them to give the
shippers powcr to make their own ar-
rangemengs with the men for the dis-
charge and loading of vessels. Mr.
Norwood, chairman of the joint docks
committee, appealcd to the shippers
not {0 press their request as to grant it
would be 1mpossible without conceding
points wl:ch the companies are fight-
ing against. At a meeting of the wharf-
fingers a resolution was adopted advis-
ing the strikers to accept to the dock
companies offer.

The Sammer Heat.

The original source of the sumnmer’s
heat is the sun, but many local causes
tend to modify and vary the action.
The earth is really farther from the
sun in summer than in winter, so that
the warm weather does not depend
upon the greater proximity of the
source of heat. Itis duc to the fact
that in summer the northern hemis-
phere is turned more directly towards
the sun, so that it receives its rays in
g VITIIRe ! Lilein win-
ter it is turned ther uway, and the
obligue licat rays arc unable to raise
the temperature to any great degree.
The varyiug length of the dufs is also
an important efement, as the long
days of sumwmer ailow the earth to be
exposed for a louger time to the influ-
ence of the source of heat.

The thermal sumwer, that is, the
period of greatest heat, does not corre-
spond w the astronomical summer.
On June?2l the sun’s ruys sre most
nearly vertical, and the ecarth is ex-
posed to thei uence for a greater

yroportion of e u -four Lours,
sut the Lotiest westher is not general-
ly experierced till ubout a month la-
ter, and, similarly, the greatest cold
does not oecur until after the winter
solstice. A certain amount of thme is
necessary for the increasing heat of
the approaching summer to counter-
act the ecld of the preceding winter,
and vice versa. A shmilar delay is no-
ticed in the daily fluctations of tem-
perature; the hottest part of the day is
not at noon, but about 3 o’clock, while
the lowest temperature of the night is
reached in the carly morning Louwes. —
Popular Science News.

Henry James Says Some Sound Things tn

a Letter to the Deerfield School.

I am afraid I can do little more
than thank you for your courteousin-
vitation to be present at the sittings of
your delightfully sounding school of
romance, which ought to inherit hap-
piness and honor from such a name. |
am so very far away from you that I
am afraid I can’t participate very in-
telligibly in your discussions, bt can
only give themn the furtheran®® of 4
dimly discriminating sympathy. T
am not sure that I apprehend very
well your apparent premise, ‘‘the ma-
terialism of our present tendencies,”
and I suspect that this would require
some clearing up before Ishould be
able (if even then) to contribute any
suggestive or helpful word.

o tell the truth I can’t help think-
ing that we already talk too mwuch
about the novel, about and around it,
in proportion teo the riuuutity of it hav-
i‘%ﬁ‘wv importance that we produce,

at I should say to the nymphs and
swains who propose to converse about
it under the great trees at Deerfield is:
“Oh, do something from your point
of view; an ounce of example is worth
a ton of generalizations; do some-
thing with the great art and the great
form; do something with life. Any

int of view is interesting that isa
irect impression of life.

“You each have an impression col-
ored by your individual conditions;
make this into a picture, a picture
framed by your own personal wisdom,
ﬁ\u‘ glimps_e of the American world.

e field is vast for freedom, for
stu(&g‘, for observation, for satire, for
truth.” I don’t think I really do know
what you mean by ‘materislizin
tendencies” any more than I shoul
by “‘spiritualizing” or ‘‘etherealiting.”

There are no tendencies worth any-
thing but to see the actual or the im-
aginative, which is just as visible, and
to paint it. I have only two little
words for the matter remotely a

great mountains of 5aTt up, oy YO v
gin, which is a tributary of the Colo-
rado, each of which 1s larger and
bigher than Goat island. The salt is
pure and white; it is clearer than
glass. You may take a piece of it
seven or eight inches thick and read a
common newspaper through it.
“The salt mountains cover a
stretch of about twenty-five miles on
both sides of the Virgin, seven miles
utp from the Colorado. A single blast
of giant powder will blow out tons
upon tons of it. This salt does not
dazzle your eyes as you might expect,
while riding aloug on the river steam-
er or clambering over it. It has a
layer of sandstone from two to eight
feet thick over it. When this is torn
away the salt liesin full sight, like a
%reat snowdrift. How deep it is no-
ody knows. This salt is destin-
ed to be a source of great wealth.
Hamilton Disston, the big saw manu
facturer, and Baldwin, of the Baldwin
locomotive works, are the only men
who have secured any of the salt
mountains. When the Utah Southern
railroad is pushed on from Frisco,
Utah, it will tap the salt mountains
and then an enormous revenue will
be realized from them.”

