The proper manner of planting, or act of 

inserting the tools, so as to insure the growth 1 
of ilia plants, is simply to observe the nature 
of the fibrous roots and place them in their 
natural position in the soil.

These plants that extend their roots far 
around the mown or centre, require a hole 
made to accommodate them, without cramp- 
mg their tools ; others that loot downward in 
a perpendicular manner, as the Pæony and 
tuberous roots, and most kinds of bulbs, 
should be plasted .so that the roots find their 
way into deep, rich soil.

In the act of planting, place the crown of 
the root an inch or two deep, and close the 
fine earth well about the fibres with ei her the 
hand or foot, observing well the nature ol the 
roots: and if the ground is very dry in the 
spring, give a quantity of waler to settle the 
earth about them.
