WORLD STUNNED WITH AMAZEMENT William Nichol, 750 Walker street, 

one of the last thoroughfares within 
the southern limits of the eity In the 
east end, was assaulted, bound, gagged 
and robbed by four men, who broke 
into his home last evening while lie 
was alone.

Nichol was in a semi-conscious state 
until after 4 o’clock this morning, 
when he managed to open the door and 
make his way across the road to the 
residence of Mr. T. W. Temple, of 
748 Walker street, on the opposite 
side of Carson Lane, where the ropes 
were cut.

His hands were tied behind his 
back, his legs bound, and he was 
bleeding about the face when Mr. 
Temple discovered him bumping at 
the door.

Mr. Nichol stated that he was alone 
in the house late last night, when the 
four men broke open the door and 
aroused him.

He declares that they demanded

blow on the forehead with a stick. 
Nichol was stunned, and was unable to 
do anything to protect himself, when 
one of the men secured a rope and 
bound his arms behind his back. His 
legs were also secured, and while he 
was lying on the floor, it is said, they 
kicked him about the face and body in 
a brutal manner.

Rifled His Pockets.
His pockets were rifled, and the 

house searched. Little or nothing was 
secured, as the victim had but a trifle 
over two dollars in his possession.

"How he managed to make his way 
over to my house, bound as he was, is 
a mystery to me," Mr. Temple told The 
Advertiser. "Shortly after 4 o'clock I 
iheard the noise at the back door and 
asked who was there. When 1 learned 
who it was, I went out and untied the 
ropes. Nichol was badly cut, and his 
eyes were swollen up and blackened.

The announcement of Commander Peary, that he has discovered the North 
Pole, holds the attention of the entire civilized world. Whatever question of 
priority is made between the claims of Commander Peary and Dr Cook, there 
can be no doubt that to the United States belongs the distinction and unques­
tionable credit of discovering the North Pole. 1 senieve

The remarkable coincidence of the news of two such colossal achieve- 
ments, coming within five days, after years and years of fruitless effort, is 
one of the most remarkable coincidences in history.

WHO WAS THE FIRST.
The question of priority in reaching the pole is now absorbing America. 

That Peary will claim to be the first discoverer appears to be definitely as­
sured from the following: First, formal announcement has been telegraphed 
from Indian Harbor, Labrador, to all principal American and geographical 
societies of ail nations, including Japan and Brazil, specifically announcing 
that "The North Pole was discoveredApril 6 by the Peary Arctic Club expe­
dition under command of Commander Peary."

London's Importance.
There are more reasons thanContinued From Page One. gaged in facilitating the disposal of 

goods of Canadian production. The de­
partment of labor, on the other hand, 
concerns itself directly with the mani­
fold problems which arise between the 
employer and employee during the pro­
cess of production. The former, nat- 
urally, comes chiefly into contact with 
the employer, while the latter deals 
chiefly with the employee, and it is 
therefore with the latter that I would 
like to say a brief word.

The Claims of Labor.
The recognition of the claims of la­

bor to special consideration from the 
Government was of comparatively 
slow growth in this country. We had 
commissions of investigation into labor, 
questions from time to time, ending 
with a very elaborate and prolonged 
inquiry In 1886. I have never been 
able to find out exactly what came of 
them. It was not until Sir William 
Mulock established in 1900 a special 
department of labor that the machin­
ery was created whereby the Govern­
ment could give proper and continuous 
attention to labor questions. The rapid 
growth and expansion of the depart­
ment since then is familiar to all. It 
is safe to say that there is now no de­
partment of the Government whose ac­
tivities are better known to the people 
at large. I am not going to detain you 
with any account of the process by 
which the department attained to that 
position, but I would like very briefly 
to recapitulate what the department is 
engaged in doing today.

The Lemieux Act.
(1) It has evolved very elaborate and 

extensive machinery, and placed the 
same at the disposal of the public, for 
the purpose of facilitating the settle­
ment of strikes and lockouts. Its work 
in this connection is known throughout 
the length and breadth of Canada. It 
is impossible here and now to describe 
this machinery or to refer to its re­
sults. It is enough to say that during 
the two years that have elapsed since 
the Lemieux act came into force, over 
60 strikes have been prevented, with 
perfect satisfaction to all the parties 
concerned. The saving effected there­
by is probably to be estimated in mil­
lions. This legislation, which may 
justly claim to be unique of its kind, 
has excited interest throughout the en­
tire industrial world. We have had 
special commissioners looking into its 
manner of working from Great Britain, 
the United States, and Mexico. Imita­
tion, they say, is the sincerest form 
of flattery, and several states of the 
American Union, as well as New South 
Wales and the Transvaal, are placing 
similar legislation on their statute 
books. Canada is not given to boast­
ing, but we think an achievement like 
that is something of which to be proud.

