To assist in carrying out the pro­
visions of the attendance regulations, 
the committee decided to publish in 
the newspapers on the day previous 
to school opening a notice to parents 
outlining their responsibility under;

The school attendance act provides 
that, unless lawfully excused, every 
child over five who has been enrolled 
as a pupil, and every child between 
the ages of eight and fourteen years 
shall attend school for the full term1 
during which the school %: kept open. 
It will be pointed out that absence 
from school or irregular attendance 
not only causes serious loss to the 
child concerned, but also retards the 
progress of the other pupils.

A letter setting forth these facts 
will also be addressed to every par­
ent in the city later on in the term.

The attendance officer reported that 
a considerable number of pupils had 
made application for work permits, 
which are necessary under the ado­
lescent act for all children under 16 
years of age who desire to stay out of 
school in order to work. In a number 
of instances application for permits 
had not been accompanied by written 
promises of employment, which is 
necessary before the permit can be 
issued. The number of permits de­
sired will probably be in the neigh­
borhood of 200, Mr. Holmes reported, 
but of this number less than halt had 
oeen applied for to date.

equipped their cars with headlights 
of sixty and seventy candlepower and 
are apparently getting away with it. 
Driving on the highways under pres- 
ent conditions is certainly exciting to 
say the least. What with badly 
focused and glaring lights of far 
more than necessary power, and cars 
which display only one headlight, 
one never knows what to expect. A 
driver meets a car displaying a 
solitary light on its right side, and 
probably the next car will have one 
on the left side only.

"All these conditions call for much | the 
more rigid checking up on the part 
of provincial officers, and I am sur­
prised that it is not being done. A 
great deal could be done by motor­
ists themselves in remedying these 

|conditions by seeing that their own 
lighting equipment is all right.

The work of the corn borer is now 
becoming evident, states R. A. Finn 
in speaking of the spread of this 
pest over the whole of Western On­
tario. Up until the present the dam­
aged stalks have not been noticeable, 
but now that the corn is growing 
taller and heavier, the damaged corn 
is starting to show up.

Mr. Finn states that the infestation 
would seem at present to he less 
severe than in former years, hut that 
It will be impossible to estimate this 
until after the crop Is cut.

Speaking of preventive measures 
which should keep the borer in check. 
Mr. Finn says that the trouble is ag­
gravated by farmers who will plow 
down the corn stubble in an effort to 
destroy the pest, and then unthink- 
ingly cultivate it again In preparing 
the land, and thus bring the stubble 
to the surface, where the borer can 
use it as shelter. Deep careful plow­
ing with a long interval between 
plowing and cultivation, should drive 
the borer to the surface, where unless 
housed by some corn stalks still un­
covered, birds and the frost will soon 
destroy them.

This culture and the use of silos in 
feeding corn are the only weapons 
provided as yet with which to com­
bat the loss from the corn borer, Mr. 
Finn states.

Doubtless 
the good men and women engaged in this 
most untimely project are ready with the 
claim that, inasmuch as murderous hands 
have not been stayed by the fear of the rope 
or the electric chair, it is desirable, in the 
interest of public safety, to try the penalty 
of life imprisonment for a change.

letes is as keen as in the building of 
stadia.

"The general public, too many of 
the alumni, some of the students and 
even a few faculty members appear 
to hold the staff in physical educa- 
tion jointly and severally responsible 
for securing good athletic timber for 
the various athletic teams, and be­
lieve that any staff member who does 
not spend a considerable portion ot 
his time and energy in recruiting is 
not doing his full duty. Activity in 
this direction is condoned, or even 
justified, on the grounds that every 
institution eminent in inter-collegiate 
sports is doing this very thing, and. 
furthermore, that educational insti 
tutions outside the state will capture 
all of the star high-school athletes 
unless the local institutions get busy.

“Recruiting is a real problem and 
deserves the earnest consideration of 
the most thoughtful educators.*'

I have chosen this comparatively 
mild statement from among many 
more emphatic declarations by lead­
ing educators as typical of a body of 
opinion which is concerned about 
various factors of expense, competi­
tion and scouting.

Why Not Tell the Truth?
I believe that this is, for the most 

part, ill-informed opinion, but the 
makers and sponsors of football— 
graduate managers, coaches, alumni 
and players—are themselves to blame 
for this increasingly prevalent idea 
that real education is suffering by 
the emphasis on football, and that a 
gradual demoralization of undergra­
duates is being brought about.

This straw man could have been 
knocked over long ago, if the men 
behind football had come out openly 
and accepted and defended the 
necessity of playing the game to win. 
and had done openly and courageously 
what they have done furtively.
