Whether the grant from the Natural Science and Engineering
Research Council (NSERC) comes in or not, UNB scientist Potpourri
Stanley is determined to continue his research’ in the correlation
between his sexual activity and the climatic cenditions in Eastern

Canada.

According to close confidants
of Dr. Stanley, he hit on the idea
during the sudden and unexpected
snowfall experienced in Fred-
ericton a few weeks ago.
