THE LITTLE SISTERS OF THE
POOR.

The French painter, Cabanel, has
painted the portraits of the two founders
of the Little Sisters of the Poor; and
these portraits are exkibitd in the Paiia
Salon,

Father Auguste Le Pailleur, Superior
of the Little Sisters of the Poor, is the
son of & pror woman who kept a small
shop at St. Malo, where he was born in
1812, When ordained priest, and named
Vicar at St. Servain in 1835, he con-
oeived the idea of founding refuges for
helpless old men. He found twe poor
girls, one a servant, Jeanne Jugan, and a
seamstress, Maria Jamet, supporting
three old men in a garret ; and this was
the beginning of his work. One day
when bread was wanting, the Abbe Le
Pailleur eold hie gold watch, and Jeanne
Jugan went from door to door, of rich
and poor alike, begging for alms to sup-
port the aged and helpless. I'ne institu-
tion grew. Mgr, Godefroy Saint
Marc, who died Cardinal-Archbishop
of Renness, on account ot false re-
ports which reached him, interdicted
the good priest from continuing his
work; and afterwards, when he learned
the truth, cast bimself on his knees
before the venerable Abbe and asked
his pardon for having listened to the
calumnies about him, JeanneJ ugan, on
the report of M. Dupin, received one of
of the Montyon prizes from the French
Academy. The Cardinal Archbishop
who knelt at the feet of the humble
priest did all he could to encourage the
work, the extent of which may be con-
ceived when it is known that twenty
thousand letters, without counting tele-

rams, were received at the mother
ouse of La Tour (Ille et Vilaine).

HARDEY,

ASBISTANT BUPERIOR GENERAL OF THE
LADIRS OF THE BACRED HEART.

A large volume would not suffice to
do justice to the exalted work of the
noble lady, the news of whose death
flished across the ocean s ocouple of
weeks ago, and brought deep sorrow to
the hearts of her spiritual daughters
throughout the land. Half & century of
prayer, and devotedness, and oharity,
snd unbounded z°al in the cause of
Christian education has made the name
of Madame Hardey a household word,
not ouly in the United States, but in
Canada and South America as well,

Mary Aloysis Hardey was an Ameri.
can lady of a highly respectable South-
ern family, and closely related by blood
to the old Catholic Maryland family of
which the great Archbichop Spalding
was & descendant. She was born in
1809, one year before the late Cardinal
MoCloskey, who, like his worthy prede.
cessor, was ever ready to show his
appreciation of this noble lady and her
saintly daughters,

At the early age of sixteen Miss Har
dey quitted the world and consecrated
ber lite to the service of God and her
neighbor. She chose the society of the
“Ladies of the Sacred Heart” They
bad been established in Paris in 1800,
with the double mission of spreading
devotion to the Sacred Heart and giving

the highest education to Catholic maid. |

ens Mme Barat, though only in her
twenty first year, was the founder and
first superior. In 1826, Pope Leo XII,
approved the constitutions and invited
the nuns to Rome to open the convent
of Trinita de Monts

Bishop Dubourg brought a colony of
theee religious to the United States in
1817, opened a bouse near St Louis, Mo.
When Miss Hardey entered the society,
Oct, 22, 1825, there were but three
houses in this country, vis.: Florsant,
near St. Louis, @rand Coteau, La., and
8t. Micheal’s, in Louisiana, A biogra
pber relates that “her beauty was
beyond compare, being of the highest
Southern type, As a society woman she
would have created a sensation,” But
her gifts of mind and heart surpassed
those of the body. Comprehending
thoroughly the duties of her state, she
gave herself to them with a zeal and
devotedness that won the admiration of
her superiors, She had a mother's
heart for the children under her care,
and she was consoled in her labors by
seeing her affection returned, Her
admirable qualities caused her to be
early lgpoinv.ed to important charges,
which she fulfi.led to the great satistac-
tion of the heads of the order,

In 1841, Mme. Guallitsin was named
Visitor of all the houses in,North Amer
ica. She did not fail to notice and
cherish the promising gitts of Mme.
Hardey, and in consequence oconducted
her to Paris to the afother General.
Thence the young religious went to
Rome, where she received the blessing
of the venerable Gregory XVI. Iater
she was made superior of the house
opened in Houston street, New York
City. This community was in time
transferred to Astoria, and in 1847,
took jon of the Lorillard estate
in hattanville,  After receiving
the appointment of Vicar of the
Superior Geperal, Mme, Hardey in

