atives of the same institution, have been
on Kootenay lake for several days and
on Sunday morning left for Nelson.
Their visit has been of considerable im-
portance a8 it is now stated that after a
close inspection of the Blue Bell mine,
and Pilot Bay smelter, they have con-

cluded arrangements for the purchase oi
the entire property of the Kootenay
Mining & Smelting company. The terms
of the sale which were arranged with
the Bank of Montreal at Nelson, have
not been announced. The Omaha &
Grant company is financially ve?’ strong
and in taking hold of the Pilot Bay
works shows its confidence in the Slocan
country. 1t has taken the entire output
of the Slocan Star for nearly two years,
and has also been a large purchaser of
other Slocan ores.

George A. Carlson, contractor for the
Jackson creek wagon road, has 90 men
employed upon _the work and is making
strenuous exertions to complete it at the
earliest possible time. Nearly 3 miles
have already been graded. The exten-
sion of the McGuigan creek road is also
being pushed by Foss & McDonell, the
contractors. Wet weather has, how-
ever, seriously interfered with both en-
terprises and made it difficult to retain
a sufficient number of laborers.

Several fine claims have recently been
recorded by the parties sent out by O
G. Labaree on account of himself and
others. Of these the Great Northern on
Bear creek, about two and a half miles
from the Duncan river, is said to be
especially promifing. Other claims re-
corded upon the same creek are the Erie,
Primrose, Blue Bird and Bear Creek.

The post office was removed on Sunday
from the store of Green brothers to the
new buildihg on Front street. The new

premises are commodious and very con-
veniently arranged. A number of new
boxes will be provided, and many other
improvements made tending to facilitate
the work of the office and promote effici-
ency.

" The closing of the variety shows in
Spokane has apparently placed a large
amount of talent at the disposal of Man-
ager Holland of the Comique in this
city, if one may judge from the number
of additions to the force coming in from
the south by recent steamers.

LAURIER ON FREE TRADE

He Advises England Not to Depart
From That Principle.

Protection Would Weaken the Empire
—Oanada Needs no Defenses Since
She Has no Foes.

-

dispatch to the Evening Post from Lon-
don, says: Mr. Wilfred Laurier, the
Canadian premier, has given a new and
somewhat dramatic turn to the talk of
schemes of imperial unity and aggrand-
izement of which the air in England is
very full just now. Every other colon-
ial premier now here, while overflowing
with expressious of loyalty, is assuring

England of the dire conee?rnences if she
will not barter away her free trade in
exchange for tariff preferences in col-
onial markets.

The Duke of Devonshire’s speech at
Liverpool on Saturday, followin Mr.
Chamberlain’s luke-warm attitude to-
wards free trade, is interpreted as indi-
cating readiness of the Imperial govern-
ment to make some move in the
direction of an Imperial custom’s union
when the question comes up in confer-
ence between Mr. Chamberlain and the
remiers. This may include duties on
such foreign imports as wheat, flour and
meat from America and the Argentine
which compete with Canadian and Aus-
tralian products. This was part of Mr.
Chamberlain’s zollverein idea.

It is at this 1nteresting moment that
Mr. Laurier steps forward and declares
the zolverein to be mere protection and
asserts that protection, which has been
the curse and bane of Canada, would
be the greatest possible mistake for Eng-
land and the empire. ‘‘By our tariff,”’

says Mr. Laurier, ‘“we in Canada give
you preference as

a free gift. We ask
nothing in return. We do not desire

ou to abandon the grand principles of
in your free trade lead, trading where
trading is most natural. Protection
must weaken you and so hurt the em-
pire and C as of it.”

scheme of imperial naval , under
which the West Indies are being fortified,
Mr. Laurier said: “There is only one
country with whom Canada ever. coul
be at war. That country is the United
States, and war with the United States
is a contingency I refuse to discuss.
Such a war would be not only a folly,
but a crime. That being so, what need
has Canada of great schemes of naval
defense. We are devoted to British
rule, and grateful for it, but we are satis-
fied as we are until the need arises in the
course of our national development for a
change.”’

These utterances, in view of Mr,
Laurier’s precedence among colonial
premiers, can not fail to have great effect
upon the imperial government, which is
undoubtedly preparing for an important
new departure.

— A
special dispatch from Funchal, Island of
Madeira, says that on the arrival there
today of the British steamship Scot,
which ieft Table bay (Cape Town) on
June 20 for Southamptom, it was an-
nounced that Barney Barnato,the South
African diamond king, who was among
the passengers, had committed suicide
by leaping overboard. His body was
recovered.

In 1886 Barnato was a definite money
power in South Africa, and began to be
spoken of as a rival of Cecil Rhodes.

Council Omitted That Section From
the New License Bylaw.

