NEW YORK, ,\Iay 8.—The steamship
Venezia here from Bordeaux with for-
ty American citizens aboard, was fir-
ed upon and chased for several hours
by two commerce raiders, while off
the coast, according to a story related
when the vessel docked.

The Captain and members of the
crew were reticent when questioned,
concerning the attack upon the vessel,
but Americans on board, who were
nnﬁlowd in caring for horseg trans-
ported on the Venezia's last voyage
eastward, vouched for the accuracy
of thq story. According to these men
the Venezia encountered the com-
merce raiders on April 28, tln'ee“days
out from Bordeaux.

Captain Gaunt,; Naval

Irish Leader Asks Asqulth to Stop

LLONDON, May. 8.—The Irish ques-
tion was again raised in the Com-
mons to-day by Laurence Ginnell,
Nationalist, who attacked the Gov-
ernment last week on account of put-
ting to death the leaders of the Dublin
uprising.

In response to a question from
Ginnell, Premier Asquith said that he
could not givy¥ any undertaking that
no more men: would be put to death
before an opportunity would be given
for discussion of the matter in the
Commons. .

John Redmond, the Irish leader, put
a question to Asquith which suggest-
ed that continuance of military execu-
tions in Ireland was causing rapidly
increasing Dbitterness and exaspera-
tion among a section of the popula-
tion which, had no sympathy with the
insurrection.

Text of Reply to Germy is 'l‘ht
States Will Rely Uﬁon the Scru-
pulous Execution Henceforth of

German Government

WASHINGTON, May 8.—The follow-
ing is a text of the Note cabled to-day
by Secy. Lansing to Ambassador Ger-
ard, at Berlin, with instruetions to
deliver it to the German Minister of
Foreign Affairs:

“The Note of the Imperial German
Government, under date May 4, 1916
received careful consideration by the
Government of the United States. It
is noted as indicating the purpose of
the Imperial Government as to the
future, that it ig prepared to do its
utmost to-confine the operation of the
way for the rest of its duration to the
fighting forces of the belligerents, and
that it is determined to impose upon
all its commanglers at sea, limitations
to recognize the rules of interpational
law,
the United States has insisted
throughout the menths which have
elapsed since the Imperial Govern-

ment announced on Feby 4th, 1915, its

submarine policy, which is now hap-
pily abandoned. The Government of |
the United States has been comantlv
guided and restrained . by motives of
friendship, its patient efforts being to!
have an amicable settlement of the |
critical questlons arising from ths
policy. In accepting the Imperial
Governments declaration of its aband-
onment of ‘that policy, which has so
serieusly menaced the good relations
between the two countries, the Gov-
ernment of the United Stateg will

‘rely-upon the scrupieus-exeentionof ‘tvonches successfully: driving the &e-

the Imperial Government, such as_i}\'\ll
remove the principal danger of the
good relations existing between the
United States and Germany.

LONDON, May 8.—The German Gov-
ernment . has already issued new or-
ders to the commanders of the Ger-
man submarineés, in accordance with
concessions set forth in reply to the
Americane.

The 13,000 Ton White Star Lmer

From New York is Torpedoed off
Ireland—Carried no Passengers
—Had a Crew of One Hundred

STEAMER SANK AT 3 AM.
CREW ARE SAVED

Steamer Was Attacked in Ab(:ut
- Same Vicinity as Where Lusi-
tania Went and Was With
in a Day or Two of Her Destina-
tion—Had a Valuable Cargo

LONDON, May 8.-—The White Star
liner Cymric is reported sinking, ac-
cording to Lloyds from New York.
She carries a general cargo, and no
passengers. Nothing is known yet as
to the nature of the accident.

