LONDON, Nov. 17, 3.15 p.m.—
Premier Asquith stated in the

House of Commons to-day that
the British Government had de-
cided to declare the whole of ‘the
North Sea to be in the military
area.

All subjects of the enemy found
on neutral vessels, the Prime
Minister also said, would be liable
to detention as prisoners of war.

Mr. Asquith also announced
that oil and copper would be de-
clared contraband of war.

Referring to mines, the Premier
said the Germans had resorted to
indiscriminate mine-laying in the
North Sea outside territorial lim-
its and along trade routes, with-
out regard for peaceful shipping
and without warning. The pur-
posé clearly was the furtherance

o

also addressed a personal appeal

to his soldiers not to let Prussia

be ‘again in

effect which the flight of fugitives
from this region as far as Berlin,
made in September, and is afraid
that another panic coming on top

“The only way of carrying out
the imperial order was to shift

The
Russians there are pushing for-
ward at every point and the  in-
habitants are fleeing before them.

“The Germans apparently have
not. yet realized the inexhaustible
military resurces of the czar’s
immense empire. They themselves
have only a certain -number of
men whom they are obliged to
move quickly arcund like a stage .

They decided that a readjustment of
salaries is necessary among the eivic
officials and to effect such a measure
of economy they are to meet in com-
mittee on Thursday night.

The gas question was again
brought up and the possible dis-
franchisement of the Gas Company
was whispered. Measures are again
in hand and the government wi'l be
asked to apply one of the alternatives
open to it upon this monientous ques-
tion, ’

By-laws' were passed, with refer-
ence to public works in the city.

A deputation will wait upon the
Dominion Government with regard
to the subsidy, for the continuation of
work upon the Lake Erie and North-
ern Railway line to' Port Dover.

It appears that as long as the pre-
sent gas is not used for illumination
purposes, no action can be taken
against the - company. There are
only two alternatives, one is that re-
strictions be made regarding use’m
stoves of the covered in type or an
alteration of the law dealing with the
matter.

“So far the latter have been the
chief sufferers from the tactics
employed. On Wednesday, No-
vember 4, they renewed the at-
tack east of Ypres, but their ef-
fort bore no resemblance to those
which preceded it, being more in
the nature of a demonstration in
force than a serious attempt to
drive in our line, and was beaten
off with ease.

“By then our men had been re-
inforced, had enjoyed some rest
and had had time to improve their
trenches in different ways, Mare-
over .the consciousness that they
had repelled one great effort of
the enemy was a moral factor of
no small value.

“Farther to the south, on our left
_centre, the French advanced ‘un-
der cover of our guns and rmade
some Progress, in 'spite of the
heavy fire brought to bear on
them from the enemy’s massed
batteries. On our centre, all was
quiet.

INDIANS SCORE TRIUMPH.,

“On the right our Indian
troops scored  a sucess by cap-
turing and filling in some tren-
ches in which the enemy had
established himself, only fifty
yards from our lines, under cover
of some heavy artillery brought
up after dark,

“On our extreme leit one of our
howitzer batteries, whose fire was
being most effectively directed,
selected as its first target a farm
from which a machine gun was
harassing our infantry. It scored
a hit at the first round and knock-
ed out the machine gun.

Snipers Are Pu;mished.
“The second target was a house oc-
cupied by snipers. This was set alight
by a shell, and when the occupants
bolted they came under the rapid fire
of the infantry. The third target was

Villages Like Volcanoes.

“The French made some slight pro-
oress and recaptured some groun
farther to the south. Some villages
which the enemy had captured were
heavily bombarded by British and
French artillery from the high ground-

lus considerable support and pressed

only to be regained after a few min-
utes. About 4 p.m..the Germans ap-
peared to be massing opposite our
line southeast of Ypres, and the pres-
sure was for a time severe, although
the attack was not driven home.

_ Enemy’s Reckless Bravery
“Slightly further to the south fight-
ing continued with unabated fury, and
resulted in gains to our allies. About
400 of the enemy advanced from the
cover of a wood against the French.
Half of them with the most reckless
bravery came on to close quartens, fand
were' all shot or bayoneted A tre-
mendous cannonade was maintained
by bath sides in_this direction, the
allies pouring a hail of shells all glong
the ridge facing them held by the
Germans, and the latter bombarding
some high ground and the valley 1o
the east of it in our “osscssion.

“Three machine guns were captured
by us during the day. On our centre
there was a recrudescence of activity,
on the enemy’s part. During the
previous night some six battalions of
Saxons thad succeeded in capturing
some of our trenches, only to be driv-
en out by a counter attack, which re-
sulted in one officer and seventy men
being taken prisoners.

