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FRENCH PREMIER
LAUDS CANADIANS

“None of the Allied Soldiers
Are More Welcome in
France,” He Says.

London, Aug. 9.—Mr. N. W. Row-
ell, leader of the Opposition in the
Ontario Legislature, has returned to
London profoundly impressed by
thres weeks’ visit to France and
Flanders. In addition to discussing
with Cabinet Ministers and other re-
presentative men the problems of
social and economic conditions ‘n
France after the war, and inspecting
the munition factories and hospitals,
he spent four days with the Canadian
troops. “I have always had the great-
est respect and admiration for our
soldiers,” said Mr. Rowell,but these
feelings were never so great-as after
spending four days going in and
about among them, and seeing the
conditions under which they are
fighting. I found them all in excel-
lent spirits, ready for any task tnal
may be committed to them.”

Briand Lauds Canadians.

French and British commanders
were unanimous in their appreciation
of the achievements of the Canadians,
and before leaving France Premier
Briand sent Mr. Rowell a message
expressing great admiration for the
Canadian troops, and his 'assurance
that “none of the allied soldiers are
more welcome in France than these
splendid men who have won imper-
ishable glory for themselves in this
war.”

Marvel of Efficiency.

London, Aug. 9.—General - Joffre
and the troops of France yesterday
demonstrated their unabated power
op the'two main fronts in the west.
In Pigardy they wen a ~momentous
success. At Verdun they érushed a
terrific German blow, and seizing the
offensive out of the hands of the Teu-
tons; swept forward for fresh gains.

Inja furious 48-hour battle extend-
ing from the Hem wood to the River
Somme, the eorps of General Foch
have driven in the German lines on a
front of three miles and three-guar-
ters for a depth at some points of a
third of a mile.
An entire trench system has been
captured, and the French have ex-
tended their positions around Hill
139 the @ominating crest which
looks down on Peronne.
Before Verdun, beating back with
grim resistance the most terrific at-
tacks yet launched by the German
Crown Prince in the siege of the
fortress, General Nivelle’s defending
army has brought the German offen-
sive to a dead halt, for the moment
at least. And seizing the initiative the
French poilus have themselves taken
up the attack, with the result that a
section of the shell-battered Thiau-
mont work is again in their posses-
sion. They have retained completely
the' grip they held on Fleury, and
have -won back ground in the Vaux-
Chapitre and Chenois woods, whers
the Germans for several days have
claimed gains.

British Also Gain
Striking in unison with their allies
to the south, the British troops in
Picardy yesterday registered a gain
of a quarter of a mile south-west of
Guillemont. A furious hand-to-hand
battle is progressing in the village
for possession of the railway. station.
It has been in progress for more than
18 hours.
The commander ‘of the German
armies defending Bapaume and
Peronne, General von Einim, yester-
day continued to send his troops for-
ward in desperate assaults against
the British east of Pozieres. Four
attacks were launched, a total of nin2
in the last two days.

being expressed over his adminis-
tration of the education department,
in which he was declared to have
failed to meet the present demand
for a reform of the nation’s educa-
tional system.

According to the Daily News Mr.
Henderson’s resignation applies only
to his office as Minister of Education,
but not to his membership in the
Cabinet. The paper adds that he
will be retained in the Cabinet as
labor adviser, without specific port-
folio for the present. The Marquis
of Crewe, it is expected, will com-
bine the presidency of the Board of
Education with his present duties as
Lord President of the Council.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, August 9.—The Russians
have renewed their attacks on the
Caucasus front, west of Erzingan. An
official Turkish statement received
here, dated Aug. 5, says the Russians
gained a footing in the Turkish lines
but were driven out after heavy figut-
ing. The statement follows:

“On the Greek front and on the
Russian front in Persia the situation
is unchanged.

«“Caucasian front: No further news
has been received from the right
wing. In the centre the Russians 1:-
newed their attacks on our positions
on the line from a point 22 Kkilo-
metres west of Erzingan to a point
14 kilometers west of Kialkit. There
was bitter fighting in several sec-
tors. Our troops recaptured at the
point of the bayonet positions in
which the enemy succeeded in gain-
ing a footing.”

Austrian’ ;nd H
Italian Warships
Were Engaged

34 T

Vienna Tells the Story and Admits a
Gunboat Damaged,

By Specail Wire to the Courier,

Berlin, Aug. 8, by wireless to Say-
ville—An engagement between Aus-
trian and Italian warships occurred
on Aug. 2, following a raid on the
Italian coast by Austrian torpedo
boats. An official statement issuei
at Vienna says that Italian warships
were struck, and that the fleet im-
mediately retreated. The Austrian
vessels were unharmed.

On the same date the Austrian
torpedo gun boat Magnet was struck
by a hostile submarine and damaged
in the stern. Two men were killed
and four wounded, and seven are
missing. The announcement follows:

“Avsiro-Hungarian torpedo boats
on Aug. 2 shelled military establish-
ments at Wolfetto. They destroyed
an aeroplane shed, set a factory on
fire and inflicted other damage.

