Before Carmack made his discovery
on Bonanza, which was first  called
Rabbitfoot creek, Robert Henderson
and several others had penetrated to
the head Indian river and were
prospecting one ~of its tributaries,
Quartz ‘creek. Henderson crossed the
divide and had made a discovery on
what is now known as Gold Bottom
and “was working on the first claim
above the Forks, on the right hand
fork, when he was paid a visit by
Carmack and his Indjans. On the lat-
ter's return to his camp at the mouth
of - the Klondike bis discovery was
made by accident and how it happen-
ed is now a matter of history. It
a matter likewise well known how
the news traveled to Fortymile and
how the' log cabin village was well
nigh depopulated in a day by the in-
habitants rushing to the scene of the
strike with all possible speed.

D. A. McRae is: the chiel in-
spector and Charles Sylvester and
Charles-McLeod are his assistants.
