While we are prepared to ad-
wit that good results have teen ac-
complished by the formation of a
system of police surveillance and the
partial protection of buildings by
having chimneys, flues, &ec., occasion
ally Inspected.  Sull, we feel that
sumething more is required in a vil-
laze the size of Farmesville, Nearly
all of' the workshops and a good many
of the dwellings, stores, &c., ave con-
stracted  of wood, and some of them
are old and the "chimneys ure neeex-
sarily defective. If a fire should
breals out there is now' no organized
system of water supply and no person

p¥ifhig authority to direct matters a
a fire.  What we want is a thorough
system of fire alarm signals, an or-
ganized and thoroughly trained fire

company, and last, thoush not least, |

a fire engine.  No doubt, some will
murmur at the expense these things
would entail upon the inhabitants . f
the village. Lx reply to these objec
ton, we would say that the rates for
fire insurance are correspondingly
higher in . places without fire protec
tion “than thosé" that dre prafected.
We believe that the decresse . rate-
for -insurance would in a few - years
more than pay for an engine. A bus
iness man residing on Main St. in-
formed us a few days ago that the
decrease in the rate of insurance on
his property if we had proper fire
protection would be from $4 to $6
peryear. We do not believe that

power that we now possess could pre-
vent the whole block being destroyed,
and if unfortunately a high wind should
be raging at the time, there is no
telling where the damage would end.
Should we be so unfortunate as to
have such a fire, we would then feel
that the golden opportunity had been
allowed to pass, by taking advantage
of which much valuable property
could have been saved.
