; l THE BRANDING OF CHEESE

For years past many speeches have
been delivered, reports made, and
articlea written, all favorable to the
adoption of an impress brand for cheese
made in Brockville district. It bas
been proved conclusively that inferior
cheese made elsewhere was being sold
as Brockville district goods, and in
many other ways the value of a brand
was made apparent to all. And yet—
and yet the factories using impress
brands to day are few and far between.

The opponents of the brand do not
fight in the open, and jast what lies
behind their opposition can be only
conjectured, but that their power is
potent there can be no doubt.

Mr. M. K. Evertts spoke on this
subject at the last meeting of Brock-
cheese board, and the Times quotes him
as follows :—

Prof, Robertson after visiting Great
Britain some years ago returned to
this country and then strongly ad
vocated a system of branding as being
well worthy of adoption by the trade in
Cacada. From 1866 to 1897 advocates
of the use of a branding system kept
working to educate dairymen to its use
and value and in 1897 so far succeeded
as to bring about the passage of the
statute permitting its adoption. But
while this agitation was going on the
province of Quebec became a factor in
cheese muhng and nhort.ly after it did
80 the practice of mixing cheese began
and to too great an extent exists to this
day. So long as manufacturers of
of interior products can palm off on the
public their weres as being the output
of superior manufacture there will be
opposition to the specific adoption of a
trade mark or brand which will curtail
these frauds and lead to the detection
of the parties guilty ot them. He did
not think or assert that the brand of
iteelt had or was expected to bave any
effect upon the quality of the product.
It would be absurd to expect that it
wou'd, but it should and would have a
tvndency to so identify and mark
cheese that each ‘and every factory
would be brought to sell on its own
merits This he knew would result in
advantage in price for the men who
make the best cheese. As to quality
be thought there is no wisdom in try-
ing to blind ourselves to the fact that
Brockville section for some years suf-
fered in reputation to such an extent
that it was at one time not very long
ago rated as being in the third place
a8 compared with other sections of
Ontario. He was glad that since then
lmprovement in qunhty was being
made in Brockville section as well as
elsswhere, and he thought that the
good work being done by Mr. Barr in
the west and Mr. Publow in the east
aided by the efficient work of their
staff of instructors was the chief reason
for such improvement. In tact bus for
the work of Mr. Publow and bis in-
structors he believed that Brockville
section would eveatually have slipped
back even to fourth place. He was
sure that all cheese should be
sold on its merits and that the best
cheese should bring the best price and
knowing this he advocated the use of
an impressed brand as being the
quickest and surest way of attaining
such result.

X An Exciting Adventure

the latter's son Eert, went out for a
row on the river above the dam. In
some manner they lost one of their
oars and soon the boat was bevond
control and being rapidly carried by
the current towards the dam.

Will Benefit Buslness Colleges

Opinion among electors is divided as
to the wisdom of the govarnment’s new
normal school system in respet, at
least, to its immediate effects upon the
teachmg profession.

Many teachers will drop out of the
ranzs rather than spend a year in
qualifying for a profession that they
have never viewed as a life work, and
many others, now passing through the
high schools, regard the substitution of
a year for the short course they had
anticipited as being in their case a
most unfair imposition.

The supply of qualified teachers now
fails to meet the demand, and it is
evident that for several vears to come,
under the new normal system, the
permit business will have to be worked
to the limit.

Many children in rural sections will
bave to abandon the thought of taking
a high school course with a view to
becoming teachers, as the expense of
spending a year at the normal will be
greater than their parents can afford.

_This condition of affairs will un.
doubtcdly inure greatly to the benefit
of the business colleges of the country.
These institutions take pupils from the
high school and higher forms of public
school and in three or four months fit
them for positions that secure to them
an income that in many cases exceeds
that paid to those engaged in teaching.

The business college owners will have
no reason to quarrel with new training
school system.

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FAIR LUNA'S VISAGE. |

FACE OF THE MOON AS KNOWN TO
OUR ASTRONOMERS,

Without Parallel on Earth—Rarified
Atmosphere Produces Many Start-
ling Effects in the Lunar Landscape
—Heavens Are Black Even at Mid-
day.

Our moon has the distinction of being
the largest of all planetary satellites; so

large, indeed, says the Strand Mr_lgszine,
that to the inhabitants of Mars it must

appear with the earth as & wonderfully - -

beautiful twin planet.

