World’s Most Industrious Bird—8mall

A writer from estern Canada
says: The sand martin or bank swal-
low, as it is sometimes called, is pos-
sibly the most industrious of its
teathered brethren, as it persistently
rebuilds its nest in the face of the
sternest opposition.
