Schooner Burned

Four-masted Schooner Burned in
Avon River near Hantsport
The four-masted schooner Charlotte
Comeau was destroyed by fire in the Avon
River, near Hantsport, on Friday last.
The fire started in the galley and was
cbserved by the crew when the ship was
about opposite Horton Bluff. All the
fire-fighting apparatus they could com-
mand was immediately brought into play,
but apparently had no effect on the
rapidly advancing flames. The fire got
into the forward deck-house and not-
with ding the st efforts of the
crew to quench it, spread along the deck.
The rigging and after part were soon a
mass of flames, and the crew, forced to
abandon the unequal fight, had barely
time to jump for the boats.
The ship was.abandoned at 7,20 pm.
and during the night burned to the water's
edge. Captain Casey went down the river
the following afterncon with a tug, He
found only that part of the hull immediate-
ly above the water-line where the flames
had burned themselves out, At 8 p.m.
the ship filled and, heeling over, sank very
slowly.
The vessel was valued at about $110,-
000 and was sailing light, being on the
way to Windsor to lpad, She was owned
by the I. M. Comeau Shipping Company,
of Lower Cove, Digby County, and was
under the command of Captain Casey.

RUSSIAN BOYS ARRIVE WAVING
UNION JACK

(From the Toronto Star.)
The arrival in Canada of two hun-

sian-Canadian farmers” was an in-
teresting, inspiring, and .in some re-
spects very touching sight witnessed
by Mrs. Durie, 306 St. George street,
and her daughter, Miss Helen F., whep
they reached Canada a few days ago on
the Scandinavian, after spemding the
summer in France.
“On our way over”, said Miss Durie
to The Star, “we learned that there
were two hundred and fitty litfle Russian
refugee boys on board, between the
ages of seven and eight and fourteen
years, who were being t over to
beé sent out to farms all over Canada,
Before landing, they were given Union
Jacks to carry, and it was a stirring
sight to see the little chaps, heads very
erect, walk two and two out the gang-
plank to the wharf, dressed in grey caps
and suits, each waving the flag of his
new country, all singing: ‘God Save the
King'. The orphan boys had been
icked up along the Russian border,
after making their escape from their own
famine and terror ridden country. They
looked quite delighted with themselves
and what was happening to them, and as
if they intended to be very good citizens.”
One thing that astonished Mrs. and
Miga Durie in France was the marvelous
rapidity with , which the country has
come back, after the devastation of the
war. “We were in thriving towns this
summer, " said Miss Durie, “which were
only heaps of rubbish in the summer of
1919, We spent a whole month in Bully-
Grenay. Lens has been rebuilt, cafes,
shops, houses, and still the building ac-
tivity goes rapidly on, swarms of workmen
going in every morning and out at night.
What s true of Lens is also true of Bully-
Grepay, Avion, towns and villages all
through the Vimy district, where wav-
ing fields of grain and wonderfully tilled
acrea replice the battle-scarred areas of
two years ago. The advance in reconstruc-
tion has been tremendous, and the people
have to thank their own industry and
thrift for the returning prosperity.
Reference wae made to the attitude
of the French people towards Canada.
“Everywhere”, The Star was told by
Miss. Durie, “we found a great love
manifested for Canada and the warmest
cordiality toward Canadian people. Al
Le Havre, a well known French financier,
Mons, Taconet, said to us: ‘We will
never forget the Canadians They
fought so well for us, They saved our
land for us." That was the attitude we
found everywhere."

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“S'HE WEDKLY PAPER A FORCE IN
THE COMMUNITY

*The tollowing is an account of an ad-
dress given by Hugh Savageol Cowichan,
B. C., before a gathering of the Retail
Merchants ot Vancouver:

In the country newspapers and those
®ngaged in the retail trade I see two of the
reatest forces in community building. In
woores of centres in this province these
forces are amicably allied, working toward
@ common goal. Indeed I might venture
%he assertion that the progress of these
«Qentres is in direct ratio to the firmness of
%he bonds which link retailer and editor.

What do I mean by these bonds? Is
Rt the link of materialism, of business, of
uying and selling? To a certain extent
&t s, but it would be a grievous error to

‘ne that this business tie was the
tie.

Far greater and more lasting is the pride
“Rhey share in belonging to and working
for the development and betterment of
their common community.

The retailer ic a business man, but,
stripped of his apron and obliging mien,
Wwe see him playing a greater part on the
Wtage of our 1ural life. He is the pillar of
the Church, the backbone of the Board
of Tiade, the business brain behind the
activities ot the Fall Fair. I frequently
see him the object of those countless ap
peals for charities and subscriptions for
every cause under heaven.

Once a farmer supported his desire to
canvass the storekeepers for subscriptions
By the statement that they were making
their money out of him and his kind. Of
2 piece with this fallacy is the sentiment
of those who strive to fan enmity between
the rural town dweller and those actually
‘on the land.

We know that the country town or its
wucleus, the store and post office near the
railway. station, are the result of the de-
welopment—agricultural or otherwise—
wf the surrounding country. The interest
of the store and farm are one.

As a centre grows it becomes the duty
wnd, in general, actually is the self-im-
‘posed task, of the retailer, allied with his
fellows, to induce settlement, initiate in-
Qustries, and speed up the wheels of pro-

It is the retailer who is building up the
superstructure of our village, on the
foundation laid by agriculture or other de-
welopment. It is the retailer who is in the
tnain responsible for the inauguration 'of
the weekly newspaper. It is he who pro-
wides it with that business without which
it would be exceedingly difficult for it to
operate.

