“Wiereas there has come from nunier-
cus quarters appeals that our organiza-
tion take steps to restrain the publica-
tion of the details of crime, court in-
vestigations or legal inquiry tending to
destroy the sacredness of the home and
pollute society by familiarizing the
minds of the youth with crime that is
robbing it of that modesty needful of
character building of the highest type:

“Resolved, that we assure Dr. Chown
that any steps he may deem necessary
to take to bring about such enactments
as may be required to restrain the press
from thus breaking down the safe
guards of home and society, will have
the sympathy and co-operation, as far as
possible, of the Women's Missionary So
viety.”

WHITE SLAVE TRAFFIC.

“Resolved, that it is necessary to call
upon the members of the society in con-
nection with the auxiliaries, Women’s
Institutes and all local organizations for
women to inform all within their reach
of the nature and methods of operation
of the white slave traffic. That the aux
iliaries be asked to co-operate with the
social reform department of the Meth
odist Church by becoming responsible for

the distribution of literature dealing
with the traffic.”

When Mr. Stephens heard of this he
became a little anxious, and wrote to
the Municipal Board for a confirmation
of his understanding of the annexation
problem, that the order was already
He received this confirmation
in the following letter:

Dear Sir,—I  have the honor to ac-
knowledge the receipt of your favor of
yesterday, herein, and by direetion of
the chairman to advise you that the or-
der was made, but was not to issue un-
til the 2nd of November, to give parties
a chance to agree on special terms.

The property owners of Section 8 re-
fuse to take the order as final. They
say a mice point of law is raised on the
question of vested rights and they in
tend to fight it to a finish. .

Founder of the Bernett Circuit
Got Unexpected Call.

Typhoid Fever Carried Him Off
After Short Iliness.

W. Bennett, formerly head of the
Bennett Theatrical Enterprises of
Canada, and one of the best known
vaudeville magnates in America.

'PAYING OF TORONTO FINE.

President Murphy of the Cubs Has Requested the National Commission
to Re-epen the Case—Boston Beat Detroit.

Chicago, Oct. 2.—Chas. W. Murphy,
president of the Chicago National
League Baseball Club, who was recent-
ly censured for trying to entice Jeff
Pfeffer, the Toronto pitcher, yesterday
entered a demand that the National
Commission reopen the case.

NEW YORK YACHT CLUB
DODGING CHALLENGE.

Sir Thomas Lipton [nsists on Change of Rules—Cincinnati Mrn Believes
They Are Afraid Lipten Wil Lift the Cup.

New York, Oct. 1.
managing editor of the Cincinnati Times
Star, who was among the passengers to
arrive on the steamship Mauretania
last night, brought word from Sir Thos
Lipton that he would sail for New York
on Oct. 9, to make a tour of the country
and to issue a challenge to the New
York Yacht Club,

Referring to his plans, Sir Thomas
said: "1 will race for the Cup if I am
permitted to do so on even terms. But
I will not engage to sail a marine freak
across the ocean to compete against a
skimming dish. When the Shamrock
crossed the ocean she came within an
ace of sinking with all hands, and [ shall
never ask another man to subject his
life to such useless risks.”

Sir Thomas further said he hoped the
New York Yacht Club would permit ¢
race under conditions he would suggest.
If they did not, he felt that there
but one thing left to do, namely, to leave
a sum in his will with directions to-his
executors to build a yacht to compete for
the America’s Cup whenever the New
York yachting organization would sanc-
tion a contest under fair conditions.

Mr. Garretson added that Sir Thomas
is representing the yachting spirit of
England in his ambition for another chal-
lenge.

“More than that,” said Mr. Garretson,
“King FEdward himself is deeply inter-
ested in yachting and has been working
to restore to (go-wm its premier posi-
tion as a yachting centre just as the
Kaiser is working to make Kiel pre-em-
inent. His renewed efforts have the suj-
port of King ¥dward and the aristocratic
circles in England and will give him the

names, it would be a direct violation of
the deed of gift by which George L.
Schuyler gave the America’s Cup to the
ciub. The terms of that agreement pro-
vide that all challenges must come from
authorized yacht clubs and that the
challenging vacht must cross the ocean
on her own bottom and under sail,

This provision, Sir Thomas’ told Mr,
Garretson, protects the Cup from ever
being taken from the club. It allows
the defender to be designed along the
lines of speed only, while the challenger
must be a seaworthy craft fit to eross
the sea under her own sail and when she
arrives here must compete with a racing
freak which could not hold together
twenty-four hours in mid-Atlantic. The
defenders of recent years have been rac-
ing machines, with a great spread of
canvas, and depending upon tons of lead
on their kee's to keep them upright in
the water.

Fachtsmen when they learned of the

attitude of Sir Thomas expressed doubt
that the New York Yacht Club would
be able to meet the challenge, because of
the provision in the deed of gift.
Mr. Garretson said that if the yacht
club refused to yield and insisted on
handicapping Sir Thomas out of the
race he might enter, the English interest
in the America’s Oup would die,

BHACKLETON AND THE SOUTH
POLE.
Writing in a bulletin of the American

United States navy, on January 19, 1840,
as “‘tue greatest geographical discovery
of the nineteenth century.” Captain R.
F. Scott, who led the British ‘Discov-
ery expedition of 1901-'04, and is now
preparing for another Antarctic journey,
tried to discredit the existence of Wilkes
Land. He got on the edge of it, failed to
see 1t, and steamed away north on the
plea that he was short of fuel. Scott
says thal any ship steaming on the 178th
meridian 1 the menth of February could
reach the ‘‘great barrier’’ without en-
countering pack ice. ‘It is strange to
think,” bhe remarks, ‘‘that there may
be a season of the year when the en-
terprising tourist steamer may show 1its
passengers the lofty smoke-capped form
of Mount Erebus as easily as it now
does the fine scenery of Spitzbergen.”
The same explorer estimated that the
Antarctic region was sheathed with an
ice cap nine hundredd feet in thickness.
He thought there was water, not land,
under the ice, because a theremometer
lowered into crevasses showed a rising
temperature.

