Rev. Dr. Harrison at Newcastle Men’s Union
Meeting Ably Discusses Britain’s Stand.

As a preliminary word to the dis-
cussion ¢f Enzland’s part in the pre-
gent war, it may be in place to notice
that her action in entcring this mo-
mentcus conflict has received the
most emphatic approval of the vari-
ous parts of her erpire and the all
but unanimous assent of the dif-
ferent pclitical parties withip the
nation, end this assent has been giv-
en at a time when intense party feel-
ings had been aroused by other great
pressing national questions. Multi-
tudes of mep who had done \'uliant{
service for pcace policies for maay |
years are also in perfect harm-.ny wiih |
Britain's acticn in entering the war.
It is admitted by a very large portion |
of the ncutral nations that England |
having failed in her unccasing ciforts |
to secure a peaceiul solution of the |
di~turbing questions, there was noth-
ing—absolutcly nothing—ileft for her |
to do but to take the coursc she dil|
if she was to retain the loyalty and |
support of ner people and tiae respect
and cenfidence of tne outside wor.d
as well. These feelings have decp-
ened with the passing months and
were never -o intense and widespread .
as at the present time.

Supposing you know one of your
cows has a test of 3.4 per cent of
fat for the first month she is milk-
ing, have you aay certainty of what
she will test the next two months
or the last two? One cow in thé herd
mey keep at that first test fcr three
or four months ruaning, another may
give far richer milk the third monuth
and the test may incredse stoadily;
\or agala, with two cows both increas-
ing in the tgst desiring lactation, one
may lncregse far more rapidly than
the other. Hceace, at the end.of the
searon one cow m-y have given con-
siderably more fat than cnothor which
gavo about the same welight of mi'k.

It will thus be seen that the ‘ques

& cow's milk 1o of great importaace
Neither is it sufficient to sample and
test the mirad milk of the herd; In-
dividual quality is worth etudy. It
should be plainy etated in addition
that the times demand more atten-
tion being pald to testing, for the

age test seemsd to be ltéadl‘y increas-
ing. As milk ie valuable in proportion
to its cream, or to its tost of fat, it is
important for the dairyman to know
which are his high-testing cows. He
may want a spaciglly rich milk for his
own table use; he may want ap ex-
tra ‘good price when seélling a high-
testing cow; he may want to raise
heifers likely to test at jJeast as high-
if not higher than their dams; so
evidently it will pay hinf to know the
test of each cow he owng. It is a sim-
ple matter to take samples on three
days pér month, and ge{ a composite
sample tested once a th. Ask the
factory in your sectiom do the test-
ing, speak to the recorder
about it, or write to the dairy divl-
elon, Ottawa, for full { information
about getting your wampled fe:tied
free. !
