’Prince of Monaco Tells of
Hohenzollern’s Remarks

[in all its ruthlessness and barbarity.”

This 1s a statement attributed to
the Prince of Monaco, by the Paris
correspondent of the Daily Mail, who
interviewed the Prince there. The
correspondent reveals that the Prince
of Monaco was formerly a personal
friend of Emperor William, but that
friendship was severed by the Prince
in a telegram sent to the former
Emperor in September 1914,

“Until a few years before the
war,” the Prince is quoted as saying,
“the German Emperor seemed to sin-
cerely wish peace and a renewal of
intercourse with France. 1 know this
because I was entrusted with a mis-
sion to try to bring it about. But at
the same time a terrible megalomania
was growing in him. He was anxious
to see Germany over all. and from the
day when he felt it impossible to at-
tain this end by peaceful means, war
became an obsession with him.

“I shall never forget the fury in his
face and the hatred in his voice when
in July, 1914. he told me, “if they ob-
lige me to make war, the world will
see what it never dreamed of.” These
words were hypocritical, because the
Emperor could not pretend the war,
into which he declared himself driven
was not at that very time being pre-
pared for in every detail.”

Presbytery Of
Miramichi Meets

The quarterly meeting of Miramichi
Presbytery was held in St. James’
Hall on Tuesday.

Those present were:

Rev. R.W. Ross, M.E. of Fort Massey
Halifax, was present on Dehalf of the
Forlard Movememnt and was asked to
sit and correspond.

A conference led by Rev. R. W.
Ross, was conducted in the afternoon.
The Presbytery was divided into five
sections and an eight-day special ser-
vice is to be held in each cougrega-
tion at the earliest date.

Rev. E.J. Rattee presented the Sun-
day School report, whica sbowed an
increase of two schools, but a siight
decrease in attendance.

Rev. F.L. Jobb nresented the report
on systematic giving and ou the bud-
Bet.

The Budget report showed that of
$8,750 allocated to congregations by
the Presbytery, $8,226.97 had been
raised, an increase of $690.69 over
1917. Eight congregations exceeded
the Budget by $1,053 and two mis-
sion stations by $16.87. Thirteen con-
gregations failed to contribute full
amount by $1,565, and one mission sta-
tion by $23.50. Of the eight which ex-
ceeded the Budget four congregations
deserve special mention—Campbell-
ton $578; Dalhousie $218; Douglastown
$87; Tabusintac $82. New Mills and

ew Richmond, while exceeding their
budget, did not do as well hs last year
because in 1917 they had the help of
Mr. Robinson.

Loggieville overpaid $45; New
Mills and New Richme=1 $15 eack;
Rexton, $13; Kouchibouguac $8.87 and
Miscou and Shippegan $8.00 The
others failed to reach their allocation.

The Home Missions yeport, submit-
ted by Rev. J. F. McCurdy, asked
for catechists next sunuwer for Kou-
chibouguae, Miscou, Caraquet, Mill-
bank and Matapedia.

The General Assembly's remit fav-
oring allowing elders to be eligible
lor election to the moderatorship was
disapproved, three voting contrary.

General Assembly's remit re enlarg
ed powers of Synods, the Assembly
to meet every third year, was as a
whole, disapproved of.

On motion of Rev. L. H. MacLean
and Mr. Williamson, the Presbytery
approved of enlarging the powers of
the Synods.

Revs. F. W. Thompson and L. H.
MacLean advocated reduction of de-
nominational colleges from eight to
four, and the meeting of Assembly
quadrennially, several others contra.

tev. F. W. Thompson moved the
following overture to General Assem-
bly:

“Whereas the Governmemt of Can-
ada has on several occasions set apart
a day of special prayer and called
the people to observe such day.

“And whereas said day has invari-
ably been the Lord's Day;

“And whereas, while we Dbelieve
that special circumstances call on the
part of the nation for acknowledge-
ment of God and humble supplication
before him, so we gratefully appreci-
ote the action of the Government in
calling to national prayer, yet the set-
ting apart of the Lord’s Day as a day
of special prayer is to largely fail in
the purpose sought and is an infringe-
ment of the rights and privileges of
the church.

“Therefore, we, the Presbytery of
Miramichi, respectfully overture the
General Assembly to take such steps
in co-operation with other religious
bodies as will secare that in the case
of such calls a day other than Sunday
be set apart as a day of special wor-
ship:

Religious services were
held in Roman Catholic churches in the
morning and in many ot Wae arge
cities of the continent during the day
representaties of Irish societies walk-
ved in procession.

