' AT DOAKTOWN

Raised the 132nd New Bruns-
wick Battalion and Took
His Unit Overseas—Was 70
Years of Age.

Colonel George W. Mersereau, who
raised the 132nd New Brunswick
Battalion during the war, took his
unit overseas, and later for two years
commanded the Second Division In-

{fantry Base Depot of the Canadian
Expeditionary Force at Etaples
France, died suddenly of heart trou-

ble Saturday afternoon at his home
in Doaktown. He was 70 years of
age and until his retirement, follow-
ling his return from overseas in brok-
en health after the war, was a school
inspector in this province. He was
appointed to that position in 1884 af-
ter serving eight years as principal
of the Grammar School at Bathurst.
He graduated from the University of
New Brunswick in 1876. His three
sons, who all served in the war, are
Lieutenant Colonel C. J. Mersereau,
Fredericton; ,H. {Fred Mersereau,
Doaktown, and Dr. Colonel C. Harry
Mersereau, Montreal. Mrs.” W. J.

Stumpage Rates
Reduced By The
Provincial Gov't.

Announcement was made in con-
nection with the meeting of the pro-
vincial government, that a tempor-
ary reduction in the rate of stump-
age on timber cut on Crown lands,
had been made for the current year
ending Aug. 1, 1923. Hon. C. W.
Robinson, Minister of Lands and
Mines, announced the rates as fol-
lows: spruce, pine, etc., $§4 per 1,000
feet reduced from $5; fir $3, reduced
from $4; railroad ties, 12 cents, re-
duced from 17 cents; spoolwood
and hardwood logs remain as before,
$2 and $1.25. - Spruce bud-worm kill-
ed timber and fire killed timber will
have a half rate. It was emphasiz-
ed that this reduction in the case
of stumpage was not a permanent
one. The expectation is that the
value of timber will increase with
an improved market.

It was announced that there will
be an open season for partridge,
from October 1 to October 31, inclu-

Ans.—Canadian estithates are
hard to secure. However, a 36-year
old New York State white pine plan-
tation sold recently at $500 per acre
on the stump. Two acres of white
pine near Keene, New Hampshire,
sold before the war for $2,000
on the stump. The total stand was
254 cords. The trees were from 80
to 85 years old. The growth on each
acre was about 1000 feet per annum
and the gross returns about $12.20
per annum.

Who can identify woods?

Ques.—What authority in Canada
will identify certain woods submitted
to my factory as samples. The or-
dinary manufacturer has no means
of verifying these woods.

Ans.—The Forest Products Labor-
atories, McGill University, Montreal,
will be glad to handle all such pro-
blems for you without charge. Send
your woods to them marking plain-
ly the country of origin and in the
case of Canadian woods the district
of origin.

Growing fuel wood on the prairies

Ques.—In view of the coal troubles
iis it possible for a prdlrie farmer to
grow fuel wood economically?

Ans.—The Nursery Station at In-
dian Head, Saskatchewan, proved
that on a small patch of non-agricul-
tural soil they could grow 18 cords
of fair firewood in eight years from
Russian Poplar cuttings. It average
es two cords per acre per year. This
at eight dollars a cord would give
$16 an acre for every year the trees
were left growing. There is a good
‘dval of wheat land that does not re-
{turn that much annually.

Greenhouse Insects

It has beeh estimated that if all
the progeny of a single rose aphid
were to survive, they would at the
end of the three hundred days be
equal in weight to the population of
China sevenfold,” which means that
there would be in weight of this one
small insects several thousand mil-
lion pounds! The bulletin from
which this quotation is taken treats
of “Insects Affecting Greenhouse
Plants.” The estimated value of
crops grown annually in greenhous-
es in Canada is upwards of three
millions of dollars, and that of the
area under glass covers about six
million square feet of space. It will
therefore be admitted that the im-
portance of the industry warrants a
study of the insects preying upon
greenhouse plants, and of the means
whereby they can be kept under con-
trol. Remedies of a simple kind are
.suggested in the bulletin, and the
methods of their employment are des-
cribsh. Hyrdooyanic-acid gas fum-
igation can be ultilized to control
such insects as white fly, plant lice
and thrips. The habits and character-
istics of every known greenhouse in-
sect are described in text. which is
well illustrated. The insects are div-
ided into three classes, namely: leaf
eating insecis, of whicn fourteen are
dealt with: sucking insects, of which
there are seven, and boring or root-
destroying insects, of which there
are also seven. In addition, the his-
tory is given of ten animal pests,
such as spiders, slugs, mites of var-
jous kinds, earthworms, etc., and of
their predacious enemies and inter-
nal parasites, which come under the
head of “Natural Control.”

St. John, N.B.—During the winger
season just closed the Canadian
Pacific Railway shipped 11,500,000
bushels of grain from the eievator
here. Last season’s shipments ac-
counted for slightly over 9,000,000
bushels.

Quebec, P.Q.—The largest number
of flrst-classcpassengers that ever
came into a nadian Atlantic port
at one time arrived here on board
the Canadian Pacific steamer “Em-
press of Scotland.” The increasing
popularity of the Canadian route for
Amencan travellers, which includes
a three day trip on 'the majestic St.
T.awrence river, is evidenced by the
fact that it was necessary to have a
special train to accommodate the
passengers from the “Empress of
Scotland” going to New York and
other American points.

Vancouver. — Last year the Can-
adian Pacific Railway moved 5,000
cars of fruit and vegetables out of
the Okanagan Valley.

New York. — The despatch with

Of
course, Lord Northcliffe with TZe
London Times and The London Daily
Mail and his out-of-town editions and
all the other newspapers that he con-
trolled spoke to millions every day
through his talented staff and per-
sonally through his own contribu-
tions to his many newspapers.
