THE GUILLOTINE.
A Desperate Struggle ee tha Scaffold-

A Ghastly Beene and Many Brutal 
Spectators.

Paris, July 27.—The execution of 
young Berland and Dore, two accomplices 
of Mere Berland in what is known as the 
Courbevoixmurder, took place this morn­
ing on the Place de la Roquette. Berland 
walked calmly to the guillotine, and Dore 
did not make any resistance until he 
reached the scaffold. The execution of 
the two men occupied only eight minutes. 
Mere Berland has been granted a reprieve. 
Crowds had gathered last night and early 
this morning on the Place Roquette to 
the number of thousands of people, and 
there were 300 foot policemen, 250 infantry 
soldiers and 100 mounted policemen on 
duty about the guillotine. Dore when he 
was aroused from his apparently peacefhl 
slumbers at an early hour, rubbed hie 
eyes, scowled at his visitors and then 
guessing the object of their coming re­
lapsed into a state of indifference and 
seemed to all outward appearances to be 
utterly indifferent as to what was taking 
place. He dressed himself calmly apd 
under the circumstances quickly, and 
thanked the prison officials in a firm low 
voice for the kindness they had extended 
to him. Dore however, did not reply to the 
kind words addressed to him by L’Abbe 
Faure, the prison chaplain. Dore left the 
prison a few minutes later with extreme 
composure. He made no objection as 
Deibler, the chief executioner, assisted 
by his son, attended to the criminal’s 
toilet for the scaffold ; but though he thus 
far conducted himself with wonderful 
courage, Dore faltered and trembled as he 
reached the shadow of the red painted 
uprights ot the guillotine and caught 
sight of the deadly, shining knife which 
was to sever his head from his body. The 
murderer at the sight of the instrument 
of death seemed ;to become dazed and 
helpless and in this condition the execu­
tioners helped him up the steps to the 
platform of the guillotine and quickly 
^hrew him upon the bascule, strapped 
him down, slid his head into the Innette, 
and in a second or so the knife fell and 
Dore’s head rolled into the sawdust-filled 
basket awaiting it Young Berland died 
in an entirely different manner. When 
he was awakened he showed a consider­
able amount of bravado and remarked 
with a hideous smile, “No more card- 
playing for me.” In conversation with 
the prison officials and executioners while 
his toilet was being made, Berland showed 
that he resented .his mother’s reprieve 
and that he was very much disappointed 
that she was not to die with him. When 
all the preparations for death were made 
Berland walked jauntly across the prison 
yard and maintained his air of bravado 
and impudence until he reached the plat­
form of the guillotine. Just as the éxecu- 
tioners were upon the point of throwing 
him upon the bascule or sliding plank to 
which he was to be strapped previous to 
being pushed beneath thé knife, Berland 
made a desperate resistance and a terpble 
scene took place in full view of the 
thousands of lager spectators gathered in 
the Place de la Roquette. ‘ In spite of his 
struggles, however, the executioners and 
guards held Berland on the scaffold and 
eventually threw him upon the fetal 
plank, slid him beneath the grim uprights 
and as the young criminal was writhing 
furiously the knife fell and Borland's 
head rolled into the basket No sooner 
had this occurred than the crowds, with 
a combined mighty rush, broke through 
the cordon of troops'and police and rush­
ing up the scaffold gloated over the blood­
stained apparatus, some of the most hor­
rible creatures taking a handful of saw­
dust away with them as a souvenir.

A DUEL TO THE DEATH.

Welsh Lovers Fight Over a Girl With
Sledges—A Mother’s Awful Curse.

Bbvibb, Mo., July 25.—Details have 
just been received from the little Welsh 
mining settlement known as the Black 
Road district of what is probably one of 
the strangest duels ever fought. The 
principals were James Carmichael and A1 
Jones, and the bone of contention was 
the hand of handsome Martha Lightfoot, 
the village belle. Both had been devoted 
for a long time as suitors to Martha with 
about equal success, she giving the one as 
much encouragement as the other.

One night, when the villagers were as­
sembled in a barroom, Jones entered and 
proclaimed himself the accepted one. 
Carmichael was present and gave him the 
lie, saying that he himself occupied 
that position. Hot words followed, but 
it was finally agreed to leave the matter 
to the girl herself. She declared, how­
ever, that she could make no choice, so a 
duel was arranged.

A ring was formed by the villagers, and 
the two combatants took their stand in 
the centre, each armed with breaking 
hammers, or sledges. Science and great 
physical strength were combined and for 
half an hour the battle raged. At last, 
by some strange chance, each received a 
crushing blow on the head at the same 
moment and sank to the ground. Jones 
died within fifteen minutes and Car­
michael lingered until the next day.

The sequel is as strange as the story 
itself. When Jones was pronounced dead 
his aged mother, whose only support he 
was, stood forth and “put the curse ” on 
the girl who had caused it. Anathema 
followed anathema from the old woman’s 
lips until the poor girl sank to the ground 
senseless. When consciousness returned 
she was a raving maniac and has since 
become so violent that she has been sent 
to an asylum, which she will probably 
never leave alive.

COLOR OF EYES IN MEN AND 
WOMEN.

M. de Candolie, a French investigator, 
has come to the conclusion from his re­
searches that women have a larger pro­
portion of brown eyes than men. He 
also finds that where both parents have 
eyes of a like color the chances are 
eighty-eight to twelve that their children, 
when they arrive at the age of ten (when 
the color of the eyes is fixed), will have 
eyes of the same color, the chances are 
fifty-five to forty-five in favor of brown as 
against blue or gray eyes in the children. 
He is also of the opinion that the health 
of the brunette type is, as a rule, superior 
to that of the blonde.

$fany other people in the country rail­
road town used to laugh at a thing which 
she had once said to a gossiping neighbor :

“ I can tell the sound of the whistle on 
Tom’s engine from all the other whistles. 
Every .afternoon when that train gets to 
the crossing at the planing mill, I hear 
that whistle, and then I know it’s, time to 
get Tom’s supper!”

The gossips found something humorous 
in the fact that the engineer’s wife re­
cognized the whistle of her husband’s 
engine and knew by it when to begin 
to prepare his supper. So are the small 
manifestations of love and devotion re­
garded by course minds. You frequently 
observe this in the conduct of certain 
people at the theater when tender senti­
ments are uttered upon the stage.

Perhaps the men were envious of the 
engineer. He had a prettier wife, they 
said when he was not present, than was 
deserved by a mere freight engineer very 
recentiy elevated from the poet of a fire­
man. Perhaps, also,the petty malevolence 
ofthe women was due to the wife’s superior 
comeliness.

Be that as it may, each afternoon at 
430 or thereabouts, when Tom’s whistle 
was blown at the crossing by the planing 
mill, loungers in the grocery stores a»d 
wives in their kitchens smiled knowingly 
and said:

A TOUCHING TALE.
The Pathetic Story of the Awful Death 

of a Soldier’s Little Girl who was on 
a Mission of Love to her Father.

In the year of our Lord 1871 one of the 
largest and finest cities of the old world 
was in the throes of a violent commotion 
without and within. It is of the com­
motion within we have to do, says the 
Chicago News. On one side were scare­
crows in rags and tatters. These were 
the people. On the other, gaunt faces at­
tached to bodies wearing blue uniforms. 
These comprised the army, and upheld 
the government The city was Paris ; the 
people Frenchmen, and the time during 
the reign of terror succeeding the fell of 
the French capital.

Across one of the main streets there 
was a high, massive heap of stones, 
boards, barrels, pieces of furniture and de­
bris of every description. This was a bar­
ricade. On the other side of this barri­
cade were the human skeletons in their 
threadbare garments. Their eyes were 
sunken, their cheeks way and their fore­
heads seamed with many deep furrows. 
But they grasped their muskets none the 
less tightly for all this ; their movements 
were none the less rapid, their aim none 
the less deadly. There were the men who 
had set the government, with all its 
trained grenadiers, its artillery and its 
authority, at defiance. Four blocks dis­
tant were the soldiers - the government. 
Both sides were resting, preparatory for 
the morrow’s death struggle, for it was, 
night. But they were on the elert ; be­
hind the barricade every man was a sen­
try. None of them expected to see 
another nightfall, and it mattered not if 
they were cheated out of a few hours’ 
sleep now ; the welcome rifleballs of the 
morrow would satisfactorily decide the 
question of hunger and sleep.

