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The Grand Trunk
Pacific.

The third reading of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway bill took place
in the House of Commouns, Ottawa
at 5.30 o'clock Friday morning last
May 27th, after an all night session.
The Government's mzjority was 46
the vote standing 105 to 59 in favor
of the deal. A numberof amend-
ments, calculated to conserve the in-
terests of the people of Canada; to
curtail in some degree the extraordin
ary and unlimited powers accorded
the railway corporation by the bill
and to give the procject some real
resemblance of a national transcon-
tinental railway, and not such io
name only, were proposed by the
opposition ; but brushed aside and
voted down by the Government
msjority. The speech of Mr. Bordea,
Leader of the Oppcsi.isn was a clear
cut eandid statement of policy, which
should weigh favorably with the
electorate of 1the Dominion in passing
judgment upon the pelicy of the
Liberal Conservative  party. He
stands for a policy of public interest
in railway construction that bas for
its ultimate aim and object, Govern-
ment ownership and operation of the
bighways of transportation. Upon this
Issue Mr. Borden declared his
willingness to appeal to the people,
and pledged bis party, if returned to
power, to cariy out the bebest of the
pecple. It was surely most desirable,
be epigramatically declared, to bave
a gcvernment-owned railway, rather
than a railway—owned government.”

“ Shall we supply,” said Mr. Bor-
den, “ the money and three quarters
cf the credit necessary for the
building of a great transcontinental
line to be transferred to and con-
trolled by what is virtually a United
States corporation?” asked Mr.
Borden. “ Shall we take no security
for our engagements except that
which is dependent for its wvalue
on the success of the enterprise,
the country thus undertaking nine-|
tenths of the entire risk and receiving
nc share whatever of profits? and,
especially, shall we do all this with-
out any mandate from the people
and without permitting the people
to express an opinion? We must
bave an election before December,
1905, yet without consuiting the
people and in the face of a strong
and growiog sentiment in favor of
public ownership of ~public- utilities
shall we postpone state ownership
of railways in this country for at
least a century? Shall we do all
this for the purpose of enabling a
great corporation to increase the
flow of our traffic to Portland ?
More than 9,000,000 bushels of cur
wheat went there last year, and it
is increasing. Sh:ll we continue
and perpetuate this? No. Let us
rather extend our obligations by
one-tenth and thus own and control
' transcontinental bighway in the
true sense.”

Mr. Borden pointed out that the
measure was forced through parlia.
ment, not by reason or argument ;
but by the brute majority. He said:
The government is driving this
measure through parliament not by
the aid of reason or ‘argument but
by the mere force of its submissive
m2jority. Not one man in ten
of the government supporters bas
taken sufficient interest in the mea-
sure to make himself thoroughly
acquainted with it in all its details,
The Grand Trunk has decided what
the government must do, and the
government has decided what its
supporters in parliament must do.
The Grand Trunk thus dictates to
the government and through the
government to the country.”

The Leader of the Opposition in
empathetic terms declared that the
people’s interests and the people’s
wishes would be consulted rather
than the exclusive interests and pro-
fits of an alien corporation, in the
event of the Conservatives coming
to power. “The sanctity of the
contract demands * said he,” that the
legitima‘e rights of the promoters
of th's u.dertaking shall be respected.
Tiere must’ be no repudiation.
They sha!l oot be put to any loss
but atthe same time the country
ghall not be rcquired to pay jto
them any prospective or speculative
or unreasonable prcfits. If they see
fit to join with the government in
driving this measure through parlia-
ment by rbe aid of an obedient

majority, they must take that course |

with their eyes open and with the
undertakicg that the right of the
people of Canada to a voice in so
great ang’ enterprise is not to be den-
jed and will not be disregarded.”—

In concluding his admirable states-
man-like speech, Mr. Borden set
forth the policy of the Conservative
party in the following amendment
to the Government’s bill : ¢ That
the bill be not now read the third
time but that it be resolved: * That
the bill proposes to ratify and confirm
agreements imposing upon the coun-
try enormous obligations for the
construction of a transcontinental
railway, @ large portion of which

cdnsuuc!(ng the proposed railway,
while the obligation assumed by the
Grand Truok Railway company is
small. “ The house is of the opinion
that instead of ratifying tbe proposed
agreements it would be more in the
public interest that the Dominion
should assume the whole obligation
oecessary for extending across the
continent the present government
system of raiiways thereby complet-
ing a transcontinental railway from
the Atlantic to the Pacific entirely
owned by and under the control
of the people of Canada.”

