In the first 
we have the guarantee, it needed, 
that the Holy See baa taken fnll and 
complete cogniganoe of tbe errors it 
condemns j in fact, its statement of 
them may be found in many pass­
ages almost verbatim in the works 
of their exponents, and in this cas» 
there can hardly be any pretending 
that the propositions are not to be 
fonnd in the Augugtinns, In the 
second, we are reminded that the 
sncceeeor of St. Peter ha» inherited 
the Apostle's gift of plein speech, 
end that there is et least one great 
religions authority which knowe 
how to apeak straight to the world 
With Apostolic candour and courage 
and simplicity, and, in dealing with 
sonl-destroying error, neither 
minces its words nor veils its mean­
ing when condemning it.

It is unnecessary that we should 
enter into any descriptive summary 
pf the flooyolioal. It ia a document 

bicb speaks for itself, and with a 
singular force and olearneea to which 
any comment of ours would add 
nothing. The Holy See has not 
merely pronounced the condemn»!, 
ion of a series of errors, bnt has 
gone te the root of the evil, by 
masking the whole ayetem of my­
stic rationalism of which they ere 
the offspring. The advantage of 
this method ia t^|t the errors thus 
revealed in their genesis, and as 
seen in their aotnal procession from 
parent prinoiplee which are easily 
recognisable as fundamentally op 
posed to Christianity. Any words 
in which we might endeavor to 
sketch the system would be found 
to be leee clear and oomprehensive 
than thoee of the Enoyolioal itself, 
end to it( therefore, we refef our 
readers, especially thoee who may 
be familiar with the literature of tbe 
Modernist movement, and who wish 
to gragp the situation as geen, judg­
ed and elated by tbe supreme author 
ity of the Catholic Church in the 
person of its Chief Pastor.

It will sgfgne for oer pert to at­
tempt » much simpler task. Al­
though the aynthetio exposition of 
the Modernist system and its fall­
acies will appeal in a way more 
telling than any other to the mind 

'^bf the theologian, the religions 
philosopher, and tbe student ot tbe 
history of religions movement», we

We believe 
that it was He—the very God—who 
trod this earth end lived and spoke 
end wrought in it the wonderful 
works which we call Hie miraolee, 
and who arose from tbe deed.

On the oentrary, the Modernist 
system, aa shown in the Enoyolioal, 
assert» that all thoee Divine Actions 
of Cbriet, of which we read in the 
Gospels, including Hie miracles, and 
Hie resurrection, are not historical 
facta end ere not things which have 
really and aotnally taken place so 
as to be historically true.

And 
this separation it maintains not 
merely formally or argnmenti causa, 
or for the purpose of oritioal study, 
but as existing in faot, between faith 
on the one side and historic»!

In denying this to the 
Eucharist and to the other Sacra- 
mente the Modernist strikes at tbe 
very meaning of the Sacrament, and 
at that neoeeeary nexus between the 
outward sign and'the inward grace 
by Divine ordinance which ie the 
essence and eonl of the whole Sao 
ramenUl system.

The Pope rejeote this theory ot 
mediate or human institution, and 
of evolved man-made Saorameute, 
and in doing so be safeguards the 
Divine and actual institution of 
those Saorameute by Our Redeemer, 
as tbe Sole Author and Finisher of 
our salvation.

why should I believe them? Faith 
which founds itself on w^at is his­
torically false and never really took 
place must be mere make-believe, 
and thereby artificial, insincere and 
demoralising.

The Pope reprobates this dicho­
tomy of Christ.

Ultima Bleakly Latter.

Inadequate Inspection.

Cooper, 6. çtitoenHmg engineer 
of the Québec Bridge, brings 
home in startling fashion to the 
Government a large sbarè of the 
responsibility for the awful fatal- 
itv of August 29th. Mr. Cboper 
is positive that the deflection in 
“ chord 9 west," which happened 
several days before the accident, 
showed that it was incapable of 
doing its woik, and that “ it was 
perfectly possible by prompt and 
intelligent action, to have stayed 
the chord and prevented the fail­
ure of the bridge.”
CALAMITY MIGHT HAVE 

BEEN PREVENTED.
To another question Mr. Cooper 

replied that this prompt action 
should have been taken either by 
the officers of the Phoenix Com­
pany or the Quebec Bridge Com­
pany. Again he says : " I be­
lieve if prompt action had been 
taken to protect the chord from 
farther deflection, it coaid have 
been done by the employment of 
three hours work and $100 worth 
of timber and bolts.”

