2nd -That the 
amount fixed as aforesaid in ease of the 
Provinces ef Ontario and Quebec con­
jointly as having heretofore formed the 
Province of Canada, was 862,500,000, 
and that the debt of eid late Province, 
as now ascertained exceeded that sain 
by $10,606,068. 84, for interest ms afore­
said on which said two Provinces were 
chargeable in account with Canada. 3rd. 
That it is expedient to relieve laid Pro­
vinces of Ontario and Quebec from said 
chargee, and hereafter to consider the 
fixed amount in their ease as increased
by udd sum df $10,506,086.84.

That to compensate other Provmoes of 
the Dominion forth» addition to the
general debt of Canada, the amount
