the House of Lords of the monopoly of 
dissolving marriages and to afford the 
motive power which caused the passing 
of the Act of 1867, which introduced 
the present rather doubtfully advantag­
eous English system. Amongst other 
countries, the example of the United 
States is often quoted as the beet modem 
instance of a facility in obtaining divor­
cee. It is, however, a complete mistake 
to suppose that all the States admit this 
laxity In South Carolina, for instance, 
divorces are almost if not wholly, un­
known. In Virginia and Kentucky the 
Legislature alone can dissolve marriages; 
and in Georgia, Mississippi and Alabama 
the decree for dissolution must be pass­
ed by the asient of two-thirds of each 
branch of the Legislature, and founded 
upon a previous judicial investigation. 
But in the other States a much greater 
latitude is allowed, and in some the 
license of repudiating wives and hus- 
hands is carried to an absurd extent. 
Ill usage, habitual drunkenness, malici­
ous absence, or conviction for a grave 
crime, are all admitted in one or other 
State as sufficient causes; and in Illinois 
the courts are authorized to decree divor­
ces “if they should be satisfied of the 
expediency of doing so. "

AuîXandhia, July 14. -The tiring 
heard in Alexandria vest rdey ni hr 
the marines and soldier* dispersing the 
plunderers with Gatling guns. A small 
detachment of the first landed, but had 
to wait for reinforcements before they 
were able to push to the centre of the 
town. There was some short, sharp 
fighting. No water ouuld be procured 
owing to the stoppage of the works.

AHOMO the rtrornvBS.
There are some French ladies among 

the fugitives rescued yesterday, also the 
Egyptian Prefect of Police, who succeed­
ed the instigator of the massacre in 
Alexandria on June 11th. There are 
not enough sailors and marines to occupy 
all the streets. The fire is still raging 
At least two miles'of houses are burning. 
More than a third of the city appears to 
be in flames.

THE SULTANS SOVEKEION BIGHTS.
Constantinople, July 14.—The Turk­

ish Ambassador to London telegraphed 
Granville and informed him that Eng­
land is compelled to proceed vigorously 
against the Egyptian rebels, but the 
sovereign rights of the Sultan will be no 
way prejudiced.

OOL LONG AND HIS PABTY.
Alexandria, July 14.—Col. Long, 

the African explorer, now acting as 
American Consul, and hie party of men 
entered the city yesterday, followed by 
a battery of Catlings, which engaged the 
rear guard of Arabia anny. The Pre­
fect of Police is very much frightened 
and sought Long's protection. Long 
saved him from the fury of the English 
soldiers, maddened at the recollection of 
the massacre of June. It is now stated 
that fifteen hundred, Arabs were killed 
and two thousand wounded (hiring the 
bomlmrdment.

BVINBD ALEXANDRIA.
Alexandria, July 14—4 p. m.—The 

town is totally ruined. The houses 
from the Groat Square to the Custom 
House have been plundered. In the 
Square itself and other wealthy Euro­
pean quarters there is hardly a building 
not ruined or still burning. The Court 
House and Intel national Tribunal have 
so far escaped. The Angle-Egyptian 
Rank is also preserved. The streets are 
strewn with empty clock and jewel cases 
and aimihu debris. But very few dead 
bodies have been found.

One third of the troops during the 
bombardment after the Khedive's Palace 
was surrounded, a party of soldiers 
entered his apartment and declared they 
had orders to kill him and bum the 
palace. After long parleying their loy­
alty was bought by promises of money. 
They then escorted the Khedive to the 
British at Ras-Et-Tin. His guard was 
not allowed to enter the palace t here 
with him. All the Minutera except 
Arabi presented thamselves at Ras-Et- 
Tin palace.

6.10 p. in.—A detatchinent of marines 
marched through the town.

'A massacre OP CAIRO FEARED.

It is stated Arabi spread all ever Egypt 
the report that the British Government 
is now so circumstanced, that it is able 
to fight upon she sea only, and because 
of internal troubles, cannot possibly pre­
pare for any great fighting upon land 
withinwn year.

This year the total area is 1,703,870 ac. 
res, and the estimated produce 30,783,- 
083 bushels. The increase and the 
change have taken place chiefly in the 
West Midland, Georgian Bay and Lake 
Huron counties.

