Food for Reflection.
To the Editor of the Signal.

DEak Sir,—I was delighted last Fri-

‘ﬂ% to find that we had one live Rate-
pi

er amongst us ; and although he has
been late in waking up it is better late
than never. Now, sir,as he has promised
to give more on the same subject, I beg
of you to hold him fast to the fullfilment
of his promise ; and, if you will allow
me the use of one or two of your vala-
able columns, as the stereotyped phrase
goes, I shall have much pleasure in of-
fering him, through them, some texts
or pointers to refresh his wemory by a
glance, and it can only be a slight one,
at the proceedings of the council from
the inception of our precious scheme of
waterworks, and if a thing is precious
and valuable according to its cost, then,
indeed, are our waterworks precious be-
yond comparison in Canada—and the
end is not yet. In October, 1883, the
council published a placard throughout
the town in which it was stated that *‘the
total cost of waterworks, electric light
and Agricultural Park would be
$562,065.00.” In December following a
public meeting was held at which coun-
cillor Butler offered to withdraw from
the council and take the contract for the
three schemes for $55,000; on which
Mr Crabb urged that the offer should be
accepted, and that was the last
heard in public of this proposition,
and apparently the ulterior views of the
projectornot having been ripe encugh,:'.c
council seems to havetaken no noticeof i:.
At the following elections in January,
1886, a vote was taken as to whether or
not we should have waterworks. The
voters, having the estimate of $52,065
before their eyes, declared almost un
animously in its favor. In February,1857,
the three bylaws were published—fur
waterworks, $564,046.65 ; electric ligh's,
$7,000, and Agricultural Park, $4,000.
Immediately thereafter the council pub-
iished and widely circalated another pla-
card headed ‘‘Reasons why you should
vote for the waterworks, electric light
and park bylaws.” 1 cannot herein pos-
sibly give a tithe of the reasons given,
but it was therein stated that ‘‘the de-
crease of insarance rates alone (25 per
cent) will almost ful'y compensate for
the increased taxes.” And again—‘‘the
amounts asked by the bylaws are ample
for the purpose ; indeed, there is reason
to believe they may be $10,000 too
much, end, of course, only what is
required will be raised and spent—
that is in the control of the
council.” ‘Now, sir, after such a plain
statement issuing from the council
chamber shall I be believed when
I assert, without fear of contradiction,
that in September last the finance com-
mittee of the council reported that they
had not only to use all the revenue &f
1889, but to draw $8,208.00 from the
surplus of previous years to meet their
liabilities for the waterworks, ‘‘over and
above the monies received for the sale of
dabontures?” Yet there it}lies in print be-
fore me! The report was received unan-
imously ! The three bylaws having been
carried, the experimental well at the
foundry was at once commenced, under
the superintendence of councillor Butler,
and, as I am credibly informed, at the
cost cf nearly $2,000. A considerable
supply ,of water was obtained, but for
some rather inexplicable reason it was
abandoned and operations commenced at
the harbor, where three or four holes
were bored at very considerable expense,
but the supply of water teing found in-
adequate for domestic and fire purposes,
a ten inch intake pipe of some six tcns
in weight was laid to the river at the
cost of 85698.22 for labour, beside
the original cost lof the pipe; and, this
being again abandoned, it may pos-
sibly remain there till doomsday.
In May last the Mayor recommended to
the council to charge ‘‘the cost of sink-
ing a new well and building a reservoir,
$1,200, to the fire department. instead of
to the waterworks account,” and that was
‘‘done accordingly.” Ncw, sir, why was
not this $1,200 charged to the water-
worka as waa the $598 for burying the
intake pipe the year before? They were
literally for the same purpose, and there
could be no other reason for doing so
than to mystify any officious inquirer in-
to the coct of our waterworks, In June,
1888, Engineer Chipman was engaged to
superintend the whole comstruction
of the waterworks scheme ‘‘and
connection with the harbor for fire
service, until the final completion and
teeting the same, and taking the same off
the hands of the contractors,” for which
superintendence he was to receive
$760.00. Now, sir, we have heard noth-
ing whatever.of Mr Chipman for many
months past,unless that he seems to have
received $700.45 some time before thesta-

tutory statement was made upby the town
treasurer in December last. I find, how-
ever, sir, that a Mr Worswick, of
Toronto, an expert engineer, was paid
in September last $109.75 for examin-
ing and reporting on the efficiency of the
pumping machinery, and in that report

