trust absolutely to do it for vou. You
will never regret spending the money.
Even after you are sure that the used
machine is in good condition, be sure
that you are getting something be-
sides the bare car. Remember that
while the price may seem low, by the
time you have purchased essential ac-
cessories, to put the car in running
order, you will have added a tidy sum
to the first cost.

On thé other hand, if you- eschew
the second-hand car and go direct to
the agents for a new machine, don’t
be in a hurry.

We have had a fine opportunity of
watching the working of one of the
wards of the General Hospital, and
we take it that this ward, the Carson
Ward, is typical of the other five.

While the working of the hospital
has been handicapped by ‘the illness |
and absence of tho General Superin-
tendent Dr. Keegan and the lecturing
and warning of the nurses * some-
what retarded, the efficient working
of the hospital has been rendered pos-
sible by Dr. Anderson taking general
charge of two wards, Dr. Fraser of
ariother two, and Dr. Cowperthwaite
of the remaining two, the keen at-
tention of the house surgeon Dr.
Knight, and the real excellence and
devotion of the nursing staff.

No words of ours are necessary to
tell of the skill and abiilty of Dr.
Arnrderson. They are too well known.
But we have had the benefit of these
qualities. But a word is not out of
place for the younger medical practi-
tioner, who is acting as locum tenens
for Dr. Keegan. Not only have we
benefitted by the care and skill of Dr.
Kuight, but for almost a month we
had the opportunity of noting the care
zud attention, considerateness and
skill with which he digd his duty in
Carson Ward.

For the nursing staff it is not pos-
sihte to speak in too high terms.
Miss Southcott is to be congratulated
on the training which has given the
General Hospital such an efficient
nursing staff.  “S8i monumentum ) re-
quiris circumspice,”. which may be
réxdered for the occasion as “If you
seek her monument, look at the nurs-
ing staff.”

Not only are. they being well train-
ed_for their special work, but they are

trained to be hard-working, kind and
considerate under the most trying cir-
cumstances.

The graduate nurses and senior
nurses seem never to stop for a mo-
ment in attending to the wants of the
patients and the junior nurses follow
closely in their footsteps, and it is not
that their hours are short. For the
opposite is the fact. Their duties call
for constant attention, the circum-
stances are often trying to nerves and
temper, but their attenton is uni-
formly kind, considerate and con-
stant.

Moreover, their hours are long. The
night nurses go on duty at 9 p.m. and
come off at 8 a.m. The day nurses go
on duty at 7 a.m. and come off at 9
p.m. In addition to a short period for
meals they have relief from this
period of 14 hours, one hour in the
morning one dayand threehours inthe
afternoon the next day. Considering
the trying nature of their duties the
hours are much too long, and the Gov-
ernment should turn their attention to
ic.

The nurses are dressed in neat and
attractive uniforms. The undergradu-
ates in pink dresses, the graduates in
blue and the sisters in cream, with
wtkite bands, aprons and collars. But
pleasing as these are to the patients
and visitors, thé¢y entajl laundry
charges which are unfairly borne by
the nurses.

The junior nurses: commence with
Four ‘Dollars a month and half of this
gees in laundry charges. We under-
stand the Government have promised
to relieve the nurses of this charge

but have not done so yet. They should
carry out their promise at once, for
the nurses are well worthy of this
concession,

We cannot close without a word of
thanks to Drs. Anderson and Knight,
Miss Southcott, her efficient and cap-
able aid, Miss Bowden, Sister Lloyd,
Sister -Taylor, Nurses Taylor, Reid,
Morris, Hatcher, Oakley and Day-
mond.

The partisans of the measure
claim that it is necessary on account
of the fraudulent marking of sardines;
but a law already exists for the.ef-
fective repression jof this class of
fraud. Further, the wrong marking

of ‘sardines does not. appear a reason

for inflicting serious disabilities upon
British colonial packers of salmen
and other fish which in no way com-
pete with Frené¢h canners. The Bur-
ma Rice and Trading Co., ‘Ltd., 69

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., March 24.
Dr. Elliot, President Emeritus of
Harvard University, has declined the
British Embassy, for financial, not
health, reasons.

CETTINGE, March 24.
David Pasha, with a Turkish Army
of 15,000, surrendered to the Servians
on the Strumbi River, Albania, to-
day. David comnianded the Seventh
Army Corps, and was formerly com-
mander at Uskub.