Capt. Mellon brought down from
the mines, for the Academy of Sci-
ences, San Francisco, some queer
things. Under the cap rock was found
charred wood and charcoal, besides
some matting made of cedar bark.
The salt had preserved it. It might
have lain there thousands of years.
Evidently there had been a slide that
covered up the camp equipage of some
prehistoric men. Strange to say, a
similar discovery has been made in
the salt mines of{ouisi&na. The rocks
up toward the salt mountains are
pointed and cut into hierogl{phics
which none of the Mojave, Yuma,
Piute or other Indians know the mean-
ing of.

the same interview Capt. Mellon
said: ‘“There are valleys along the
great, but as yet unknown, Colorado
singly as much as 120 miles long and
twenty miles wide. That will be the

orange country of the globe.
They are as rich as_the valley of the
Nile. Irrigation will redeem them.
Water will be brought on them as sure
as destiny. >

“El Dorado canyon is giinder than
the Grand canyon of the Colorado. The
tops of the windows in the steamer
Ghla do not project out more than six
inches, yet I may put my head out
and look as high as 1 can, and I can't
see half way up the mi[ir5 ty walls of
the canyon. The river is 850 feet wide
there, too. The only way you can
see to the topis to get right out on
deck and look straight up. 'The walls
are so high that there is perpetual
shade there, Neither the sun nor the
moon can shine in. It takes ten hours
going up to go through the canyon,
and fwo hours coming down,

“By the Colorado river and the Vir-
gin you can run clear up to Nevada
and%tah. Many people have laugh-
ed at me for saying I was going w
into mountainous Neva y bos,E
but that’s gixst whnst I have bgteu do-
ing right along. Strange asif-may
seegm, gnd little known as it is, the
Colorado has more navigable water
without portage than any other river
on the Pacific coast. It has 700 miles,
while the Columbia has but 350. The
Colorado is the onl{ real field for ex-
plorers on the North American conti-
tinent outside of the frigid north. The
wonders that could be unearthed there
will yet attract the atlention of the
oreatest scienists of the world.”—San
Francisco Kxaminer.

THE DEACLY. TOOTHFICK.

A Physician and 2 Dentist Say That Chew-
ing Toothpicks Is u DBad Habit,

“Do you know,” said a physician to |*

a Herald man yesterday, ‘‘that the
great American habit of toothpick
chewing is responsible for a great
number of human ills¢” The j'oung
man was more than surprised. He
said he'd be glad to learn just how
those cvils are wrought by the appar-
ently harmless and indispensabie tooth-

pick.

“Well,” said the physician, “of
course I refer more particularly to the
practice of chewing wooden tooth-
picks. And when I modify my state-
ment in this way I don't have any
hesitation in reiterating that the
wooden toothpick is an engine of de-
struction. If you have ever noticed
these things much you have observed
that a good many people who take
theirmeals at restaurantsorhotel cafes,
and rush out immediately afterward to
business, snatch on the way a tooth-
pick, sometimes several of them, and
thrust the little wooden spears into
the mouth. In nine cases out of ten
they don’t use the toothpick quickly
and as a matter of buysiness, but they
retain it in the mouth after all neces-
sity for its function has ceased. They
chew on it and wabble it about under
the jaws, and finally the piece of wood
isreduced to a ragged pulp, and then it
is usually cast away. Very frequent-
ly small particles of the wood are swal-
lowed, and I know one man who was
in the habit of eating his toothpick.
Ibecame acquainted with him, because
he wanted me to give him something
to heal his stomach, which was reall
ina lacerated condition. The sm
})articles of food that are swallowed
requently lodge in the walls of the
stomach somewhere, and induce gas-
tric disturbance. 1 know several
cases which proved fatal. A man may
go on chewing toothpicks for fifty
gcars and never suffer any ill effects,

ut his less fortunate neighbor may
chew them for a few days and die on
account of it. I tell you a fact when
Isay that lots o trouble with the di-
gestive apparatus and lots of more
serious ailments may be, and have
been by me in many instances, traced
to the use of woth]Ecks as I have
pointed out. The habit, I notice, is
one that is growing rapidly, and
aside from the fact that it isan ill
bred and rude custom, it is to be de-
tested on hygienic principles. I found
out the other day that some restau-
rants dip their toothpicks in some aro-
matic fluid, like ciinamon, and this
tends to cause a biz spread of the
toothpick chewing habit. The person
whoputs one of these prepared sticks
in his mouth can hardly resist the
temptation to chew on it. It's an aw-
ful habit, and I'd like to see people
stop it.”

e Herald man saw his friend the
dentist yesterday, and told him about
the physician’s warning and advice,
and asked him what he thought about
it. “Well,” he said, smiling. “I don’t
know that Iought tot.alE of sucha
thing. If we fellows give the public
too much advice, where will our trade
come from? The fact is, the habit of
toothpick chewing brings the dentist
lots of customers. In a long practice
I've seen how very destructive and
dangerous the wooden toothpick is
when chewed. It destroysthe gums
and the teeth, its chewed fibers lacer-
ate the bronchial passages, get into
the throat and head, and indure ca-
tarrh, bad breath and general disflg-
urement of the mouth. If I werea
philanthropist instead of a dentist, I
should advise everybody to avoid
chewing toothpicks.”—Boston Herald.