(2.) The department publishes in 
the Labor Gazette a detailed industrial 
chronicle covering the whole of Canada 
from month to month. The Gazette 
contains the latest statistics with ref­
erence to all subjects of interest to 
labor, such as trade disputes, indus­
trial accidents, immigration, etc., etc. 
The latest publications of Importance 
from an industrial or labor standpoint 
are reviewed, and a summary given of 
recent legal decisions affecting labor, 
as well as the results of numerous spe­
cial Investigations conducted by the 
department. Every city in the Domin­
ion has a correspondent to the Gazette, 
and the department is brought in this 
way into close touch with every sec­
tion of Canada. The Gazette is sold 
for 20 cents a year, and this merely 
nominal charge places it within the

one 1900, which requires that a fair-wages 
schedule be inserted in every contract 
awarded by the Government, is admin­
istered by the department, two special 
officers being constantly employed in 
the preparation of the schedules and 
their enforcement.

(4) One of the chief functions of the 
department is to supply information of 
an expert character on all questions 
appertaining to labor. In this connec­
tion, an extensive collection of publi­
cations has been brought together and 
classified. The department has a 
heavy correspondence with the general 
public in answer to inquiries on eco­
nomic and industrial subjects. In ad­
dition, as you are aware, it has con­
ducted several very important in­
quiries. under commission into ques­
tions such as Oriental immigration, 
conditions in certain industries or in 
certain sections of the country. In 
short, it has been a standing organ­
ization for the education of the people 
on labor questions and the dissemin­
ation of knowledge, the lack of which 
is among the most fruitful sources of 
misunderstandings In the Industrial 
world.

we are now beginning to call it, the 
old part of Canada. You are the 
fourth largest industrial centre in On­
tario. You have within your limits 
some of the most famous manufac­
tories in Canada, and their products 
are household words throughout the 
Dominion. The census informs me 
that your total annual production of 
manufactured goods is valued at over 
$15,000,000. In the second place you 
are situated in the heart of a district 
that, for agricultural richness, is not 
surpassed in this country, or, in fact, 
on this continent. Your great annual 
exhibition furnishes yearly and elo­
quent testimony of that. And so I say 
that this also constitutes a reason why 
this holiday should be a day of spe­
cial significance to you.

London's Labor Unions.
But, Mr. Chairman, referring more 

particularly to labor conditions, and 
especially to those affecting organized 
labor, London has been identified from 
an early day with every movement de­
signed to uplift the workingman of 
Canada. At the present time you 
have, on the authority of the depart­
ment of labor, no fewer than 43 labor 
unions in active existence. The local 
printers, bricklayers, iron-molders, 
cigar-workers, garment-makers and 
musicians’ unions are among the 
strongest and best of their class in 
Canada. You have had, of, course, your 
ups and downs like everyone else, but 
the fact remains that, after Toronto 
and Hamilton, London is the best or­
ganized of the cities of Eastern Can­
ada from the standpoint of the trade 
union movement.

The Government and Labor.
You expect me, no doubt, as a min­

ister of the crown, on this, the annual 
festival dedicated by the people of 
Canada to labor, to say a word to you 
with regard to the attitude or policy of 
the Government towards labor. You 
would prefer that, I imagine, to mere 
generalities. In my opinion, no graver 
or greater issue is before this coun­
try or before this century than the 
problem which is usually and some­
what loosely referred to as the “labor" 
problem. On the treatment we accord 
that problem and on the solutions we 
find for its many phases depends in 
a large degree the happiness of the 
great mass of the people of this coun­
try, made up of the workers in the 
various industries and trades. In that 
great future which we are a unit in 
expecting for this glorious Dominion, 
the answers we find to the questions— 
how shall we regulate the often vexed 
relationships of capital and labor? 
what shall be the social and economic 
condition of our working class?—will 
very materially determine the place 
which Canada will take among the na­
tions of the world. Daily the competi­
tion between nationalities and races is 
becoming keener, and the country 
which has not its industrial problems 
well in hand and its industrial life 
healthy and free from reproach is 
doomed to failure. That the Govern­
ment of Canada realizes this fact a 
very brief account of what it has done 
and is doing for the cause of labor 
will demonstrate. Actions speak louder 
than words, and fortunately it is a 
record of actions I am able to place 
before you.