P to the d de of prelates
throughout the land, opened houses in
Rochester, Albany, Boston, Providence,
Philadelphia, Chicago and Detroit. One
of her latest foundations is & flourishing
community in Omaha. Nor were her
labors confined to the United States ;
they were extended to Canada snd the
adjacent provinces, to South America
and the Went indiel. Academies
sprung up everywhere, and the names
of Manhattanville, Elmhurst, London,
Muryville, Kenwood and Eden Hall, may
be cited as synonyms of the highest
Catholic Education. In accordance
with the rule of the institute, wherever
they have academies for young ladies of
means, they have also a parochial school
for those who are less favored by fortune.
Thus do they fulfill the word of our
divine Saviour, “The poor you shall have
always with you,”

Mume, Hardey put no bounds to her
seal, she was overcome by no difficulty.
Though the society was poor in worldly
resources, she was strong and rich in
confidence in God, Hence the marvel.
ous success that crowned her efforts,
Fiourishing schools dotted the land, the
ranks of the society increased and very
many of the pupils came to demand
entrance among their former teachers.
One of the principal houses in Ke=nwood,
near Albany, and to this a novitiate is
attached.

The charity and devotedness of Mme.
Hardey had won all, and when in 1870
she was called to Paris and chosen
Assistant, she left many a sad heart
behind. There her long experience, her

POINTS OF HISTORY.

THE MASSACRE OF SBAINT BARTHOLOMEW,
From the Liverpool Times, Juae 18,

This was the subj-ct of the second dis
course of Father Anderdon, 8. J, on
“Points of History” delivered in the
church of the Holy Name, Manchester, on
Sunday last, in the presence of & crowded
congregation, It might be well asked, he
eaid, why on 50 bigh and blemed & festival,
when the whole Church was r« joicing in
the coming of the Holy Ghost to abide in
it and teach all 'L'ruth, he invited their at-
tention on the contrary te scenes of blood-
shed and massacre, But the answer was
plain, He conceived it to be in sccord-
ance with the purpose for which the Holy
Bpirit of Love and Truth came down upon
earth, to remove thote obstacles to the
reception of Faith which might seem to
exist up and down the psges of history.
“Men of good will” on every side were
edging forward to the Truth, but were
held back by fears of what might have
been the action of that Church to which

them, It was, therefure, promoting the
work of the Holy Spirit to do something
towards r:moving those barriers and
showing them that the way cf access to
the Truth wae plain and simple when his-
tory was read aright. In considering the
horrible masacre which took place in
1572 on  the night of St. Bartholomew,
we had to take into account the age it:elf
and its epirit. Those were not the days
of revolution in kid gloves and rosewate: ;
the pericd was ope of fierce men in dire-
ful antagonism. On the one side ard the
other there was relentless batred and
unsparing butchery. Not, as he would
show, that the Cburch did otherwise than
detest and denounce tuch crimes, but
because when men’s evil passions were up
1t wae, a8 the Word of Inepiration told us,
like op<ning the floodgates which could
not be closed at & moment’s notice. He
would refer to & candid Protestant hie-
toriap, Guiz »t, whose testimony wasto the
c¢ffect that maseacre bad beem the custom
and almost the familiar practice in that
age, one which excited neither the surprise

day. So little regard, he added, was paid
to humau life and to trutbfulnesa in the
».lations between man and man, that to
deceive and to kill were acts of such ordin-
ary occurrence that people were scarcely
estonished at them and” almost made up
their miods to them beforehand, In proof

Correspondence of the Ricord.
QUEBEC COMMERCIAL ACADEMY,

An exhibition of the scholastic products
of this irentution, and of the echools of
St, Jobn'’s and St. Roch's parishes of this
city, was opened bere on the 20ib June
last, aud closed on the 20d inst,

The number of visiturs was very large,
many of whom were counoiseurs in edu-
cational matters,

Notwithstanding the bigh opinion the
public bave of the Brothers, aud of the
esteem in which they are heid in our
city, the late exhibition so surpassed all
expectations that it must bave added
greatly to their already c¢xcellent reputa
tion, Believipg, Mr, Editor, that it can-
not be other than iuteresting to your
many readers to learn something about
cducational matters here at Quebec, I
will give you a brief sketch of what [
saw during two short vicits I paid to the
scholastic exhibition.