DOUBLED HOTEL LICENSES

Wallace Told a Funny Story Illustrat-
ing the Difference Between Front
and Side Entrances—Edward Carl-
son’s Hard Luck.

The question of whether or not a sec-
tion should be included in the license
bylaw compelling hotel bars to be closed
jrom 11 p.m. Saturday until 6 a. m.
Monday formed the main subject of dis-
cussion at last Saturday’s meeting of the
council. The final decision of the body,
by a vote of 4 to 1, was that the section
should not be added. Alderman John-
son was the lone member of the council
who stood out for the closing of the
saloons on Sunday. The others took
the position that as Sunday closing laws

are never enforced it would be foolish to
lage such a law on the books in Ross-

The matter came up originally in the
amendment to the licens:%;‘l;lw, which
provides that hotel licenses shall be
raised from $100 to $200. The section
providing for closing the saloons on Sun-
day was included in this amendment,
which awaited reconsideration and final
adoption before becoming a law. It was
desired that the section of the amend-
ment providing for the increase in
licence rates should pass at once so that
the license commissioners, who meet to-
morrow, could grant licenses under the
new schedule of rates and thus increase
the revenue to the city.

When the amendment was submitted,
Alderman Fraser rose and gave his
views on the section relating to Sunday
cloging. ‘““What is the use of passing
lawe which we know will not be en-
forced?” he asked. ‘“We have all been
in cities where such laws have been
adopted, and I’ll withdraw my objection
to it if any of us can cite an instance
where the saloons stopped selling liquor
—on Sunday. The saloons here already
keep their front doors closed and they
will continue to do so. If we try to stop
the sale of liquor in saloons on Sunday
it will be sold somewhere in spite of the
law, and thus an interminable fight will
be opened.”

Alderman Johnson asked City Solicitor
MacNeil if the saloons could run wide
open on Sunday in the event the Sun-
day closing clause was not adopted. Mr.
MacNeill said they could. Alderman
Johnson then expressed himself as em-
phatically in favor of the clause. “If
we don’t pass it, the saloons can keep
their front doors wide open on Sunday
and the number of drunks will be in-
creased twofold.”

“Do vou mean to say that the keeping
of the front doors open will make any
difference?’’ inqui the mayor. ‘“‘A
man can get just as drunk going in the
gide door as he can in the front way,”
added his worship. All the aldermen
but Mr. Johnson laughed. They agreed
that the matter of which door was ke
open scarcely caused a difference in the
number of drunks. Alderman Wallace,
however, said he knew of at least one
case where the question of doors seemed
to cut some figure. He then cited the
experience of an inebriated individual,
who staggered into Jerry Spellman’s
galoon, entering through the front door.
He was promptly thrown out by the
muscular proprietor. Picking himself
and his jag up from the sidewalk he

aused to get his bearings and then
ambled his way around the corner.
Seeing the side entrance to Spellman’s
lace, he stumbled into the saloon again.

nce more Jerry threw him out. Raisin
himself to a sitting position he pointes
his finger at Spellman.

+‘D-d-does that big bluffer run both
those places?’’ he m%uired of a by-
stander. Alderman Wallace thought
this illustrated the difference between
front and side doors better than any-
thing that had been said on the subject.

Determined to learn the attitude of
the council on the matter Alderman
Johnson moved that the amendment, in-
cluding the Sunday closing clause, be
adopted. There was no second to the
motl%x;, thxtls hindicat.inlg that the other
members of the council were opposed to
the clause. Alderman Wallaoe%esought
Alderman Johnson to let the matter
rest. ‘‘There is no danger of wide-open
galoons in Rossland,’” he declared. The
mayor repeated Alderman Wallace’s as-
gurance. ‘“‘With this council and my-
gelf as mayor the people need not fear
any wide open saloons or other places.”

The council then went into committee
of the whole, and the clause providing
for Sunday closing was stricken out of
the amendment on motion of Mayor
Scott, seconded by Alderman McPherson.
Alderman Johnson voted ﬁainst the
striking out of the section. Mayor Scott
in making the motion said that it was
always his highest ambition to run the
city of Rossland on orderly lines. “In
moving to take out this Sunday clause
1 have no fear whatever that this town
will be wide open. I promised before
my election that I would see that order
prevailed here during my administration
and I intend to carry out my promise.”

The mayor then resumed the chair,
and on motion of Alderman Wallace,
seconded by Alderman Fraser, the
amendment to the license bylaw, with-
out the Sunday clesing motion and pro-

viding only for the increase in hotel li-

cense rates, was adopted. This ended
the matter.

A bylaw authorizing the city to borrow
$25,000 from the bank of British North
America, and one repealing the loan
bylaw adopted some time ago providing
for the borrowing of $20,000 from the

same bank, was moved for first reading
by Alderman Wallace. They were also

given second and third readings. Under
the provisions of the new loan bylaw the
city gives its mnote for $25,000 to the
bank. The note expires December 28
next. The old loan bylaw provided that
the bank should be repaid gy the sale of
debentures, The subetitute says nothing
about debentures.