NEW YORK, May 8.—The Cywric
when she left New York on April 29
carried a crew of about one hundred,
none of whom, so far as is known
here by the White Star line, is Amert-
can. She was commanded by Bead-
nell, an Englishman. ,

According to the line’'s officials, the.
Cymric was in their service. Denial
is being made that she had been taken
over by the British government. She
carried a general freight cargo, which
according to officials, did not include
munitions of war, so far as they
know. The Cymric was not armed
they said. She was due at Liverpool
today. ,No word has been received
from the line’s office in England that
the vessel had met with mishap. The
Cymric  discontinued carrying  pas-
sengers some time ago, it is stated
here. '

NEW YORK, May 8.—No word has
been received at the offices of the
White Star Line here, it was .said,
concerning the steamer Cymric, which
was reported sinking in the cable de-
spatches from London, when the office
closed for the night. .

J. J. Macpherson, the British Vice-
Consul here in charge of shipping,
said that as far as he knew thers
were no Americans among the crew.

LONDON, May 8—The 13,000 ton
White Star liner Cymric, which for
sonmie time has been engaged in the
freight service, has been torpedoed by
a German submarine, according to ad-
vices received here.

One report says that the Cymric
was -attacked in the Atlantic, while.
information to the White Star Co. at
Liverpool is to the effect that the
ship was torpedoed about noon to-day.

The posi-
tion has been vacant for about
eighteen - months. Mr. Emerson

The position is worth $5000.00
a year and is from a financial point
of view equal to the Chief Justice’s
salary.

THE SCARCITY OF FISH
ON THE BANKS

HE = Editer of The Canadian
~ Fisherman writes us that he
has just returned from a trip to
Brown’s Bank in the schooner
“Dorothy M. Smart” and that the
only “catch” to be reported was a
very bad drubbing and a series of
unprecedented storms. Mr. Wal-
lace has a number of experiences
on the fishing grounds both on
the Pacific and Atlantic Coasts;
but his last trip was the worst on
record; still he was ‘“‘pleased” with
the trip as he:succeeded in getting
about 3000 feet of splendid movie
pictures which will be exhibitdd at
an early date. This will be a splen-
did educational exhibit; and it is
hoped that we shall have the privi-
lege of having an opportunity to
see it here in St. John'’s. The pic-
tures exhibited here two years ago
iliustrating our sealing industry
were ‘largely patronized; and we
have no doubt that these pictures
taken by Mr. Wallace will prove
cqually as interesting.

Mr. Wallace tells us that fish
are becoming scarcer on the
Banks; and we reproduce a part
of a very dnstructive editorial;

“In the case of Brown's Bank,

scarcer; and fishermen using that
ground for winter haddocking are
beginning to ask themselves: ‘Are
the fish becoming cleaned up?

“Brown’s Bank has been heavily
fished by the Canadian and Ameri-
can fleets for years; and it is evi-
dently being played out.

“Looking at the question in the
light of the scarcity of fish on the
grounds which once teemed with
them, it would appear as though
they were becoming extinct. But,
on the other hand, there are sev-
eral things which must be taken
into consideration. As soon as a
good fishing ground is discovered,
more vessels set their lines in these
fishing areas. Great quantities of
fish are captured and dressed
down on the ground—the offal be-
ing thrown overboard. The huge
quantities of fish viscera thrown
overboard has the effect of GUR-
RYING the ground, and bringing
swarms of scavenger fish, such as
dofish, sharks, sculpins, etc., to
the place. This tends to drive the
other fish away.

“Another factor to be taken in-
to consideration is the immense
quantities of hook and line gear
lost by fishermen on the grounds.
These trawls lie on the bottom
with the hooked fish rotting on
them, and it ‘will'be readily seen
that a bank er fishing area which
is literally covered with miles of
lost gear and heaped with fish
gurry will not be an area to which
fish will return for feedmg pur-
poses.”