“The Germans, however, refused to
accept defeat, and, returning to the
charge, again occupied some of our
trenches and penetrated into the wood-
They were again counter attacked and
cleared out of .the wood, but con-
tinued in possession of parts of our
line and also some houses which
commanded them.

Recruits Little Trained

“Farther south the enemy again
behaved with great boldness, sapping

trenches. Some of the prisoners cap-
tured 'on this day were very young.
They stated that their corps had late-
ly been brought up to strength with
new recruits who had received only a
few wetks training.

“Throughout the recent fighting,
Sunday has proved a dav of activity,
and November 8 was no exception to
the rule. On the left the morning
pased quietly, so far as the British
were concerned. To the southeast of
Ypres, the French continued to give
fis considerable support, and presesd
forward. At 2.30 p.m. the daily at-
tack on our line was made. this time
in force to the north of ti.e Menin-
Ypres high road, and again did the
enemy succfedéd temporarily in pierc-
ing our front. They were driven back
however, and all the ground lost by
us was regained before dark. ‘After
this repulse 107 dead Germans were
counted in front of one battalion, the
total hostile force engaged being esti-
mated at 2,000.

1,200 German Casualties

“These strong attacks were accom-
panied or preceded by attempts to
press at other points, which ‘were
usually attennded with heavy loss. An
instance of the cost to the enemy of
these subsidiary operations occurred

'nnnade could be seen to some extent.

Night attacks have been
of regular occurrence at different
points and are made apparently more
with a view to annoying our troops
and preventing them from sleeping
than with any other . object. ' Some-
times, of course; the’advance has been
of a more serious nature, and has
been carriéd out by large bodies.
“In such cases the Germans have,
so far, invariably lost heavily, an
even if they have succeeded in gain-
ing our first line of trenches they
hav: almost always been driven out
again.

“Similar tactics were a featuré of
the fighting on the Aisne, and to judge
by the diaries we ‘have obtained from

German soldiers, their futility is fully
appreciated by the men. They are
usually made’ from trenches in the
rear of the front. line, the latter being
only! lightly held. The front lines of
both “sides are now at many points
so close that our men amuse them-
selves by listening to what goes on in
the enemy’s trenches.”
Enemy Resorts to Music.

#The Germans frequently cheer
themselves up with music or singing,
while on one occasion the usual pro-
gram was varied by a violent quarrel,
which appeared to ‘have culmjnated in
a free fight.

“On the whole, there is evidence to
show that the Germans are beginning
to be affected by their heavy losses.
From prisoners it is gathered that the
young men of the new corps cannot
withstand the fatigues and privations
of campaigning, and that the middle-
aged men lack ardor. From the same
source also it is learned that the re-
cruits who have not previously served
have only received some eight or nine
weeks’ training instead of the twelve
weeks’ course prescribed for them,
that they have had practically no in-
struction in musketry and that they
have not practised entrenching.

“On the other hand, too much
should not bé made of these sidelights
in the present condition of the enemy.

His Blind Courage.

“The following two incidents will
serve to illustrate “their couragé.

A Great War Machine.

“Whatever deterioration there may
be in the material now being- draftedl
into the ranks of our enemy, it mufst
be admitted that the Prussian war
machine, acting on a nation previous-
ly inured to the sternest disc¢ipline,
has obtained the ‘most remarkable re-
sults.” The Germans have, up to the
present time, been able to make good
their losses, to continue to deliver re-
peated blows with fresh men when
required, and to concentrate large
forces in different directions.

In
the daytime as soon as a head is
seen above ground it is saluted by a
shower of bullets, whilst the heavy
artillery in the rear on  both ' sides
does its best to drop its sheils into
the entries of the adversaries’ war-
rens. It is a new conception of war,
which puts to flight all preconceived
notions.

It was terribie  having to leave
some of the wounded lying groaning
until the morning.

Kicking On Their Men.

SEIGE GUNS ARE -
THE BIG SUPRISE

ey

The one big surprise for military
experts thus %ar developed ' in _the
European war is the effectiveness of
the heavy guns of the German field
artillery, says Popular
Never beforz have such terrible en-
gines of annihilation been carried by
an invading army as those used in
the assaults upon the forts at Liege.

It had long been realized that
more powerful guns would be need-
ed in the field if modern inland forti-
fications were to be made to fall be-
fore an army, but there was apparent
security in the fact that gnus large
enough for such purpose would be
too large to be transported from
point to point. Even were ~motive
power available, the enormous weight

of the guns would make all but the]-

hardest of paved

thighways
sable for them.

impas-

But the development of the inter-

nal-combustion tractor solved the
transportation problem, while that of
hauling heavy weights over soft
ground was solved: by the invention
of a detachable treadforthe rims of
gun carriage wheels. With these for
use on bad roads, it thas been pos-
sible for the Germans to rush to, the
front their enormous 11 inch how-
itzers, which are nearly as great as
the American 1z inch coast defence
guns and weigh 20 tons.