“On their return these vessels,
which were ioined by the eruiser As-
pern, developed an engagement with
an Ttalian flotilla of one cruiser and
six destrovers. The Italians were hit
and turning southward, disappeared,
The Austro-Hungarian vessels re-
turned unharmed.

“On the morning of the same day
five hostile aeroplanes bombarded
Durazzo without inflicting any dam-
age. They were dispersed by Austro-
Hungarian naval planes. One hostile
aeroplane was brought down some
miles south of Durazzo by an Austro-
Hungarian plane whose pilot was
naval ensign Von Fritsch and whose
observer was Naval Ensign Sewern.
The aeropnlane was caotured, having
been damaged only slightly. Both
the oecunants fled. One was arrest-
ed later.

“The tornedo gunboat Magnet on
Aug. 2 was hit by a torpedo from a
submarine and damaged in
the stern. Two men were killed and
four wounded, and seven are missing.
The vessel was brought to port.”

Berlin, Aug. 9, by wireless to Say-
ville.—““German newspapers dis-
cuss British ecomment in regard to
, the execution of Capt. Charles Fry-
att, of the British steamship Brus-
gels, declaring unanimously that
British commentators are attempt-
ing to confuse the facts by pretend-
ing that the captain was sentenced
te death because he defended him-
sclf against aggression.”” Says the
Overseas News Agency. ‘“As a mat-
ter of fact the sentence was imposed
because he undertook a treacherous
surprise attack on a German sub-
marine in order to gain the prize
promised for the destruction of a
submarine.

“The newspapers insist further-
more that Germany never admitted
the unlimited right of defence, and
that it is irrelevant whether Great
Pritain agrees with this standpoint,
in as much as British legal views are
dependent on considerations of ex-
pediency, and not of justice. For
example, the British war of starva-
tion against the unarmed popula-
tion of Germany is absolutely op-
posed to international law.

“As for the indignation shown by
the English press, the German news-
papers refer to the murder of men
on a German submarine by the
British patrol boat Baralong, to the
case of the British trawler XKXing-
stephen, which refused to save the
crew of the wrecked Zeppelin L-19.”

1 IGHTNING UPROOTED

St. Thomas, Ont., Aug. 9.—This
vicinity after many weeks of drought
and intense heat was relieved last
night by a rainfall of about three
hours.

Turks Tell
of Suz Fight

An Encounter Between Ad-
vanced Detachments, They
Say—Omit the Result.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, Aug. 9.—The operations
with which the Turkish forces ad-
vancing towards the Suez Canal be-
gan their attack on the British at
Romani last week are described in
an official statement by the Turkish
war office under date of Aug. 5, re-
ceived here as follows:

“@pgyptian front: On Aug. 3 our
advanced troops occupied the line of
El Rahib-Katia-Abutelle and pushed
forward their reconnaissances to Ro-
mani eight kilometres north of Katia.
East of the town of Suez an encoun-
ter took place between one of our
advanced detachments and an enemy
detachment. El Rahib is situated
one kilometre north of Katia and
Abutelle, 5 1-2 kilometres southwest
of Katia.

«jt is stated that the number of
prisoners taken at Kut-El-Amara wWas
12,597, including 615 officers.”

The British force at Kt-El-Amara,
under General Townshend, surren-
dered to the Turkish Mesopotamian
armies on April 29, last. The Turk-
ish snnouncement at that time gave
the number of prisoners captured as
13,300. The British admitted the
surrcuder of 8,970.

LESS EXACTING NOW
Modification of Regulations for En-
listment in Home Service

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—A man with one
eye, who otherwise is physically fit,
may now be enlisted, but only for
service in Canada, not overseas.

A modification of the regulations
prescribes that anyone who has lost
the sight of one eye but whose vis-
jon in the remaining one is normal,
providing it is the shooting eye, may
be accepted. It is also provided that
loss of one foot or leg by invalided
soldiers who can wear Or use an arti-
ficial limb will not constitute unfit-
ness for home service in special work,
por will the loss of any toe of toes,
except the great toe, prevent a man
being accepted. The latter class will
be used for clerical positions. Like-
wise the loss of ome or two fingers,
except thumb or forefinger, is not to
act as a barrier. A man with a squint
eye will be given glasses free.

The modification of the rules will
permit many of the ten or eleven
thousand men doing guard duty on
public works at home to g0 overseas.
They would be replaced by those with
the disabilities above mentioned.

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
FIYHE sole hedd of a family, or any mal
over 18 years old, may homestead &
quarter-section of available Dominion lan¢
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap
plicant must appear in persom at the Do
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but mot

Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upom amd
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within mine
miles of his homestead on & farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditioms. 4
babitable house is required except whers
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader I
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
ectiom alongside his h tead. Price $3.0¢
per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three yeara after earning homestead pat
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre
emption patent may be obtalned as soor
as homestead pateat, on certain conditioms

A settler who nas exhausted his home
stead right may take a purchased home
stead in certain districts. Price §3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect & house worth $300.

The area of cultivation 1s subject te re-
duction im case of rough. scrubby er steny
land. Live stock may be substitated fer
cultivation under certain conditions.