Because the moon rotates on its axis
in exactly the same time that it revolves
around the earth we are destined to see
little more than one hemisphere. So
slow is this rotation that the lunar day
is equal to fifteen of outr days. For half
@ month the moon is exposed to the
fierce heat of the sun; for half a month
it spins through space in the densest
gloom. 3

Although separated from us by a dis-
tance that at time reaches 253,000
miles; and it is never less - than 222,000
miles, we know more of the physical for-
mation of the single pallid face that the
moon ever turns toward us than we
know of certain parts of Asia and the
heart of Africa. Powerful telescopes
have brought our satellite within a dis-
tance of forty miles of the earth. Phy-
sicists have mathematically weighed it
and fixed its mass at one-eightieth of the
earth or 73,000,000,000,000 tons.

The modn presents aspects without
any terrestial parallel. Rent by fires
long since dead, its homeycombed crust
seems like a great globe of chilled slag.
Craters are not uncommon on the earth,
but in number, size, and structure they
bear, for the most part, little resemb-
lance to those of the moon.

A lunar crater is not the mouth of a
voleano having a diameter of a few
hundred feet, but a great circular plain
twenty-five, even one hundred miles in
diameter, surrounded by a precipiee ris-
ing to a height of five thousand or ten
thousand feet, with a central hill or two
about as high.

Water cannot possibly exist as a
liquid; for the temperature of the
moon’s surface during the long lunar
night is probably not far from 460 de-
grees below the zero mark of a Fehren-
heit thermometer, and the atmospheric
pressure is so low that a gas under
pressure would solidify as it escaped,
Ice and snow are the forms, then, which
junar water would assume.

Because of the present paucity of
water the moon’s atmosphere is so ex-
ceedingly rare that startling eifects are
produced. Perhaps the most striking
is that of the sunrise. Dawn and the
soft golden glow that usher in terrestrial
day there cannot be, The sun leaps from
the horizon a flaming sickle, and the
loftier peaks immediately flash into
light.

There is no azure sky to relieve the
monotonous effects of inky black shad-
ows and dazzling white expanses. The
sun gleams in fierce splendor, with no
clouds to diffuse its blinding light. All
day long it is accompanied by the weird
zoliacal light that we behold at rare
intervals. »

Even in midday the heavens are pitch
black, so that, despite the sunlight, the
stars and planets gleam with a bright-
ness that they never exhibit to us even
on the clearest of moonlight nights at
sea. They shine steadily, too; for it
is the earth’s atmosphere that causes
them to twinkle to our eyes.

In the line of sight it is impossible ot
estimate distances, for there is no such

henomenon as aerial perspective. Ob-
ﬁ-ots are seen only when the rays of
the sun strike them.

At times there may be observed spots
which darken after sunrise and grad-
ually disappear toward sunset. They
cannot be caused by shadows; for shad-
ows would be least visible when the sun
is directly overhead.

They appear most quickly at the
squator, and invade the higher altitudes
after a lapse of a few days. In the po-
lar regions they have never been seen.
What are they? Organic life resembling
vegetation, answers Professor Pickering,
of Harvard University; vegetation that
flourishes luxuriantly - while the sun
shines and withers at night.

A single day, it may be urged is not
sufficiently long for the development and
decay of vegetation; but sixteen hours
on the moon is little more than half an
hour on the earth; a day lasts half a
month, and may be regarded as a minia-
ture season. ;

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PEASANT WAR
IN RUSSIA.

Estates Sacked Daily in the Province
of Veronezh.

Astillery Sent to Aid of the Defence-
less Estates.

—

The Douma Rejects the Appeal to
the Nation.

St. Petersburg, July 23.—The peasant
wwar, which began in the Province of
Voronezh, is spreading over the central
,provinces. Fifteen estates near the city
'of Voronezh have been burned by the
peasant mobs since Sunday.

A strike of hired laborers a week ago
was brutally suppressed by the Govern-
ment forees. Enormous masses of peas-
antry then congregated and marched in
@ great column several miles in length
¢o sack all the estates in the neighbor-
hood. Troops arrived and tried to dis-
Q@rso the mob with volleys of musketry.
Many hundreds of the peasants were
killed and wounded, but the horde stub-
bornly refused to retreat,

The approach of masses of peasants
by other roads made the position of the
troops untenable, and they retreated,
leaving the estates defenceless. The
Government has sent artillery to the
scene,

The raliway stations are packed with
fugitives, and landlords and their fam-
ilies are camp:ng by the roadsides.