In return the advertising columns of
the weekly press are his greatest ally in
treating an influence which, in propot tion
to its quality restricts the outflow of that
trade which might and does still go out-
side to build up fortunes for the few in
the big cities, instead of remaining at
home, a life giving trade, creating op
portunities and livelihood for more local
people.

The weekly newspaper is the shop win-
dow of the individual retailer in which
his display goods are inspected in every
country home, by the entire family. It
is a whole town of shop windows, com-
pelling attention from the outside—hold-
ing up the mirror of country life, not
merely in 1ts function of a retailer of
news, but a message bearer, a salesman
of salesmen, serving every progressive
retailer in its community.

The past eight years have seen agreat
change in the relationship of the retailer
and the country newspaper. No longer
it it necessary for the editor, in his
capacity of advertisement salesman, to
pound and pound into prospective custo-

advertising.

Every wide awake and progressive re-
tailer knows and realizes that in news-

paper advertising he has an indispensable
business builder. The rank and file in
many branches of trade have awakened
to the amazing power of publicity. The
trail blazers are those whose names are
household words in commerce.

There are still those who look on news-

paper advertising as an “expense”’. The
ranks of retailers who have “arrived”’ are
swelling with those who look on their ad-
vertising as a dividend paying investment,
as an additional and indispensable member
of their sales staff.
Consider your advertising in the light
as buying merchandise. The possession
of merchandise alone, no matter how ad-
vantageously bought, will never make a
merchant rich, He must sell it at a profit
to make money. And it is advertising of
the right kind that will accomplish this.
There are many forms of advertising, but
experience has shown that the newspaper
is by long adds the best and most re-
munerative.

The weekly papet is the logical medium,
for it is taken into the home by at least
85 per cent. of the people. It is read by
all members of the family. It is the one
journal from which the people buy,
through the advertisements.

For this reason every merchant should
devote more time to the preparation of
bis announcements. Many retailers pay
little or no attention to the arrangement
or composition of their advertisements.
They scribble them off at the last minute
on a piece of wrapping paper, sending
them to the publisher without any par-
ticular plan ot composition, with no par

ticular message, resulting in an adver-
tisement which represents the skill of
the printer in mind reading. He may or
may not interpret aright the features the
fetailer desires to be stressed. It is Jike
throwing a lot of miscellaneous merchan-
dise ‘into the shop’ window, and leaving
its arrangement to chance.

The main thing is that advertising,’
properly thought out, and persistently
inserted in the paper, will biing results, ]
Do not overlook the value of illustrating
your message with cuts. Spasmodic ad-
vertising will not accomplish results, for
its effect is lost just at the time when it
is beginning to be felt. Watering a garden
once in the'season will never make a
bountiful crop.

The retailers’ advertising is as important
as his delivery wagon. Does it not teed
the wagon? The combined pulling power
of the retailer's advertisements of  .any
given community is the best antidote to
that bane of 1ural interests—the city
mail order house. The country newspapel
is, therefore, the greatest bulwark against
mail order onslaught.

preciative of ‘the preventive—as shown
by the advertising columns of the weckly
press—the percentage of business going
outside is less than in the community
where lack of advertising patronage is
evident.

Retailets, like other classes in business
must hang together or hang separately.
Yet in every’ community there are men
who take advantage of the benefit thei
town derives from its progressive retailers
and gives nothing. They do.not believe
in newspaper advertising, neither do they
join the local retail merchant’s ascocia-
tion: The labor unions have an ugly
name for men of thiskind:—

One of the strongest reasons 1 ever
heard as an argument against newspaper
advertising wa¢ that of the retailer whc
said that he would not advertise as he
would have to put on more help to
handle the business, and he  couldn’t
afford to pay the help. Thisis unbeliev-
able, but true. Your association, like
others, has a wide field for the education
of some retailers in elementary business
principles.

Your combined advertising, as shown
in the weekly press, is the barometer ol
the progress and prosperity of your com
munity. It not merely protects you from
losing business, but it develops and creates
the maximum ot business. Advertising
is the vital spark of business. It has
brought cheaper and better goods to the
public and made many retailers rich.
The country newspaper has_changed
greatly in the past eight years. The in-
troduction of modern machinery, the
knowledge of ‘costs, the adoption of
business methods, is becoming the rule—
not the exception—in the weekly office.
The public is a little shaken in its old
idea that anything will do to “fill up”
its columns—news or advertiting. The
weekly press is giving better Service t

" he retailer, intent on keeping business
in the community, prices being equal, will
give the printer-publisher a fair chance.
He is among you to stay. Don’t buy
loose leaf ledgers from the city travellers
and pay through the nose for re-fills, as
some do. Don’t bz misled by the first
order “cheap price”, which attempts
to show your fellow resident is the grossest
profiteer.

The retailer and country newspapet,
insofar as its advertising celumns are
concerned, are indispensable to one an-
other. They are allied links in the vast
complexity of the machine we call bus-
iness. How important a machine this is
we may gather from the fact that bus-
iness—trade—in its sheer ‘materialistic
sense—is at the bottom of that frightful-
ness we know as modern wat.

The publisher and retailer touch the
lives of their communities at many points,
Both. minister to the needs and pleasures
of their fellows. To both is assigned a
great measure of public responsibility.