Lieutenant Ernest H. Shackleton, who
accompanied Scott, and who later made
a record on his own account and now
wants to try it again, was accompanied
by three others when he made his dash
for the South Pole last autumn, and
after a sledge journey of 1,708 miles,
lasting 126 days, got within 111 statute
miles of the southern axis, or 354 miles
better than Scott’'s record. The latitude
reached was 88 degrees 23 minutes south.
Novelties of this expedition were a motor
car with runners, to pull trains of load-
ed sledges; Siberian ponies, instead of
dogs, and light woollen clothing, in
place of furs. The magnetic pole was lo-

cated by a special exploring party.
Eight mountain chains, one hundred
mountains and vast coal deposits were

discovered. The motor car proved a suc-
cess on smooth ice, and was valuable for
distributing supplies at various coast de-
posits, but failed on the uneven ice of
the barrier. The Siberian  ponies did
good service. Four of them were taken
on the poleward dash; two were lost in
glacial crevasses, while two were eaten
by toe hungry explorers. There were
long days of perilaus travel on glaciers
and plateaus from 9,000 to 10,500 feet
in altitude. Constant blizzards and drift-
ing snow that cut like a razor hampered
the intrepid travellers. The wind blew
up to seventy miles an hour, with ‘70
degrees of frost.”” This lasted for three
days during the southermost encamp-
ment, while the men were frostbitten

The snow blown off the ice by
the violent wind made the glaciers hard
to traverse; also, the food ran short in
the latter stages and the ekplorers re-
gained their ship only by strenuous ex-

ANTHRAX IN IOWA,

Farmers in the northwestern portion
of the State of Jowa are badly frightened
over what proves to be an outbreak of
anthrax, one of the most deadly dis-
eases which attack the bovine family.
In Plymouth county—the same which
contains the large English settlement
around Lemars—a farmer found one of
his cows dead in the pasture. - He
thought she had been struck by light-
ning. The next day several more mem-
bers of the herd succumbed, and it is
stated in the despatches that both
horses and wmules on the neighboring
farms began to die in the same sudden
manner. Dr, Miller, one of thé assistant
State veterinarians, was sent for, and
immediatély summoned his chief, who
pronounced the trouble anthrax. The
State officials have exerted every means
to stamp out the disease and to prevent
its spread. It is claimed that the diseas2
was imported from South Dakota. In-
spectors along the boundary line should
be more than usually vigilant to prevent
the ingress of anthax into the Dominion.

DECADENCE OF SHEEP.
Every one laments the decadence of
the sheep breeding industry on small
Canadian farms. There are compara-
tively few small flocks owned in the
older parts of Canada, and the West
has need to import frozen mutton froia
New Zealand and Australia, in order
that its inhabitants may eat that sort
of meat. Verily there is little enconr-
agement for the Canadian flock maater.
He gots a mere pittance for his wou!,
not enough to pay for growing, clip-
ping and marketing it. In Alberta his
fleeces will not pay for the keep of the
sheep that raise them. His annual in-
crease must bear a part of the cost.
The general farmer of the grain-growing
West will not keep sheep. His premises
are not fitted for them, and, as a rule,
he knows little about them and their
ways. Successful sheep keeping is an
art unto itseli-—a simple enough one, it
is true, when it is understood, but still
it is a business by itself. The decadence
of the sheep industry in the older settled
portions of Canada is marked-by the in-
crease in the growth of weeds on the
enclosed farms. Sheep are the cleanest-
living, healthiest animals kept on farms.
Assuredly the farmer should keep more
theep, but how i€ he to do this, if that
line of endeavor does not pay?—Cana
dian Farm.

Dead Child Was That of Mrs:
Authers, Toronto.

Doctors and Nurses Tell of Birth
and Removal of Child.

Toronto, Oct. 2.—The story of the
negotiations by Mrs. Mabel Turner,
which led to her adoption of Mrs. Annie
Authers’ infant daughter, whose mur-
dered body was found near Niagara
Falls two weeks ago, and of the events
which led up to the arrest of Mrs.
Turner on a charge of murder, came out
at the inquest at the morgue last night
into the child’s death. Mrs. Charles
Maddeaux, of 193 Booth avenue, with
whom Mrs. Authers lived before she
went to the hospital where her child
was born, related the circumstances
connected with the adoption of the child
by Mrs. Turner, and the payment
different times of sums amounting
$100.

Miss Mary Walker and Mr. Cecil
Taylor, who met Mrs. Turner at the
Yonge street dock on the morning of
September 16, and saw her later on
the steamer Chippewa on the way to
Tewiston, described the box-like parcel
she was carrying, and her apparent
anxiety in her questions as to whether
the customs officials would inspect her
parcel. She had told them that she was
passing it through the ecustoms as her
Junch. A surgeon and three nurses from
the Toronto General Hospital gave evi-
dence as to the birth of the Authers
child and of its being handed over to
Mrs. Turner.