“the little green isle” is a rather in-
significant portion of the British Em-
pire, which raises nothing but trouble,
must revise their opinion in the light
of the real facts. It is true Ireland is
a smail unit of the Empire, but no
land on earth with the same number
o1 acres has exercised a more potent
influence on the commercial and po-
litical lite of the world. Ireland, with
a population of 4,390,000 neople, o~
cupying a territory onlv 5.uvu square
miles larger than that of New Bruns-
wick, leads the whole universe in the
matter of intensive agricultural pro-
duction. In 1915 it produced 3,710,
063 tons of potatoes, 5,091,034 tons of
turnips, 400,000 tons of cabbages and
5.096,772 long tons of hay. It ranks
next to Texas as a cattle producing
country and in 1915 its export trade
in cattle amounted to $80,000,000, In
that year there were five million head
of cattle grazing in the pastures of
Ireland, in addition to 3,600,000 head
of sheep and 1,200,000 pigs, The city
of Cork is one of the greatest butter
centres in the world, and in one year
the quantity of butter exported from
Ireland was 750,000 tons, As poultry
raisers the Irish people easily lead
the world, Millions of hens are kept
by the people and in one year the ex-
port of eggs and poultry products to-
talled $22,000,000. Egg depots bave
been established throughout the coun-
try, which collect the eees irom the
farmers three times a week and ship
them to England and elsewhere,

Ireland has a firm grip on the wool-
len industry and its linen mills are as
large and modern as any in the world.
The country's flax crop in 1915 am-
ounted to the enormous total of 32-
00,000 pounds.

Although the people of Ireland have ’
than their share of troubles,
they are thritty, light hearted and re-

nore

markably hospitable to strangers. |

The Irish problem is looming large
on the political horizon of the old |
country at the present time, and is
engaging the earnest attention of H\o}
leading statesmen of Great Britain. It i
fs to be earnestly hoped that the com- !

New York. March 11—Tre wireless
telephone and the wireless telebraph
were used in mid-ocean by Lieutenant
Commander A. E. Younie, senior sur-
geon on board the transport Sierra. t4
prescribe for patients on the transport
Powhatan and the British steafer Pol-
lac. which were many miles away. The
Sierra, which arrived here recently
with the Powhatan, received a wire-
less message in mid-ocean from the
captain of the Pollac stating that one
of his crew had been taken ill. The
message gave symptoms and asked for
a diagnosis and treatment. Acting on
this information and subsequent mess-
ages concerning the siek man's case,
the Sierra’s doctors prescribed treat-
ment by radio, and at last reports the
sick man was considerably improved
in health.

Women Receive?
Cordial,Welcome

How Soldiers’ Wives are Cared
For on Reaching Canada

Second only to the welcome given
our returning men is the welcome, ac-
corded to their wives and tamilies up-
on their arrival in Canada.

A special department of the Repa-
triation Committee has been created
for this purpos. As a result through
a wonderful co-operation between dif-
ferent Federal and Provincial Govern-
mental Departments municipalities,
voluntary organizations, local commit-
tees and private citizens. Canada is
doing hersell proud in the way in|
which she is receiving the soldiers’
families as they arrive from England.

Women who haye recently returned
repeatedly said that if their own
friends had been there to meet them, |
they could not have had a more cor-
dial or more personal welcome than
that received from the Women's Com-
mittees at Halirax and St. John.

Quite recently considerable extra
hospital accommodation has been ar-
ranged for any of the passengers who
are too ill to proceed on their jour-
ney. A number of cases of influenza
developed on the last voyage over and
throubh the good offices of Military
Headquarters Staff at St. John, a hos-
pital of 50 beds was opened, to be
maintained at the Government's ex-
pense, and the nursing staff is sup-
pied partly by the Military and partly
by the Red Cross.

On account of the shortage of roll-
Ing stock, the railways have only been
able to supply Colonist cars, but these
have been fitted up by the immigra-
tion Department with mattresses,
blankets and pillows, borrowed from
the Department of Militia and Defence
The returned soldiers are particularly
pleased with this extra comfort for
their wives and childrer.

On each train there is a Red Cross
Nurse and when there are one hund-
red and fifty women and children on
board, an additional nurse is provided.
Every assistance and courtesy is giv-
en by the conductors and trainmen
and the two immigration officials who
travel on each special train.

Arrangements have been made with
the local caterer at St. John and with
C.P.R. restaurants to provide attrac-
tive, wholesome lunches at moderate
prices. For instance, supplies suffi-
cient for two persons for two days can
be purchased for $1.70 either at St
John or Montreal.

In each city or town there is a local

presentatives of local organizations
such as Canadian Patriotic Fund, Red
Cross, Y.M.C.A, LOD.E Wires are
sent ahead to these committees by
special immigration officers. In most
cities one day's accommodation
provided free of charge.

28,000 Saloons

‘To Quit Business

In Four Months Time This
Number of Saloons Will
Close in Central
West .States

Chicago, March 11—More than 29,
000 licensed saloons and drinking pla-
ces in the six ‘wet’ States of the Cen-
tral West-—Illinois, Wisconsin, Minne-
sota, Missouri, Kentucky and Ohio—
are to go out of existence in four
months’ time if America abolishes li-
quor trace, for the first time in his-
tory under the President's war-time
prohibition order.

Millions of dollars worth of property

wine rooms and roadhouses already
has c¢hanged hands and is being con-
verted into new lines of industry ac-
cording to reports received here,

Many small breweries and a few
large o~nes have arranged to become
manufactories, cold storage plants or
artificial ize factories. In Wisconsin,
which produces a sixth of all beer
brewed in America, one big brewery
has disposed of its fixtures and sold
its kegs as “Liberty cabbage” con-
tainers.