The night was intensely dark, and with 
the exception of an old lantern hung 
against the flagstaff, on the top of the bar­
rier, everything was as somber as the 
shades of death. But these barricades 
watching—oh, so keenly ( And their 
guns were double-shotted for the govern­
ment.

Two blocks distant from this ugly fort­
ress a little girl turned the comer and 
gazed tremblingly at the flickering light 
on the flagpole. In her hand she carried 
a small basket, over which was a red nap­
kin. This was tied tightly to prevent the 
rude gusts of wind from blowing it off. 
She crept close to the walls of the build­
ings and walked softly toward the light 
Nearer — nearer — she drew, the pulsa­
tions of her heart increasing the closer 
she approached. But she kept valiantly 
on. She had approached within a half 
block of barricade, when her foot trod on 
a small piece of wood and it cracked 
noisily. Instantly half a score of guns 
“ clicked,” and a harsh, penetrating voice 
rung out: “Who’s there?”

Her mouth was dry ; her tongue motion­
less. She staggered and attempted to 
support herself against the wall near 
which she was standing.

“ Who’s there ? ” was repeated, loudly, 
and «moment afterward the same voice 
gave the command: “Fire!” The vi­
brations and flashes of twenty heavily- 
charged muskets followed the order.

It’s my little Janet ! ” 
and dropped on the floor as lifeless as the 
little girl he had killed. It was his only 
daughter, and her errand had been to 
bring her father something to eat.

The troops, hearing the firing and sup­
posing an attack, advanced, took the bar­
ricade, and, as its defenders would not ask 
for quarter, they were shot down to the 
last man. But the saddest ocwrrence 
there was the death of little Janet while 
on her errand of love.

TATTOO MARKS.

Nothing Yet Discovered Which Will 
Eradicate Them.

It has often been claimed that tattoo 
marks may be removed by pricking over 
them goat’s milk. This is a mistaken 
idea, says the Boston Bulletin. Chemists 
and otherwise have for years experi­
mented with various preparations, in the 
hope of discovering some agent to wholly 
remove india ink-marks from the human 
skin. Nothing, however, has as yet been 
found that will remove a portion even of 
the objectionable marks, unless, possibly, 
the attempt be made immediately follow­
ing the tattooing process. At Mount 
Washington university hospital, Balti­
more, an experiment was some years ago 
made in presence of the writer upon the 
forearm of a noted character of that city 
who died there. Before his death the 
man granted permission to the students 
of the university to experiment as they 
saw fit with-his dead body. One of these 
students, curious to learn everything pos­
sible connected with the practice of tat­
tooing, cut from the dead man’s arm a 
strip of skin upon which a coat, of arms 
appeared. Beneath the skin the design 
remained visible. . By degrees the flesh 
was removed, the design in india ink 
still remaining in sight until finally the 
bone was reached. After a thorough 
sponging for the purpose of removing the 
blood and pieces of flesh remaining, it 
was found that the representation still 
appeared. After cutting away a small 
section of the bone, the india ink mark 
was found te have not penetrated beyond.

CONCERNING SHOES.

Materials Used and the Hard Wear Some 
Withstand,

The calfskin is one of the most delicate 
of leather fabrics. Light shoes of this 
material on the feet of heavy men are 
subjected to a strain to which they are 
unequal. One cause of leather cracking 
is perspiration. Skins are finished flesh 
side out and always begin to give way 
from the grain side, which is next to the 
foot, and perspiration rots leather and 
linings very quickly. Patent leather is 
more troublesome still. It is never war- 

when it passes out of the posses- 
the seller he is done with it. 

subject to great heat when in pro­
cess, it becomes tender, and requires 
careful treatment in wear. Many manu­
facturers sell patent leather shoes entirely 
at retailer’s risk. It is best suited for 
city use, but shoes made from it are being 
sold through the country and inexperi­
enced people put them on for traveling 
on rough roads and in fields and forests, 
which is altogether too severe a test.

Glazed kid is the material of which 
most fine shoes- for women’s wear are 
made. The alum-tanned is preferred. 
Alum is a preservative, and leather pro­
duced with it can hardly be called tanned 
—it is tawed. If the skins are overlined,, 
or if the ingredients are not properly 
mixed, the finished article is liable to 
crack when made up. The perspiration 
affects it somewhat, for the leather will 
soften, and then, when dry, it hardens 
and breaks. Shoes made from kid won’t 
stand wet weather or mud without either 
breaking or losing their gloss. Retailers 
should impress on their customers that 
kid shoes are to be used tenderly and 
carefully. The old sumac tannage peb­
bles, straight grain, etc., have about gone 
out of fashion. Some of them are still 
used, and they are not liable to break.

Grain and imitation goat is very re­
liable stock. If the former cracks it is be­
cause it is too dry or stuffed improperly. 
Imitation goat, if properly tanned and 
dressed, is a good wear résister. The peo­
ple who buy shoes made from this class 
of stock are not apt to take pairs a size or 
so too small for them, and that is another 
reason why they are less likely to crack. 
Careless tanning will cause waxed upper 
and kid to break when in the shoe. If 
worn in muddy or clay mixed soil, they 
should be oiled at least once a week and 
before being dampened.

The custom of stretching shoes is 
objectionable. A pair may be stretched 
for length, if too short, or for the width, 
if too tight If too closely drawn over 
the instep, there is an instrument which 
will give the necessary expansion, but 
doing so breaks the fiber and weakens 
the part so treated, and thus impairs the 
wearing qualities of the shoes.

There is much complaint of the lack of 
duration in children’s shoes. The little 
folk are restless and paddle in every clay 
and mud bank they can get at. If a 
house is being built they will go out of 
their way to get into the lime or plaster- 
beds. Their shoes may get washed off 
and dried, but the “ life ” is all gone out 
of the leather, and it can be-tom like 
paper.—Shoes and Leather Reporter.

“LONG TIME BETWEEN DRINKS.”

The Incident that Led up to the Famous 
Saying of the Governors.

Every man in the United States is sup­
posed to know what the “ Governor of 
North Carolina said to the Governor of 
South Carolina,” but possibly some do 
not know when and under what circum­
stances the famous remark was made. 
Nearly a century ago a man prominent in 
political affairs in North Carolina moved 
across the border and settled in South 
Carolina. He had been there only a short 
time when he committed some small 
crime or misdemeanor, for which he was 
indicted. To escape arrest he returned to 
his old home in North Carolina. In due 
course of time the governor of South 
Carolina issued his requisition on the 
governor of North Carolina for the fugitive 
criminal.

The fugitive had rich and influential 
friends in his native state, and they inter­
ceded with the governor until he refused 
to grant the requisition. A long official 
correspondence followed. Prominent men 
in South Carolina told the governor that 
he had not been treated with proper 
official courtesy by the governor of North 
Carolina. The result was that the South 
Carolina governor, accompanied by a large 
party of friends and advisers, journeyed 
by stage to Raleigh, the capital of North 
Carolina, for a conference with the gover­
nor about the matter of giving up the 
criminal. *

The governor of North Carolina, with a 
large party of distinguished friends, met 
the governor of South Carolina several 
miles from town and escorted them to the 
governor’s mansion with all the ceremony 
due such distinguished visitors. Before 
the object of the visit was stated, the 
entire party sat down to an elaborate 
dinner. After dinner wine was served 
and after wine came brandy — the apple­
jack for which the old north state is 
famous. After many rounds of drink the 
decanters and glasses were removed and 
the governor of South Carolina stated the 
object of his visit. He demanded the 
surrender of the fugitive criminal. The 
governor of North Carolina refused. 
Then followed a long and heated discus­
sion, in which the attorney generals of 
the two states took an active part.

Finally the governor of South Carolina 
grew angry, and rising to his feet, he said : 
“Sir, you have refused my just demands 
and offended the dignity of my office and 
my state. Unless you at once surrender 
the prisoner, I will return to my capital, 
call out the militia of the state, and re­
turning with my army, will take the 
fugitive by force of arms. Governor what 
do you say ? ”

All eyes were turned to the governor 
of North Carolina, and his answer was 
awaited with breathless interest. The 
governor roee slowly to his feet and 
beckoned to a servant who stood some 
distance away. His beckoning was firm 
and dignified, as became his position. 
He was slow about answerihg, and again 
the governor of South Carolina demanded : 
“What do you say?”