PrEMIER PETERS returned from
Oitawa Monday evening, whither be
had been called it was said to arrange if
possible, the details of the case to be
submitted to the Supreme Coun
relative to this Province’s share of the
Halifax Fisbery award. Evidently no
arrangement could be made to bring
the matter before the Court, if such
was ever seriously considered, as the
Premier says the whole business isnow
to be submitted to arbitration. The
Island’s share of the -award, the ques
tion of increased subsidies and the
transfer of all cur fisheries to the
Federal Government; all these mat-
ters, we are toid, are to be submitted
to arbitration. It is a nice story
with which to try to deceive the peo-
ple. When Mr. Frederick Peters
appealed to the electors in 1897, be
beld out this questicn of arbitration,
as the bait to catch votes, We were
then informed that we were to get at
least one million dollars from this
source. The electors were deceived,
no money was received and no word
of aabitration has been heard from
that day to this. For two years we
bave been assured that our case re-
garding the fishery award was going
to the Supreme Court, and the money
was_as good secured. Now, the
mask is coming of; no case is going
to the Courts ; hut another attempt is
to be made to deceive the people by
resuscitating the arbitration bluff
Will the people allow themselves to
be deceived again? We shall refer
to this matter later,

Our Ottawa Letter.

THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

The Grand Truok Pacific bill
wes passed in  committee during
the week and was bronght to the
third reading. Ameundment after
amendment offered by the opposi=-
tion was voted down on the plea
that to pass them would necessitate
their eubmission to the Grand
Trunk shareholderse. In every case
the amendments were in line with
safegnards which the Liberal leade
ers declared a year ago to be -in
the interests of the public. ;

The - protracted absence of the
Minister of Ruilways from the
House, during the entire discussion
of tthe bill, was severely criticized
by the oppositior.

NO NEED FOR HASTE NOW.

A year ago, Sir_Wilfrid Laurier
was convinced that a second trange
continental railway was necessary
if the iwestiwas to be saved from
destruction. He was backed up iu
that contention by Hon, Mr, Fisher,
Hon, Mr. Sifton, and Messre, Charl
ton, Oliver, Davis, and German.
The firet thing the country knew
the G. T. P. deal was a dead
one. The next announcement was
even more startling. The Grand
Trunk Railway Company had con-
verted the Premier and the whcle
of his supporters. Ehey no looger
feared delay in the construction of
the new road.  The time limit for
the completion of the Western di.
vision had been originally fixed at
five years. This was extended to
eight years in order to meot the
views of the railway —magnates.
Why? Sarely a year has not
changed the situation o materially.

80 at least. They erdeavored to
bold the Government to their pro-
fessions of a year ago, and moved
an amendment oslling for the cco-
pletion of the Western division
within four years.

EARNING GOVERNMENT JOBS

Sir Wiltrid Laurier had to dischiarge
an unpleasant duty the other day,
when he was called upon to state
whether 27 persons, who were elected
since 1896 as Liberal candidates, used
their ivfluence to place themselves in
fat positions, the salaries of which are
provided by the taxpayers. These
gentlemen have saddled on the country
a pay list of $39,300 per annum, and
they bave done so after denounciog as
an outrage the acceptance of offices of
emolument under the crown by merm -
bers of Parliament. Sir Wilfrid, it may
be explained in passing, did not meet
tbe issue but advised bis interrogator
to look up the information in the public
records. Baut this is & mild feature of
the practise of making the declining
days of Liberal M’s P. as pleasant as
possible. Duaring the Grand Trunk
Pacific debate the house has been treat-
ed to the appalling spectacleof two men
actually engaging in a race for positions.
Dr. Russell, Hants, and Mr, Wade,
Annapolis, were the opponents in this
contest for a pension. Both defended
the government’s policy so vigorously,
that it looked ss if there had been. an
advance understanding, that to the one
who used the strongest langunage would
fall the desired job. Mr. Russell has
this advantage, perhaps, that on any
occasion when the administration
wanted some offender whitewashed, the
task invariably fell to the man who now
seeks to place himself at the head of the
Nova Scotia bench. Both candidates
will not again appeal to their constitu-
ents, 80 that they need have no fear of
offending the men who elected them,
not to fix themselves as a charge on the
country, but to protect the treasury.
Their arguments will donbtless be used
during the coming elections, but it is
safe to say that they will not be sub-
mitted as the words of the men who
were looking for a reward for their ser-
vices. The spectacle is not an elsvaticg
one. It shows how-low are the ideals
of the present leaders of the Liberal
party, and it poinis to a moral which
should not be lost on the people when
the ballots are next cast.