BETTER INSPECTION NEED 
ED.

This sensational statement com­
ing from the chief engineering 
authority connected with the 
bridge places the responsibility on 
the engineers at the spot, or or 
those who failed to provide effi 
cient experts. Mr. Cooper states 
that he does not believe that the 
engineers at the work were equal 
to the duties devolving upon them 
The engineer of the Phoenix Com. 
pany on the ground was Mr. Birks, 
who was killed in the accident, 
and who was “ competent in his 
line of experience” but without the 
thorough training and knowledge 
necessary for this important task 
As to the Quebec Company’s staff 
Mr. Cooper believes that the only 
one qualified for a superintendent 
was Mr. McClure, who doubtless 
did his best. He did not think 
that Chief Engineer Hoare had 
qualifications “ as a thoroughly 
technically educated and expert 
enced bridge engineer.

STARTLING STATEMENTS.

as the bridge engineer of the Rail­
way Department has testified.

Financial Panic In New 
York.

During last week for several days, 
there was a panic in financial circles 
in New York, and as a consequence 
in other places. Many fortunes were 
lost ip the crash, and bank after bank 
went to pieces. On Friday some im 
provement came and likely the diffi 
culiy is now tided over. Following is 
a summary of Friday’s financial news 
in the great metropolis; In the light 
ol the general excitement the savings

The most fsvorsble Incident of the 
day was that the stock exchange was 
provided with funds ample to meet 
its immediate necessities by a money 
pool headed by J P Morgan, which 
sent $15,000,000 to the exchange 

lairing the afternoon. The stock 
market had held relatively firmiàll 
day, but when the pool money was 
offered in the loan corner, there was 
an immediate upturn of prices and the 
market closed strong at the best 
prices of the day. A very encourag­
ing feature of the afternoon’s develop 
ments was a signed statement by 
Clark Williams, the newly appointed 
state superintendent of banes, affirm 
ing the solvency of the local institu 
lions.

There was the usual crop of alar­
mist reports afloat during the day, one 
of them to the effect that a large dry 
goods house waj seriously involved, 
but this, as well as all the other 
rumors, proved to be false.

A further encouraging development 
of the afternoon, the good effect of 
which can scarcely be over-estimated, 
was the decision arrived at unoffici­
ally to issue clearing house certific­
ates, probably tomorrow. This will 
relieve the banks materially.

At the time when the excitement 
was at its height the announcement 
that a pool bad been formed with J P 
Morgan at its head to come to the 
rescue of the brokers, for whom it 
was necessary to provide sums at 
once in order that they might carry 
the stocks they were holding for their 
customers was received with unspeak­
able joy. The Morgan pool brought 
a sum of money amounting to about 
$*5,000,coo into tbe loan corner of 
the exchange where it was quickiy dis 
tributed in such lots as would be 
most effective in rendering support.

The effect of this relief measure 
was instantaneous and the rate on 
call money dropped from 100 per 
cent to 10 per cent. Stocks advanc­
ed more rapidly than they had de­
clined and it was only a few minutes 
until Union Pacific, the market lead­
er, was selling at 105. Other stocks 
were similarly affected and the rally 
was complete. Seldom, if ever, had 
the veterans of finance seen a grave 
situation saved so quickly and so 
effectively by such a Napoleonic 
stroke. When the stock exchange 
closed everyone was getting all tbe 
money he wanted. The close was 
marked by a memorable scene in 
which the brokers gathered around 
the principal trading posts and gave 
three cheers for J Pierpont Morgan 
and the members of tbe pool which 
bad saved tbe day.

Of course anything in tbe ihape of 
financial panic in Wall Street of­

fsets the money markets in other 
places than New York, and in this in­
stance the stock exchanges in Boston, 
and other American cities as well as 
in Montreal felt the affects of the New 
York fluctuations. Montreal how 
ever, does not seem to have been 
very seriously handicapped, as the 
following statement issued on Friday 
shows :

A canvas of all tbe branches of 
trade and commerce represented by 
the business men of sound ability and 
careful judgment, reveals tbe fact that 
not in a single branch of Canadian 
industry is fear expressed for tbe 
financial future of tbe country. With 
the exception of one firm, optimism, 
free and happy, leads Ihe dance of 
commerce. Tnat the recent flurry- 
flare-up’s bangs and bus's, in tbe 
stock market would be sure to effect 

trade and commerce has 
been the opinion of every mercha' 
here. But they can do no harm 
fn the long run, prices will resume 
their normal level. The present 
tightness of the money-market will 
make things more easy and natural 
in future and it will not be long be­
fore the prices set by the law will rule 
once more.