The fall wheat is reported very good 
throughout the western half of the Pro­
vince. It has recovered admirably from 
the effects of spring frosts, and if the 
weather continues favourable until the 
harvesting, the yield will be better than 
an average. In the eastern half the re 
ports are less favorable. In the St 
Lawrence and Ottawa counties it will be 
not more than half a crop. It must be 
remarked, however, that eastward of 
York county a much greater area of 
spring wheat is grown than of fall wheat 
and the condition of spring wheat is re­
ported excellent. The indications are, 
indeed, that the estimated produce of 
the returns for wheat will be exceeded. 
But assuming that it is fairly realized, 
and that the crop is safely harvested, 
Ontario will have a surplus for outside 
markets of fully 20,000,000 bushels.

Oats promises to be an excellent crop 
in all sections of the Province, and bar­
ley and peas fairly good.

The haste with which the new Clerk- 
Treasurer was appointed on Friday even- 

; is nut at all creditable to the judg­
ment uf the Council Board. The posi­
tion is an important one, and the oc­
cupant of it should he carefully selected. 
The resignation of Mr. Moore had no 
sooner been accepted, than the new 
official was appointed. The council 
made no call for applications, not a day s 
notice was given,but with that unseemly 
haste which gave the affair the look of a 
political job, the appointment was hur­
ried on a straight party vote. We regret 
that our councillors, Reform or Conser­
vative, should bring political feeling 

into so important a matter as the ap­
pointment of a town Clerk and Treasurer. 
We regret also that the matter was rush­
ed through with electric speed, instead 
of applications having been openly invit­
ed, and other citizens having had an op­
portunity of trying for the position.

London, July 17. —In the Houae of 
Commons, John Bright, referring to hie 
resignation, stated he had nothing to ex­
plain or defend. The sole reason of his 
retirement was that he could not concur 
in the Government’s Egyptian policy. 
He had for forty years held and taught 
a doctrine that he atilt believed, and he 
could not consistently approve of the 
proceeding» at Alexandria. He believed 
that the moral law applied to nations as 
well as to individual», and that the pro­
ceedings he disapproved were a violation 
thereof and of international law. If he 
had not sooner retired it was because of 
hia high regard for Gladstone and hi» 
other colleagues. In a disagreement ao 
fundamental he would have either had 
to submit to measures he entirely con- 
damns or have been in constant conflict 
with his colleagues. Gladstone highly 
eulogized Bright, saying he agreed with 
hia principles, but not with the applica­
tion of them.

Tbr Late James Himon*.

In our last issue we made a brief re­
ference to the decease of the late James 
Simons, whodiedin Goderich on July 1st. 
Mr. Simons emigrated to Canada in 1834 
from his native county, Aberdeenshire, 
Scotland, and settled in West Flam- 
boro/ where he followed the business of 
carpenter. He came to Goderich town­
ship in 1849, and took up a farm not far 
from Bayfield. About eight years ago he 
removed to Goderich, where he resided 
until his death. About two and a half 
years ago he experienced an attack of 
paralysis, which rendered one side of 
his body useless. Two month J before 
his demise he was visited with a second 
and lighter stroke, the effects of which 
soon wore off, and he was feeling much 
better when on Dominion Day he was 
again suddenly prostrated by an attack 
which proved fatal. He lost the entire 
power of his body, became senseless, 
and expired in about six hours after be­
ing prostrated, at the ripe age of 79. 
Mr. Simons was of a rather retiring dis­
position, and although a consistent Re­
former took no open part in politics. 
He had a large circle of friends, by 
whom he was much esteemed. He left 
an aged widow and a family of five. 
They are James, a merchant in Mem­
phis, Tenn. ; Charles, a farmer who lives 
on the old homestead; Mrs. Briegel, of 
Lucan, Mrs. Shannon of Goderich, and 
an unmarried daughter.

We hear and see a great deal about 
protecting the insect destroying birds 
we even see occasionally a piece in the 
agricultural journals headed “A Plea for 
the mole," followed by an arriment tv 
prove that the villainous little blind 
creature doe* not injure vegetation; but 
we seldom hear or read of the service* 
rendered the farmer and horticulturist 
by the despised little toad, white we will 
venture the assertion that in any given 
area in this country the toads destroy 
more insects injurious to vegetation than 
do the birds in the same area, and that, 
too, without doing any mischief, as the 
toads live entirely upon insects, while 
the birds, with few exceptions, do not; 
and as t<> the mole, we will guarantee 
that if this case should come before a 
jury of intelligent farmers or gardeners, 
he would be f-und guilty of crimint 1 
destruction of vegetation, and especially 
of seeds. Not so with the toad, which 
subsists ent rely upon insects. Not only 
do they subsist upon insects, but they 
destroy thoee which the birds cannot 
reach—those which depredate at night, 
when we and the birds are asleep. So 
highly are they appreciated in Europe, 
that they are there an article of mer­
chandise.