ing station ; or, the frictional resistance

of the water in the mains was overlooked
when the specifications were made re-
quiring four fire streame thrown 100 feet
high with only 150 lbs water pressure at
the pumping station.” Does this not
show,eir,that our engineering and scienti-
fic councillors in their united wisdom had
the specifications prepared for the well
at the foundry? and yet, in the very
tace of this scientific report for which
they squandered $109.00 of the people’a
mouney, they have aln bored two
other wells at the cost of some thous-
and dollars each; and that, too,
at & spot where, as Ratepayer
‘hints, the water may very possibly
be unsuitable from the presence pof
mineral substances at present unknown.
Verily, sir, we are a long suffering peo-
ple, and more patient, I think, than
even Job could have ever been under
such circamstances,for when we are smit-
ten on the one cheek wa virtually beg for
a slap on the other; or perhaps,more cor-
rectly speaking, whenour townfathers pick
one pocket we tell them to clean out the
other also. But Imust hurry on. In
October last the waterworks committee
reported to the council that they had
‘““‘made a contract with the Reliarce
Electric Co. fortwo 50 light 4 Ampere
dynamos, 40 new 4 Ampere lamps aud
the chanziug of 30 of our wwn 8 Ampere
lamps for the sum of $1,660—one dyna-
mo and 50 lamps to be shipped on {he
16th of November naxt, We have also
made a contract with Mt P, McEwan to
drill an 8 inch hole at the harbor at $2
per foct.” *‘Tne report was unanimously
adopted on motion of Nicholson, second-
ed by Cantelon.” This, sir, I must con-
fess, is purely Greek to me, with the ex-
ception of the $§1.550 and brother Peter’s
part of it. I hope, h)wever, that all the
rest of your readers will thoroughly com-
prehend it. And now fora few worls
on Ratepayer's bathing pund, and it is

What could the half hundred county
councillors, the leading men in their
several localities, think, not only of our
rulers,bat of each and every ons of us,on
seeing the ridiculous waste of money
aronnd their court house ? Must it not
have been something like this ? that we
are a community of born unprincipled
fools who could stand by ‘‘mute as oys-
ters,” as your corfespondent puts it—and
he is one of us—and see our friends the
laborers, artisans and mechanics—who
have not time tn spend in watching the
proceedings of the council themselves—
plundered, and their little properties
become subject to seizure for the public
debt by the madness or recklessness of
the town council. Are we not ail most
blameable in this matter? And what
would these eountry gentlemen have
thought if, instead of finding four piles
of gravel close to the county building,
they had found four heaps of horse and
cowdung, which theyassuredly would have
done but for the interference and stren-
uous protest for sanitary reasons of one
of our superannuated tailors? As for
His Worship’s proposition to sell the
fire engime in our present peculiar circum-
stances, it must have been the outcome of
incipient insanity or—of something else !
No, no, sir, keep the engine, but for any

sake dispose of the two little fellows that

If *‘Ratepayer,” yourself or
any of your readers will please turn to
pages 1874 and 1875 of the volume con-
taining the latest municipal statute you
will find that section 383 says :—In case
one-third of the membvers of any council,
or thirty duly qualitied electors of ‘the
municipality, petition for a commission
under the Great Seal, to enquire into
the financial affairs of the gorpor-
ation, and things connected there-
with, aond if sufficient cause s
shown, the Lieutenant Governor in
Council may issue a commission ac-
cordingly, and the commissioner
or commissioners, or such cne or more
of them as the commission empowers to
act, shall have the same power to sum-
mon witnesses, to enforce their attend-
ance, and compel them to produce docu-
ments and give evidence as any Court
has in civil cases.””—46th Vic., chap. 18,
sec. 385. Thus, sir, your readers will
perceive that they have the power to re-
dress their grievances in their own handas,
and a very simple matter it certainly is.
And now, to shuw them that by moving
in the matter and signing a petition to
the Guvernment they incur no personal
responsibility whatever, I shall quote the
very next section of the Act, thus : Sec.
384 says—‘'The expenses to be allowed
for executing the commission shall be
determined and certified by the treasur-
er of Ontario, and shall thenceforth be-
come a debt due to the commissioners by
the corporation, and shall be payable
within three months sfter demand there-
ot by the commissioner or any one of the
commissioners at the office of the treas-
urer of the Corporation.”—46th Vic,,
chapter 18, sec 386. Could any-
thing be more simple and easy,
sir, to get rid of the incubus that
has for years past hunz over our good
town, if only one ortwo of our promi-
nent men would shakes themselves up and
lead in the matter 1 I again repeat that
I hold printed proof of every state-
ment 1 have mada and a good deal more.
I know not what the power and duties
of the Board of Trade are, but, if their
President and your correspondent ‘‘Rate-
payer”—and I know neither of them—
will pledge themselves to act with energy
in this matter of such vital importance
for the prosperity of the town, I will al-
low you, sir, to give them imy name, and
I pledge myself to give them every In-
formation and assistance in my power.

How Many Times Should a Cow Be Milked?

The question is often asked, ‘‘How
many times should a cow be milked
daily I’ The United States Dairyman
replies : Asarule, and with ordinary
cows, twice milking suffices, and it is as
often as it cap be profitably done in con-
jungtion with other farm work. Baut
there are extraordinary cows that ought
to be milked three times a day—once
every eight hours. This would not
only be profitable but add greatly to the
cow’s comfort. It would also atimulate
nature to an increased flow of milk to
meet the extra demand. There would
therefore be a greater quantity of milk.
The quality wouald aleo be improved or,
rather, the milk would not be so much
impoverished by the absorption of the
fats after it is secreted. Repeated ex-
periments show that the longer the in-
terval between milkings the poorer the
milk. If milked as fast as secreted,
there is reason to believe it wonld all be
“‘stripping.”

Haltering a Colt.