LONDON, March 24.

The incendiaries marauded Beck-
enham, a southeast L.ondon suburb,
to-day, before dawn, setting fire to
homes under construction. The wo-
men ‘were disturbed by a passing
policeman, and escaped. Very little
damage was done.

AMOY, March 24.

The destruction of the opium crops
by the Government, is being carried
out energetically. A force of 300
troops was despatched from here to-
day to Tung Lan, where the farmers
resisted the efforts of the authorities
to destroy their poppy plants.

MANCHESTER, ‘March 24.

Suffragettes to-day = bolted, barred
and chained the doors of a hall where
the annual conference of the Labor
Party was proceeding. The matter
was not discovered until lunch time,
and the chains had to be filed through
before they could leave the hall.

ROME, March 24.

Owing to the weak condition of the
Pope, his physicians decided this
morning that it would be impossible
for His Holiness to hold the audience
he had arranged for to-morrow. No
further audiences will be held until
April 3rd. The Pope is much de-
pressed by the death on Saturday, of
Cardinal Respighi.

LONDON, March 24.

The Commons to-day, for the first
time within living memory, sat on
Easter Monday. Premier Asquith ex-
plained that the innovation was due
to the necessity of passing the finan-
cial votes before the close of the fis-
cal year on March 31st, and to clear
the way for a renewal of the Home
Rule fight. Many members stayed

away in protest.

BERLIN, March 24.
The assassination of King George
of Greece has résulted in the institu-
tion of more stringent precautions for
the protection of the Kaiser. Ger-
many’s numerous socialist and anar-

chist societies are not inclined toward
violence, but the sudden impulse of
some unbalanced person, who has
been inspired by the successful ass-
assination of King George, is feared.
The King’s death may affect the
wedding of Princess Victoria Louise
and Prince Ernest of Cumberland,
scheduled for May 24th, confining it
to almost a private affair. No official
announcement has yet been made.

BREST, March 24.

A resolution, calling on France and
Germany to agree to proportionate
disarmament, was adopted to-day by
the French National Congress of Unit-
ed Socialists, sitting here. The reso-
Iution declares that the present rival-
ry of arms in the name of peace is
provocative of war, and can only be
prevented by a treaty to reduce ar-
mies simultaneously.

OMAHA, March 24.

The latest lists give 150 killed and
{00 injured. The problem of housing
the thousands of homeless, is being
faced. The destroyed buildings num-
ber 1,200; property loss many mil-
'ions. . Similar reports of death .and
lestruction are coming from all quar-
ters. Hospitals are filled, many of the
vietims being unidentified, owing to
the death or injury of their friends.
{roops are patrolling the stricken
section, Governor Morehead taking
personal charge. There has been lit-
le or no looting, business men co-
yperating in every way. Omaha ho-
els have thrown their doors open to
‘he injured. Scores of physicians
:ave come to the city from nearby
towns, and also hundreds of people
from nearby towns who have friends
here. ;

TERRE HAUTE, Ind., March 24.

With a known death-list of 16, re-
ports brought by messengers on
horseback from the south part of Vi-
go county, reported that the toll from
a tornado would probably reach 50

believed to be buried in the ruins of
their homes. The property loss ex-
ceeds $5,000,000, in addition to the
destruction of 300 homes in the south
part of Terre Haute.

That I did drive
McGrath completely ifito silence, i8
admitted by all who fonowed{ my writ-
ing. His only attempt at defence was
by adopting abuse. He advanced no
clean argument, but introduced irre-]
velant personalities from ‘the start
which disgusted even his friends. Mr.
McGrath's- bubble of fame has been
dispelled like the mist of the morn-
ing before the rising sun.

Again, “Looker-On” convicts him-
self of being unreasonable;when he
objects to my advicé to clean up at
home. He takes that to himself in
a personal way, when the context
proves that I meant the camp in
which he chose to stand as a defend-
er. I have not accused "the poor
simple fellow of mud slinging either,
though he thinks I have. It is but
another evidence that you are not
logical, Mr. “Looker-On.” °

A further evidence of “Looker-On's”
sincerity, is in the whole tenor of his
miserable juggling with the language.
The whole letter is a tissue of abuse
and lying, though doubtless he does
not see it, so undeveloped is his power
of discernment. 1 have no intention
of engaging myself in a wrangle with
one who is. so incapable of putting
a proper construction on the plain and
simple words of ancther. Mr.
“Looker-Cn” cannot produce one sen-
tence from anything that I have ever
written, which would show that mud-
slinging has ever been in my line.