A Rallway Car of Steel.

During the last two or three months
& mysterious proceedin% has been go-
ing on at the Chicago forge and bolt
works, at the corner of Wentworth
avenue and Fortieth street. At last it
leaked out that the mysterious mech-
anism that was being put together
was a railway car. Ifis understood
that its originator is named Ford, and
is backed by capitalists from Missouri.

The distinctive feature of the car is
the fact that it is all iron or steel. The
roof, sidesand end of the car are made
of steel boiler plates riveted together,
and it is nothing more or less than a
huge boiler.

In the bottom, it is said, are
several steel girders packed in cement
much the same as in the Pullman
cars.

Itis said
that ventilation is secured by pump-
ing air into the cars throu pipes.

wost Georgia Town.
“Did you ever see busy bees making
honcy in a hotel?” The question was
put by a traveling man who had just
returned from a six weeks' trip
through the southern portion of the
state

A Drummer's Lively

“I wouldn’t have believed,” he con-
tinued, “‘that people and bees could
live together, but}. have seen it with
my own eyes, and I am convinced that
they can. Last week, as I was mak-
ing my return trip to Savannah, I
stopped over at Oglothorpe, and Ispent
the nightin that industrious little town
at the Drummers' Home, the only ho-
tel there. Itis kept by Judge Willis,
the largest merchant and one of the
wealthiest men in southwest Georgia.
I wassitting out on the front porch
just after supper, smoking a cigar,
and Ikept hearing a rumbling noise,
as if water were pouring off some
place. The sound camo and went at
intervals, and sometimes I could hear
it distinct enough to almost tell, 1
thought, what it was. From the ar
tesian well, situated in the center of
the town, runs asmall stream. It runs
down a hill over rocks and pebbles
making a rumbling noiso like that of
a brook, and forms a branch further
down the hill, and the rippling of the
little strean 1s heard at the business
houses.

‘ran my head into a bee nest.” There
were more bees there than I ever felt
before. They ‘pitched’ on my face
and head, and as fast as one would
sting he gave place to the next one,
who gave me a whack. I raninto the
room, and in some way they got the
bees off of me. I remained over in
Oglethorpe two days—that was lon,
than I expected to stay, but I wan

to stay until my fondness for the
place ‘swagged down' to its natural
size.

“Two days afterward, a few hours
before I was going to leave, I thought
I wo?ldI tz;ke nllasltl looli at the ‘fai

t. ound the column inst
:rpl?ich I leaned, and the ﬁl\stagtiling
that attracted my attention was the
rumblin wl% that I heard two nights
before. king at the top of the post
I saw a bunch of bees that would
have filled my hat. They were goin,
in and out of a crack in the posg;:{us
as they goin and out of a gum. They
were making honey. I had made a
discovery. I madeknown what I had
seen to the proprietor of the house.
He investigated it and found that the
column, which is about ten feet high
and eight inches in diameter, was full
of honey up to within two feet of the
top. After calculating awhile, we
found that the column contained over
200 pounds of Loney. Itwasa find of
between $80 and $100. Nobodg had
ever seen the bees before, and, not-
withstanding the rumbling noise had
attracted the attention of numbers of
people, they attributed the sound to
the branch just asIdid. I was told
that the bees would be robbed of their
honey the next day, if I would remain
over, but I was two days behind, and
had to pull out. The two families live
peaceably together now, I am told, and
no hostility will be manifested until
the post gets full of honey, then the
whites will begin pillaging and rob-
bing."—Savannah Igew&

How to Disinfect.
Cluthini; which requires disinfect-
ing should be submitted for about

sulphuric fumes from a large quan-
tity of sulphur, The chamber should
be su constructed as to prevent the
fumes from passing off. No germs
can stand this.

After 2 room has boen used by a
person sick with any contagious dis-
easc, it becomes necessary to disinfect
it beforeit is fit to be used again. This
is done by removing and burning the
paper on the wulls, removing the bed-
steads and other furniture, and expo
sing tliem to air and wind, and giving
thein u fresh coat of varnish; by hav-
ing the wattress made over new and
the hLair boiled; by burning in the
room three pounds of sulphur, and by
whitewashing, painting and papering
the room anew.

Nowthat it is generally conceded
that consumption is caused by germs
which multiply in the lungs, a meth-
od of disinfecting them, which shall
be harmless, has been sought for, but
as yet without avail. The vapor of
creosote, the oil of the eucalyptus and
carbolic acid have been tried, and
to some extent they may paralyze or
stun the germs and prevent their ra-
pid increase, but as the passages of
the lungs are delicate, and the vapor
caunot be brought very near to them
without injury, the good effects are
slight. But there is one method which
cannot fail to prove beneficial and
tiat is the inhalation of large quanti-
ties of fresh, pure air. This is worth
more than any disinfectant for the
lungs, and can do no harm.—Practical
Farmer.