There are two departments of the 
Government which have the industrial 
life of the country under their Imme­
diate supervision. The department of 
trade and commerce is primarily en-

be right. We are, at any rate, not idle. 
Let me draw your attention to the last 
and perhaps the most significant proof 
we have given of this fact. As you all 
know, the portfolio of labor was first 
attached to the office of the Postmas­
ter-General, for the reason that Sir 
William Mulock, the first minister of 
labor, was postmaster-general at the 
time the department was created. So 
the department remained until a few 
months ago. This, however, has now 
been radically changed. For the first 
time in the history of Canada, the cab­
inet contains a minister of labor who 
has no other charge upon his atten­
tion than the one indicated by the title 
of his portfolio. In other words, labor 
has been recognized as a big enough 
interest to have a minister of its own. 
Mr. Mackenzie King has made the 
great reputation which he enjoys as

those who give their brain and muscle 
and all their energies to the daily task 
before them. In this great country our 
lot is cast in pleasant places. In our 
Dominion there is not the maddening 
foe of manhood’s laudable ambition to 
climb the ladder of prosperity, and 
reach the promised land. In our coun­
try there is not the hopeless striving 
that pertains to other climes. In this 
part of the continent we do not have 
to face that unreasonable class preju­
dice which in some of the older coun­
tries has been the prolific mother of 
degeneracy. In our country conditions 
will not be tolerated that will yield a 
crop of Oliver Twists. In our land, I 
hope no pen will ever be employed to 
write a description of a submerged 
class. In our country we have broad 
acres easily acquired, where labor 
meets its reward and happy homes 
and manly men and womanly women

Professor Clark takes no stock in the 
claim that Britain’s dependence on 
foreign countries for her food supplies 
constitutes a grave imperial danger, 
contending that that dependence is in 
some respects a source of strength, as 
it secures to her friends in need, the 
countries that supply her being bound 
to her by the tie of mutual inter­
est.

The contention that preferential 
trading relations would strengthen the 
ties between the mother country and 
the colonies Professor Clark answers 
by pointing out that the policy, once 
adopted by Britain, could not be con­
firmed to foodstuffs, but must Inevit­
ably extend till it became an all-round 
system of high protection, and there la 
grave reason to doubt whether an im­
perial preferential tariff could be ar­
ranged without bringing into danger­
ous conflict the diverse and often-op­
posing interests of the different states 
of the empire. The present Canadian 
preference, as a voluntary gift of a 
free people. Professor Clark says, 
stands on quite a different footing. 
Great Britain’s hold on the colonies is 
not conditional on her adoption of pro­
tection, the bonds of empire being 
other and stronger than those of mere 
commercial interest.

FREE COMMERCE DURING WAR.
Although there has been official con­

tradiction of the report that the Bri­
tish Government has refused to ratify 
the declaration of London—that is the 
agreement reached at a conference of 
the powers in London last spring on 
contraband and other doubtful points 
in the law of naval war—it is not im­
probable that the Government desires 
to introduce modification in some of 
the clauses. The time allowed for 
ratification of the declaration does not 
expire until June next, so that there 
is really no need to bring it before 
parliament during the present session. 
If in the meantime effort is made to 
focus public opinion on what is un­
doubtedly a most important question 
of naval defence, some good may re­
sult. The proposed convention for an 
international prize court will, however, 
come before the House of Commons 
for discussion, and as the prize court 
will have to carry out the rules laid 
down in the declaration of London, 
the opportunity will arise for a debate 
on the whole law of prize.

In more than one respect the de­
claration is considered by Englishmen 
as defective. For instance, the terms 
under which food stuffs may be made 
conditional contraband, it is claimed, 
are drawn with a dangerous looseness,

His pluck 
and tenacity have excited world-wide 
admiration. He has also made real 
contributions to science. If Peary had 
been the first to announce the solution 
of the Arctic mystery, his word would 
have been accepted without demur, 
and no man would have grudged him 
the honor and glory. With Dr. Cook it 
Is somewhat different. The circum­
stances of his expedition were not so 
dramatic and made no appeal to pub­
lic imagination. It was financed by a 
Chicago gambler as a sporting prop­
osition. This does not, however, de­
tract from the merit of Dr. Cook's
achievement, as narrated by himself. 
He will be the victim of a monu­
mental injustice if he is telling the 
truth, and is not believed. It is to 
be hoped he can produce proofs which

land and Wales—Londons 
Paupers Increase. eno (Ma n

20th CenturyLondon, Sept. 5.—In the annual re­
port of the local government board is 
a shoal of information as to the work 
done towards the relief of the poor 
and unemployed, and as to the working 
of the pensions act.