The first departm.nt I visited was :hat
of natural science, It coutaine a well-
filled laboratory, a cabinet of pbysics,
containirg a cheice collection of the most
essential inctruments, varied collections
of mineral~gy, (one of which was presented
to the Commercial Academy by His
Honor, late Lieutenant Govera.r Robi-
taill+), and a herbarium of the most use-
ful medicinal and commercial plauts,

The dift:rent materiala and processes
entering into the manufacture of soap,
glass, porcelain  and euger, were
Judiciously exposed. The materials were
contained in neatly labelled vials, and the
processes were illustr ted by a neat  raw
1og,

By this way of exposing, & cursory
glauce even from persons wholly unac
quainted with the univir:al science of
chemistry, sufficed to communicate a
practical idea. There were also cullec-
tions of the building materials con monly
ueed, in stone, marole avd woud, ot Can-
aliun fars, of the d. florent native graine,
besides several large plaster casts repre-
senting geograpbical features, Two of
these castes represeuted the citics of Mon
treal and Quebec.

Two of the most interesting features of
this department are the mineral gical
collections of the pupils, aLd the actual
manufacture of beer, wine and vinegar,
by the boys. For the former the little
fellows must have passcd many an hour
in the useful and healthy employment of
picking up minerals, if we judge by the
number of specimens shown.

Master L. Lebel, of Gaspe, exhibited
150 specimens, They were the most
carefully classed, and served to reflect no
smsll credit on the taste, knowledge, and
industry of their author. The other
feature was one of still great(r intereet,
being especially practical. To see the
pupils spply their chemical knowledge in
the actual brewing of beer, the manufac.
ture of wine aud of vinegar, is uncommon
in our schools here. We interrogated
them on the elements of chemistry, and
found th.ir knowledge most satisfactory.
Quite a small boy, G. Girard, of Montreal,
scemed efficient far beyond bis year:. His
aneWers were precise and his explanations
clesr and replete. We were no wise sur-
prised when Rev, Brother Ephiiam, the
professor of this department, gave us to
understand that our litile friend would
bave the Baillarge gold medal this year.
This course is followed by about 50
pn{ﬂn, between 15 and 20 years old.

he really practioal application of the
useful theory of the natural aciences
to our b::" o used industries Txt
bave y pleasing to many of the
viaitors, p:r.tlcuhrly to those who are
specially .ommimioned to watch over the
educationa’ wants of soclety.
We next visited the department of in.
dustrial arts, which comprised, besides a
large mssortment of linear, oraamental,
perspective, architectara), mechauical and
uldpo:lul drawings, water color paint.
ings, specimens of wood carving and pol-

g, of model making in clay, of plaster
reproductions, also scroil and iathe work
in wood, and a machine run by ‘water, at
which the boys were working at tarnin,
aud ocroll sawing. The collection o
ornamental drawings was numerous and
choice, being accoiding to the Broth-
en’ method of drawing, 50 universally
known and so highly appreciated. They
related almost entirely to architectural
deeigns. The sclections pleased ns much,
and the execution was more than what
can ordinarily be expected from the gen-
erality of pupils. Notwithstanding the
degree of el&etion attained by many in
this branch, we preferred the work of
Masters E. Deromeand A. Pouliot, of the
Commercial Aeldeml. ,

The mechanical diawings represented
different sorts of machinery of locomo-
tives, and of their component parts, and
of scctions from them, As the pupils
who work in this branch are of the ad-
vanced classes, their work is not of a
purely copying nature, They too seemed
conversant with the principles of me-
chanics, as we discuvered by the clear ex-

lanations of our guide, Master S.

icard, one of the contributors.