Alderman Johnson stated that the fin-

Day committee had decided not to ask
the council for an appropriation for the
Jubilee Day celebration until it was
known how much would be raised by
subscription.

First Regular Session of Kootenay
Mining Protective Association.

AN INTERESTING DEBATE |

How the Mining Industry Has Been
Handicapped By Recent Legislation
Clearly Shown—Tax on Lumber and
Duty on Machinery Discussed.

The quarterly meeting of the Kootenay Min-
ing Protective association was held yesterday
morning in the stock exchange rooms. Presi-
dent Henry E. Croasdaile. of Nelson, was in the
chair, and A. F. Corbin, of Rossland, was chosen
secretary, in the absence of Secretary John Keen.
Several matters of the greatest importance to
mine owners and mining men in general were
discussed. The timber tax, the new Companies
act, the duty on machinery for mining purposes,
the project to induce the establishment of a pow-
der manufactory in Kootenay, and other ques-
tions received their share of attention.

The members present from outside the city

included: Frank Fletcher, H. E. Croasdaile, and
F. W. Peters, Nelson; T. G. Procter, of Balfour,
and A. G. Fraser, of Kaslo. A number of Ross-
land’s best-known mining men were in attend-
ance. Among the companies outside of this

Tmmediately after the meeting had been called
to order, President Croasdaile elivered an ad-

dress.
The President’s Address.
President Croasdaile opened the session by wel-
coming all to the first regular meeting of the as-
sociation. and said it was a matter for congratu-

lion that it should have been held in Rossland
Speaking of the mining industry, for whose pro-
tection tie association exists, he said:

““F'here is not a more liberally conducted or
more beneficial industry in the world than that
which we represent. In many, if not most, other

The proposition, however, has met
with the approval of a syndicate of Eng-
lish capitalists who believe in its merits
sufficiently to send forth 150 men from
this city to work the English territory.

These miners, at the head of whom is
James Brazell, left on the overland train
last evening for Oregon.

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O.P.R.PLANS IN KOOTENAY.

Tae Miner published some very in-
teresting railroad news yesterday morn-
ing from Ottawa and Vancouver which
clearly unfolded the plans of the C.P.R.
for Kootenay. In the first place it is
evident that the C. P. R. has arrived at
some sort of an agreement with Mr.
Heinze. At a meeting of the railway
committee at Ottawa, Tuesday, the char-
ter oi the Trail Creek & Columbia rail-
way wae passed. The charter is owned
by the C.P. R., and provides for the
building of a road from the Columbia
river to Kettle river. Judge Clarke ap-
peared for the C.P.R., and said that4
while the passage of the charter was
asked for it might not be necessary to
construct the road, as another company,
the Columbia & Western, was building
over the same route, and the C.P.R.
might make arrangements with that
road. Itis only a matter of conjecture
as to what sort of an arrangement the
C. P. R. has made, but it is evident that
a railroad is to be built into the Kettle
river and Okanagan lake country, and
that Mr. Heinze is to build it.

Judge Clark also appeared for the
Columbia & Kootenay company, which
is & part of the C. P. R. The Columbia
& Kootenay road now runs from Robson
to Nelson. Judge Clark said it was the
desire of the C. P. R. to extend this
road from Nelson to Queen’s bay, on
Kootenaylake. Queen’s bay is about 20
miles east of Nelson, on the outlet of
Kootenay lake, and beyond the point
where there is any danger of communi-
cation with the main body of Kootenay
lake by water being cut off in winter
time. This probably means that the
Crow’s Nest line is to be constructed . to
the foot, or south end of Kootenay lake,
40 miles south of Queen’s bay, and con-
nection made by steamers and barges
capable of carrying cars. This would
save the expense of building 40 miles of
costly railroad until the volume of traffic
necessitated it.

Judge Clark also said that the C.P.R.
wanted to extend the Columbia & Koot~
enay road from Robson up to the foot of
the Lower Arrow lake, a distance of 156
miles. This is evidently to avoid all
possibility of bhaving communication
with Arrow lake cut off in winter time
by the freezing up of the Columbia river
above Robson.

From Vancouver the news comes that
the contract has been let by the C. P. R.
for what is known as the Slocan exten-
sion of the Columbia & Kootenay rail-
road. This is the line from Slocan cross-
ing to the foot of: Slocan lake, a distance
of 30 miles. When this line is com-
pleted the C. P. R. will have two water
and rail routes b tween the Columbia
& Kootenay railway, which is of course
a part of the Crow’s Nest, line and its
main line via Arrowhead, on the upper
Arrow lake.