Mr. Wallace says very pertin-
ently: “No particular spot for
fishing is inexhaustible, that the
fishing grounds néeds a rest, and
it will be found as a general rule
that the fishing grounds that have
been left alone for a few seasons
will again yield their old-time har-
vests. The inshore grounds are
being fished out, and the fish are
migrating to places where they can
feed and spawn unmolested. by
fishermen and free from the taint
of gurried ground and the scaven-
ging fish which flock to such
pihce's‘l)

The codfishery declined. The de-
chne was ascribed to the fact that

“whales were not allowed to come

into the bays to chase the fish to
land!” This had absolutely no-
thing to do with the shortage,; as
the baits upbn which whales feed
generally are not codfish. We are
firmly convinced that the offal
from the whale factories was the
chief cause: of the depletion of
certain areas. Since these fac-
the cod-
fishery has improved, though in
one or two sections the whaler is
still operating; but the factories
are some fifty miles from the hunt-
ing grounds. This conclusion is
borne out by the only possiblc
means of arriving at, , satisfactory
data regarding fish mlmatmm
viz: Expenence.

The writer has heard some wise-
acres discuss the ‘‘views of the
young fellow that writes “The
Harvest of the Sea” column in
The Mail and Advecate; but will
they be surprised that this “young
fellow” has been very closely
identified with the fishing industry
for about THIRTY-FIVE YEARS!
So we opine that we are entitled
to at least the claim of having had
some little experience which by
the way, has not been confined to
Newfoundland.

We think the time has come
when the dispensers of gurry on
the fishing grounds should be
penalized.

UTILIZATION OF FISH WASTE

THOUSANDS of dollars worth of

commercially valuable materi-
al, thousands of tons of fish waste
are annually dumped into the sea
and into the coves and harbors
around the coast, which might we
believe be easily and profitably
utilized. The new ventures at
Catalina and Bay Bulls will ga-
ther up a good deal of waste ma-
terial in Trinity Bay and in the
southern section of the fishing
area between St. John’s and Cape
Race. We would like to see sim-
ilar plants erected elsewhere. If
these ventures perform the work
which has been outlined for them,
we think they should even get a
subsidy from the Government, as
they are, to all intents and pur-
poses, protective agencies for the
fishery. The Canadian Govern-
ment has even built and operates
Reduction Plants along the east-
ern Canadian seaboard, with a
view to the protection of the fish-
ing interests; these plants will be
even of greater utility than the
Canadian subsidized agencies.

But there is a field in which we
believe that much might be done
to protect our fishing industry,
and we hope that somebody with
initiative and capital will try to
cultivate it. During the western
shore fishery thousands of tons of
viscera, heads, and other waste
form the harvest of the sea are
dumped into the harbors between
Burgeo and Channel Head. Why
cannot these be gathered and con-
verted ' into fertilizer?
again, we have annually some 250, -
000 seal carcasses which are left
to rot and sink on the ice-floes in
the region of the Funks. We are
qitite aware of the fact that a good
number of these drift away te the
southward and sink at a cqnsider-
able distance from land; but we
have seen numerous instances pol-
lution of the waters along the
north-east coast. This apart,—
would it not be worth 'while to
haye these carcasses gathered dur-
ing the sealing voyage and con-
verted into fertilizer? This has
been done in connection with the
whale fishery; but we have no data
regarding the commercial results
of the undertaking.

We believe that Mr. McDougall?

If we remember
rightly, Mr. McDougall was agent
for the Steam Whaling Company
which fitted out the ‘‘Sabraon”
some years ago.

I know Mr. Coaker’s intentions
were good when .he ‘introduced - this-
logging bill, but unfortunately he had
the counsel of the w rong men when
framing it.

In the past when a man had been
becorhe seriously
ill through injuries received while
logging, he would be brought to Mil-
lertown Hospital, well cared for by
doctor and nurse, kept there:.:an un-
limited time or until he is capahle of
working again, at no expense what-
ever to him. In faet he is, given halt
time payment by the company while
he has been sick. Haven't we reas-
on to feel grateful to the company for
treating their men in this way?

The doctor should be left severely

Verdun front. Furious German at-
tacks near Hill 304 were broken by
the French, the War Office announced
to-day.