The ingenuity of the Krupp engi-
neers did not stop here.  The suc-
ceeded in building a gun able to hurl
projectiles through steel: and con-
crete walls as easily as if the works
weré made of lath and plaster. The
story of carnage and ° destruction
wrought by a single shell from his
maserpiece burdens the imagination.

Profound secrecy has clothed the
details of the construction of the ma-
chine, which was invented some eight
years ago, tested, and for obvious
reasons _subsequently pronounced a
failure. It fires a 16.5 inch projectile
and when used at Liege against Fort
Loncin, was mouinted on a base of
concrete having a 100 foot radius. A
tunnel leading = to, subterranean
chamber was excavated some distance
at the rear, from which the gun was
fired by eleetricity.

But whatever the accurate figures

ing taken over by their respective
Govrnments. The hard usage which
the machines are receiving in the war
service, however, keps th total num-
per of aeroplanes from ftising to any
great extent. It is said’ that Zeppel-
ines are being turned out at the rate
of six a month.

Germany Leads

It will be seen that Germany leads
latge airships, among which are per-
haps more than a dozen dirigibles of
the Zeppelin type, while her aero-
nlanes and pilots have made wonder-
ful advances in efficiency. France is
weaker than her neighbor in diribi-
bles, but has a large supp'y of aero-
planes and a host of talented pilots.
England has greatly strengthened her
aerial arm, both for land and water
service.

The bombs dropped down into the
city of Paris bv German aviators,
early in September, did little ,damage
and had little effect on the people
except to create a momentary di-
version, The péople of the city quick-
ly became used to the new terror, A
news despatch says: ‘“Parisians were
disappointed to-day—no German aero-
planes flew over- the ’city.”. Paris
crowds have, in fact, wondered why
French aviators did not promnotly. en-
gage the German aeroplanes, furnish-
ing them with the spéectacle of a bat-
tle in the air. But this is not safe. A
downward-plunging fire is most effec-
tive in aerial attacks, and  therefore
such a contest. taking place over a
city, would subject the populace be-
low to danger from shots that miss
the mark. The ~lan adooted, there-
fore, to cope with an aerial invader of
a city is to attempt to drive him out
into the open country before opening
fire on him. To allay any possible fear
of danger to Paris from German aer-
ial intruders, the French War Office
announced on September 1 that a
squadron of armed aeroplanes, equip-
ped with mitrailleuses, had been form-
ed to give chase to the Germans. Guns
mounted on the roofs of many build-
ings also blaze a warm welcoma {0
the “Taubles,” as the French call the
German aeroplanes. .

I got
a weeks' leave, visiting Tunbridge
Wells, L.ondon. Every taxicab, bus,
wall, shop window, etc., bear the
words, “}oin the army—your King
needs youn.” London is in utter dark-
ness at night, except for search-
lights sweeping the sky. Troops are
on guard at every public building,
railway station, etc., and sentries
guard the main .roads all day and
night. Every able bodied man I met
was in uniform, and still the country
cries for more. The King and Queen
and Lord Kitchener reviewed us yes-
terday. My brother’s ship, H.M.S
Falcon, was smashed up in ‘action and
many: were. kiled and wounded. Glad
to _say, the lad escaped. He is now
asl')‘@re for three days. He writes me,
describing the scene on deck as a
slaughter house. ; His nerves are shat-
tered, and he has gone quite deaf, but
will be ready for another cut at ’em
when he is recalled. :
Sorry, can’t stop to write more this
time—been warned for guard, and
have wet rifle and arms to c¢lean.
Every bit of kit we have is damp, the
blankets are wet and they won't al-
low, us to dig a, trench around the
tents, consequently the water is pour-
ing in fast. ' F.

CRIME FALLS OFF.

LONDON, Nov. 17, 1.55 p.m —“The
falling off of crime in this country
since the beginning of the war has
been truly remarkable; as compared to
three years ago there has been a di-
minution of thirty per cent. in indict-
able offences,” said Justice Robert
Wallace to-day in charging the grand
jury. The justice explained that he
attributed this decrease partly to pub-
lic restraint in war time, but princi-
pally to the reduction in the number
of hours saloons are permitted to stay
open.

and Sutherland Highlanders who has
just been invalided home, describes in
the following interview a new device
the Germans have adopted for check-
ing the allies progress in the battle
of the Asine.

“One day a French infantry detach-
ment was advancing finely against the
German position until they stumbled
into one of these bogs, and just as
they weres tuck.fast they were treat-
ed to a fiendish hail of rifle and ar-
tillery. They were - dreadfully cut
up, and though they got away in the
end, there was no question of -contin®
uing the attack in that quarter that
day. In retiring the Frenchmen were
pursued by a body of German cavalry.