A large landed proprietor named Dro-
bovolsky and his family wandered for
days across the fields before they reach-
ed Voronezh.

Famous Stud Saved.

The details have arrived of the de-
struction of Prince Orloff’s estate at
Padi, where the famous stud of Orloff
horses were kept. The men in charge
had warning of the mob’s coming, and
were able to drive the horses to the
steppes, and the families of the em-
ployees were sent away. Soon enonmous
columns of smoke were seen arising
from the buildings of the estate, i

The devastators then advanced on the
Tulinovsky estate. where the horses
and cattle were driven out of the yards,
The local peasants hoped the estate
would escape destruction owing to the
owner’s friendly relations with the peas-
ants of the district.

A spokesman advanced from the van-
guard of the horde, however, and read
to the local peasants and Tulinovsky’s
tenants a decree ondering the burning
and devastation of all estates. The peas-
ants were allowed to move their house-
hold belongings.

A mechinic from the crowd hored a
hole in the wall of the main building
and the place was fired with chemical
explosives,

The horde advanced and répeated its
f]est'rurh\'o work on all the surround-
ing estates. The devastation is still
going on. A large armed force was
on the Orloff estate. but was unable to
prevent its destruction.

After an animated debate, an amend-
ment appealing to the nation to support
the Douma against the Government
was rejected.  Then N Petrunkevitch
submitted a moderate amendment, ex-
pressing the hope that the people would
remain calm until the Douma fimsied
jte labors. This was carried by a vote
of 197 to 100. The Socialists and Labor-
jtes, disgusied by the failure of their
efforts, left the chamber. The House
continued the discussion.

Mr. Stakhovitch moved to exniaxe an
expression of the Douma’s distrust of
the Ministry from the main declaration.
M. Petrunkevitch insisted upon its re-
tention. He said the Ministry was en-
dangering the country. which it was in-
capable of governing. He added that
German troops were ready o cceupy
Russian territory, in co-operation with
Austria, and that the country ought to
know what ignominy the Government
was preparing for the nation.

British Federation regarding
American meats, has decided, begin-
ning Sept. 15. to enforce new and more
stringent inspection laws in  the case
of American packed produets, which will
practically annihilate what remains of a
once enormous trade.

The new regulations provide that
cuts of fresh beef from abroad shall
be examined to see if the glands bear
tuberculosis symptoms. If they do
the meat will not be admitted. Inas-
much as American refrigerated meat
has the glands removed prior to ship-
ment, the regulations will practically
exclude American meat from Ger-
many. The Government will also stop
the shipment. of American canned meats
to the troops in South Africa, although
it is under contract for a regular supply
until October.

" WIPED OUT TRAIN.

HORRIBLE DISCOVERY IN THE
MOUNTAINS IN IOWA,

Terrible Deed of a Band of Robbers—
Four Bodies so Far Found—Broken
and Bullet-Pierced Wagons in Can-
vons—Believe Whole Party Was
Despatched.

Rawlins, Ia, July 23.—A horrible
discovery has been made in the moun-
tains east of this place, and from the
evidence found, an emigrant train of
three wagons been attacked by
robbers, everyone in the wagons killed,
and the property looted.

Some distance away, in another canyon,
were the remains of two wagons, partly
wrecked. Buried under a lot of stones
were found the dead bodies of a man and
a woman. Both had been shot. y

Three weeks ago an emigrant train
of three wagons, containing men, wo-
men and children, passed through
Rawlins, eastbound. Enquiries at towns
further east brings the informatian that
these wagons did not pass through these
places.

believed that robbers waylaid
in the mountains and killed
everyone connected therewith, The
bodies were buried, the wagons burned
or wrecked, and the horses and loot car-
ried away. The authorities have not yet
secured any evidence as to the murder-
ers, nor have they found anything which
may lead to the identification of the
dead people.

Search is continuing, and it is be-
lieved that other bodies will be found.

HARSHA LOSES APPEAL.
Hard-Fought Action Dismissed by Privy
Council

Toronto, July 23.—Word was received
yesterday that the Privy Council of Eng-
jand has dismissed the appeal in the case
of Fred Harsha, who is wanted in Chi-
cago on the charge of forgery. Harsha
was an officer of the Police Benevolent
Society in Chicago.