The two hundred Kentucky distill-
ers of isolated roadhouses, the ren-
surpass those of brewers because lo-
cation and peculiar construction of
distilleries will not permit of easy
conversion to other industries. Own-
ers ot isolated roadrouses, the ren-
dezvous of gay auto parties, say they
too, will suffer heavy financial losses.
They say it would be impossible to
draw patrons to out of the way places
without liquor inducement.

Wisconsii has 9,665 licensed drink-
ing places; Illinois, 8,418; Ohio, 5.600
Missouri, 1,000; Minnesota, 1,800 and
Kentucky 1,600,

Ohio's saloons are expected to close
on May 27 under an amendment to
the State constitution.

Hundreds of saloons in the six
States will be converted into soda
shops, cafeterias, cafes, and motion-
picture houses.

London, March 12—A statement
made yesterday by one of the leading
London bacteriologists, says the med-

sent influenza epidemic has been dis-

covered. Investigators have had ex-

ceptional opportunities of studying
the disease in a large general hospi-
tal of London, which has set aside
a whole ward for influenza cases.

“I have no doubt whatever,” said
the bacteriologist, “that influenza is
due to the pfeiffer bacillus. With im-
provement of technique I found this
organism in two percent of the cases
My experience is confirmed by
others.”

a day at small wages, and small boys
hhhhhhhhr rrrer dddddd 11111 uuuuuuu
some of them ought to be in school.
On a Mondey a tug-boat hauled us
down by DMlillerton and stored us in
by Barnaby Island to lle there all
winter,

We listened to the hum of tha Mill-
er Tanning Company's factory grind-
ing bark, that the company had to
biing from Quebec and Nova Scotia,
some of the lumbermen have the lands
in the notorious Flemming deal, that
the farmer at the rapids had also told
him about would not let them haul
the bark, and they say there is an en-
ormous quantity on the Miramichi Ri-
ver and its tributaries. We also lis-
tened to the hum of the Sulphite Pa-
per Company's mill just across the
river from where we were. They
never stopped day nor night, they also
have no lumber lands and have to
depend on the Farmer's grants, and
pay a big price. They use Fir, and
the Spruce they were grﬁndin’g was
rough and knotty, nothing like the
vast quantity and quality we were
among, and every cord that was man-
ufactured in that company's mill was
leaving $10.00 in its place, besides
the price paid for it for getting it to
the mill. During the summer we were
towed down by the towns of New-
castle and Nelson with their busy
saw mills, and wondered that there
was no pulp or paper mills. At Doug-
lastown we saw one mill and just
across the river below we wondered
what the enormous guantity of blocks
of wood was for, and then we learned
what the ever-green moths were doing.
We were landed into what was once
the Richard's Mill boom, and by next
evening the whole raft of us four
thousand five hundred pieces, had
gone through the Rossers and Cutters
and we were a pile of blocks. We
thought that we would have been
manufactured into pulp or paper in so
finely a situated place as Chatham,
with a large population and no large
manufacturing in the winter months,
to keep the people employed. Instead
of that we were loaded into cars
leaving the Chatham people about
$1.25 a cord, compared with $10.00 at
Derby mill, and I suppose the Domin-
fon Pulp Mill across from Chatham.
They had not even left the bark for
the people of Chatham,it is burned, we
were told. The Miller Tanning peo-
ple were going to put in a Spruce
Bark grinder to make extract of
Spruce bark, but could not g et it very
well. We were taken in the cars back
up along the same river by Nelson,
Newecastle, and by the Derby pulp
mill, whose managers are struggling
along trying to get wood, and on up
along the same beautiful river we had
come down the year before to Boies-
town. We had travelled by water and
rail to see the river and country for
120 miles, and were back handy to our
old home, cut in shorter lengths and
stripped of our bark. We left the
river at Boiestown and started on our
Journey again, and from a high point
we can see the Parliament Buildings
at. Fredericton, but no person
looking our way. Then on until
cross a row of iron posts. We were
not asked to stop, our heads had
been cut off and we did not have to
pay a tax. But I noticed that five
ladies and three gentlemen going over
the lines were held up for $8.00 apiece
head tax. On again until we landed
at the Intermational Paper Company's
mills, to give employment to thou-
sands and more thousands depending
on them. I may have to g0 back to
Chatham made into paper after a
large price is pajd for me and a tax
paid on me coming over the lines, and
find myself going through The World
Office printing press at Chatham,

A Disgusted Spruce

In trying to tell the story of a tree
I have left out a lot on account of
space, but will finish it at some fu-
ture writing. There has been nearly
three hundred million feet of lum-
ber shipped from the Miramichi in the
raw state that I have kept a pretty
good account of, and if it keeps on at
the same rate there will soon be no-
thing left. The Miramichi Lumber
Company, with their vast holdings of
grants and leased lands, are not satis-
fled to cut from them. They send
men along and get the farmers to
clean off their gramts down to five
inches, whole sections of the country
is stripped that way, and now when
logs are selling for $22.00 per thous-
and feet they have none to sell. The
small mill owner that gives a lot of
employment will soon be a thing of
the past, as the farmer's grants are