“ I say, governor, that it’s a long time 
between drinks.”

The reply restored good rumor. De­
canters and glasses were brought out again, 
and, while the visitors remained, if any-, 
one attempted to refer to the diplomatic 
object of the visit he was cut short by 
the remark that it was a long time be­
tween drinks.

When the visiting governor was ready 
to return home he was escorted to the 
state line by the governor of North 
Carolina and they parted the best of 
friends.

The fugitive was never surrendered.

DEATH LIKE A FLASH.
Cinders left of

ed-NotU
Bodies.

Paris, July 27.—"the latest reports 
from St. Maude, near Vincennes, say 200 
people were either killed or injured as a 
result of the railway collision there on 
Sunday. Many of the unfortunate people 
imprisoned beneath the cars were drowned 
by the firemen, who were summoned to 
the scene, and who poured torrents of 
water upon the wreck. The town hall 
presents a fearfal spectacle. The black­
ened bodies of the dead lie in rows upon 
tables in that building. In some cases 
the remains are but little more than heaps 
of cinders intermixed with portions of 
limbs.

The majority of the victims are women 
and children. There were 20,000 persons 
around the station and school room and 
town hall where the bodies of the dead 
were lying besieged by distracted people. 
Inside there was a constant succession of 
heartrending scenes as in the dim light 
afforded by the lamps identification of the 
charred and mangled bodies proceeded.

A man who, for a long time had been 
rushing about half demented seeking his 
family, stopped a litter entering the school 
room, and found that it bore the charred 
bodies of his wife and baby, the latter 
being only a few months old. Five of the 
man’s children were on the train, and 
only one was rescued living.

Inquiry into the causes of the accident 
shows that the second train left Vincen­
nes at regulation interval of five minutes 
after the first train. The latter train was 
delayed at St Maude owing to the enor­
mous crowd of excursionists. The station 
master at Vincennes blames thé driver of 
the second train for the accident. When 
the train was starting the station master 
advised the driver to go slowly as there 
was a train in front of him, bat the man 
paid no heed to the advice and went 
ahead at fall speed. The driver asserts 
that he has been the victim of an act of 
revenge on the part of some one who 
severed the communication with the West­
inghouse brakes, thus preventing him 
from bringing the train to a standstill the 
instant he perceived the lights in the 
rear of the stationary train. The stoker 
of the second train declares that when 
the train left Vincennes the signal discs 
indicating that there was no danger 
ahead. On reaching a curve he caught 
sight of the red lamps on the rear of the 
front train. Then he tried to put on the 
brakes but they failed to act properly, 1 
crowding into the rear van, which, he 
says, was intended to remain empty.

The greatest number of dead was found 
beneath the ruins of this van. From the 
force of the collision the engine mounted 
to the top of the rear van, crushing it to 
fragments.

An official statement makes the num­
ber of dead 43 and number of injured 104.

LeParis this evening states that an in­
vestigation which had been made into 
the St. Maude railroad accident has dis­
closed the startling feet that the disaster 
was intentionally caused by some un­
known miscreant who deliberately altered 
the signals so as to bring the two trains 
into collision. This announcement has 
caused the most intense indignation 
among the relatives and friends of the 
victims and has aroused popular feeling 
generally to a state of great excitement.

Among the victims are the marquis 
and marquise Montferate.

An artillery lieutenant climbed to the 
top of the burning car side to rescue a 
girl, but fell with her into the burning 
mass and neither were seen again.

It is reported that warrants have been 
issued for the arrest of the driver of the 
second train and the traffic manager at 
Vincennes station.

FIFTY PERSONS KILLED AND 
EATEN.

London, July 24.—Advices just received 
from Stanley Falls, in the Congo Free 
State, tell of cannibalism among the 
natives and of an armed expedition 
against them. Natives along the Lomane 
river who had blocked the stream with 
hundreds of armed canoes, killed and ate 
50 natives friendly to Europeans. An 
expedition composed of 10 Europeans 
and 60 Arabs soon after left Stanley Fails 
to punish the cannibals and after a day’s 
battle succeeded in routing them and oc­
cupying their villages. Hundreds of re­
bellious natives were killed and wounded.

The same advices also state that the 
Bekumaa around Stanley Falls are return­
ing to cannibalism and that several of 
them have been courtmartialed and exe­
cuted.

A VALUABLE HUMP.
For years there was a beggar on the 

steps of Saint Sulpice with a hump which 
steadily grew. A few months ago he was 
taken ill, and in delirium jumped out of a 
window and was. killed. A neighbor 
who picked him up upon investigating 
his hump found tlv't it contained twenty 
thousand dollars in bonds and coin. 
Finding that the beggar had two relatives 
to whom he had left his fortune by will, 
the finder sent the money to them with 
the Isxception of four thousand dollars. 
The relatives discovered this feet, and 
after prosecution for theft the man in 
question was condemned to two years’ 
imprisonment.

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A PEEP AT THE NEST.

Just at this time when the spirit of pen­
ance and reform is being so earnestly in­
voked by the conservative party and 
press, it will not be without interest to 
examine the credentials of those from 
whom such reform is to proceed. Let us 
take a cursory glance at the men by whom 
the era of righteousness and purity is to 
be ushered in.

At the head of the cabinet stands the 
Hon. J. J. C. Abbott. Mr. Abbott is the 
man who helped to engineer the famous 
C. P. R. raids upon the treasury. He is 
also the man who handled the Allen bri­
bery fund of $360,000 in 1872.

Next in order comes Sir Hector Lange- 
vin, minister of public works and leader 
of the commons. Mr. Langevin received 
$32,000 of the Allen moneys and used it 
to bribe the electors of his native prov­
ince. Mr. Langevin has now in the bank 
a sum of about $25,000 including interest, 
awarded to him as a testimonial, mainly 
from contractors who had dealings.with 
his department, and who conceived this 
to be a suitable form in which to express 
their gratitude. It is also in evidence 
that Sir Hector received the snug sum of 
$10,000 from the contracting firm of Lar­
kin, Connolly & Co., in addition to which 
his promising son obtained $5,000, his 
chief engineer about $4,000, and other 
officials of his department various sums 
from the same source.

Next on* the list is the finance minister, 
Hon. George E Foster. Mr. Foster is a 
man who has admitted himself to be ad­
dicted to “ moments of weakness,” during 
one of which he was so rash as to speak 
in parliament in favor of prohibition, of 
which he had been, for many years, at 
$10 a night, a strenuous advocate on the 
lecture platform. He is also the gentle­
man whose general conduct as a repre­
sentative rendered him so obnoxious, to 
the people of Kings county, the strongest 
conservative constituency in New Bruns­
wick, that it required $15,000 last winter 
to secure his election. Socially, Mr. Fos­
ter enjoys the rare felicity of being able 
to participate in many festive occasions 
from which Mrs. Foster is debarred.

Hon. Frank Smith and Hon. John Carl­
ing, the latter of whom is minister of ag­
riculture, are the proprietors of several 
very prosperous distilleries and breweries, 
engaged in creating what Mr. Foster (in a 
moment of weakness) was wont to term 
“ liquid fire and distilled damnation.” It 
will hardly be doubted that any movement 
tending to the moral rejuvenation of the 
nation will be warmly supported by Mr. 
Smith and Mr. Carling.

Hon. John Coetigan is the minister of 
inland revenue. Mr. Costigan has not 
paid any rent for some years. He occu­
pies a costly residence, erected and fur­
nished for him by contractors and govern­
ment favorities, who were struck with the 
importance of recognizing Mr. Costigan’s 
services to the nation in this tangible and 
substantial fashion.

At the head of the interior department 
is the hon. Edgar Dewdney, of fragrant 
memory. Mr. Dewdney was first ap­
pointed Indian commissioner and then 
governor of the North-west territories. 
The period of his incumbency comprised 
an era of scandal and fraud, in which the 
Indians were plundered and supplied with 
rotten meat,and the half-breeds driven in­
to a rebellion which cost the Dominion 
millions of dollars to suppress. In the 
interior department, to which he was 
translated as a reward for his eminent 
public services, occurred many of the dis­
graceful scandals which are now being in­
vestigated.