MR. EMMEESON'S PECULIAR CONDUCT-

The Grand Trunk Pacfic has gone
through the committee stage in the
Commons without a word of defence or
explanation by the Minister of Rail-
ways, Hon. H. R. Emmerson. The
Prémier declarad that his railway ex-
pert was too busy with other wmatters to
permit him to follow the discussgion of
the measure. Mr. Emmerson was en-
gaged in overlooking & railway in the
province of New Brunswick, which the
Government intends buying for $800,-
000. To this scheme the Minister of
Railways was able to devote a lot of
time. But when it comes to a question
of an expenditure of $150,000,000; Sir
Wilfrid calmly says that Mr. Emmer-
son is overworked. Of course the
country will accept no such flimsy

why the Minister’s views, as placed
before the country last session, are in
conflict with the terms of the present
contract which bears his official
signature. Mr. Emmerson has hardly
been in his place in the House since the
bill was introduced. He did manage
to drop in on one or two occasions for a
few moments, but he persistently refas-
ed to answer questions of a most
pertinent nature which were addressed
to him by Conservative members. Mr.
Emmerson has been ordered to keep
quiet. Mr. Blair was similarly com-
manded by his leader and asked to
support a bill to which he was unalter~
ably opposed. Mr. Blair resigned
ratber than bear such degradation.
But Mr. Emmerson, losing all self-
respect, places himself in the regretable
position he now occupies. The spec-
tacle is one unsurpassed or unequaled
in any conntry having responsible gov-
ernment. Already a large section cf
the electorate are convinced that the
Miunister of Railways is opposed to the
bill, but that the enjoyment of a salary
of $7,000 per annum has had the effuct
of keeping him in line. Mr, Emmerson,
holding the position he does, has at his
command a trained staff whose evidence
on this question would be of the great-
est service. But not one word has he
spoken, and the people shonld demand
an explanation of every Liberal speaker
at the coming elections.

News of the War.

London, May 25.—The Planting of
mines by Ruesians in the straits of
Fechili and waters outside their ter-
ritorial juriediction may lead to an
ending of the war. The information
comes from an apparently reliable
authority that a movement is now be-
ing considered looking to the calling of
an international conference. This is a
subject whieh will define the extent to
which mipes may be used and which
will bring pressure to bear on the
belligerente, regarding endangering
neatral ships by rackless use of infernal
machines. A Diplomat who is well in-
formed as to the progress of a ffairs said
that it is not at all improbable that if
such international Council be called,
not only will it discuss the question of
mines, but may very well take up the
matter of bringing the war to an end—
not by violent assumption of power,
but both belligerents seeing a long a
costly conflict ahead which will likely
bring both winner and loser to the
verge of bankraptcy, would he willing
to stop fighting provided this can be
acoompolished without too great loss of
prestige and on & fair basis of settle-
ment suggested by the conference of the
powers. This ought to be easy to
reach. .,

London, May 27.—The J apanese have
captured Kin Chou and are now attack-
ing Dalny. The Shanghai Kwan
correspondent of the Chronicle sends
the following report received from New
Chwang on May 23—Thinking that the
Japanese retired from Feng Wang
Obeng, and fifteen thousand Russians
from Hai Chwang and Liao Yang
marched towards Feng Cheng. The
Russian casualties were four thousand
killed, and over a thousand Russians
surrendered. The report does not atate
the Japanese losses.