There is nothing to fear for the 
future, so tbe merchants say. If tbe 
Canadian banks can look after tbe 
legitimate needs of industry and cbm 
mcrce there is nothing but a clear 
sky ahead.

The Virginian, of the Allen Line, which 
reached there at two o’clock on Saturday 
afternoon 19tb. came through a strong 
gale previous Sunday, and sustained some 
damage to her rails. The Ottawa, of the 
Dominion Line, struck the same storm 
and the passengers had an unpleasant 
time while the gale lasted. Captain 
Evans, of the Ottawa, ôarae via tBe gather 
ly route, and wae not reported until the 
boat reached Fame Point. The Virginian 
came through the straits of Belle Isle and 
made a fast passage.

truths in which Goa’s nature and 
God's love are made known to us.

The Modernist eye em teaches, on 
the contrary, that dogmas are an 
evolution of the Christian conscience, 
that they are constructions which 
are made or spun by onreelvea in 
our effort to explain to ourselves our 
relation to God ; that they are mere­
ly relative, and to be taken as 
counters and symbole that are no 
part of permanent religion, and 
which may, in the course of farther 
progress become obsolete and super­
annuated. Thus a time might oome 
when it would be no longer neoee 
•ary or desirable for us to believe 
that there are three persons in God, 
that God became man for the love 
of us, or that Oar Saviour died for 
our ealvatioo.

The Pope condemns this theory 
that Christian dogma is a mere 
ovolntionary product of our own 
making, or that the great truths 
which oome to us from the Word of 
God can ever be merely relative or 
transitory adaptations which are no 
permanent part of religion. In do­
ing so he safeguards both the truth 
and the dignity of Christian doctrine 
and the surety of Christian hope, 
and prevents them from being de­
graded into being the mere play­
things of oar intellect and the relig 
ions fashions of a day.

Fifthly, as Catholics and Chris­
tians we believe that in the Sacred 
Scriptures we have a Divine Revela­
tion, communicated from the mind 
of God to the mind of man, by writ­
ers whom God inspired for the pur­
pose. To ns, therefore, the Scrip­
tures have God Jo r their Author, so 
truly that whatUroontaioed in them 
is the Word of God.

The Modernist system teaches 
that the Scriptures are the outcome 
and evoluüon of the religions sense 
in man ; that what we call Divine 
Revelation is nothing more than the 
religions experience which in its 
measure is given to &11 men ; and 
that the Scriptures are Divine only 
in the sense that they were written 
by men under the influence of the 
religions sense that is within them 
Or that sense of the Divine which is 
in all men and is bo1 another word 
for inspiration. Thus the sacred 
books of Buddhism or Brahminiem 
Or Mohammedanism, written as they 
were under the same sense of relig­
ious feeling, would be also in their 
measure Divine Revelations and on 
the same plane, albeit on a lower 
level, as the Christian Scriptures 

The Pope rejects this teaching as 
part of a false system, and he re­
affirms the teaching of the Council 
of the Vatican on the truly and 
specifically Divine Authorship of the 
Bible. ,

Sixthly, and finally, as Catholics 
and Christian- we believe hai God 
endowed man with rea- n so lha 
man might know his M titer, and 
that by the knowledge of created 
things be can rise to the certain 
knowledge of the existence of tb 
Creator.

“For the invisible things of Him 
from the creation ol the world are 
clearly seen, being understood by 
the things that are made”—Biroe 
i. 20.)

The Modernist system maintains 
that the exterior world furnishes no 
certain proof of God’s existence, that 
the understanding cannot rise above 
the domain of mere phenomene, and 
that the reality of the Divine is only 
reached through the religions sense 
or feeling, which is not intellective.

It is in this respect that one finds 
the attitnde of the non-Catholie 
Press, and we regret to say, some of 
its religious organs, somewhat sur­
prising and not a little inconsistent.