The market gardeners near London, 
England, purchase toads from the Con­
tinent at fourpance each.

A toad put into a hot bed will effect­
ually protect the plants from the ravages 
of insects, and a number of them in an 
ordinary gardtn will materially reduce 
the number of insects, and thus protect 
the plants from their ravages.

So far from participating in the com­
mon feeling of contempt f<>r the humble 
little reptile, we have a profound respect 
for him on account <>f his friendly ser­
vices in aid of our perpetual warfare up­
on insects injurit us to vegetation. In­
stead of being kicked and trod upon, he 
should be protected by ill good citizen*. 
Any one who will take the trouble to 
watch a toad for one hour some summer 
evening, will he astonished at the skill 
ami celerity with which the little appar­
ently slothful creature captures its un­
wary victims. Very close attention is 
necessary to see the operation, so quick­
ly its long tongue is whipped out after 
its prey.

Men in health perspire freely when 
vigorously at work on warm days. 
Very heavy sweating may sometimes 
arise from weakness; a dry skin may in­
dicate disorder. Evaporation from the 
surface carries off heat and keeps the 
body cool. A large supply of drinking 
water is required for the warm haying 
and harvest days, but much less than is 
commonly supposed. Half a pint of 
water sipped slowly, will assuage thirst 
much more effectively than a quart gulp­
ed down. As fully explained in the 
chapter on “Catching Cold,” (in the 
December number), a different tempera­
ture in two adjacent portions of the 
body produces congestion. A pint of 
cold fluid of any kind, thrown into the 
at >mach, may result in mure or less 
congestion ; serious illness and not un- 
frequently deaths, arise from this cause. 
If ice water is taken at any time, it 
should always be swallowed so slowly 
that the stomach can warm each gill be­
fore another is received.

As to the kind of drink, the positive 
teachings of medical science and exper­
ience indicate that pure water is by f. r 
the beet fluid for assuaging thirst and 
supplying the wants of the system.

Nothing fur- 
nter was heard of her until the latter 
part of November, when John Waddel 
returned to Goderich and related a woe­
ful tele of shipwreck and an Sen*. 
His itonr Was to the eflhet that the 
achooner bad been struck with % squall 
and knoeked on her beam cede, causing 
the cargo to shift; and that the sailor» 
contrary to his wmbee, went into the 
hold for the purpma Sf rolling some bar­
rels to the windward and righting the

after another gu;t 
of wind struck the schooner and she rol­
led orer aed weak, taking down with 
her the twe sailors that were in the 
hold. H* claimed to hare out the yawl 
boat loose with a knife, and after much 
hardship, succeeded in reaching the 
shore. Be subsequently came here and 
told the name story, which some of our 
readers may remember. The vessel and 
cargo were heavily insured, but no one 
donated the story of John Waddel, and 
in oeurae of time the loaeee were paid, 
amounting to four or five thousand dol­
ls m.

In the spring of 1868 Mr Waddel 
moved with hia family to Goderich, and 
for two yean waa noticed to make fre­
quent trips to the north shore in a small 
boat generally accompanied by hia nr., a 
lad about twelve year* of age.

At last vague rumors were set afloat 
to *he effect that Waddel had aunk the

-oner to get the insurance. But Mr. 
Widdel had held the office < f .'leriff uf 
K- t county for several years, after

J. resigning to run for parliament,
i stood so high in the public estima­

tion that no examination was made.
In the year 1870, while on one of 

these voyages with hia son, the boat cap- 
sized near Pin# Point, a place about 
twenty miles above Goderich, and John 
Waddel was drowned. The same waves 
that took him to the bottom served to 
wash ashore his little win, and subse­
quently the lifeless body of the father. 
The remains were taken to Goderich, 
and interred in the city cemetery.