The Farming World says on the sub-
ject :—*‘Get the colt to folluw an old
horse into a loose box,or some outhouse,
and while there give him a feed of ocats.
V7hen the colt begins eating remove the
other animal, and endeavor to handle
the youngster about the head and ears ;
allow him to smell the halter, and leave
it lying beside him when eating. If he
seems likely to prove troublesome, this
treatment may require to be repeated for
a few days. When proceeding to halter
him, be careful to use a leather halter,
and see that it sits loosely and comfort-
ably or him. Do not on any account
make use of a rope halter for breaking,
as should the animal begin struggling
the pain caused him by the cords of the
rope and the tightening of the slipnouss
will certainly make him worse to
manage. Should he show any fidgetiness,
a little patting will guiet him. Ooce
haltered let the old horse be led on be-
fore him and he will likely follow quite

peaceably. In the couree of a day or
two he will be found to lead quite quiet-
ly in the halter by himself. It is some-

times customary to tie colts up in the
stable after haltering, if only for a short
time, to accustom them to the practice,
and if a little feeding is given to keep
them quiet, no fault may be found with
doing #0 ; but if kept tied up for days,
as is sometimes done, the custom is a
mistaken one, and the worst that could
be adopted. As a rule, colts should not
be tied up to stalls until thoroughly
broken in and kept regularly at work,

Every citizen of
Canada should be entitled to protection from
the Government in the performance of civil
&r religious rights. This was refused to Miss
Wright.’,

Bir John Macdonald said that the various

provinces of the Dominion were responsible
for the administration of the criminal law.
The Dominion Government was poweriess to
interfere. Exocept in case of rebellion the
Federal Government did not feel itself dis-
posed to interfere in such matters. Mr.
Mercier, the promoter of the Jesuits’ cause,
was the proper person to apply to. It wasa
matter purely within the province of the
Quebec authorities. Any two magistr ate
could have called out the militia to preserve
the peace if necessary.
. Mr. Charlton replied but was frequently
interrupted, and then Hon. Edward Blake
made his first speech of the session. He said
that Mr, Charlton had made a great mistake
in bringing up the matter. ‘‘There is now
a legislature sitting over in Quebec,” pro-
ceeded Mr. Blake, ‘‘that is the proper
tribunal to apply to in such an emergency.
As the Premier had remarked, neither the
Dominion Government nor this House has
anything whatever to do with it.”

Mr. Mills of Bothwell called the attemtion
of the House to a press despatch from Wash-
ington stating that the United States Gov-
ernment were about to grant a further lease
of the fisheries in Behring Bea with provi-
sions for the exclusion of Canadian fishermen.
Sir John Macdonald replied that he had not
seen the despatch in question and that he did
not believe it was true. The negotiations
were still in progress with the United States
Gover t for the settl t of the Behr-
ing Sea question, ‘and he believed thata
peaceful understanding would be arrived at.
To-night D'Alton McCarthy ‘moved the
second reading of his bill for the abolition of
French as an official language in the North-
west. He merely made the motion, reserving
remarks until later. Mr. Davinimmediately
rose with this amendment:

*‘That the bill be not now read a second
time, but that it be resolved that it is expedi-
ent that the Legislative Assembly of the
Northwest Territories receive authority to
deal with the subject of this bill by order or
enactment after the next general election.”
Mr. Davin made an extended speech in
support and entertained the House by the
shafts of witticisms he aimed at Mr. Mc-
Carthy, whom he described as such a busy
man that he took up his information, as
certain birds do their food, on the wing,
and it was therefore not surprising that his
conclusions were somewhat flighty. He was
too busy to be well informed, too much of a
nisi prius lawyer to be accurate and too much
of a mere lawyer to be a statesman.
[Laughter].

Mr. Davin's serious agrument was to prove
that dual language is not so much of a
menace to national harmony as it had been
represented to be, that those settlers of
French-Canadian origin who had gone to the
Northwest, perhaps on the strength of the
clause recognizing theirs as an official lan-
guage, were entitled to a voice in its repeal.
The question would have been dealt with in
the Northwest if Mr. McCarthy had never
taken it up; in fact, before he ever mentioned
it it was a theme of discussion amongst the
leading men there. Mr, McCarthy had dis-
covered that he had made a mistake in the
position he had taken last year on the
Jesuits’ Estates Act and taken up this other
subject in order to let himself down easy.
Col. O’Brien followed in straight opposition
to the amendment and sail that even were
the vote on the side ke took no larger than it
had been on the motion be had offered last
session the discussion would do good in shdw-
ing the country the position of affairs. He
described the amendment as senseless and
useless and deprecated the attempt to throw
into the affairs of the Northwest Assombly a
bone of contention which would enable the
minority there to have a control similar to
thut which they exercised here.

Robert White (Card.) followed in support
of Mr. Davin's amendment.

a desire to make political capital by fanning
the flames of anti-Jesuit aggressions. On
questions such as this he was for provincial
rights.

He moved an amendment to the
amendment, declaring it inexpedient to inter-
fere with the Northwest Act, as this would
tend to create doubt as to the stability of our
inetitutions and thus check immigration.