Until you will have learned to rea-
son and to abstain from foul language
yourself, Mr. “Looker-On,” I will ad-
vise you as I ‘advised Mr. McGrath
last year to go into retirement. Read
some, study some works on logic, and
let the books you read be suffused
with Christian charity. You must
know that however much you may
desire a better tone to the press, your
pailtry and abusive letters are not
conducive to that desirable end.

On Thursday President Coaker ar-
rived at-Carmanville, having been met
by Unionists numbering upwards of
200 three miles from Carmanville.
The great parade marched to Car-
manville amidst volleys of musketry,
which continued throughout the whole

march. Arches were erected at Nog-
gin's Cove, bearing mottoes painted by
the residents such: as “Sink or Swim
with Coaker,”” “The F. P. U. Forever,”
“The Graba.lls Must Go,” and “Wel-
come to our President.” At Carman-
ville the District Council met, holding
two sessions. A large number of
delegates representing every Council
but one were present. On Thursday
night the ladies tendered a grand
banquet to the President -and dele-
gates, which was a grand ~ success,
The banquet was held &t the mnew
school building. At 8 o’clock - the
President delivered a speech in the
Orange Hall which was packed to its
fullest capacity., The speech was two
and a half hours long and nothing
equal to it was ever heard at Carman-
ville before. The enthusiasm was won-
derful and the speaker was cheered
repeatedly throughout the speech.
The minister was present on the plat-
form and

Warmly ‘ Congratulated the President,

expressing the great pleasure it gave
him' to be present and his thanks for
the great speech. The District Coun-
cil opened again after the public

meeting end sat until 8 a.m. on Friday
morning. Another great demonstra-
tion was tendered the President as
he left for Ladle Cove. At Apsey
Cove,- three splendid arches, similar
to the Bonavista arches, were erected
along the road the President was to
pass. The ladies gathered with the
men and cheered, :although it was
raining heavily. At White Point,
three miles from Doting Cove, the
Unionists of Musgrave and Doting
Cove had gathered, and had been
waiting several hours for the Presi-
dent.

Three splendid arches
with “the usual stirring mottoes, had
been drected by friends at Musgrave
The ¢cheering at the arches will never
be forgotten Several non-Unionists
fired joy guns and decorated thei;
places with bunting. At Doting Cove
five grand arches had been erected
bearing some new and novel mottoes.
one of them had a room on eithe:
side equal to a home, where the girls
had gathered and sang the grand old
bymns “Onward Christian Soldiers,
and “Rescue the Perishing.” The
women and girls 'of Doting Cove
numbered about 100, and joined the
parade on the return mareh from
the South side of Doting Cove, and
cheering the men responded in reply
The whole route was decorated witl
bunting. Almost every home had a
flag flying to the breeze. The mem-
bers of the Union then entered Dot-
ing Cove Union Hall, and were ad-
dressed by the President. In thg af-
ternoon, a Union meeting was held.
At 8 Saturday night, the President
opened a great mass meeting at
Wesley Hall, Musgrave. - Every" pos-
sible inch of space was: chinched.
The, crowd was so. large that the
audience were prevented from
stamping; owing to the

Great Weight of the Audience.

The Musgrave Union Chairman, friend
James. Goodyear, presided. The Pre-
sident delivered a brilliant ‘address
occupying 2'5 hours. It was the best
speech of all he delivered on the
Strait Shore. The people were held
spell-bound. Several times the audi-
ence broke out with furious cheering
and the applause was deafening; hand
clapping only being permitted.  The
Rev. Mr. Mercer and lady were pre-
sent. Never before did such an audi-
ence gather. Never before was suck
a speech heard. The audience dic
cheer and every person present show-
€d their appreciation of the Presi
dent’s speech at the close. The
cheering was wonderful. Cheers were
given for President Coaker, the F.P.
U. and - Sir Robert Bond. Nothing
like the Union feeling prevailing now
was ever known here. The non-
Union men openly stated that they
intended to vote for Coaker.