The number of pensions payable on 
March 26, 1909, is given as follows, the 
act having come into force on Jan. 1: 
England, 369,037; Wales, 24,633, mak­
ing together 393,700 out of a total of 
647,494 for the United Kingdom.

Mr. John Burns pays a glowing trib­
ute to the work of the pension com­
mittees. “In the first few months,” he 
writes, "over 400,000 claims had to be 
dealt with by the committees, but in 
spite of the fact that the work was 
unfamiliar to them and that it had to 
be done at high pressure, it appears 
to have been both zealously and effi­
ciently carried out.”

The pension officers, whose work 
during the first few months must have 
been performed at great personal sac­
rifice, are also warmly praised.

Army of Pauper Children.
There were more than a quarter of 

a million children in England and 
Wales in receipt of poor law relief on 
Jan. 1, 1909. Twenty-seven persons 
out of every 1,000 of the population 
came under the head of pauperism on 
that date.

The total number of persons in re­
ceipt of some form of.poor law relief 
on the first day of the year was 959,- 
848, an increase of 31,177 on the num­
ber a year before. This total includes 
the Insane and the casual, and is made 
up or 236,727 men, 351,777 women, and 
253,775 children.

The total cost of the relief of the 
poor in England and Wales for the 
year ending Lady-day, 1908, was £14,- 
308,426, of which £3,773,428 was spent 
in London and £10,534,998 elsewhere. 
The average poor rate was 1s 11 d, 
and the average for London is 4% d.

A noticeable feature in the pauper­
ism of the last 325 years is the increase 
in the number of those receiving in­
door relief, who now form over 30 per 
cent of the total. The outdoor pau­
pers have remained at about the same 
number.

London Has Most Paupers.
In the case of London the rate of 

pauperism to population has shown 
generally no such marked decrease as 
is shown for England and Wales. The 
rates per 1,000 of the population of 
London of paupers of all classes, and 
of paupers other than casuals and in-I 
sane, in 1908-09—viz., 30.3 and 24.6 re-| 
spectively—were, in fact, higher than 
in any of the previous twenty-four 
years except 1906.
■Returns obtained from the Central 

Body of London from the twenty-nine 
distress committees in the metropolis 
and from 102 in the provinces show, in 
comparison with the previous year, 
that there were 193,757 applicants for 
work, or 106,000 more than last year, 
88.190 were given work, or 51,100 more 
than last year; the emigrations were 
less by 5,295,

The total number of dependents upon 
the qualified applicants was 376,043, an 
increase in the year of 255,072. To 
some extent the increase in the num­
ber of applicants is accounted for by 
the fact that distress committees oper­
ated in the fourteen new areas and the 
relaxation of the regulations as to the 
receipt of poor relief and former em­
ployment on relief works.

S7S7 East Dean, Sussex, England, Sept. 5. 
—A young Yorkshireman who, for 
some years past has been making a 
special study of dietetics, is living a 
life of fasting in a tent on a hilltop 
near the village of East Dean, about 
seven miles from Chichester.

Nearly a month ago he pitched his 
tent—a little shelter only six feet 
square—under a beech tree on this hill 
amid the South Downs, at a height of 
about 700 feet above the sea, and be­
gan a 10 weeks’ fast. He declared that 
up to the time a newspaper corre­
spondent saw him nothing but water 
had passed his lips; but he looked very 
well, and he told that one day recently 
he took a walking tour, covering 40 
miles of the downland country.

He thinks that an occasional lengthy 
fast Is the finest thing in the world 
to keep a person In perfect health. His 
rule is not a water cure, but an air 
cure; and he gave some interesting 
information on the events which led 
to his adopting the method of recoup­
ing himself by starvation.

"I am now 32 years of age.” he said. 
"Up to about five years ago I was more 
or less a chronic invalid, and had been 
in the hands of doctors since I was 15. 
At 26 I was very ill indeed with im­
paired kidneys following lung trouble. 
I went to Italy to try to regain my 
health, and there I began to experi­
ment in dietetics.

Walking Tour Without Food.
“I began by falling in with the con­

tinental custom of taking only two 
meals a day. Then I reduced my daily 
meals to one, and later, after long ex­
perimenting. I found that I could main­
tain my weight and strength perfectly 
on fruit alone. I became a confirmed 
vegetarian, and finally discovered that 
I could take a walking tour of 800 
miles, walking leisurely a distance of 
50 or GO miles a day, from dawn to 
nearly dusk, and eating absolutely 
nothing."

The last Peary expedition sailed 
from New York, July 6, 1908. From