The architectural drawings' comprised
different styles of buildings, and sections
from them, principally the drill shed and
court house, now in course of ocomstruc.
tion, Here again we had reason to be-
lieve that the pupils had a fair knowledge
of what they were doing, and the conse.

uent deep interest they took therein,

arious styles of houses in water colors
were most pleasing to the eye, and indi.
cated careful training on the part of the ex-
ecutor.

The Brothers of St. John's School
seemed  farthest initiated in this
branch, Of course, this is but a very in.
adquate notice of this departmen®,
which contained an entire storey. The
walls from oeiling to floor were entirely
covered with drawing, and several benches
were atill Joaded other specimens,

The commereial dopartme: t, on the

We glanced over a few aud fouud the
the llngm-gu goud, the sentiments grate-
fu), sud the penmanship systematically
commercial,

Ttis room also exhibited fac.similes of
the different decimal woueys, in nickel,
silver, gold and paper, also samples of the
most common clothe and stuffs used in
actucl business, with the name, number,
quality aud piice nicely lubelled on each.
By this means the pupils are enabled to
transact business among themselyes, and
to become familiar with the baudling of
mouneys and of mercbandice, as if in busi-
ness. Inconnection with these commer-
cisl object lessous was a banking o) stem,
with 1its different kiuds of paper thor-
ougbly represented.

The next room contained the body of
the exhibition—that s, in it ull the classes
of the schools were reprussnted, and in all
the different branches entering iuto a com-
mercial education,

The copies in the respective classes pre
sented & neat app y 8D d
most carefully written aud corrected. We
picked up a few, in which we noticed the
trace of the master’s correction.

Not to be invidious, I will simply call
attention to a set of buok keeping in the
superior class of the Commercial Asademy
taken from ove of the largest firms i
this city, the Hamel Brotbers.

An elegantly executed drawing repre-
seuted the different buoke which were
beautifully written up, the penmau:hip
being graceful, easy aud bold, the fixures
carefully ard proportionally ex.cuted.

The copies of arichmetic, mensaration,
trigonometry, shorthaud, land surveying
lapguage, etc., were all remarkabiy well
done,

The ncxt room was devoted entirely to
calligraphy. In  arravgement it was
artistice!, and in point of iuterest held
about the first place. The walls were
cuvered with specin ens of all styles of
calligraphy, We fulc surprised at the
ufficiency of the exponents, und we do not
know what conclusion we would have
come to, if we had not been informed by
our iutelligrur guide that these were the
works of the Cercle De La Salle, a society
of aucient pupils uuder the direction of
the Christian Brotbera. This suciety was
founded three years sgo, aud known as
the De La Salle Penmen's Club. At the
London Exhibition of 1884 it was awnrded
eight diplomas aud a gold medal. A
Lhuce sufficed to thow that every mem

rand every admirer of the beautiful
art must have put forth bis very best
effurts to carry off some of the high
honors in the calligrapby competition.

The Junior Cercle De La Salle counts
about 40 memwbers, all pupils. They re-
receive special calligraphic training from
the director of the Cercleduring the winter
season, snd in censequence manifest a
more than ordinary facility in handling
the pen. The d.fferent muvements and
calligraphic principles are nicely shown in
& numerous and graded series of papers.

Seven prizes were awarded by the
patrcne of the Cereleto this division. The
gold medal was won by A, Pouliot, for
four different styles.

The space allutted to commercial pen-
manship, though large, was too small to
contain even a ringle specimen from each
of the many contestants for honors.

The lucky gentlemen were T. J, Ma-
guire, of Sherbrooke, a gold medal ; D.
J. Power, of our city, a silver medal, and
H. Burne, of Buffalo, a diploma,

In the extra mfnie section, Mr. A,
Arcaud, of Montreal, carried off the
Lieutenant Governor's medal, as prize of
excellence.

The artistic honors were to P, Vallerand,
a gold meda!; E. Bumiere, a silver one.
The workmansbip of Mr. Vallerand is cer-
tainly a chef d'cuvre, and will be pre-
sented to [lis Eminence Cardinal Tasch-
ereau on its return from Montreal.

Pen portrait work bad for ebampions
H. Falardeau, of Mon formerly the
president of the Club, and J. E. Coste,
actually its secretary, The former was a
magpificent gold medal, and the latter a
silver m of an exquisite pattern.