This will give some idea of the system
of transportation for Kootenay contem-
plated by the C.P. R.and now under
actual construction. When it is com-
pleted and boats and trains are running
on all this network of lakes, rivers and
railroads, it will be one of the most mag-
nificent systems of inland transportation
in the world. -

A HAPPY SOLUTION.

PROGRESS AT YMIR.

Improvements on Two Main Streets—
Mammoth Group and Its Showings.
Ywmie, June 10.—[Special.]—Second

avenue here is now cleared from end to

end of the town and will make a fine
broad street, the Columbia avenue of
Ymir city. It is probable that Second
avenue will be the business street of
the town rather than First avenue, as
the latter, facing the railway track and
the river, will only have one front of
houses. Great progress is being made
with building, and already there are a
good many hotels, stores and private
ouses built up on Second and First
avenues and right from the depot to the
older portion of town. The survey of
the townsite, which is now completed,
includes a large portion to the south
and south-east of the old town, as well
as in the direction of the depot.
The Mammoth Group.

At the junction of Porcupine creek
and the Salmon river, and only a few
minutes walk from the railway track, is
sitnated the Mammoth group. This
%roup, which consists of the mmoth
rystal, Ora and Jennie Green claims, is
owned by F. S. Algiers and Dr. Keller,
both of Rossland, and Captain Hughes
of Vancouver. Two tunnels, 6 feet b
5 feet have been driven on the Mammot.
Crystal, one 23 feet in and the other 14
feet, opening up a very fine ledge of de-
composed guartz, from which' assays
have been taken ranging from $35 to $48
in all values. The tunnels face right on
to Porcupine creek and the ledge can
be distinctly seen under the water. In
some places it is as wide as 30 feet.
Another ledge, which can be traced
for fully 5,000 feet, has been also opened
up and some remarkably fine rock has
been taken from it. It extends right
through the Mammoth Crystal and Ora
claims and can, like the other ledge, be
seen dipping under the creek to the
other side, where it runs into, and pre
sumably through, the Jenni¢ Green
claim.
The Mammoth is very well situated
for the cheap handling of ore, being less
than a quarter of a mile from the rail-
way track. Itisalso fortunate in pos-
sessing a fine water power in Porcupine
creek. At the present moment. the
volume of water in the creek is BoO
abnormabl g large as to invade the mouth
of one of the tunnels on the Mammoth
Crystal and to preclude its being worked.
The Mammoth was one of the earliest
locations on Porcupine creek. It was
originally owned by Mr, Lloyd, the
ioneer of the district, but was quickly
isposed of to_the present owners, of
whom Captain Hughes and F. L. Algiers
were among the first prospectors to
explore the district.

IN SUMMIT CAMP.

Important Strike Made on the B. C.—
Grand Forks Minus 20 Dogs.

Granp Forgs, June 9.—[Special.]—
Another new strike has been made in
Summit camp, about 12 miles from the

city, and judging from the surface show-
ings it will prove to be the most valuable
property in this camp, which is already
famous because of the R. Bell, from
which the richest average ore in this
district is taken. The new discovery
was made by J. M. Keough, the organ-
izer of the Keough Gold Mining com-
pany, the owners of the R. Bell, which
is two miles distant from the late strike.

Mr. Keough says that the iron cap can
be traced for 250 feet, and that his men
have run an ogen cut for 39 feet in solid
ore across the lead without determining
its width.. He thinksthat it will prove
to be 50 or 60 feet wide.

The oré in the new strike, which has
been named the B. C.,is a sulid combina-
tion of copper sulphurets and white
iron, without the association of quartz,
diorite or any, other rock. An assay
from the surface shows 10 ger cent cop-
per. No test was made for gold. A
number of mining men who have ex-
amined the specimens of ore brought to
this city pronounce it the best looking
surface rock thev have seen in this sec-
tion. This strike being made so close to

EXPORTDUTY ON ORE

Government Takes the Power to Im-
pose It at Any Time.

BLAIR’'S LITTLE SURPRISE

NEW YORK, June 11.—The London correspond-
ent of the Sun today says: “The Sun’s corre-
spondent in this city has received private ad-
vices from Constantinople which enable him to
confirm, without reservation, the news of Eng-
tand’s declaration regarding the retrocession by
“farkey of the Grecian province of Thessaly.

«rhe announcement that England would not
consent to Thessaly’s being again laced under
Turkish rule was made by Sir Philip Currie, the
British ambassador, to Tewfik Pas
ister of foreign affairs, in the presence of M. Neli-
doff, the Russian ambassador, on May 22. This
was the first intimation that either Tewfik Pasha
or M. Nelidoff had heard of England’s decision
and both were astounded. The British ambas-
sador declared the policy of his government in
terms that were the equivalent of an ultimatum,

«rewfik Pasha listened in silence, and then
displaying strong emotion, he turned away and
left the room without uttering a word. M. Neli-
doff soon followed him.