Whether this stated intention of mar-
riage was ever carried out was not stat-
ed in the statistics furmished to the in-
surance company, which showed that at
the time he submitted to a physical ex-
amination Mr. Beit was unmarried. Al-
though sixteen years have elapsed since
the policies were taken out in favor of
Elizabeth Bennett, and during that time
Beit has been constantly brought to pub-
lic notice, yet he has always been re-
garded as a bachelor.

London, July 18.—The Times says:
At the time the insurance policies on
Alfred Beit’s life, which name Elizabeth
Bennett as beneficiary, were written, Mr.
Beit confidently expected to be married
to that lady. He had known her many
yvears, was very fond of her, and enter-
tained great respect for her. Why he
did not marry her he did not disclose to
any of his friends. So far as 1 know
his relations with lher had been above
reproach, and her social position and her
accomplishments will in no respect be
open to criticism, She is still living.

Self interest should
control makers to adopt some device to
guard against unscrupulous men
whether in Canada, the United States
or elsewhere, who would seek to take
advantage of the demand which they
have created by relling as Canadian
goods au inf-rior make of cheese. It
is not easy to conceive of a good reason
why factorymen selling on the Ottawa
board should hesitate to adopt the
simple yet sufficient pro‘ection of their
product which would be afforded by the
impresssd brand Every business nnd
selfish instinct cries out for the adop
tion of this device. It means dollars
in the pockets of the farmers and
factorymen.

| ACROSTICS AND ANAGRAMS.

Fhey Mave Been Known Simee the
Pays of the Fealmist.

We find that the acrostic is the most
ranclent form of pussling mankind.
Acrostic is Greek for a number of
wyerses the first letters of whieh form
& word, sometimes a name and some-
times a sentence. The final letter may
form a word, or, as Addison tells us,
the letters will even run down the cen-
ter of the verses as a seam. The He-
brew poets often made their verses run
over the entire alphabet. Twelve of the
psalms are written on this planm, the
mest motable being the One Hundred
and Nineteenth. This has twenty-twodl-
visions, or stanzas, corresponding to the
twenty-two letters of the Hebrew al-
phabet. Hach stanza is formed of eight
couplets, and the first line of each coup-
Jot In the first stanza in the eriginal
Hebrew begins with the letter aleph,
the second commences with beth, the
:::.wlt el, and so on through the

bet. e English divisions of the
psalms are called after the Hebrew let-
tor that begam the couplets. It was

sacred subjects after the fashion of He-
brew acrostics. This was done with &
view to ald memory, and such pieces
were called abcedarian hymns.

The riddle is also of anclent origin.

The Proverbs of the Bible, or sayings
attributed to Solomon, are often in the
form of riddles. Was it not thé queen
of Sheba who proposed riddles to Solo-
mon? The Koran, the scriptural book
of the Mohammedans, also contains rid-
dles, as do some books now In exist-
ence, written in Arabic and Persfan.

‘i The anclent Egyptians also propound-

l ed riddles, and one of the seven wise
men of Greece, who lived In the sixth
century B. C., was celebrated for his
lﬂddle- in verse. Homer, the Greek
poet, according to a statement in Plu-
tarch, dled of vexation at not being
able to solve a riddle. In the middle
ages riddles were encouraged for
amusement on winter nights in the
baronial hall and also in the monastery.
In later days some of the most brilliant
men of letters contributed to the list of
riddles.

The anagram, or transposition of the
letters in words or sentences, was
much in vogue in Greece in the olden
times. The Cabalists, or Jewish doc-
tors, thought that the anagram always
pointed out a man’s destiny, and if his
mame written backward er tramsposed
im any way spelled a word with mean-
ing they firmly believed it a revelation.
The flatterers of James I. of England
proved his right to the British mon-
archy as the descendant of the myth-
fcal King Arthur frem his name,
Charles James Stunart, which becomes
“claims Arthur’'s seat.”” The best ana-
grams are those which have in the
mew order of letters some signification
appropriate te that from which they
are formed. When Pilate asked, “Quid
est veritas?’ (What is truth?) he prob-
ably had ne idea that his question an-
swered itself, but it did. The transpo-
sition made it, “Est vir qui adest” (It
fs the man who is here). Anagrams
wrere written as early as 250 B. C,, and
their mame comes from the Greek
words ana (backward) and gramma
(writing).

THE BLUEFISH BRIGADE.