Hon. John Haggart, the postmaster 
general, is now the subject of what the 
Toronto Telegram calls “an able-bodied 
scandal.” Certain ladies in the employ 
of the department appear to have thought 
it advisable to indulge in a change of 
climate from time to time, during which, 
however, their pay went on with undi­
minished regularity. Readers of one of 
Byron’s most famous works will have no 
difficulty in discovering Mr. Haggart’s 
prototype.

Sir Adolphe Caron, the minister of mili­
tia, despite the warlike spirit that surges 
within him, has many softer moments, 
which, however, we do not deem it ad­
visable to refer to with particularity. It 
will be remembered that General Middle- 
ton, when charged with looting furs in 
the North-west excused hi$ conduct by 
producing a letter from Sir Adolphe ask­
ing that some of the furry “ souvenirs ” 
should be preserved for him.

Hon. J. A. Chapleau held office in the 
tory ministry of Quebec during the period 
of the infamous “ Tanneries ” and “ Land 
Swap ” scandals. The eminent part he 
played in these transactions was felt to 
entitle him to be made secretary of state 
in 1882, a position he has since retained. 
Early piety is generally believed to have 
been one of Mr. Chapleau’s chief misfor­
tunes.

The above, with ex-grand master Bow- 
ell, Sir John Thompson and a son of Sir 
Charles Tupper, make up the thirteen 
members of the cabinet. Mr. Tupper oc­
cupies a seat because he is fortunate 
enough to be the son of his father and to 
be recognized as such. Sir John Thomp­
son, though personally the ablest and 
most honorable member of the cabinet, 
fills the position of minister of justice be­
cause the other engagements of the bishop 
of Antigonish prevent him from filling it 
himself. Mr. Bo well is chiefly remarkable 
for his eminent insignificance.

Surely with such men as these at the 
bellows, it will not be doubted that an 
era of national reform and universal re­
juvenation is at hand.

DEATH OF SENATOR ODELL

The news of the death of senator Odell 
was received with surprise in Fredericton. 
His illness was of very brief duration and 
he died peacefully on Sunday afternoon 
last at Halifax. Mr. Odell was one of the 
senators appointed to represent New 
Brunswick at confederation. It cannot 
be said that he at any time showed any 
special aptitude for politics, or that he 
was a man of progressive views upon mat­
ters affecting the popular welfare. He 
was a gentleman of the old school, and 
what can be truly said of him is that he 
leaves behind him a clean and honorable 
record in all the relations of life.

At the time of his death the Senator 
was nearly eighty years of age. Another 
vacancy is thus created in the New Bruns­
wick representation in the senate of Can­
ada, for which it is said there are several 
applicants. There can be no doubt that 
the late senator’s usefulness in the posi­
tion Jie held was much impaired by the 
fact that Jte was a non-resident of the 
province he purported to represent.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The effort that is being made by the 
government press to whitewash Sir Hector 
Langevin is painfully weak. The state­
ment that his skirts are clean in reference 
to the testimonial presented to him in 
1883 by his pet contractors and political 
friends is decidedly amusing in the light 
of the facts. It is not denied that con­
tractors with the public works department 
were the chief subscribers to that fund. 
Neither is it disputed that the money was 
placed in the bank to Sir Hector’s credit, 
and payable to his order. In fact the 
manager of the bank in which it was de­
posited has testified that the immaculate 
Sir Hector consulted with him as to the 
rate of interest which should be allowed 
upon it. Sir Hector’s position is much 
similar to that of the conservative party 
in general. The one banked his testi­
monial at a good rate of interest. The 
Other has banked its “ moral sense ” in 
the bank of political expediency — and is 
now troubled by the fear of bankruptcy.

A fortnight ago and every conserva®» 
paper in Canada was abusing the witness 
Murphy. Then came witness after wit­
ness, who were either unable to avoid 
corroborating Murphy or unable to recol­
lect anything about the subject at all. At 
once a great calm settled down upon the 
party organs in regard to the iniquities of 
Murphy. Now comes the statement in 
one of the leading government papers 
that “Murphy’s evidence appears to have 
been substantially accurate ! ” Before the 
inquiry is concluded we may expect that 
a vigorous effort will be made by the 
papers which have been abusing him so 
roundly, to canonize Murphy as a saint 
animated by a spirit of the highest pat­
riotism.

All doubt as to the trend of popular 
feeling in England, it would seem, has 
been removed by the great victory won 
by the Gladstonians in the northern divi­
sion of Cambridgeshire the other day. 
In 1886 the conservatives, with the help 
of their unionist allies, carried the seat by 
about 1100 majority, which is now turned 
into a Gladstonian majority of 260. The 
liberal unionists in parliament now pre­
sent the singular spectacle of a body of 
men, respectable in numbers and in 
talent, who appear to have no following 
of importance in the country1. It would 
seem as though nothing short of some 
sensational issue arising within the next 
twelve months can prevent the advent of 
Mr. Gladstone to power. This is the 
more noteworthy in view of the fact that 
the present conservative government has 
been an able and energetic one, and has 
dealt with many popular reforms in a 
liberal spirit and with no small degree of 
success.

A significant symptom of the state of 
the conservative mind at present is that, 
though five months have passed by since 
the general election in March last, no 
writ has yet been issued for a new election 
in Richelieu,Sir Hector Lange vin’s second 
constituency. The indications are that 
the government prefers to have the elec­
tions in Richelieu, Three Rivers and Que­
bec West at the same time. By this 
means it would stand a chance of captur­
ing, perhaps, one seat out of three. This 
may be good strategy, but it shows that 
the conservatives are conscious oftheir 
weakness. In former times the party has 
done some vigorous fighting with its own 
peculiar weapons. Just now, however, 
its desire above all things is not war, but 
peace.

No amount of flap-doodle brag and bom­
bast can hide the fact that the commis­
sioners of the Chicago world’s fair have 
been given a decidedly cool reception in 
Europe. It does look a trifle absurd to 
ask people to go to the expense of show­
ing their goods in a country where they 
are not allowed to sell them. McKinley’s 
friends in Chicago are increasing rapidly 
in fewness.

It would be hard if the conservative 
party could not discover some chance to 
pat itself on the back in regard to the re­
cent exposures at Ottawa. At present it 
is congratulating itself on the discovery 
that it has a moral sense. This is, per­
haps, a sufficiently novel discovery to 
justify a little jubilation. It is true that a 
few departmental nobodies have been 
thrown to the lions of public opinion, and 
it is also true that the leaders of the party 
in parliament are anxious to obtain credit 
for making an honest effort to bring all 
the guilty parties to justice. We submit, 
however, that the government is entitled 
to no praise whatever for this generous 
sacrifice of its wife’s relations. The gov­
ernment did not take the initative in un­
earthing the robbers ; on the contrary it 
winked at tKeir plundering for years, and 
its first impulse was to defend them and 
belittle and obstruct their accusers. Self 
preservation is the first law of nature. It 
is a law that has beei^ utilized with great 
success by the conservative party of 
Canada in the past, and it is natural that 
it should not yield up the ghost without 
a struggle now. But when the paient is 
moribund, and rotten in all his members, 
wherewithal shall he be healed?

The important island of Tahiti is now a 
French colony, and is entirely under the 
control of the French government, save 
for certain individual rights which are to 
be respected. The islands were practi- 
<ylly annexed to France in 1880, and the 
death of the reigning king a few weeks 
ago removed the only remaining obstacle 
to complete occupation. Tahiti fills quite 
a space in the imagination of the Gaul ; 
it would hardly make a square meal for 
John Bull.

The spectacle of Russia going on the 
market at this time of the year and buy­
ing cereals to place in store is unusual. 
It probably means that the predictions as 
to the failure of the Russian wheat crop 
have not been exaggerated and that the 
Czar does not mean to be forced into an 
inflated market should there be a mili­
tary complication.