London, May 27.—The Newchwang
correspondent of the Daily Mail, ina
despatch dated May 23, says that
coincident with the Japanese advance
in the direction of Liao Yany there has
been a concentration of all the available
Russian troops between Liao Yany and
Mao Tien-Pass and that the fortifications
of Liao Yang are being feverishly
hurried.

The General Staff is not in a position
tonight to confirm or deny the Tokio re-
port that the Japanese have occupied
Kinchou. The latest official inform-
ation regarding fighting in that vicinity
was conveyed in General Kuropatkin’s
telegram which said that the Japanese
had lost 700 on May 18th, This agredh
with information contained in the As-
sociated Press despatches of May 25,
General Kuropatkin apparently accept-
ing the report from the same Chinese
source. The opioion of the best
authorities is that if the Japanese rush-
ed Kinchou by a frontal attack, unsup-
ported by heavy guns, which it is not
believed they possess, the capture of
the place must have been>gffected at a
tremendous loss to the attackers. The
War Office is inclined tot%ol-'@ve that
severe fighting is in progress in the
southern part of the Liaotung Paninsula
aboct the narrowest point of the Penin-
sula, but no credence is attached to re-
ports that the Japanese have entered
the Kwangtung Peninsula (south of and
connected with Liaotung Peninsula).
No change of importance in the position
of Gen. Kurgpatkin or Gen. Kuroki
is reported. According to Chinese re-
ports & battle took place at Kinchou on
May 18th, in which the Japanese lost
700 men. The Russian losses were not
80 great. A Japanese landing at
Takushan began five days ago and it is
reported that fifty thousand troops,
principally infantry were landed, but
this has not yet been verified.

The
following despatch from Viceroy Alexieff
dated May 26 has been received by the
Emperor : ‘“ Reports from Rear Ad-
miral Wittsoeft and Grigorvitch today
state that the enemy bombarded from
Geutsi Bay (on the west coast of
Kwangtong Peninsula about twelve
miles north of Poirt Arthur) with gun-
boats.

The Japanese paid for their
victory in 3.500 killed and wounded.
To the Russians, the humiliation of de-
feat was intensificd by the loss of sixty
eight cannons and ten machine guns,
while lying dead in the forts and
trenches were 500 men, the victims of
the accuracy of Japanese long distance
markmanship and of close range fight-
ing.

In asking you to accept the accom-
pansing present we do not do so for the
iotrinsic valae, but as a small token of
the esteem in which you are held, and
we earnestly hope tkat although we lose
your kind council and valoed advice
the change may be for your benefit, and
wherever your lot may be cast yon will
be able to pay an occasional visit to old
Grand River.

A Young Poet ~
of Canada.

( Montreal True Witness.)

Canada claims the honor of baviog
given to the world many distinguish—
ed poets of international fame, but
among these one rarely finds one
whose voice proclaims to the world
that the writer is a Catholic. Why
the author, who is bappy in the pos—
seszion cf true faith, fails to reveal it
is a mystery ; but the lamentable fact
remains that religion is not a promin-
ent fzature in the works of our
writers, Hence it is that we, as
Oatholics .and Canadians, are parti-
cularly interested in the advent of a
new voice in the field of song.

Imbued with this interest in the
latest Canadian arrival in the kingdom
of literature, I recently pressed the
clectric button at the entrance of St.
ioseph’s Hospital. In response to
my ring the great door was opened
by a gentle, low-voiced nun, who, in
answecr to my inquiry, replied that
D:. Fischer was engaged in the oper-
ating room, but would presently be at
liberty. Accordingly I was ushered
into the Doctor’'s apartments, where
in the interval I had ample oppor-
tunity to observe the well furnished
study. As my eyes wandered- about
the room I perceived in the book case
well worn copies of standard authors,
surmounting long, orderly rows of
ponderous volumes on medicine.
There was Shakespeare, shining forth
in all his glory, Browning, Longfellow,
Tennyson, Whitman, Bliss" Carman
and others both ancieat and modern.
Oa the walls were well-framed copies
of rare pictures—notably among them
those of religious character—Christ
and His Blessed Mother. A few
good landscapes in water-color added
a touch of nature. On the mantel
and about the secretary were many
rare prints and photographs, Among
the latter were some autographed by
noted American prelates—one of His
Excellency, Diomede Falconio, bears
the words ¢ May God bless you.”
There is also one of Cardinal Gibbons,
Archbishop Quigley, and one of Liord
Minto, Governor-General of Canada.
1 noticad also that everything in the
room—books, papers, magazines—
was arranged in perfect order, which
characteris:ic savored of the physician
rather than the poet. There was
nowhere to be seen that litter which
we associate with the literateur.