PARIS,Oct.15—The revelations in 
the case of Thomai have set every 
custodian of art works—and especi­
ally the eccleaiaitical authorities—to 
overhauling their prised paintings and 
other treasures to determine whether 
they are intact. This anxiety is due 
to the insidious methods pursued in 
some cases by Thomas and others of 
his kind. Where they could not 
steel they often persuaded corrupt 
custodian*, vergers and beadles to sell 
their real antiques, replacing them 
with more or lesi crudely executed 
replicas or copiei.

CALLS HIM PLAIN THIEF.

“Fiction is weaving a romance ab­
out Thomas’s crimes,” said an emin­
ent French artist to the New York 
World’s correspondent to-day. “The 
fact is, however that Thomas is mere­
ly a commonplace sacrilegious thief. 
He sold his loot almost aa soon as be 
get it to Americans. It some cases, 
hepjbriuaded the church beadles and 
abbey custodians of works of art that 
It would be better to sell them to him 
then to have them seized by the 
State.

“Nevertheless, in most cases, he 
operated through simple burglary. 
The collection of poisons which he is 
reputed to have possessed, with the 
Implication that he did not stop at 
stealthy murder to accomplish his 
gnt]s, is one of the romances inspired 
by the excitement over bis undoubted 
crime. The poisons are merely half 
a dozen bottle* of acids which he 
used, as any burglar doea, to teat 
stolen articles io the precious metals.' 
The extent of Thomas’s individual 
depredations has been grossly ex­
aggerated' He made only two big 
coups. Perhaps be got a few thou 
«and dollars from the dealers of Paris 
through whom he marketed bia loot. 
The dealers get probably more than 
ten times as much from the Ameri­
can purchasers.”

The Franciscans 
Morocco.

The procurator general of the Fran­
ciscan Missions has recalled a detail­
ed report of the sacking by the 
Moors of the monastery of Casablanca. 
The assailants took everything they 
could away with them, but the mis­
sionaries so far have escaped viol­
ence. There are at present in this 
storm centre nine Franciscan friarsaod 
eighteen tertiary Sisters of St Francis. 
It is interesting to note that Morocco 
gave the Franciscan Order its first 
martyrs. St Francis himself sent a 
little band of five of bin bretbera to 
evangelize the country, but they were 
very soon put to death ; another band 
sent to take their place met with the 
same fate; but in 1234 Friar Agoello 
landed in Morocco as Papal Legate, 
and wai able to found a diocese there 
of which he became the first Bishop. 
The sea lasted until 1556, when it was 
«oppressed. In 1631 the Franciscans 
returned to the assault by sending a 
group of miasionariea under the 
Blessed John of Brado, who waa etao 
martyred. In 1859 Morrocco irai 
erected into a Prefecture Apostolic 
under the charge of the Spanish 
Franciscan». There are at present 
about 8,000 Catholics io the empire, 
and missionaries have been establish­
ed at Tadgiers, Tetuan, Larache, Ra­
bat, Casablanca, Mazagan, Safi, and 
Mogador. The friars and nuns have 
opened seventeen schools abd three 
orphanage*. At Tangier» they have 
established a printing press, which 
has already printed a number of 
works in Spanish and Arabic written 
by the missionaries.—Rome.

In­
numerable charges are being made 
against him A dealer in bric-a-brac 
in this city has furnished the detec 
lives with proof that Thomas is guilty 
of the recent robberies in the church 
at St Nectaire and the Everett 
Museum. From the former, a Rom­
anesque edifice of about the eleventh 
century, a magnificent and ancient 
statue of a saint was stolen last May. 
The burglars forced their way through 
the massive doors of the sacristy.

Soon after this robbery Thomas of­
fered the statue to the dealer men­
tioned. The thief lent him photo­
graphs by which this work of art was 
easily recognized. The dealer refus 
ed to treat with Thomas, but did not 
at that time betray him to the police. 
He kept the letter and photographs, 
which now are conclusive proof of 
the prisoner’s guilt.

Thomas has admitted that he in­
tended to ransack an ancient abbey 
on The Aveyron which contains art 
works valued at $500,000.

'As if they had been fired by the 
example of Thomas, burglars robbed 
Six Fours Church, near Toulon, in 
Alencoo, on Thursday night.

A well-known dealer of Paris has 
admitted that he denounced Thomas 
to the police, The robber, he says, 
was constantly offering him objects 
which he recognized as stolen.