Some fire or six years since, a fisher­
man, while entering Tuber Murray har­
bor, at Cape Hurd, when the water was 
unusually clear, discovered a sunken 
schooner in about one hundred feet of 
water, which at the time waa thought to 
be the Explorer, but Waddel being dead 
no steps wane taken to unravel the my»

\Xbotii two weeks since Captain H. N. 
Jex of this city, commenced the raising 
of the unknown schooner with the steam 
barge Victoria. After ten days hard la­
bor, hia efforts were crowmed with suc­
cess, and, as suspected, the vessel proved 
to be the Explorer.

The vessel had been stripped of her 
canvas and all her cargo taken out, 
while about fifteen tons of stone had 
been put on board. Twelve invh-and-a- 
half augur holes were found in the 
centre board box close to the keel. The 
doors of the cabin were found to be se­
curely locked, and the body of one of 
the sailors, covered with moss, was 
found in the cabin, a skylight of which 
had been broken in some way ; and it is 
supposed thp other body floated out.

It ia now thought that Waddel sunk 
the vessel to get the insurance, That, 
after the sailor* had assisted in getting 
the cargo out, he feared to trust them 
with the secret, and, with the aid of 
whisky or drugs, succeeded in locking 
them into the cabin before the vessel 
went down.

Arrangements were made a couple of 
years ago for a journey to St, Catharines 
by Mrs. Lincoln, but she was taken very 
ill on the way thither in New York. 
Her acn Robert waa called to Gen. Gar­
field’s cabinet aa minister of war, and 
President Arthur continued the appoint­
ment.

They ha>e no claims to the title “pur 
petual,” as they never bloom but twice 
in the year, and rarely that, unless they 
are highly fertilized*ar.d closely cut back 
when they have ceased to bloom in early 
summer. They are til# most desirable 
of siimmér roses, because they have so 
luxuriant a growth and possess the 
charma of brilliant colorings and frag­
rance. Great advance has been made 
during the past few years in their varie­
ties, which are now numbered bylwnd- 
reds in the English and French floral 
catalogues, and our own flouists offer 
them in large number.- and at very low 
prices. Ten cents will often buy a 
flourishing young plant which, in two or 
three years if properly treated, will be­
come a large bush. “Among other de­
sirable varieties are “Arma Slexieff," 
“Beauty of Waltham," “Boule de 
Nieze,” “Coupe d’Hibe," “Edward 
Morrell,’’ “Jules Margottie," “La 
France," “Mabel Morrison," “Mine 
lmcharme,” “Mme Charles Wood,” 
Maria Baumann," “Baronne de Ratcbe- 
child,” and “Reynolds’ Hole. " The last 
mentioned was named ftuin the famous 
English rusarian who cultivates some of 
the finest roses in England and takes 
the prizes at all the rose exhibitions in 
his vicinity and is a rose of remarkable 
beauty. None of this class of roses re­
quire protection during the winter, but 
they will do better another year if they 
are covered about the roots with manure 
which can be dug into the ground early 
in the spring. Large bushes of roses 
should be tied up to stakes made either 
of small pine trees or of wood painted 
green. Watering with liquid manure 
will increase the beauty of roses at this 
season. That made from the horse 
stable or the hen roost will be more fer­
tilizing than any other. Do not put it 
on too strong, else it will do more harm 
than good. It is a good plan to fill a 
half-barrel one-quarter full with manure, 
and add a pound of copperas to it to 
keep the worms away; fill it up with 
water and put it on the plants twice a 
week, taking care not to touch "the 
leaves. Make the water the color of 
weak coffee if horse manuie is used, the 
color of weak tea if lien manure is pre­
ferred. —[Springfield Republican.

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WAR IN EGYPT.
Alexandria, July 17.—Americans did 

excellent service in checking the fire, 
arresting it altogether at several pointa 

It is thought the offer of rations Sey­
mour made to the Egyptian soldiers who 
return to their allegiance to the Khedive 
will bo a considerable inducement to 
loyalty, and will increase the staff avail­
able for pressing sanitary operationa 

Calcutta, July 17.—The last mail 
steamer sailed with fifteen hundred com­
missariat tents and a large quantity of 
stores for Suez.

Paris, July 17.- It is reported the 
Cabinet has resolved to accept the invi­
tation to protect the Suez Canal jointly 
with England.

Marseilles, July 17. — Six French 
transports have beien ordered to get rea­
dy to embark troops.