Inthe junior calligraphic department the

P. Drouim, of Ottawa; Mr. A. Arcand
took second prize, and J, E. Coste third
prize.

It would be almost useless to undertake
to deacribe the beauty avd artistic taste of
these knights of the pen. They merit
great praise for their laudable efforts, as
do also those who bring them into the
same society, where, of kindred tastes, they
can cultivate their hobby to their own
special benefit, and to that of society in
genera!. Never has it been our lot to
witness anything like this exhibition ;
however, we must express the regret that
the Brothers did not scnd their products
on to London, where thiy assurcdly
necded to keep up the honor of the
Dominion in the educational line,

Rev. Brother Stephen is the principal
of the Commercial Academy, and the
director of the Cercle De La Salle. He is
intelligent and enterprising. Of course,
he is ably sustained by a staff of twelve
teachers, among whom we may mention
Brothers Bernard, Maurice, Ephriam and
Hector, all tried veterans in the school-
room,

AND THE CATHOLICHIERARCHY,

The marked aud delicate attention paid
by the American government to His
Emivence Cardinal Gibbons, on the occa-
slon of his investiture with the baretta, on
the 30:h ult ,recalls the fact often forgotten
that the Ameiicsn government has on
many occasions done honor to princes of
the Church, On the 30th of June Pres-
dent Cleveland, through Secretary Lamar,
conveyed his congratulations on the honor
done bim by the Holy See, Cardinal
Gibbona s the successor in the see of
Baltimore of that same A:chbishop Carroll
who, a8 plain Rev. Jobn Carrcll was by
the Coutinental Congress entrusted in 1775
with a delicate aud difficult mission to
Canada—that eame Archbishop Carroll
who was honored by the friendship of
Washington, father and liberator of bis
country, He represents in the Collega
of Cardinals that same American church
till last year represented thervin by
Cardinal McCloskey, whose predecersor
in the see of New York, the Most Rev,
John Hughes, of immortal memory, was
upou more thun one occasion the recipient
of marked fuvor and special distinotion
at the hands of the government of the
Uuited States, Archbishop Hughes was
in 1861, in the dailgest hours of his coun.
try’s gloom, en'rusted with an lmpotiant
mission to Europe thas proved of inoal-
culable benefit in its results to the soun-
try and government he loved so well,
Archbishop Hughes, in a letter o Car.
dinal Barpabo, Prefect ot Propagands,
thue speaks of his mission to the Oid
World :

“It was proposed by the oabinet that
I should accept a special mission to Eng-
land and France, in connection with vary
important national questions between
the United States aud these powers. 1
declined, until it was made known to me
that the President of the United States
made it & special request thas I should
accept, and if possible render some ser.
vice to the United States in the present
condition of public attairs, I could not
refuse his request, and at the same time
I imagined it any hould attend
my iuies.on, it would redound to the
benefit of the Catholics, and te the promo-
tion of the interests of the Cuuroh, The
nature of my mission is such that, in the
beat days of the Church, a bishop would
have 0o reason to dechne it, y first
business is with the Govermmenmt of
France, and I shall have to remain in
Puris perhaps for & month or two. I
have not, av the present moment, any
idea of going to any other couutry, ex-
cept that on my way homeward it mey
be necessury for me to spend some time
in London, after the Purliament shad
bave been opened.
‘“‘Please lay the testimony of my pro-
found veneration and fidelity ut the foet
of the Holy Father, and obtain his apos-
tolical benediction for me, even in thie
matter, so apparently foreign to my
sacred vooation, as a prelate of the Cath-
olic Church,”
The Archbishop placed the position
of his governwment in its true and just
light before the French Euwperor, on
whom much influence was being brought
by England to take, in conjunction with
her, nctive ateps against the American
republic,  On the Archbishop’s return
home (August, 18362) he was received
with every mark of respectful gratitude
by American citizens of every class. He
thus speaks himsell of his reception in
Washington : ;
“I arrived on Thureday evening; saw
Mr. Seward, and had a brief conversa-
tion with him. He iuvited me to dinner
the next day, I reminded him that it
was Friday, and not a good day fora
banquet. He said: ‘Never mind; I
shall see that you will be provided for.’