“When meghaden or herring are
duv-‘uhom_ by bluefish, as
they often are, so that they can be

carried off by the eart load,” said &

fisherman, “there is very seldom fewnd
among them one of their pursuers, and
if one is found it is likely to be a fish
that is diseased or that has been hurt
in some way. The bluefish follows te
the very verge of the water, but there
it stops, end it is so powerful and
alert a swimmer that, close as it is, it
still easfly keeps clear of the land.
The menhaden or herring are no mean
swimmers. They couM come as close
and keep off the shore as easily as the
bluefish do, but not when the biuefish
are affer them. Then they are Mke
men pursued te the edge of a preci-
pice. It is almost certain death o
jump, but they must do that or turn
and take the chances of breaking

: through th
also customary te compose verses om | f PRt Bhe.

“Whea the bluefish—there may be
8,000 or 4,000 of them together—sight
a school of menbadem, they go for it
like a brigade of heavy oavalry, eut-
ting and slas! , snapping and biting
right and left. menhaden are sim-
ply overbofne by superior weight, and
there is nothing for them te do bwt
fiee. If they are driven toward the
shore, the land is fo them what the
preecipice would be to the man. They
ust take it or they muwst turn and oy
te fight thelr way through., Many de
turn and try to swim under or ever
or around the savage bluefish, and
some escape im this way, and some are
saapped up, and some are maimed and
then cast ashore, and many of them,
crowding together, are so closely press-
ed that they are practieally foreed
ashore.

“Sometimes fish that are not cast wp
very far flop down into the water
again. A high wave may set some
free. A fish thus Mberated may find
its fins so damaged that it ean’t swim,
and it is cast up again. Weakened by
its rough experience, it may fall a prey
to some of the bluefish yet Mngering
offshore. It may eseape.”

SERIES OF 8HIPWRECKS.

The -m lllnh' Chaim ol Marine
om R

The most singular series of ship-
wrecks on record began with the loss
of the English merchantman Mermald,
which was driven on the rocks of Tor-
res strait in October, 1820. The officers
and erew clung to the shattered vessel,
which was held fast upon a sunken
ledge, until, a fow minutes before the
doomed ship went to pleces, a passing
frigate picked them up.

The Bwiftsure, as the latter eraft
was called, resumed her morthward
eourse, to be foundered im a tervifie
gale three days later.

Her combinsd crews were saved by
the warship Governor Ready, en voy-
age to India, May 18, 1830. The last
named, overtakem by a storm, was
stranded on & barren coast, her three
erews t0 a man succeeding in reach-
ing the shore.

After staying a week en the inhos-
pitable island they were takem off by
the revenue cutter Comet, which a few
days later sprang a leak and sank im
spite of all efforts to save her.

False Excuses.—Luke 14: 15-24.

Commentaty.—I. An invitation to a
great feast (vs. 15-17). 15. One of them
—One of the rich friends of the Pharisaic
host, whose remark gave the Saviour the
occasion for delivering this parable whizh
§s called the parable of the great sup-
per. Sat at meat—They were Treclimng
on couches around the table which form-
ed three sides of a hollow square. Heaxd
those things—“The recompense at the
resurrection of the just (v. 14) su_ggest-
ed to this guest a great banquet in the
kingdom of the Messiah.” Blessed is he
—He extols the greatness of the privil-
ege. In the parable that follows, Christ
warns him and the others that the pri-
vilege will ey no means be so generaily
recognized or embraced by the Jewish
people as was commonly thogght:.——-llom.
Com. In the kingdom of God—The king-
dom of God ,here, does not signify the
kingdom of heaven in the highest scuse,
but only the kingdom of the Messiah,
of which the carnal Jew here speaks, ac-
cording to the received sense of his na-
tion, as of a gloriwus temporal kingdom,
in which the Jews should lord it over the
Gentile world, enjoy their wealth, Annd
be provided witn ail' temporal blessings
and delights, in which they place their
happiness.—Whitby . This expresses, in
an Oriental way, the desire they had cf
being members of that kingdom and of
sharing in its benefits.

16. Then said he—The remark of the
guest gave Jesus an opportunity to state
some very important truths, *“He deliv-
ered the following parable to show that
though the Messiah’s kingdom would te
offered to them under the most favor-
able circumstances, yet they would re-
ject it, preferring carnal to spiritual

Jessings, while, in the meantime, the
Gentiles would embrace the gospel with
cheerfulness and thereby be prepared to
sit down in the abodes of the blessed.”-—
Benson. A certain man—This man re-
presented God the Father, and corres-
ponded to “the king” in the parable of
the wedding feast (Matt. xxii.