The Railway Age announces the prob­
able consolidation of the two great Cana­
dian lines — the Grand Trunk and the 
Canadian Pacific. It is said that at the 
next meeting of the Grand Trunk direc­
tors the Canadian Pacific will name three 
members of the board. At present the 
Canadian Pacific covers 6,000 miles of 
road with a capital of $73,000,000, and a 
bonded indebtedness of $110,000,000. The 
Grand Trunk owns 4,200 miles and its 
stock and bonds aggregate $293,000,000. 
The consolidation of the two corporations 
would mean a system of about 10,756 
miles of road with a capitalization of 
nearly $475,000,000. This would make 
the greatest railway system on the Ameri­
can continent, both in mileage and capital. 
The Trunk and the Canadian Pacific are 
at present bitter rivals, but recent events 
give color to the rumor that an amalga­
mation in the near future is probable.

In the effort to get a pardon for Harper, 
the Cincinnati bank wrecker, his little 
five year old daughter has taken a part, 
sending to the president her portrait, on 
which she had laboriously written: “ Dear 
Mr. President send my papa home again 
and I will think you so good.”

'That Crop of Magistrates."

To the Editor of The Herald :
Sir,—The Gleaner, which is nothing if 

not waspish, came out on Friday of last 
week with a would-be crushing editorial 
headed “The Crop of Magistrates." In 
general the editorials dealing with local or 
provincial affairs afford fair amusement to 
fair minded readers, in watching in what 
eccentricity of insinuation or windy decla­
mation the redoubtable editor will next 
indulge ; and Friday’s article is a masterly 
production in his best style, and above the 
average in being provocative of laughter. 
It is somewhat brief for the Gleaner only 
containing ten sentences, in six of which 
the attorney general is mentioned by name,

“opinions,” “intentions,” and notices. 
Of the remaining four sentences, two con­

BIG PRICE WAMtED.

Edward MaUey la Seed For Breach et 
Promise—the Fanion» Jennie Cramer 

Tragedy Again 1?»ÉaUld«

New York, Jdly, 27th.—It seems as if 
public interest in the. famous Jennie 
Cramer murder case would never die 
out In one way or another the case is 
always coming up to bring those con­
cerned into fresh notoriety. Only a few 
days ago Mrs. Cramer, the mother of the 
beautiful and unfortunate victim of the 
mysterious crime, hanged herself) and 
now despatches from New 9ayea ’hn- 
nounce that Edward Malley, th*e father of 
Walter and the uncle of James galley, is 
being sued for breach of promise. ' :

The plaintiff is Mrs. Marie Reinhart, a 
handsome and comparatively young gov­
erness, who is said to be living in this 
city at present although her whereabouts 
is kept a secret by her counsel, who con­
sidered such a course advisable until the 
case comes up for trial.

Edward Malley is probably the best, 
known man in New Haven. For over a 
score of years he has been the proprietor 
pf the largest dry goods store in the place 
and his wealth is estimated at nearly a 
million dollars. Mr. Malley is getting 
along in years, but he still possesses many 
of the attributes of a sportsman. He is an 
inveterate hunter and fisherman and de­
votes much of his time to sport of these 
kinds. Mr. Malley has lived quietly for 
many years in the large mansion in which 
Jennie Cramer is supposed to have been 
poisoned.

Mrs. Reinhart is said to be an accom­
plished English woman who married.' a 
German named Reinhart abroad. They 
came to New York ten years’, ago, but 
quarrelled, and Mrs. Reinhart secured a 
divorce and made a living by teaching.

Mr. Malley, whose wife had died yeans 
ago, married a second wife in 1885. His 
bride was a handsome young lady of this 
city named Miss Byrne. She also died in 
1887, leaving two small children for her 
husband to bring up. It is said that soon 
after bis wife’s death Mr. Malley adver­
tised for a governess to care for the chil­
dren and Mrs. Reinhart took the position. 
She was a resident of the .Malley home­
stead for nearly a year, when she sud­
denly packed up and came back to New 
York.

A few weeks ago Mis. Reinhart is al­
leged to have returned to New Havén and 
sought out lawyer Charles Hamilton, 
whom she "instructed to bring a suit 
against Edward Malley for breach of 
promise of marriage, placing the damages 
at many thousands of dollars. In her 
complaint the pleasing plaintiff is said to 
relate a tale of woe well calculated to win 
the sympathy of a Connecticut jury. 
Mrs. Reinhart alleges that Malley)’by the 
liberal application of promises and cham­
pagne, caused her to forget her usual good 
sense. She asserts that she came to this 
city and gave birth to a child. An winter- 
eating exhibit, which promises to play a 
prominent part in the trial, is said to be 
a voluminous bundle of letters written to 
Mrs. Reinhart by her aged admirer. Some 
of the letters are said to contain inclosures 
ranging from $10 to $50, as well as 
promises to marry the complainant at 
some future date. Some of the missives 
are said to be signed, “ Ed,” while others 
bear.no signature.

Mrs. Reinhart says that her child died, 
but that Mr. Malley acknowledged his 
paternity before its decease. She alleges 
that Mr. Malley paid frequent visits to 
her at New York and called upon her at 
her boarding house, and that she intro­
duced the New Haven millionaire to her 
friends as Mr. Reinhart. Mr. Malley has 
engaged Alley & Webb to defend the suit, 
but New Haven people profess to believe 
that it will be discontinued.

If Mrs. Reinhart persists in pressing 
the case it will come up for a hearing in 
the superior court during the September 
term. Mr. Malley does not appear to be 
worried .over the fresh notoriety he is 
getting. He tells his friends that there is 
no truth in Mrs. Reinhart’s story.

Mrs. Reinhart’s lawyer is at present on 
a vacation in Nova Scotia. -i

ELECTROPLATED THE CAT.

Queer Freak of Lightning In the Green 
Mountain State.

A freak of lightning, probably more re­
markable than any hitherto recorded, has 
occurred near the small village of New 
Salem, Vt., at the foot of the Heldeburg 
mountains. Arent S. Vandyck occupies 
an old manison, in the parlor of which 
hung a collection of revolutionary swords, 
one ot which was heavily plated silver. 
A terrific thunder storm came, and one 
terrible crash aroused the household:, All 
were stunned fora moment,but recovering 
they hastened to discover what damage 
was done. Suddenly the younger Vandyck 
pointed to an old-fashioned sofa. Upon 
it lay what was apparently the silver 
image of a cat curled up in an exceedingly 
comfortable position. As for as the shape 
and posture of the animal was concerned 
it might have been a live cat : Each 
glittering hair was separate and distinct, 
and each silver bristle of the whiakere 
described a graceful curve as in life. 
Father and son turned toward the swords 
which hung upon the wall just above the 
sofa and there saw that the sword had 
been stripped ot all its silver. The hilt 
was gone, and the scabbard was but a 
a strip of blackened steel. The fitmily 
cat had been- electroplated by lighting. 
In one of the panes of glass in the window 
was found a round hole about the size of 
a half-dollar, where the lighting had 
evidently entered. There was a charred 
streak across the sash,where the electrical 
fluid had made its way to the sWord, 
down which it passed to the cat, carring 
with it the silver,which it deposited upon 
the animal. Of course the cat was in­
stantly killed, and therefore remained in 
the position in which it was quietly sleep­
ing when the flash came. It is thought 
the plating of the cat’s body will prevent 
decay^md that probably it may be retain­
ed among the collection of curiosities, 
which is more remarkable than all. Local 
scientists are puzzled by the occurrence, 
and one of the members of the Albany 
Institute is investigating the case.

AN AWFUL CHARGE.

A Farmer Said to Have Committed A-- 
eon While His Invalid Wife was 

Alone Is the House.

Benjamin Barnes and Frances Jane 
Garraway, of West Williams, London, 
Ont., were brought to the county jail 
Saturday night by detective Allen.gn a 
very serious charge—that of areon-Bames 
is a farmer, aged about 65 years, and 
Garraway is all English girl, who left the 
old country about three years ago, and 
who is scarcely out of her teens. The 
commitment charges Barnes with arson 
and the girl with being an accessory before 
the feet, and also with inciting Bamee to 
commit the deed. Barnes has lived in 
West Williams for about eight years, 
coming from Reach township, uear 
Whitby. The girl Garraway was employed 
by him as a servant, Barnes wife being 
a helpless invalid. It is alleged that 
Barnes was found by neighbors while the 
fire was in progress very busy getting 
some papers out of an old desk, while his 
invalid wife lay in another room unable 
to move,though the flames were spreading 
rapidly. Until Mrs. Thomas Digman 
arrived, no one knew anything of Mrs. 
Barnes, and to Mrs. Digman’s heroic 
action in rushing in and rescuing the 
unfortunate women, the latter is-eeid-to 
have owed her life.