Before very long my attention was
diverted from this critical survey of
the room, by the sound of a firm,
even step in the corridor without. In
another moment a light tap on the
door announced Dr. Fischer. He en-
tered, wearing the regulation coat of
white duck with its ivory buttons,
and again the physician was upper—
most in mind. Be possesses a very
striking pbysique—a tall, broad
shouldered, comfortable looking man
with. a bright, intelligent face sur-
mounted by an abundance of wavy,
brown hair, and 2 manner which sets
one at on_’s ease in an instant. He
is one of ikose delightful persons who
can bz busy withcut being hurried.
Having just fiaished a bard day’s
work he bad a certain air of weariness
which, however, did not betray itself
in bis conversatior.

He seated himself near the secret-
iry and after some preliminary con—
versation concerning his work and his
first book, recently published by
Richard Badger, of Boston, I asked
rather abruptly, perhaps:*

# When did you write your first
poem? ”

There was a merry twinkle in hisg
eye as he shifted in his chair and
after a moment’s reflzction replied :

« When I was a little chap in knee-
breeches and knew v ery little of life
and still less of the mechanics of
verse. 1 was one of the new arrivals
at St. Jerome's, and it all came about
in this way. I was tired of studying,
1 thought the two hours alloted to
studying would never cease I had
been making desperate attempts to
learn some Greek grammar without

self and everyfhing, I closed the book
with a bang. Unconsciously, almost,
I picked up the pen and in rather a
sombre state of mind wrote a few lines
on the sciibbler before me. Then
came a second, a third; a fourth—one
verse was complete. I was delighted.
For the next hour 1 worked hke a
Trojan, and then five verses stood to
my credit, I had written my first
poem—and it was exquisite, I assure
you. I carried the manuscript about
in my pocket until I wore it out, as
well as all my friends. But to the
trifling beginning of that well-remem-
bered evening I date all my success.
During the years that followed I
wrote poetry by the yard—for the
waste=-paper vasket I gained thereby
the good will and iaterest of kindly
master minds, good ~priest professors
who not only often tore my verses to
shreds in the class room, but also gave
me a helping hand and encouraged
me to work faithfully on. It did hurt
sometimes to be ground to dust, but
there was usually a’ promise for me in
the criticism. All this helped me
greatly. My verse is by no means
perfect, but let me hope it will im-
prove with the years.”

Although frankly pleased with his
success and the kindly reception
accorded him by the oritics, and
deoply grateful to those who have
encouraged and helped him, he re-
maios perfectly simple and unsffect-
ed. He takes the biiter with the
sweet, in the form of adverse c:iti-
cism, and, in that commendable
spirit of optimism which pervades
his pages, makes the disagreeable
gerve for good along with the pleas-
ant.

Dr. Fischer was born at Waterloo,
a thriving Canadian town, on Feb-
ruary 1, 1870. Ho is therefore the
youngest of our Canadian poets. In
his childhood, he showed a great
love for books and music. He was
particularly fond of Dickens, whose
stories he read assiduously.

He attended the public institu.
tions of learning in bis native town,
and baving ecompleted the interme-
diate course eotered St. Jerome's
College, one of the best Catholic
Colleges in the Dominion. At this
ea-ly age he gained & local reputa-
tion as poet, musician and actor.
Many of his poems, suggested by
events of the day appeared in the
columus of local papers and the col.
lege organ. His soul seemed to find
wings in music as well as in verse,
for he frequently gave vent to his
feelings at the pianoforte as well,
althongh none of his musical rhap-.
grdies were ever committed to paper.