Constantinople, July 17.—The occu­
pation ef Egypt in case of Turkish inter­
vention is limited to six months instead 
of three months, as previously reported. 
The objects of occupation will probably 
be defined as follows:—Termination of 
anarchy; re-establishment of the status 
quo; re-organization of the army, and 
development of popular liberties. It is 
proposed that the Khedive shall super­
vise the work of the occupying troops.

Port Said, July 17. —There are au im­
mense iiuuiherof re ugees here. Many 
more women and children are expected. 
Europeans are evidently armed with re­
volvers and s|iortiiig guns. They fear 
they will be attacked bv a large force of 
Bedouins, who. it is stated, are as- 
se !'■" " " ere are also
1,000 .. ................................, six miles
hence, throwing up earthworks.

Three British, four French, two Ital­
ian men-of-war and one Spanish war 
ship are in harbor. The Governor is 
loyal to -he Khedive, but an Egyptian 

■ colonel who commands 250 men is sus­
pected of disloyalty.

Alexandria, ‘ July 17. — There were 
several fresh tires last night. Troops 
from the ship Tamar arc disembarking, 
and will raise the total British force 
ashore to 0,000. The war steamer Helicon 
intercepted two regiments going to Port 
Said from Cyprus, and ordered them to 
Alexandria. Four sailors and two of the 
Khedive's body guard rode to Kair El 
Dwar last evening and reconnoitered 
Arabi's outposts. The party penetrated 
within three hundred yards of Arabi's 
lines. They found all quiet. The re­
ports of the proximity of large bodies of 
Bedouins are untrue.

Alexandria, July 17.—The first re­
ports of the extent of the devastation 
here were exaggerated, although long 
lines of streets are still bun .ng and 
heavy smoko envelopes t! e city. 
The universal hope is that Aiubi will 
b.and firm at Kair el Dowar, so that a 
decisive liât tie may occur.

One of the Khedive's body guards, 
who rode to Kair-el-Dowar yesterday on 
a reconnoisance, galloped off and joined 
Aral» Pasha.

Several Arabs were killed last night 
for incendiarism. Three of the Khedive’s 
grooms, were killed by the English guard 
at Itas el Tin Palace by mistake. An 
Arab soldier was tied to a tree to-day in 
the square and shot before Arabs and 
Europeans. Despite these examples 
pillaging continuer.

Later.—Arabi Pasha's army is strong­
ly posted. All Bedouins lately hover­
ing around die city have disappeared.

Arabi has written a long letter in re­
ply to the Khedive’s demands, which the 
Khedive declares unsatisfactory. Arabi 
says he did not intend to make war, but 
as the Powers are determined to force 
attack, he considers it better to fight at 
once. He expresses his willingness to 
come to Alexandria if the Khedive in­
duces the English lleet and troops to 
withdraw. If the Khedive cannot do 
this Aral» recommends him to send a 
Minister to camp to discuss the situa­
tion.

Alexandria, .July 17.—It is stated 
that orders have been received from 
home, enjoining the British to content 
themselves witli maintaining order.

Refugees from Cairo report that a 
holy war is being proclaimed, and that 
Europeans are being massacred in Tan- 
tab, Mansurah and Zagazig. A consul 
lias been killed at Zagazig.

The ironclads Minotaur, Sultan and 
Temeraire have arrived off Aboukir, to 
prevent Arabi Pasha cutting the dykes.
A white dug was hoisted directly the ships 
appeared.

. Cairo, July 17.—Seven hundred and 
fifty Europeans, mostly Italians, with 
the Italian Consul and escort of forty 
soldiers, left on Saturday. German 
residents and the German Consul left on 
Friday. Both pin-ties arrived safely at 
Ismalia.

Alexandria, July 17.—Seymour lias 
issued a manifesto announcing that he 
has undertaken, with the consent of the 
Egyptian Government,the restoration of 
order. Nobody is allowed to leave town 
after sunset.

During the massacre soldiers fired the 
house of a timber merchant. A maid 
servant escaped to the garden, where the 
Soldiers laughing at her agony, purpose­
ly preventing fatal injury, preferring to 
see her burn to death. Finally she rush­
ed through the flames, and though 
wounded by bayonet thrusts succeeded 
in securing refuge in the ruins, where 
she was discovered by marines and 
handed over to the Americans.

During the alarm on Saturday night, 
150 Bedouins at Gaban-el Gate tied be­
fore the attack of a midshipman and 
twelve sailors.