A
great supper—Representing the rich and
abundant provisions of the gospel. “Only
two regular meals are ordinarily partak-
en of m Eastern lands. A lighter re-
past, consisting generally of bread, ol-
ives, milk and fruits forms the break-
fast. But all entertainments, wheth-
er public or private, on a larger or small-
er scale, were and are continued to the
second meal, shortly before or after sun-
get, called, indifferently, dinner or rup-

r.”—Canon Tristram. Bade many —
The Jewish nation. “This general ¢n-
nouncement was made in the Old Testa-
ment institutions and prophecies.”

17. Sent his servant—*“Thé commission
to all those who hold the office of sum-
moning the world to enter the kingdom
of God is the same, hence but one ser-
vant is referred to.” John the Baptist,
Christ, the apostles and disciples all de-
livered the gospel message and issued a
call to the Jewish people, The same call
was afterwards given to the Gentiles, and
such is the invitation now extended to
us. That were bidden—“The Jews 10
whom the gospel was first offered, es-
pecially the scribes and Pharisees.”
Come—The invitations of the gospel are
full and complete (Matt. xi. 28; Rev,
xxii. 17). All things are now ready—
“Now is the accepted time.” Every pro-
vision is made for the redemption of a
lost world; not one thing is lacking. The
plan of salvation is perfect. The king-
dom of heaven is at hand. The Messianie
reign is about to begin, “The time had
come when the Jews must decide wheth-
er they would accept the Messiah or rot.
The fate of the nation, as well as of 2ach
individual, depended on their decision.
To all men now comes the invitation,
It is as wide as humanity. It is lofty
as the love of God, and ample as the
wants of man. For each of us all things
are ready; the atonement made, the
mansions prepared, the Father willing to
receive, the angels waiting to welcome,
the doors open, the Holy Spirit present,
duties awaiting.”

II. The excuses made (vs, 18-20). 18.
They all—But few of the scribes and
Pharisees responded to Christ’s invita-
tion.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

Jesus contrasted the feast given by
man, where the guests were so anxious
for the chief seats, for the feast given
by God, where the guests have to be
constrained to come. Concerning  this
“great supper” we see that the call was,

L Fiendly. “A cetain man” (v. 16).

God is th‘(-. generous gift of the great
supper. God poured out the wealth of
his great love in the gift of his only be-
loved Son. The price of our redemption
is not silver and gold, but the precious
blood of our Lord Jesus Christ. Jesus
was hungry, that we might be catisfied;
thirsty, that we might drink of living
waters; forsaken, that we might be for-
ever surrounded with dear ones; cruci-
fied, that we might know everlasting
blessedness. Oh! ithe infinite price of
this heavenly feast! Ages on ages can
never compute it! An eternity of devo-
tion can never repay it! And all he asks
is that we accept and enjoy it.

II. Felicitous. “Bade ma'ny” (v. 16).
“Those that were bidden” (v. 17) de-
clined to come, but the “house” was
“filled” (v. 23). The society of the mar-
riage feast will be one of the special
joys. Our elder Brother will present us
to the Father, and dispense to us of his
bounty Luke xll. 37). The Holy Spirit
will show us the glories, and see that we
are abundantly satisfied (Rom. xiv. 17).
The angels, with intense rejoicing, will
welcome us (Luge xv. 10). We shall sit
dewn with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob;

Do
not wait for men to come to you; go
to them. People will not come to the gos-
pel feast. except they are invited. “Go
out quickly” (v. 21.) There is no time to
lose. Go quickly, with holy urgency, with
undying zeal, with tender longing. “None
of those men which were bidded shall
taste of my supper” (v. 24.)

LOTS OF CHERRIES.

Wonderful Production in the Niagara
Penizsula.

St. Catharines, July 23.— (Special.)—
Cherries are proving to be the money-
makers for the fruit farmers of the Niag-
ara peninsula this year. Everybody is
talking of the immense cherry crop,
which is said to be the largest in many
years. Growers, canners and dealers are
having all they can do to handle the pro-
duction. To make all hearts the more
glad the demand is excellent, while prices
are above the average. In every orchard-
boughs are bent down with the little
spherical red fruit hanging in veritable
clusters seemingly transforming the
trees into brilliant flames of red.

EXPECTS LATE HARVEST

P

Mr.F. W. Thompson Speaks of Crop
Outlook in the West.