AROUND THE WORLD.

Diphtheria prevails to a serious extent 
at St Johns, Nfld.

In the vicinity of 1,200 'names have 
been struck off the voters’ list for Cum­
berland county in the preliminary revi­
sion.

A despatch from Vichy states that Dom 
Pedro, ex-emperor of Brazil, has suffered 
a relapse and that he is again confined to 
his bed.

The strike of St. John millmen has 
been settled. The men go to work on 
the nine hour system. The rate of wages 
has not been decided.

Another mutiny is reported in the 
British army. The privates of the second 
battalion of Coldstream guards are the 
disaffected parties this time. *

A Washington despatch says secretary 
Noble of the interior department has 
resigned on account of poor health, and 
the president has accepted his resignation 
with regret.

The heavy rains of last week have 
brought ont all the logs hung up in the 
Miramichi tributaries earlier in the sea­
son, and there is no doubt now that all 
will reach the booms.

The British court of appeals has revers­
ed the verdict of the lower court giving 
$1,500 damages to Miss Wiedmann in her 
suit against Capt the Hon. Horace Wal­
pole for breach of promise.

David Allison, L. L. D., has accepted 
the presidency of Mount Allison univer­
sity, Sack ville, and has tendered the 
local government his resignation as super­
intendent of education of Nova Scotia. 
The resignation is to take effect on the 
81st of October.

A steam launch belonging to the U. S. 
steamship Pensacola was blown up in the 
harbor of Arica by the Chilian torpedo 
cruiser Condell and six men on board 
were killed. The Condell, which was one 
of Balmaceda’s cruisers, mistook the 
launch for an insurgent boat.

Fifteen inches of rain had fallen in 
Bombay, within 24 hours. The downs of 
Mahoeda and Bhowmnigger, in the prov­
ince of Cujerat, are flooded with water, 
which rises breast high in the streets. 
Three hundred people and a countless 
number of live stock have been drowned.

A few weeks ago a brigand chief) Dom­
enico Nocchia, was released from the 
Naples prison, after having been shut up 
for sixty years. He is now 83. After an 
unnsually brilliant career of brigandage 
Wntt 35,000 francs had been set upon bis 
Wad, he was condemned to prison for 
life in 1821.

J)uring the half year ending June 30 
there arrived at Montreal 4,264 immi­
grants, a decrease of 378 from the same 
period of last year. Of this number, 
.1,026 settled in the United States. Be­
sides these, 9,990 passed through the city 
by rail; and 4,517 of them went to the 
United States.

The most destructive rain and hailstorm 
of the season visited Elm Creek, Neb., 
Wednesday evening. Hailstones 1} inches 
in diameter fell, levelling small grain to 
the gronnd. Garden vegetables are com­
pletely ruined, while com is riddled and 
cannot recover. Scarcely one-half of the 
small grain has been harvested. *

At the triennial council of the orange 
association, held in Toronto last week, the 
gentleman elected to fill the second of­
ficial position among the officers is a resi­
dent of the United States and prominent 
among the orangemen of that country. 
This seems a significant fact when it is 
remembered that orangeism, in Britain 
and her colonies, is pledged to support 
the British constitution and crown.

The dominion government has received 
information that, owing to the bright 
crop outlook in Manitoba and the north­
west, the Canadian Pacific railway has 
ordered fifty new locomotives and 1,500 
box care to transfer this season’s harvest 

■to the seaboard. On the basis of the 
estimated yield it will require 10. trains 
daily for seven months to move the crop.

The Richibucto Review tells the follow­
ing tale : A Choekpish road master, who, 
it appears, had no watch, being un­
able to borrow one, concluded to carry a 
clock so as to keep the correct time, and 
can be seen marching to and fro with a 
large eight day clock under his arm and 
a very severe expression on his intel­
lectual looking phiz, while watching the 
men at work. *

The surgeon’s knife disclosed the feet 
that the death of three-year-old Raymond 
Zimmerman, of 908 Newton avenue, Cam­
den, N. J., who died a few minutes after 
his mother spanked him, was due to a 
shoe button. The child, the physician 
thinks, must have had the button in his 
mouth when his mother spanked him 
and the shock knocked it down his throat, 
causing strangulation.

Wednesday morning a small boiler ex­
ploded in the repair shops of the Hill City 
oil njill, Vicksburg, Miss., weighing 2,000 
pounds, flew into the air and fell into the 
house of Marx Lowenburg, 300 feet away, 
going through the roof, floor and ceiling, 
and landed on his breakfast table. No 
one there was hurt, the family having 
left the table when they heard the report 
caused by the explosion.

Messrs. William O’Brien and John Dil­
lon, the two Irish members of parliament 
who.have been undergoing sentences of 
six months’ imprisonment for inciting the 
tenants of the Smith-Barry estate at Tip­
perary to resist the payment of rents, 
were released from Galway jail, Dublin, 
at 9.25 Thursday morning. Dillon and 
O’Brien showed but slight traces of hav­
ing suffered from the rigor of confinement 
in jail, and in feet seemed to be enjoying 
perfect health.

A fetal poisoning occurred this week 
at the state form, just over the line in 
Bridgewater, Mass., which the officers of 
the institution have kept very quiet. It 
seems the ' wood alcohol is used in the 
paint shop of the chair manufacturing de­
partment, and several of the workmen 
have been drinking it on the sly. As a 
result it is stated that one man died in 
terrible agony Tuesday, another on Wed­
nesday, and that a third now lies at the 
hospital in a critical condition.

The Shore line ran over an old man 
about twenty miles from St. Stephen 
Thursday afternoon, and he died from the 
effects of the injuries received. The old 
man, who was about 65 years of age, was 
walking along the track and the engine 

’driver saw him too late to bring the loco­
motive to a standstill, although he made 
every effort to do so. The train was stop­
ped and the man, with both arms and 
legs broken, put on board and brought to 
SL George, where he breathed his last 
just after the train arrived there.

It is a fact not generally known that 
president W. G. Van Horne, of the Cana­
dian Pacific, recently renounced his al­
legiance to the United States of America 
and promised to become a loyal subject of 
Victoria, queen of Britain and empress of 
India. Mr. Van Home was moved to this 
because an alien cannot hold the position 
of president of the Canadian Pacific roads 
and steamship lines, which, by special 
proclamation, were declared some time 
ago to be an imperial highway of the 
kingdom of Britain and the empire of 

''India.