In 1897 he graduated from S,
Jarome's and was appointed Pro.
fessor of Music there for the follow-
ing year, In 1898 he matriculated
and began the study of madicine at
the Western University,’” Loundon,
Oot. After a course of four years
he received his medicsl diploma and
was appointed head house-surgeon
at St, Joseph’s Hospital. This is
one of the finest and best equipped
hospitals on the continent, and D=,
Fisoher’s arduous duties leave him
but time little for his literary work,
He has a very high ideai of the phy-
siciau’s vooation, and his profession
holds first place in his affections.
His literary work, therefore, pro-
vides for him a delightful recceation.
The way in whioch he pursues his
literary tendency reminds one of
Carlyle’s advice to the youag writer :
“If nature prompts, and friends per-

suade;
Then write, but ce'r pursue it as a
trade.”

Musio he has almost entirely given
ap, for lack of time to devote to it,
bat during his college years it was
batter known than bhis poems. As
a physiciap, Fischer is vory popular
for his character is such s stamps
the true physician wherever he is
found.

Readers of the Rosary aro cot no-
familiar with bis work, and it has
frequently appeared withia these
columns, He has been writing for
the migazines ouly some four years
and slready his poems are received
both far and near, appearing in
“ Donahoe’s,” * Men and Women,”

¢ Buffalo Ucion and Times,” and a
number of secular mag:zives in the
United Siates and Oapada, The
critice, one and all, have been more
favorable to the young poet than
one would have dared to hope.

There are times when the thought
is not always sequenced, the lines
not structurally perfec’, bat these
are blunders of workmanship which
will yield to discipline and study.

avail, so, at last, disgusted with my-
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ing, formative influence on his hear-
ers, must bow before bis God in the
temple of his own iovincible faith. |
This Dr. Fischer has done. In all
bis lines there is firm faith, trust in
God’s mercy, a devotion and rever—
ence for all that is holy and beauti~
ful.

In “Songs by the Wayside,” we
find songs relating to everything
that goes to make up life’s medley.
Nothing is written from bearsay, but
with true poetic instinot the author
sees tho beautiful in the simple thinge
of nature and humanity and writes
of tbem as they appealed to him.
And therefore is nowhere to be found
a word or line expressive of a morbid
longing for the upattainable. The
world—God’'s bandiwork—is full of
joy and beauty for those who csn
perceive it, and Dr. Fiscber enables
us to find therein, ¢charms new and
satisfying. There are nature-songs
and heart-songs, songs of sorrow and
songs of gladuess, and always,
through it all, that optimistie, bope-
ful, wholesome view of l.fo which it
is 8 joy to possess.

The work is characterizad
throughout by originality and indi-
viduality, The writer has not gone
down into the doptbs of life, but he
bas npot failed to set- things in the
true spirit, and writes always in close
sympathy with natare.

I bad recently the great pleasure
of hearing Dr. Drummond, the cele=
brated ‘‘ Habitan.” poet of Lower
Canada, give readings from his own
poems. As T listened to the gifted
man—whose voice held that im-
mense audience spell-bound as he
portrayed to them so truly and so
beautifully the simple content of the
French-Canadian peasant, happy
amidst the joys and sorrows of his
uneventful life—my thoughts wan.
dered to “Songs by the Wayside.”
It seemedto me that there is a sim-
ilarity in the strain in which these
two — Dr. D.ummond and D
Fischer, the one more experienced,
more mature than the other—write
of the seemingly simple, yet really
the great and important things cf
life. For after all, it is not what we
have, or what we do, but what we
are, that is important, At the close
of the lecture I was pleased to see
Dr. Fischer presented by a promin-
ent citizan and receive from the
leoturer & hearty greeting, It
seems fi ting that the great in any
field of labor should assist and en-
courage novices therein, whose mer-
its is apparent aud whoss work is
likely to prove a benefit to man-
kind,

SACRED
MUSIC.

&nother “Motu Proprio” Issued By
the Holy Father.

A Vatican Edition of Plain
Chanut.

Pontiff Lays Down Rules for its Pablication
—Printers of Every Nation May Ob-
fain Permission to Repreduce
it as a Whole or in Part.