Alexandria, July 17.-The people of 
Egypt appear to be preparing for a great 
war.

ALIXANDKii'» RAt
England’s big ships of war cannot get 

over the Alexandria Bar. Tt has been 
the policy of the Egyptian Government 
to retain that bar as a protection against 
foreign fleets. Mr. Easton the well- 
known engineer, actually laid before 
Ismail a scheme for destroying the bar 
and keeping the passage free for ever.
It wee to cost only £100,000. The money 
was a mere fleabite to Ismail; but the 
old fox was not to be caught in that 
way. “I don't want great vessels with 
destroying gnus inside my chief harbor,” 
was the comment with which he refused 
the improvement Ships of lighterdraught 
were consequently sent to Alexandria.

“a FAMOUS VICTORY. ”
The Chicago Timu, speaking of the 

Alexandria bombardment says;—This is 
the last of many famous victories The 
Zulu king, Cetewayo, now in captivity, 
is a living evidence of British prowess.
The King of Ashantee was dispelled of 
his umbrella that it might be sent to 
her Majesty of England as an evidence 
that her Majesty’s battalions were win­
ning glory in the African bush. Ill the 
scientific correction of the frontier of 
India, as My Lord Beaconsfield, the 
real Jingo, put it, there was glorious 
butcheries of Afghans With what pre­
cision England blew Sepoys from the 
month of the cannon in ’67, and with 
what glory she triumphed over Abys­
sinia "

London, July 18.—The Pott says:—
The behaviour of the American Admiral 
and his men at Alexandria is beyond all 
praise. Amid the diplomatic protests of 
European concerts and conferences and 
naval demonstiatiocs of imbecility, it is 
refreshing to find s commander able and 
willing on Ms own account to say what 
he thinks and do what he saya Sixty 
marines, physically speaking, could not 
do much, but there^ a way of giving 
support which quadruples its value.
The conduct of the Americans during 
the night of the alarm that Aral's were 
coming contrasts remarkably with that 
of the French and Italians.

Alexandria, July 18.—El Mehdi, the 
Prophet, supposed to be at least one 
thousand miles south of here, is rapidly 
advancing, in accordance with an un­
derstanding with Arabi, in the diiection 
of Cairo.

The present sovereign of Egypt, Mo­
hammed Tewfik, is nominally the vice­
roy of the Sultan of Turkey, of whose 
dominions Egypt is theretically a part. 
By various firmans or decrees he enjoys 
the privileges of an independent hered­
itary monarch, with the Persian-Arabic 
title of Khidiv-el-Misr. or King of Egypt 
popularly rendered by “the Khedive.” 
As such monarch he and his predecess­
ors have contracted various public debts, 
a large portion of which are held by 
British and French subjects, and for 
the better securing their payment Tew- 
fik placed, in 1879 and 1880, the man­
agement of the Egyptian finances in the 
hands of two Comptrollers-Generals, one 
appointed by Great Britain and one by 
France, virtually constit jting them his 
administrative officers. Against this 
management Arabi Bey, representing 
the native political element of the coun­
try, rebelled, and the Khedive has been 
unable to subdue him. The present 
military proceedings have been taken by 
Great Britain, therefore, for.the purpose 
of overthrowing Arabi and restoring the 
power to the Khedive— that is, to the 
English and French officials to whom he 
has intrusted it.

Arabi Pasha has certainly shown that 
he can make Egyptian soldiers, whose 
■performances in the Abyssinian and 
ltusso-Turkish wars led the world to 
look upon them as cowards, fight with a 
valor and coolness that would do honor 
to the soldiers of any nation. The Eng­
lish fleet for a whole day poured a ter­
rible tire, from the heaviest guns ever 
used in battle, into the Egyptian forts, 
some of which were too week to endure 
such a lire for an hour. The biggest and 
most distructive projectiles that the 
science of gunnery has been able to pro­
duce ploughed up the earthworks,smash­
ed the Egyptian guns, and tumbled the 
shaky walls down about the ears of Ar­
abi’s men, and yet the latter fought on, 
hour after hour, amid the dust and 
smoke and ruin, like veterans of twenty 
wars. Haw coolly the Egyptian gunners 
handled their guns is shown by the fact 
that every one of the ships was repeat­
edly hit, and all were more or less dam­
aged by the tire from the forts. The 
Egyptians had up-hill work from the 
start.