Speaking of the latest crop reports
from the West, on Saturday, Mr. F. W.
Thompson, vice-president and managing
director of the Ogilvie Flour Mills Com-
pany, Ltd., said:

“Our advices from the West are
generally favorable. The growth, how-
ever, is very rank, and we do not lJook
for the harvest to be general before the
last week of August or the first of Sep-
tember. It is also impossible to make
any predictions regarding the probable
yield at the present time where the
growth is running so much to straw,
and we certainly do not look for so
early a harvest as some people are
predicting. Allowing that it will be gen-
erally headed out by July 10 or 12, the
period of harvest would be then in about
six weeks, which would mean from Aug.
21 to 23, under ordinary conditions, but
with so much straw as this year, it will

uire from ten to fourteen days longer.

“Jt will be seen, therefore, that under
favorable conditions, based on past ex-
perience, it is not reasonable to expect
harvesting to be general before Sept. 1,
althought it is quite possible that here
and there favored spots may be started
earlier.”

Mr. Thompson added that wp to date
there had been some damage by hail.
Hc noted that 1,200 acres had been de-
stroyed on the night of July 3 at M.anl-
tou, Man.; 2,000 acres at Grand View,
and 1,500 acres at Oakville, but in the
aggregate the quantity destroyed by
hail did not go beyond the average of
past. years. ‘

THE FRUIT BUSINESS,

Preparing Ground for
That Yield Paying Crops.

ears that 1 have been in
there has never been &
total failure of the four principal kinds
of berries, and never a year that two or
more of them have not given & full crop,
never a year that the best one would
not pay all expenses. Few other kinds
of business can shoy a8 good a record.
Strawberries, black and red raspberries
and blackberries are the principal crops
that are in staple demand. Currants sell
well when every old bush in everybody’s
garden is not also loaded and one ca®
have them for the picking. Strawberries
require more labor and cost an acre, and
also return the largest yield, but are
more uncertain than the others men-
tioned. A field of blackberries or rasp-
berries can with proper care be made to
produce paying crops for 10 or 20 years.
I have now a TOW of Agawam black-
berries that are 20 years old, which gave
an immense crop last summer. 1 see
no reason, except that disease might get
in, why they will not last as long as I
will. I have picked 12 crops of black-
caps from one bush. Except for disease,
the Cuthbert red raspberries are ever-
lasting. The long time these crops will
stay in the ground and the fact that
most of the expense is for keeping down
the weeds are the reasons one cannot
afford to plant them until the ground is
thoroughly prepared. It is a losing game
to plant a piece of newly-turned sod to
the bush fruits or a weedy piece of
strawberries. The competition of others
requires economy of production, which
i:‘\yest regulated by eo doing the work
that there shall be the minimum of labor
requir especially hard labor.
A man intending to begin in the emall
fruit business should take a year to pre-
are for it. A piece of heavy sod should
Ee well covered during the winter with
stable manure, which is free of weeds
and in which there has been mixed pot-
ash and phosphoric acid. The melting
snow and rains will dissolve and carry
this material into the earth, so that it
will be evenly spread through the soil.
Tn the spring the field should be plough-
ed deep and planted to corn or potatoes.
These should be kept absoluetly free
from weeds, and frequent and deep cul-
tivation should be given to bring up
weed seeds which are in too deep to
aprout until the weeds are all out, and
the sod rotted so that no grass will
start . After the crop is off, cross plough
and harrow to cause everything else to
sprout that is left. The second spring
you have a field rich in plant food from
the rolled manure and filled with humus
from the rotted sod. You have a fine
“garden” soil free of weeds, requiring,
with proper planting and horee- tools,
little hand work. At least one-half of

the cost can be saved by careful before-
hand preparations of the field. —Farmer
in New York Tribune,

They put:on a Wild Western piece in a
music hall show in London recently. A

woman sat in front of a log cabin gew-
ing. Soon there came into the clearing a
man carrying on his back a deer that he
had shot. Then another man dashed in
nndT;houted:

“The Indians are coming! We shall
all be killed umless we getghelp!" 3
. The whoeps of the Indians were heard
in the distance. The woman hurriedly
got up and went inside the door where
she telephoned to a mearby fort. Far in
the ‘distance was heard the cracki
sound of rifles, 1t came nearer
nearer. Indians dashed into the clearing
and were shot down. Then the dust
colored soldiers rode in and the cabin
and all hands were sdved.

The show tickled the.Londoners and
they marvelled at the extensive use of
the telephone in the States. While the
incident is not wholly true to life, it is
not beyond the verge of possibility.