THE EBENHALL MAHER.
He «h » Stranger and They Took

Him y«T

The readers of the Gleaner a short time 
ago was treated to a very fiill statement of 
the grievances, which Eben Hall was al­
leged to be airing against the government, 
and they were told that Mr. Hall had been 
badly used by the provincial secretary, who 
in some sort ot a mysterious way was try- 
to deprive him of his right to get a mining 
lease on his property in Charlotte county. 
It was said that Mr. Hall had retained 
counsel, Mr. Gregory was acting for him, 
and Mr. Hall had wealthy friends, who 
were determined to back him up and see 
that his rights were not denied. It appears 
that when Mr. Hall came here he fell into 
the hands of certain politicians who were 
very anxious to make political capital out 
of the business, and at the same time pocket 
some shekels. Mr. Hall was assured by 
eminent counsel that he was grossly 
wronged and that he, the eminent counsel, 
would see him set right, of course on pay­
ment of a fee. It appeared that the Messrs. 
Todd of St. Stephen, had filed an applica­
tion in the crown land office for a prospect­
ing mining license over a considerable area, 
including among other properties that of 
Hall’s. This Mr. Todd had a perfect -right 
to do, but until nçtice had been advertised 
in the Gazette for thirty days of Mr. Todd’s 
application, there was no possible danger of 
his getting any such license over any granted 
lands, neither Mr. Hall’s, nor that of any 
other person. Before engaging eminent 
counsel* Mr. Hall called upon certain mem­
bers of the government and was told that 
no license had issued and that no license 
could issue until the expiration of notice, 
and notice had not yet been given. Mr. 
Hall had not then seen any lawyer, but 
shortly afterwards did, whereupon a very 
voluminous document was drawn up,several 
copies of which were distributed around 
quite promiscuously, for all of which Mr. 
Hall bad to pay. The work was quite un­
necessary and was entirely thrown away, 
but all the same Mr. Hall found his balance 
of cash on hand $50 less than it would have 
been if this voluminous document had not 
been prepared. After Mr. Hall had been 
advised to incur and had incurred all this 
expense he returned to his home, but it 
may be added he returned a wiser and a 
very much sadder man than when he left 
the domestic roof to visit the capital. He 
found then to his sorrow that his money 
had been thrown away, and that Mr. Todd’s 
application for a license had not been 
granted, that notice even of application had 
not yet been gazetted, and when he came 
to realize the folly he had been committing, 
and saw the danger of further expense be­
ing incurred, he forthwith wired to the 
eminent counsel who had been employed 
that his services were not longer required, 
and that his appointment as attorney in 
the matter, was revoked. It appears that 
the eminent counsel was not well pleased at 
being deprived of so legitimate an oppor­
tunity of making business and pretending 
that the government had been doing some­
thing wrong and he refused to be dismissed, 
and forthwith writes a letter to Mr. Hall 
threatening Mr. Hall with divers pains and 
penalties and demanding that Mr. Hall 
should carry out his agreement with him, 
which he says was to the effect that he 
should have one-half of Mr. Hall's mine as 
a slight compensation for the valuable 
services he was rendering him. It is not 
known yet whether this later phase of Eben 
Hall’s case will develop into an action in 
the courts against Mr. Hall by the eminent 
counsel to recover one-half the mine, but 
those who have read the Gleaner and who 
followed the letters that were published in 
Mr. Hall’s behalf, and the correspondence 
which was sent from Fredericton to the St. 
John Globe on the subject, will be interested 
in learning how the case results. It will be 
our endeavor to keep the public informed 
with reference to it. They, the public, 
were very gravely told that the present 
mining laws were introduced and passed 
for the purpose of enabling this wrong to be 
perpetrated upon Eben Hall by the govern­
ment, and it will, therefore, be a matter of 
interest to be informed fully upon so im­
portant and interesting a question.

Our William at Niagara,
During his recent trip to Ontario, Mr. 

Wilson attended on the 25th ult., the 
seventy-seventh. annual celebration of the 
Lundy’s Lane historical society, at Niagara. 
The Ontario papers speak very highly of 
Mr. Wilson’s address on that occasion. The 
following is from the Toronto Empire, 
which probably concluded that a gentle­
man of Mr. Wilson’s fine address could 
hardly fail to hold a cabinet position :

“ Hon. William Wilson, a member of 
the liberal government of New Brunswick, 
was the next speaker. In the course of a 
masterly speech he told of the hearty sym­
pathy of the New Brunswickers with such 
movements, and recalled how the people of 
the little province down by the sea had 
been fig! ting the enemy in that quarter of 
the country while Lundy’s Lane and, many 
years after, Ridgeway were being fought up 
here. He then referred to how native New 
Brunswickers of the 104th" regiment had 
marched through trackless wilderness all 
the way frqm the Bay of Fundy to the 
Niagara river,-and endured many hardships 
and privations by the way to fight side and 
side with their brethren from the western 
provinces on this very spot. They were all 
people, working out their glorious destiny 
together. The speaker then alluded in 
glowing terms to Sir John Macdonald and 
the splendid confederation he had built up. 
The people from every part of the confed­
eration would be ready" to assist each other 
for their country’s cause if ever the need 
again arose, and speaking for the people of 
his own province he could say that they 
would stand shoulder to shoulder with 
those of Ontario to preserve untarnished 
and undimmed the priceless priveleges 
their forefathers had gained for them."

An Ottawa despatch to the Sun says : 
The programme of this year’s prize meeting 
of the Dominion of Canada rifle association 
has been completed and will in a' few days 
be ready for distribution. The matches 
will be held, as already announced, in the 
week commencing Monday, 31st August, 
and the time-table arranged provides for 
the completion of the programme in four 
days.

The usual extra series matches, except that 
the nine hundred yards extra series is drop­
ped, are provided for. All close at 5 p. m., 
on Thursday.

There are not many changes in the prize 
list, but those made are of considerable in­
terest. The nurseiy match will be closed 
against all who have at any time won prizes 
of $5 or upwards from the D. R. A. instead 
of $8 as last year, and this will shut out 
nearly all the old competitors. In the min­
ister of militia match the teams are to con-" 
sist of five instead of three members and 
there is to be no limit to the number each 
association may enter.

The Boll Can.
Isaac Francis, of Rainsford Lane, one of 

the pioneers of the parish of Kingsclear, 
died Tuesday at the advanced age of ninety- 
one years. He had many relatives in the 
parish, and was well known on the St. 
John riyer.

Our citizens will learn with regret of the 
death of Miss Francis L. Thomas, a former 
resident of this city, and a sister of D. A. 
Thomas, the alms house keeper, which 
occurred at Brighton, on Wednesday. 
Her remains were brought here and in­
terred on Friday, the funeral being largely 
attended.

Mrs. Chase, a sister of H, J.„Thorne of St. 
John, and a former resident of this city, 
died the other day at Boston. On Tues­
day her body was brought here, and taken 
to the Methodist church where service was 
held by Rev. Messrs. McLaughin and Pay- 
son. Her remains were interred in the 
rural cemetery.

On Wednesday meming, death carried 
off Miss Margaret Jfartin, a daughter of Mrs. 
Martin, St. John street. Her death was 
caused by an attack of epilepsy, to which 
the deceased has been a sufferer for some 
years. This is the second death which has 
occurred in this house within a few months, 
and much sympathy is expressed for the 
bereaved family.

A large assemblage of the people of New 
Maryland followed to the grave on Friday 
the remains of Mrs. Charles Smith, sister of 
Peter Haining, of this city, who passed away 
at the advanced age of seventy years. All- 
though able to move about, the deceased 
had been in poor health for some years ; 
but for several weeks past, her death was 
hourly expected. Rev. Mr. Payson preached 
the funeral sermon in the Kirk and con­
ducted the services at the grave.

Rev. Mr. Phinney, Methodist minister, 
died at his residence at Gibson Station, 
at half-past two on Wednesday after­
noon. Deceased had been a sufferer from 
diabetes for some-time, but had only been 
confined to his house for two weeks, and 
his death was unexpected. He leaves a 
widow, two daughters unmarried, and 
another married to Rev. druthers Murray, 
Presbyterian minister at Neepawa, Mani­
toba.

Rev. Mr. Chapman was 
with him in the last moments. His re­
mains were interred at Gibson yesterday 
norning, a large number of Methodist min­
isters being present. The afflicted family 
have the sympathy of all in their bereave­
ment. _______________

Some Interesting News Her our Let 

Horsemen to Digest.

Harry Wilkes, the government stallion, 
arrived from Moncton last week where he 
has been standing this season. He was 
taken to 8t. John on Wednesday and 
will stand at the one mile house.

The Morgan stallion Aurora has had a 
liberal patronage in Carleton county this 
season.

Dr. F. M. Brown is driving the Black- 
mont mare owned by Isaac Peabody. This 
is a very stylish mare and has lots of speed 
and in the hands of the doctor will, no 
doubt, do lots of good ones. The doctor 
says that he expects to make some of them 
step out to handle him on the track in the 
evenings.

Sir Garnet, Lady Sim, Valley Girl and 
Rattler will come together on Moosepath 
trotting park, St. John, on Saturday, when 
it will be determined which of the four has 
the most speed combined with staying 
powers.

George I. Gunter has purchased from 
George Cooper a grand looking chestnut 
horse, by Young Columbus. Mr. Gunter 
had him on the track Thursday evening, and 
the way be could speed down the back 
st retch led a good many to believe that if he 
were handled, it would take a good horse to 
throw the dust in his face.

The two year old pacing colt owned by 
Dr. F. M. Brown, and driven by George M. 
Ross, and the roan horse driven by Nehe- 
miah Kierstead, while speeding on thetrack 
on Thursday evening, collided. Mr. Ross 
was thrown out and the pacer started up 
the home stretch at a terrific dip, but 
fortunately was stopped at the first turn 
before he sustained any injury. This colt 
just previous to the accident had paced a 
quarter in 45 seconds. This is a very fair 
performance, for a youngster who has only 
been hooked up seven or eight times.