The Holy Father has issued the fol-
lowing *“ Motu Proprio:”

By our * Motu Proprio ’ of the 224
November, 1903, and by the subse-
quent decree, published at our order
by the Congregation of Sacred Rites
on the 8th January, rgo4, we restored
to the Roman Church its aocient
Gregorian Chant, that chant which it
bas inherited from the fathers, which
it has jealously guarded in its liturgical
codices, and which the most recent
studies bave very happily brought
back to its primitive purity. But in
order to compleie, as is fiting, the
work that has been begun, and to
furnish to our Roman Church and to
all the churches of the- same rite the
common text of the liturgical Gregor-
ian melodies, we have decreed to
undertake with the type of our Vatican
printing office the publication of the
liturgical books containing the Chant
of the Holy Roman Church restored
by us.

And in order that everything may
proceed with full knowledge on the
part of all those who are, or will, be
called by us to offer the tribute of
their zeal to a work of so much im-
portance, and in order .also that the
work may go on with due diligence
and speed, we lay down the following
rules:

(@) The melodies of the Church
ca'led Gregorian will be re-established
in their entirety and purity on the
faith of the most ancient codices, in
such a way, however, that particular
account will also be taken of legiti-
mate tradition contained in manus-
cripts in the course of centuries, and
of the practical use of the modern
liturgy.

(b) Owicg to our special pre—
dilection for the Order of St. Benedict,
recognizing the work done by the
Benedictine monks in the restoration
of the gennine melodies of the Roman
Church, especially by those of the
Freach Ccngregation- and of the
Monastery of Solesmes, we desire that
in this edition the editing of the parts
which contain the chant should be
entrusted in particular to the monks
of the French Congregation and to
the monastery «f Soiesmes.

(c) The works thus prepared will
be subjected to the examination and
revision of the special Roman Com-—

sworn obligation of secrecy under-
taken with regard to everything con-
cerning the compilation of the texts
and the process of the press: which
obligation will” also be extended to
other pérsons outside the commission
who may be called on to help in the
work. They must, moreover, carry
on their examination with great dili-
gecce, permitling nothing to be pub
lished for which a suitable and suffi-
cient reason cannot be given, and in
doubtful cases consuliing, besides the
commission and the editors, other
persons who shall be deemed skilful
in this science and capable of giving
an authoritative judgment, If io
the revision of the melodies diffizulties
should occur by reason of the liturgical
text, the commission must consult the
Historico Liturgical Commission al-
ready established by us in connection
with the Congregation of Sacred Rites,
so that both may proceed harmon-
iously in those parts of the books
which form a common object of the
labors of the two.

(d) The approbation to be given
by us and our Congregation of Sacred
Rites to chant books thus composed
and published will be of such a nature
that it will no longer be lawful for
any one to approve of liturgical books,
if these, even in the parts which con
tain the chant, are not entirely in
conformity with the edition published
by the Vatican printing office under
our auspices, or, at least, are not, in
the judgment of the commission, so
conformable that the changes introe
duced can be shown to proceed from
the authority of other good Gregorian
manuscripts.

(e) The literary proprietorship of
the Vatican edition is reserved to the
Holy See. To publishers and printers
of every nation who shall make the
request and who upon definite condi=
tions shall offer a sure guarantee of
koowing how to carry out the work
we shall grant the favor of reproducing
it freely, as best may please them, to
make extracts from it, and to circulate
copies of it wherever they desire.
Thus, with God’s help, we con-
fidently hope to be able to restore to
the Church the unity of its traditional
chant in a manner ccrresponding to
the science, the history, the art and
the dignity of liturgical worship, so
far at least as present studies permit,
reserving to ourselves and our suce
cessors the right of arranging other-
wise.

Given at St. Peter’s, Rome, on the
25th April, 1904, feast of St. Mark
the Evangelist, in the first year of our
Poatificate.

Money makes more than ‘‘the
mare go.” It keeps business moving
and enables people to settle their owo
obligations, Money is intended to
be a circulating medium, and it ought
not to find a resting place until it
finally reaches the person to whom it
is due.