New uses for the telephone are being
discovered constantly. It was only the
other day that a case of piano tuning by
telephone was reported. A woman would
let only one man in New York touch her
piano. The instrument had to be tuned
at a certain hour. It was impossible for
him to be there at that time.

It was arranged that he should listen
to the tuning of the piano by his assist-
ant through the telephone and should
tell the asistant exactly when he had
tightened or loosened the wire ‘suffi-
ciently. The plan worked satisfactorily.

Probably the most important military
development of the telephone was made
by the Japanese in the recent war with
Russia. The Japanese conducted almost
all their operations on the field of battle
by telephone. Marshal Oyama never saw
the battle of Mukden and all the time he
was from fifteen to twenty miles in the
rear and was deploying troops on a
grand scale by use of the telephone.

Port Arthur was bombarded in the
same way by the Japs. After months of
endeavor they finally went up 203-Metre
Hill. Six times had they tried to scale
its bare, steep sides and been driven back
with Joss. The seventh time they stayed
for & while,

The place was under the guns of Rus-
sian batteriés on other hills. They made
sure that the Russians could never get
back and then began to erect their mor-
tar batteries in the valley behind the
hill and entirely out of sight.

reach of all but one or two of the Ras-
sian batteries they dug a bombproof.
There the chief of artillery took his sta-
tion. Telephone wires were strung to
him from the battery below. He could
see the warships in the harbor and al-
most every building in the new town and
most of those in the old town,

“Two hundred feet to the north, 160
to the south; shorten the range by fifty
{e:t; a little to the right; a little to the

eft.”

These were the orders the artillery
chief gave, and hour by hour and day
by day he smashed the ships and build-
ings until the town was battered to
pieces. The wreckage was complete. The
telephone made the victory of the Japs
at Port Arthur possible.

All through the war the Japs made
similar use of the telephone. \\?:en the
army was 100 miles north of Mukden
Marshal Oyama and his staff sat in their
offices in Mukden and superintended all
the movements of troops and supplies by
wire,

There were not 500 soldiers in Mukden
and never more than half a dozen could
seen at headquaretrs. A telephone
switchboard did the business.

Up at the front each of the generals
of the five armies had a different system
at work. The generals were from ten to
fifteen miles behind their troops at the
front. All over the country ran tele-

hone wires, stretched on slender bam-

00 poles. The signal corps put them up
almost as fast as men could walk.

The commanding General could talk
with almost every regiment instantly.
The system worked perfectly. The tele-
phone has come to stay in warfare.

In the field of commerce the world
has not yet caught up with the advance
in the use of the telephone.

“There is more business done beneati
the street than above it,” said a tele-
phone man. “While you are walking
along the streets thousands upon thous-
ands of messages are vibrating on the
wires beneath your feet.

These messages carry fiancial agree-
ments amounting to -millions upon mil-
lions of dollars. The Stock Exchange
could not do its business without the
phone nowndaf's.

“Sales of all sorts are being made,
agreements affecting the life, health and
prosperity and safety of the people are
being sent over the wires. Stories of
life, death and love are being told. The
story undergroynd is one that is never
fully told. Life pulsates there.”

“A woman about two years ago discov-
ered a new use for the telephome. It
was for a morning chat in bed with her
neighbor, while that neighbor was also
in bed.

Marie comes in with Madame’s cof-
fee about half-past 8 o’clock and awakensg
her mistress. She sips the coffee and
tells Marie to ring up Mrs. Kniclerbock-
er. After the morning salutations they
talk of the previous. evening’s recep-
tion and the gowns and the gossip. By
the time the morning telephone call is
over Madame is wide awake.

The value of the telephone to women
is emphasized by the increased use of
the instrument in department stores. A
store in another city than New York
has 2,000 telephones in use and is about
to put in 1,000 more. That means that
there is more than 100,000,000 feet of
telephone wire in use there, amounting
to something like 18,900 miles, ‘There
are 120 trunk lines alone in the shop
and nearly 70,000 messages & day are re-
ceived.

The largest number of telephones in
any one shop in New York is said to be
something like 1,300. A store with 3,
000 telephones means a larger business
in one building than is done in scores
of small cities of the country.

Moreover, the store phones are in use
night and day. Some one in Atlantic
City, for example, suddenl( decides to
return to town on the following morn-

ing. Suppose it is midni ht. The house
in town is bare of supplies. All that is
necessary to do”is to call up 3 certain