One of the handsomest three-year-old 
colts in town is owned by conductor Hager­
man. He is by Sir Charles out of a mare 
by R. R. Morris. This colt has never been 
handled for speed, but can show very close 
to a three-minute clip.

John Shehan, of Fredericton Junction, 
was in town Thursday and took home his 
four-year-old colt by Dean Swift, which has 
been in the hands of trainer Stockford for 
the past month. This colt has shown- a 
forty gate repeatedly, and Mr. Shehan is 
to be congratulated on owning a colt with 
so much speed, together with its favorable 
appearance.

The two year old colt owned by John A. 
Edwards that is entered in the stake race 
this fall, is coming along nicely under 
trainer Stockford’s tuition. He cannot' 
show nearly as much speed as his only com­
petitor, ihe pacer, but Dave thinks that he 
will be near enough when the time comes 
to see the other finish.

By .the way, speaking of stake races, is it 
not unfortunate that the owners of two 
year olds do not take more interest in these 
races. There has, during the last three 
years, been from twelve to fifteen entered, 
but when the second payment came due, 
whicik "generally comes on the first of July, 
they aVdrop out except one or two. It is 
only a matter of a small amount to pay the 
toll entry up, and by so doing the owner 
would take a greater interest in bringing 
his colt along, and in nine cases out of ten, 
while they may not show up so favorably 
in the first month, in the course of a longer 
period the chances are that the colt will im­
prove.

Dr. Pendleton has sent up the four year 
old, Northwind, by Melbourne King, dam 
South wind, by Frank Lambert, to be 
handled by Dave Stockford. This colt was 
never hooked up light uhtil he came here, 
being driven by the doctor in his express 
wagon at St. John. Dave says, however, 
that with a little time and judicious care, 
that he will make as fast a four year old as 
anybody’s.

Rumor says that there is owned at Marys­
ville a black pacer that comes down the 
road every evening in the vicinity of a two 
minute dip. Many rumors have been 
heard of this kind, but our horsemen have 
altogether failed to witnéss his speed. Why 
not bring this chap down to Fredericton 
once in a while, and start him in the even­
ings with some of the celestial flyers on the 
track.

James Osburoe, secretary of the St. 
Stephen track association, was in town a 
few days ago trying so it is rumored to ar­
range a circuit between St. John, St. 
Stephen and Fredericton.

The match race talked of between Lee 
Robbie and Lincoln lass, which fell through 
after the first of July, is being revived again, 
and it is said th.it the match will probably 
be made in a few days and the horses put 
in training. George W. Ross will probably 
handle Lincoln lass and N. Kierstead Les 
Robbie. ,

F. P. Thompson was on the track Thurs­
day evening with Harry M. Hairy has 
been “doing ” the government fields for the 
last mbnth, and is now in prime condition. 
If this horse was fitted and could start in 
three minute class in the circuit this toll, it 
is thought that it would take one of the old 
time Boston ringers, such as Lady Dina- 
more to down him.

D. F. George appears frequently on the 
track in the evenings and brushes his black 
gelding out for a half, and a good many 
think, in view of the speed he exhibited on 
may 25th and July 1st, that if be was fitted 
and started in the 40 class this fall, a horse 
would have to trot in 30 or better to beat 
him.

HOW TO WEAR SHOES.

People who feel that their shoes wear 
out too quickly should heed the words of 
a dealer in Chicago, who telle the Mail : 
“ Do you know there isn’t one man in 
five hundred who knows how to wear 
shoes? The average man buys a pair of 
shoes, wears them until they are no 
longer presentable, and then throws them 
away and buys another pair. A man 
ought to have at least two pairs of shoes 
for everyday wear, and no pair should be 
worn [two days in succession. At first 
thought this may strike you as a scheme 
to benefit the shoe dealer, but it is noth­
ing of th6 kind. In feet such a plan 
would injure the shoe bussiness. Two 
pairs of shoes worn alternately will last 
three times as long as a single pair. The 
saving, of course, is made in the wearing 
of the leather. A pair of shoes worn 
every day goes to pieces more than twice 
as fast as a pair worn every second day. 
No two pair fit your feet in exactly the 
same way. In one pair the strain and 
wear of the leather falls heaviest upon 
one particular part of the shoe and in 
another the greatest wear and tear fells 
upon another part altogether. I took a 
trip through Europe last summer and in 
several places I was surprised to find the 
shoes worn by peasants have no ‘ right ’ 
and ‘ left ’ distinctions, but are worn on 
either foot. I was told that such shoes 
were preferred to those which more 
closely conform to the shape of the foot, 
because they last longer, since the strain 
upon any part of the shoe to-day is 
changed to another part to-morrow.

A PIECE OF OAK IN HIS HEAD.

Lewis E. Rotterman, of Peoria, Ill., 
who has just returned from Chicago, has 
in his possession the proof of one of the 
most interesting cases known in surgical 
history. He was one of the passengers on 
the ill-feted Niagara Falls excursion train 
which went down to destruction at Chate- 
worth. He was in the last day coach 
leaning on his hand in an open window 
when the crash came. Nearly everybody 
in the car was injured and several men 
were killed outright Rotterman’s face 
was badly eut and bruised and he was un­
conscious for several hours. His face was 
Sewed up and healed rapidly. Since then 
he has suffered constant pains in his head, 
but local physicians attributed it to the 
shock of the wreck and treated him ac­
cordingly.

Last November, while blowing his nose 
vigorously, he blew- out a wire nail one 
and three-eights inches long, badly rusted. 
He and his friends were confident that 
his trouble was at an end when the nail 
was dislodged^ but he still suffered from a 
dull pain in his head. In June he went 
to Chicago and was examined by the staff 
surgeon at the Rush medical college. The 
physician found a foreign body in Rotter­
man’s head at the inside comer of tjie left 
eye, and, in the presence of a room full of 
surgeons, cut the patient’s face. Imbed­
ded in the head back of the nose was 
found an irregular piece of oak one and a 
half inches long, five-eights of an inch 
thick and three-eights of an inch wide. 
This fragment of the window sill had 
been carried in Rotterman’s head for four 
years. The paint had been absorbed by 
his blood. The case was reported to all 
the leading doctors in Chicago and is pro­
nounced one of the most remarkable in 
history.

Among 
so many who have proved feithlees we re­
joice to know that in both political parties 
are those whose hands are pure and whose 
hands «ire clean; men who strive dili­
gently to discharge their duties and serve 
their country, who labor continuously 
to build it up on a foundation alike per­
manent and safe. As the thunderstorm 
purifies the atmosphere so these dis­
closures will purify the political life of the 
nation. As the moon always shines 
clearer after a temporary eclipse so the 
feir-feme of our country will seem fairer 
still when these calamaties are over find 
past As long as God lives and holds the 
helm we may be sure the vessel of state 
will outride the storm and outlive the 
tempest and proceed on her voyage, 
gathering the spoils of coming ages and 
bringing manifold blessings to generations 
yet unborn.”

The speaker emphazised these facts: 
“That the poor are not the only sinners ; 
that sin cannot be hidden; that where 
sin is pain and sorrow will come.”

Washington Star: The Toronto regi­
ment that is to be uniformed in Scotch 
kilts proposed to go considerably further 
than giving exhibitions of arms.

The distinction is now said to belong to 
Bombay of possessing the greatest piece of 
solid masonry construction that the world 
has seen in modem times. It appears 
that for years past the water supply of 
Bombay depended upon works known to 
be defective, involving the possibility of a 
water famine in that great eastern seaport, 
and in view of this a consultation of 
eminent engineers was held, under the 
direction of the government, with the re­
sult that a large dam was determined on 
to enclose the watershed of the valley 
which drains into the sea south of Bom­
bay. This gigantic structure, designed 
and accomplished by the superior engin­
eering skill of T. C. Glover, is two miles 
long, 118 feet in height, and 103 feet wide 
at the base, with a roadway on the top 
twenty-four feet wide, the stonework 
alone costing $2,000,000. The lake of 
water which this dam imprisons is some 
eight square miles in area, and sixty 
miles of pipe perform the service. 
Twelve thousand Hindoos were especially 
trained by engineer Glover for employ­
ment on this dam.
